I.  General presentation of the dissertation

The PhD thesis of Nikolay Mishkovsky deals with an interesting topic -
United States Navy history during the period from 1919 to 1941. The author
focuses on key aspects in the development of the institution, revises popular
theories and presents an objective and analytical picture of the facts and events
from the period. The dissertation presents the student’s original work and
findings.

The dissertation is innovative. According to its design, goals and results,
the study is the first comprehensive scientific study in the Bulgarian
historiography on the American naval institution as a symbol and illustration of
American economic and military power.

The research is based on and supported by documents and scientific
literature entirely in English. The main text has a volume of 780 pages, followed
by applications with charts, tables, maps and images, which increase the total

volume to 919 pages. The structure is logically sound and testifies to a skillfully



developed research strategy. The introduction contains all the components
necessary to present the overall picture of the study. Each of the three chapters
consists of paragraphs, thus contributing to the easier highlighting of the accents
in the analysis and the consistent and logical development of the thesis. The final
part summarizes important conclusions that the doctoral student reaches in his
research work. The dissertation fully meets the conditions and procedure
requirements for obtaining a doctoral degree, currently defined by the national
law (ZRASRB and PPZRASRB).

II. Evaluation of the scientific and practical results and contributions
of the dissertation

The contributions can be summarized as follows:

1. The author presents the historiographical fields in the outlined issues
objectively and correctly, as well as the clash of ideas and concepts. The doctoral
student presents convincing arguments against those imposed in American
historiography and presents successfully his own point of view by skillfully using
facts and evidence in support of his specific statements and conclusions.

2. The research is original and comprehensive, and has a contributing
character to the historical science. The work fills a significant gap in Bulgarian
historiography. The scientific basis of the research is built on a rich source
material from unpublished archival funds and personal archives, published
documentary material and a large volume of literary sources, memoirs and
periodicals. The author’s fluency in English has made possible the study of the
available sources in the original language, their selection, synthesis and critical
analysis. The documents and the historical research literature have been used and
cited conscientiously and professionally. For the first time, numerous documents
in English, hitherto unknown to Bulgarian historiography, have been introduced

into scientific circulation, thus enriching the existing historical knowledge.



3. The doctoral student has 5 publications, two of which are under print.
This fact corresponds to the requirements for popularization of the scientific
achievements of the dissertation.
The abstract corresponds to the structure and content of the dissertation
and has the characteristics of a review publication.
III. Critical remarks and recommendations
In future research, as well as in view of the future publication of the
dissertation as a book, it would be of undoubted scientific interest should the
choice of US national security policy in the 1930s be analyzed with a stronger
emphasis on Far Eastern regional crises and influences. A different perspective,
i.e. how the East understands the West, would also contribute to a better
understanding of the matter and would expand the scope of the study.
Question: Do you consider the national security policy (in particular the
naval concept) of the American President H. Hoover and Secretary of State H.
Stimson to be effective and adequate against the background of the crisis in
Manchuria? How did Japan understand that policy?
IV. Conclusion

In conclusion, I believe that with this work Nikolay Svetoslavov
Mishkovsky has proven to be a serious researcher with high potential for future
scientific development.

Therefore, 1 propose to the members of the Scientific Jury to award
Nikolay Svetoslavov Mishkovsky the educational and scientific degree
"Doctor" (PhD) for his dissertation "US Navy in the period between the two
world wars, 1919-1941" in the professional field 2.2. "History and
Archeology", doctoral program "New and Contemporary World History"
(Contemporary World History).
