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Pedagogy". Neophyte Rilski continues his education at the Department of
Psychology at the University of Southern Georgia, as a full-time doctoral student
in the Master's program "Pedagogical and Age Psychology". He speaks English.

2. Normative provision of protection

Doctoral student Maria Christos Papadopoulou has fulfilled all her obligations
from the individual plan in accordance with the ZRASRB, the Regulations for its
application and the internal rules for the development of the academic staff at the
Neofit Rilski University of Applied Sciences. The dissertation development
submitted for review has successfully passed a check with the iThenticate
Program of the company Turnitin to establish similarity and plagiarism with other
works. The information submitted for three independent publications meets the
requirements of 30 points as a condition for obtaining the degree of "PhD".

3. Main theoretical emphases in the dissertation development



The dissertation work submitted for review is a volume of 170 pages, covering
two independent chapters, a discussion, a conclusion, appendices and a list of 223
sources in English. The material is illustrated with 30 tables and 33 figures. The
theoretical chapter one is spatially quite long (100 pages) and presents in detail
the understandings of international institutions and various authors about the
concept of "specific educational needs", as well as research results providing its
justification. At the very beginning, the doctoral student presents it as a
phenomenon related to existing educational difficulties in children with various
diseases who need special educational approaches to learning. The areas in which
difficulties manifested are communication, social skills, organization, psycho-
sensory problems, emotional deficits and behavioral problems. In the process of
presenting them, she draws attention to the fact that within the scope of the school
context, teachers are the main factor that has the specific professional
competences to deal with this problem and this convincingly proves it
theoretically. According to the author, "students with disabilities are a
heterogeneous group in a school with different characteristics and needs, the only
similarity they share among themselves is the presence of a disabling condition
that can be an obstacle to their progress in learning” (p.10). "The tyranny of the
normal” (according to L. Fiedler) affects the entire life of students with specific
educational needs, and this is the reason for increased scientific interest in the
inclusion and adaptation of such children to the pedagogical system in general and
the individual school in particular. Forms, methods and processes have been the
subject of normative regulation for several decades in many countries, and in
recent years also in the Greek education system.

Logically, in harmony with the topic of the thesis, Maria Christos
Papadopoulou offers a detailed overview of the different types of diseases.
According to the legal regulations, students with special educational needs are
those who have mental disabilities, sensory vision disorders (blind, visually
impaired with low vision), sensory hearing disorders (deaf, hearing impaired),
chronic disabilities, incurable diseases, speech disorders, diffuse developmental
disorders (autism spectrum disorder) attention deficit hyperactivity disorder with
or without hyperactivity, psychiatric disorders, and multiple disabilities. This
wide spectrum increases the importance of working with them, related to
providing assistance in learning social skills and educational competencies. The
process of integrating them into the Greek education system includes providing
opportunities for education; legislative framework for educational inclusion;
forms of integration; and "Inclusion Classes" and "Parallel Support" programs are
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forms of helping these students integrate into the world of their peers. This is
adequately presented in a separate part of the theoretical analysis and is proof of
the good awareness of the doctoral student, especially regarding the
implementation of the programs. The concepts of integration, inclusion, inclusive
education and teachers' attitudes are also presented. According to the doctoral
student, direct contact with children and helping to solve problems related to them
motivates teachers for work. In this sense, the perception of the child with special
educational needs, the consideration of his emotional needs, through the prism of
his cognitive or behavioral deficits, | define as a significant element of the
pedagogical process related to him. They are an important predictor of the
successful fulfillment of the pedagogical mission of working teachers. The
proposed results of previous studies, in the world, confirm this. The relevance of
the thematic focus of the dissertation development is also strengthened by the
diversity of attitudes of teachers in Greece, obtained from previous research
(Pappas, Papoutsi, Drigas (2018); Galaterou & Antoniou (2017); Tsakiridou &
Polyzopoulou (2014). The theoretical part undoubtedly shows the personal
attitude and competence of Maria Papadopoulou on the studied problem.

4. Compliance of the research program with the topic of the dissertation

The methodological framework and the results of the conducted psychological
research are presented in chapter two, 188 Greek teachers participated in the
study, which was not equally distributed by gender (140 women and 48 men) and
with an overwhelming majority of 140:48 in favor of teachers from cities over
teachers from villages. All of them work as teachers of students with special
educational needs (autism, dyslexia, deaf or partially hearing, blind or partially
sighted, students with intellectual disabilities, etc.) who attend public schools in
the cities: Xanthi, Rhodes, Thessaloniki, Pyrgos, Ceres, Sami, Caterini and Chios.
In addition to the presented objective, | think it would be useful to include research
tasks in the research methodology, as they determine the direction of the research
itself. The hypotheses raised are understandable and well structured. | draw
attention to the fact that their compilation is based on the logic of the theory, which
makes them adequate to it. In terms of evidence, only one of them is confirmed,
two are not confirmed and one is partially confirmed. This is probably the reason
why the doctoral student did not make one main hypothesis regarding the integrity
of the conducted research.

To obtain research data, the PhD student uses the practice-proven Achenbach
System Including Empirically Based Assessment (ASEBA), which is used to
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assess abilities, adaptive functioning, and behavioral and emotional problems in
children and adolescents. The proposed "Child Behavior Checklist" allows
professionals from various fields to obtain weighted data on a wide range of
behaviors. In addition, rater-weighted descriptions of child and adolescent
behavior can be compared with each other. For the purpose of the study, of the
four available, only the Teacher Questionnaire (TRF for 6-18 year olds) was used.
It includes two scales: a) a scale for assessing the child's academic and adaptive
functionality and b) a scale for assessing his behavior problems. The internal
consistency and reliability of the scales and measured dimensions show high
Cronbach's alpha values: for emotional problems o=0.575;anxiety problems
a=0.725;body problems a=0.879;lack of attention a=0.852; provocative problems
a=0.773, behavior problems a=0.818;anxiety a=0.911; for withdrawal-depression
a=0799; disturbances in the body a=0.818; social problems a=0.717; thought
problems a=0.754; hyperactivity-impulsivity a=0.708; rule violations a=0.763.
Analysis of variance and t-test analysis were used.

5. The doctoral student's ability to interpret and summarize research data

The ability of the doctoral student to analyze the results of the conducted
research is demonstrated in part 2 of chapter 2. | would suggest that they be
separated into a separate chapter, since the reader would structurally better
perceive them. To assess the perception of students with specific educational
needs correctly, the doctoral student offers a detailed analysis of the demographic
characteristics of the teachers studied - average age 36.34 (SD = 3.68) years and
average work experience - 6.83 (SD = 3.44) years. It is important to note that
89.4% of teachers work in the direction of "parallel support™ and only 10.6% of
them work in "integrated classes”. This makes them adequate for the evaluation
process. The results for each of the studied variables are presented tabular and
graphically. Of interest is the evidence that the teacher's gender influences the
process of perception of children with specific educational needs. Female
teachers’ pay more attention to students' emotional and behavioral problems, their
anxiety, inattention, thinking problems and hyperactivity (Table 27) compared to
male teachers (despite the small sample size). This sensitivity makes them more
successful when working with them. The form of work also affected the
assessment - teachers working in "parallel support™ compared to teachers working
in "inclusion classes" rated students' work and their level of anxiety/depression
higher and lower level behavioral problems and withdrawal - depression. This is
explained by the fact that they communicate with them less compared to teachers
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from "inclusive classes" (Table 29). There are also statistically significant
differences in the results by gender — girls with specific educational needs are
rated as more anxious, with more mental and behavioral problems. They are less
persistent and academically efficient. These results are proof that the opinion,
evaluation, perception of the student with special educational needs are an
important element of the work of the teacher. The conclusions drawn are relevant
to the obtained results and their detailed presentation shows the responsibility of
the doctoral student for detailing them. The research also proves that, according
to teachers, students with special educational needs have a normal level of
physical problems, rule breaking, behavioral problems and physical irritations,
but regardless of the two programs in which they are included, they have very low
academic success. Only %4 of them are within the normal range of the learning
process compared to the grade level. In addition, 9/10 of them showed a normal
level of emotional problems and inattention/hyperactivity, and 8 of 10 showed a
normal level of impulsive and attention problems, slightly less than 7/0 showed a
normal level of withdrawal - scale of depression and social problems, while
slightly more than 3 students were either between the normal and clinical limits,
or the clinical limits, a percentage that is not negligible. These results indicate that
their use by the Greek education system will enhance the effectiveness of training
in both programs for working with students with special educational needs.

6. Overall impression of the dissertation submitted for internal defense

For defense in front of a scientific jury, a dissertation is presented that meets
the requirements for a similar type of scientific work. The author and PhD student
Maria Christos Papadopoulou has put a lot of effort into conducting the research
and professional skills and competencies to substantiate its results. The submitted
abstract comprehensively covers the main text. | accept and support the
contributions made by the doctoral student. They correspond to the content and
significance of the dissertation work. | allow myself to note that, apart from the
scientific plan, the results have a practical-applied significance and this
strengthens the good impression of the work. For a better understanding of the
contributions, they can be divided into two types: theoretical - complementary and
practical - applied.

Conclusion:

As a result of the complete reading of the dissertation work proposed for
review by Maria Christos Papadopoulou on the topic: "Greek Techers perceptions
