Statement

by Prof. Dr. Mincho Georgiev Atanasov

about the dissertation work of Hristina Nikolova Manova "Ecopolitics during socialism and
the transition to democracy: The ‘PIRIN’ National Park 1960s - 1990s" for the award of an
educational and scientific degree "doctor" in the scientific field "History of Bulgaria",
professional direction 2.2. History and archaeology

The dissertation is 273 pages long and includes an introduction, four chapters, a
conclusion, a 90-title bibliography, three interviews, a list of abbreviations, and 32 appendices
of photographs and documents.

The object of the research is the environmental protection activity of the society as a
complex of legislative, scientific, political-organizational, educational, technological and other
initiatives and practices at the regional, state, interstate and global level in the conditions of
progressive deterioration of environmental parameters with danger to life on the ground. The
Bulgarian ecological-historical experience (on the example of Razlog and Bansko) is at the
center of research interest.

The purpose of the research is derived from the relationship between the public attitude
towards nature and the concern for increasing labor productivity through the exploitation of
natural resources. The paradoxical at first glance is an indisputable fact: the two neighboring
settlements with identical natural-geographical characteristics are a source of environmental
damage both with their chemical industry (Razlog) and with their leisure tourism industry
(Bansko).

Special attention is paid to the ideological differences predetermining the ecopolitics in
the Soviet and post-Soviet space in the country and Europe, as well as to the world-historical
contributions of the USA, Canada and Switzerland to ecological thinking and practice as forms
of value attitude to reality.

To achieve the goals thus set the doctoral candidate solves a wide range of research
tasks: to outline the historical context of ecopolitics in the world and the relevant Bulgarian
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practice from the beginning of the 20th century; to discover the sources of models for the
regulatory framework of Bulgarian ecopolitics; to outline the ideological determinants of
Soviet ecopolitics and their influence on the countries of the Eastern Bloc during the period
1944-1989; to make an assessment of the impact of industrialization on nature in Bulgaria with
an emphasis on that in the Razlog Region; to study the history of ‘Pirin’ National Park and the
political-economic factors for its development.

The research is dominated by an interdisciplinary approach by combining methods from
the social sciences and the humanities.

The main sources of information are the central and regional state archives regarding
the Union for the Protection of Native Nature, the All-People's Committee for the Protection
of Nature, the Commission for the Protection of Nature, the environmental inspections, the
forestry farms, the tourist societies "Pirin" and "Eltepe", the national and the local periodical
press, "Bulgarian tourist" magazine and author's publications included in the bibliography,
foreign sources on ecopolitics, interviews with tourism activists from the regions of Razlog
and Bansko and others.

In the first chapter "Beginning of national ecopolitics in the 19th and 20th centuries"
chronologically follows the creation of protected areas (reserves) and national parks protected
by the states ( places for recreation and rest, for the protection of wildlife and natural resources
from encroachment by commercial purpose), as well as public organizations for the purpose of
nature protection in the USA, Canada, Great Britain, Switzerland, Italy, France, the
Netherlands and other countries; followed by international organizations such as that for the
Conservation of the Flora and Fauna of Africa (1933), national agencies for the management
of protected areas, and National Parks Acts (Canada, 1887). The negative consequences of the
tourist flow in these territories are visible from the very beginning: pollution, poaching,
deforestation, fires, disturbed biobalance and others. In the same chapter, the legislative
initiatives for the protection of nature after the Liberation of Bulgaria, the implementation of
afforestation campaigns, the creation of environmental protection societies with their own
publications such as the BTS and the Union for the Protection of Native Nature (1928), the
creation of nature parks and reserves - National Park "Vitosha" (1934), the reserves " Silkosia
", " Parangalitsa " (1933), "Sukhodol" and " Bayuvi dupki" /1934/, the protected areas
"Oborishte", "Shipka", "Buzludzha", "Vola" , Madara, Aboba , Aladzha Monastery (1936),
Golden Sands National Park (1943) and many others.

In chapter two, "Ideologized nature - ecopolitics of socialism", the distortion of the idea
of protecting nature in the pre-war USSR is traced by turning it into a call for the domination
of society over the natural environment and its use for economic purposes through ruthless
exploitation. The so-called The "Stalin Plan" for the transformation of nature in the period
1948-1953 came into force throughout the Eastern Bloc: to meet the most urgent needs of the
people, with free labor, systems of forest belts were built to protect plantations from winds and
irrigation reservoirs with controversial results. After 1956, Soviet ecopolitics and its
counterparts in socialist countries returned to the original ideas of nature conservation with
cultural and touristic goals.



Special attention is paid to the implementation of the Soviet experience in Poland, the
transformation of nature in Southern Dobrudja and the failed attempt to build a navigation
channel from the Pancharevo to Sofia.

After the political thaw in Europe, in the 1960s, a process of harmonizing the national
environmental legislation with that in developed countries began, and the doctoral student
created an impressive picture of the storm of initiatives and the mountains of documents that
marked the last three decades of the communist regime in Bulgaria and led to until it collapses
under the weight of unfulfilled intentions. And she does not fail to evaluate this period as an
ostentatious imitation of environmental protection activity.

Chapter three reproduces in detail the picture of the industrial transformation of the
picturesque Razlog region and the enormous adverse consequences for the environment,
human life and health, flora and fauna there, as well as the inability of local and state authorities
to remove them.

In the fourth chapter, the emergence and development of the tourist and nature
protection infrastructure in the Razlog region is traced through the creation of one of the first
protected areas in the country, the local branches of the Youth Tourist Union (1915) and the
Bulgarian Tourist Union (1926), marking of paths through Pirin and construction of huts and
shelters there.

Similarly, in Razlog and in Bansko, branches of the above tourist associations are being
created and the construction of huts and shelters and tourist routes is underway.

The author follows step by step the construction of Bansko as a winter ski resort with
international fame and of the Pirin National Park (1962). As a special case of the role of the
subjective factor in the management of totalitarian societies, she emphasizes the role of the top
party elite in favoring Bansko as a resort of national importance. Analogous to the industrial
damage to human life in the Razlog region and those from the tourism industry in the Bansko
region (pollution, fires, unregulated economic activities, encroachment on flora and fauna, etc.)
are beyond the ability of the public administration to remove them, because she is complicit in
their creation.

A critical look at the dissertation reveals a completed work on a transitional
phenomenon in history from the era of globalization based on the Bulgarian experience: The
so-called protected areas are available spaces corresponding to available time, such as free
time; both look for a way out of the system of exchange value, but do not find it, because that
system still dominates human living.

The work is executed in the tradition of the best historical prose as a result of the
scrupulous and exhaustive search for the evidence of the studied phenomenon and of their
successful comparative historical interpretation.

Together with the findings thus utilized, the available factual material is also suitable
for interpretation in the light of the "Convention for the Safeguarding of the World Cultural
and Natural Heritage", adopted by the General Assembly of UNESCO in 1972 and in the light
of the history of mentality. Because the keyword "preservation" that is increasingly present in
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postmodern everyday life refers to a new form of mentality (value) different from knowing-
acquiring-destroying, which gives the content of over 2500 years of long-term metaphysical
thinking and exchange value.

Accepting the contributions fully formulated by the author in the original dissertation
work, I recommend the respected members of the Scientific Jury to award Hristina Manova the
educational and scientific degree "Doctor".
