I. General presentation of the PhD student

Mariela Bogdanova graduated with a master's degree in "Bulgarian Philology"” in 1996
at Neofit Rilski University of Blagoevgrad. Since 2019, she has been a full-time doctoral
student in the scientific specialty "Organization and management outside the sphere of material
production (social and cultural sphere)" in the Department of Economics of the Faculty of
Economics at SWU "N. Rilski"- Blagoevgrad.

Mariela Bogdanova has extensive practical experience in administrative work at various
levels of management. Currently, she is the manager of "BG REGIONS" OOD, Blagoevgrad.
Since February 2023, he has been a part-time teacher, and since April 2023, he has held the
academic position of "assistant” in the Department of Economics of the Neofit Rilski State

University.

I1. General characteristics of the dissertation

The dissertation consists of 167 standard pages of text, which include 15 tables (of
which 13 are in the main text and 2 in the Appendices to the dissertation), 8 diagrams and 54
figures.

132 sources are indicated, of which 107 are in Cyrillic and 25 in Latin. The literature
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used is sufficiently diverse and correctly focused on the researched scientific problem, which
for a young researcher is a very positive feature. Citations are correct, according to established
standards. Results from the author's own research were also used. The rich set of literary
sources and other information is a prerequisite for the good development of the problem.

The development is properly structured and balanced - it includes an introduction
justifying the relevance and significance of the research topic, three chapters, a conclusion, a
list of literary sources and appendices.

The style of the presentation is concise, precise and relevant to the researched issues,
and the text is written in understandable scientific language. The dissertation is well-formed
and organized, incl. the tables, figures, etc.

The dissertation submitted for review is an in-depth and complex scientific study of
social innovations for the inclusion of vulnerable groups in the labor market. The dissertation
is dedicated to a current and significant problem for socio-economic practice.

The mandatory attributes for dissertation research are highlighted - object, subject, main
scientific thesis, research goal and tasks. Structurally, the thesis is logically supported. The
research thesis is well defined — it states that labor markets must respond better and faster to
economic and social changes without undermining the main role of business, which is job
creation. The object and subject of the dissertation work are clearly and correctly defined. The
object of the research is defined as social innovations aimed at the labor market, which also
includes the process from a general understanding of the concept of "innovation™ to the
rethinking of social innovation as a process. Its subject is social innovation in the process of
inclusion of vulnerable groups in the labor market.

The aim of the study is to establish the role and importance of social innovations in
achieving a faster transition from unemployment to employment among disadvantaged groups
in the labor market. 3 main research tasks have been formulated, which are correctly defined,
and their solution would allow the realization of the set goal.

The tools used are adequate to the problem, based on quantitative and qualitative
methods. Sufficient volume and scope of research sources were used. The limitations in terms
of place, time, methodology and scope of the study are clearly and specifically indicated. Two
models are also proposed - a model of a program for the formation of adaptive and work skills
for people with disabilities (vulnerable groups on the labor market) and an innovative

educational model for training social entrepreneurs.

I11. Evaluation of the content and main results of the dissertation work
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In general, the dissertation work is distinguished by precision, logical consistency,
thoroughness of the research and an effort to consider the problems in a complex, in their mutual
connection and dependence.

The introduction thoroughly and argumentatively reveals the relevance of the topic of the
dissertation work.

The first chapter of the dissertation examines the specifics of innovations and social
innovations, with a characterization with an emphasis on their essence and features. A particularly
important aspect in the development is the clarification of the concept of innovation as a main
argument in the economic literature. A review of literary sources was made, essential opinions of
leading Bulgarian and foreign authors were highlighted. Logically, the exhibition focuses on the
labor market. Special attention is rightly given to innovative approaches. It is a positive point that
the doctoral student makes a thorough review of the scientific views on the issue of the innovation
system. A special paragraph is devoted to social innovation as a concept and system. It is necessary
to note that the doctoral student formulates her own definition of social innovation, which we find
appropriate. In the fourth paragraph of the first chapter, the role of the social economy in the process
of social innovation is logically clarified. The elements of the social economy and its relationship
with the support of the vulnerable in the labor market are clarified. The prospects for social
innovation and social enterprises are revealed.

The second chapter focuses on social innovation as a model of inclusive employment.
It is right to start with a paragraph dedicated to clarifying the institutional aspects of
employment support for disadvantaged groups in the labor market. The exposition logically
analyzes the existing legal framework. Employment support policies are extensively reviewed.
This paragraph also features an in-depth analysis of the labor market, employment and
unemployment. Special attention is paid to the specifics of disadvantaged groups on the labor
market. The second and third paragraphs in the second chapter are devoted to a very important
issue related to clarifying the obstacles and challenges to the employment of people with
disabilities. The next paragraph of this chapter examines social innovation as an integrated
model with an emphasis on training programs and inclusive employment for people with
disabilities. The principles, methods and approaches in developing programs for the
development of skills for people with disabilities are clarified. The developed model of a
program for the development of work skills for persons with mental disorders and intellectual
disabilities has an important contribution.

The third chapter presents the results of the practical application of social innovations.
On the basis of an author's survey carried out in the period from September 2020 to February



2021, a qualitative assessment was obtained regarding the opinion of 219 students from 11
schools. The studied opinions of 32 adults with disabilities can be defined as especially valuable
results, having a contributing value. This chapter deserves a high rating because it presents the
results and formulates conclusions from two program models tested in practice - a model for
adaptive and work skills for persons with disabilities and a model of an innovative system for
training social entrepreneurs.

The conclusions drawn at the end of each of the three chapters represent a clear summary
of the presented opinions and the results of the studies, express the opinion of the author and
emphasize some issues of a basic nature.

In the conclusion of the dissertation, a summary of the results of the scientific research

carried out in the dissertation is made and the main conclusions are formulated.

IV. Evaluation of the scientific and practical results and contributions of the dissertation
work

The dissertation is an independent scientific-practical study, relevant and relevant for
management theory and practice. The dissertation has indisputable scientific merits. The author
formulates the following contributions in the dissertation:

1. As a result of the scientific-theoretical analysis, a significant need for functional
training programs for persons with disabilities to make them adaptable to the labor market has
been established for modern research.

2. Based on the results obtained from the scientific research, the need to develop and
implement programs for adaptive and work skills, helping to overcome the problems hindering
the transition of persons with disabilities from unemployment to employment, is substantiated.

3. A model of a program for adaptive and work skills for persons with mental and
intellectual disabilities is presented.

The main contributions are formulated correctly and precisely, reveal the work done on
the dissertation work and are the author's personal work. They are particularly significant in

scientific and applied terms.

V. Publications related to the dissertation
The results of the problems developed in the dissertation work are presented in 4

publications, which is a prerequisite for ensuring their popularity among the scientific
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community. The number of publications and the dissertation student's participation in them
fulfill the national minimum criteria for obtaining the educational and scientific degree
"doctor".

V1. Abstract and Reference for Contributions
The developed abstract meets the requirements and corresponds exactly to the content
of the dissertation work. The statement of contributions reflects the concrete scientific and

applied results achieved.

VI1. Questions, criticisms and recommendations

Some notes and recommendations can be addressed to the doctoral student, which do
not reduce the value and scientific-applied significance of the dissertation work and the
contributions indicated by her. It could be done even more clearly and categorically
emphasizing one's own opinion on some theoretical problems and strengthening the criticality
of the analysis when considering the opinions of the presented authors. Rather, as
recommendations for the doctoral student, 1 would like to offer:

1. In his future research, to expand the scope of quantitative methods, which, in the
presence of different packages of software products, will enrich the analytical results.

2. Proceeding from the fact that the topic of the dissertation work is significant and
concerns a very current scientific-applied problem, I believe that it would cause wider scientific
interest. For this reason, | recommend that the obtained results be popularized in scientific
publications, referenced and indexed in world-famous databases, as well as the dissertation

work, after possible additions, revisions, etc., to be published as a monograph.

VII1. Conclusion

In conclusion, | believe that the dissertation work submitted for defense is a serious
research work that deserves high evaluation. It corresponds to the requirements for awarding
the educational and scientific degree "doctor". Bearing in mind the scientific contributions, in-
depth research, high quality and scientific-applied significance of the dissertation work, I
express my positive opinion and propose to the honorable scientific jury to make a decision
