I. SUMMARY OF THE CANDIDATE'S SCIENTIFIC
PRODUCTION AND ACTIVITIES

In the announced competition, Assoc. Prof. Nikolay Atanasov Marin, PhD.
participates with one monographic work and 23 other publications published in
both Bulgarian and foreign journals, conference proceedings, and yearbooks. All
relevant scientific production for the current competition procedure is from the
period 2010 - 2023.

I accept to provide an opinion on the monographic work as well as on all
attached articles, reports, publications, developments, and studies, as they relate
to the competition's field. The materials proposed for opinion can be categorized
as follows:

® Monographic work - 1 (a standalone monographic study).

° Articles and reports published in non-refereed journals with scientific

editing or published in edited collective volumes - 21.

® Studies published in refereed and indexed databases of scientific

information - 2.

The aforementioned scientific production has not been presented in any
other competition procedure for obtaining the academic degree of "PhD" or for
gaining the academic position of "Associate Professor." In the materials submitted
for opinion, the candidate has provided a detailed overview of both the
supervision of successfully defended doctoral students and citations of his
scientific research by other authors in Bulgarian and foreign legal literature.

The candidate has also been involved in numerous internal projects at the
university as well as other international projects, including being the leader of
Project 101047808, "European Data Protection: Post-pandemic Effects and New
Dimensions" (EDP-PPEND), under the Erasmus+ 2021-2027 program, Action for
the "Jean Monnet" initiative in higher education. This fact supports the candidate's

scientific interests in the field of personal data protection.




In this regard, the monographic study titled "Jurisprudence of the Court of
Justice of the European Union in Personal Data Protection — A New Paradigm"
has been submitted for review. It was published in 2023 by the university
publishing complex "Neofit Rilski" in Blagoevgrad and has been reviewed and
edited by three specialists in the relevant field.

Assoc. Prof. Nikolay Marin, PhD. is actively engaged in scientific research,
primarily in the fields of European Union Law and International Public Law. The
presented scientific production fully complies with the requirements outlined in

II. EVALUATION OF THE SCIENTIFIC AND PRACTICAL
RESULTS AND CONTRIBUTIONS OF THE CREATIVE WORK
PRESENTED FOR PARTICIPATION IN THE COMPETITION

The candidate's contributions can attributed to professional field 3.6 - Law
(International Law and International Relations). The presented monographic work
explores the legal framework related to personal data in EU law and Bulgarian

legislation. The research demonstrates that personal data, in their diverse and
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highly dynamic nature and applications, will continue to play a significant role in
the protection of human rights.

In the first chapter, the author provides a comprehensive analysis of the
activities of international organizations regarding personal data, including the
OECD and the Council of Europe. The fundamental conceptual apparatus in the
field of personal data protection is clarified.

A significant contribution is observed in the analysis of key EU legislative
acts that shape the legal regime and improve data protection mechanisms. The
author argues, using legal means, the achieved maturity of the new paradigm in
personal data protection in the second chapter of the monograph. This includes
examining the structural content and components of this paradigm, such as EU
jurisprudence, EU legislation, national legal regimes for personal data,
independent supervision at both EU and national levels, and the emergence of the
data-driven economy.

In the second chapter, the author also examines crucial cases from the
jurisprudence of the Court of Justice of the European Communities (CJEC) and
the Court of Justice of the European Union (CJEU). Notably, the author focuses
on the CJEU's practice following the entry into force of the General Data
Protection Regulation (GDPR) in May 2018, with a particular emphasis on the
EU-US relations regarding data transfers, as seen in the Schrems I and Schrems
II cases.

The third chapter research into the legislation in the Republic of Bulgaria
concerning personal data protection, providing an analysis of the legal framework.
Particular attention in this section is given to the activities and powers of national
independent supervisory authorities for data protection, such as the Commission
for Personal Data Protection and the Inspectorate at the Supreme Judicial Council.
The monograph also examines the legal regulation in Bulgaria in accordance with

the Data Protection Act.




The fourth chapter introduces a new and less explored concept - the
algorithmic state. The author attempts to provide a working definition of this new
concept, which poses challenges to both legal and technical sciences. The author's
approach to the algorithmic state is grounded in established mathematical
concepts such as algorithms, algorithmic modeling, and algorithmic governance.
The assertion that there exists a concept of the algorithmic state is expected to
have further implications in legal sciences, including the activities of independent
supervisory authorities in ensuring data protection.

The monograph correctly argues that information rights are evolving into
the latest generation of human rights, motivated by continuous advancements and
applications of information and communication technologies, as well as
digitization in various spheres.

It's noteworthy that Assoc. Prof. Nikolay Marin, PhD. presents his
monographic research in a detailed yet accessible manner.

Furthermore, the candidate has a substantial body of other research
publications primarily in the field of International Public Law, EU law, and
various areas of national legislation. These publications cover a wide range of
topics, from legal and political processes in countries to the legal status of
migrants from the perspective of international public law, the role of human rights
protection institutions in Southeastern Europe, complex issues in international
law, and possible solutions to Ukrainian-Russian conflicts.

One part of the publications focuses on the Law of the European Union (the
so-called civil security and human rights; the relationship between the Court of
Justice of the EU and the European Court of Human Rights). Other publications
of interest are in the area of the Privacy Commission's review of independent
oversight.

In summary, my overall assessment of the candidate's scholarly
production is positive, as these publications featured in prestigious academic

journals, and the relevance of the research topics is evident.




ITII. CRITICAL NOTES AND RECOMMENDATIONS

In my capacity as a member of the scientific jury, I will allow myself to
make technical remarks and recommendations, primarily aimed at improving the
technical formatting of the presented monographic work for evaluation. I
encourage the candidate to highlight his authorial contribution more clearly in the

work, with a focus on the organizational and technical aspects of data protection.

I express my conviction that Assoc. Prof. Nikolay Atanasov Marin, PhD. is
an established and proven educator and researcher.

The presented scientific production and the activity of the candidate meet
