STATEMENT OF OPINION

Regarding: the materials submitted for participation in the competition procedure for the
academic position of Associate Professor at the Faculty of Education, South-West University
“Neofit Rilski”, Blagoevgrad, in Professional Field 1.2 Pedagogy (Special Needs Pedagogy —
Pedagogy for Hearing-Impaired Individuals).

Chief Assistant Professor Dr. Svetoslava Nikolova Saeva is the sole participant
registered for the aforementioned competition, which was announced in the State
Gazette, issue 57 dated 04.07.2023.

Procedure and Candidate Overview

The submitted documentation package and Chief Assist. Prof. Dr. Svetoslava Nikolova
Saeva’s scientific output satisfy the requirements of the Act for the Development of the
Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria and the Regulations applicable to its
implementation, as well as the Rules of Procedure for the Acquisition of Academic Degrees
and Occupation of Academic Positions at South-West University “Neofit Rilski”.

The candidate has obtained education that fully corresponds to the requirements of the
competition. She is an active member and contributor in a number of prestigious
organizations and councils: Bulgarian Sign Language Council at the Ministry of Education
and Science, National Association of Sign Language Interpreters in Bulgaria, Bulgarian
Union of Scientists, Association of Parents of Hearing-Impaired Children, International
Association of Special Education and National Deaf Children Society. The activity of all
organizations listed above is focused on persons with hearing disorders. The candidate serves
as reviewer in a number of international scientific journals in this field. Her teaching
experience includes a sufficient number of academic hours (605 hours, exercise equivalent).
All courses the candidate teaches correspond to the requirements of the competition. She
possesses an excellent command of English and Bulgarian Sign Language.

Evaluation of the Candidate’s Scientific Activity and Research Qutput
Activity Overview

Chief Assist. Prof, Dr. Svetoslava Saeva has submitted 14 scientific publications for the
purposes of the competition procedure, which fall into the following categories: 3
monographs and 11 articles, reports and a study. All of them are directly connected with the
present competition.

I am pleased to note that all three monographs are dedicated to current and exceedingly
important topics for persons with hearing impairment, and have also been written in sole
authorship by the candidate. The first monograph in chronological order by date of
publication is titled “Deafness in the Family”. This work by Chief Assist. Prof. Dr. Svetoslava
Saeva is the first of its kind appearing in Bulgarian specialized literature that places the
hearing-impaired person in the context of the entire microstructure of the family. This is one
of the most significant contributions made by the author in this publication. In addition to that,



the following contributions can also be listed: specification and clarification of different
scientific terms; scientific refutation of existing myths and misconceptions; in-depth
exploration of the nature of deafness, the physical and psychological development of hearing-
impaired persons, their communication and learning, as well as the importance and
capabilities of modern technology for improving the quality of life of the persons that fall into
this category. The author’s presentation of a long list of world-renowned individuals with
hearing impairment, who have performed exceptionally well in a number of different fields
and have had remarkable accomplishments, is the first of its kind in Bulgaria and can be seen
as exceedingly motivating. The monograph discusses and proposes a number of valuable
ideas for dealing with the challenges of deafness with the concerted efforts of all members of
the affected individual’s family.

The monograph titled “Deafness and Bilingualism” is the first of its kind published in
Bulgaria. It is also the first instalment in a planned series of books dedicated to alternative
approaches to communication and hearing and speech rehabilitation. This monograph’s
scientific contributions are also easily identifiable. I would like to emphasize those related to
the scientific justification and clarification of the goals, methods and content of foreign
language learning for persons with hearing impairment, and in particular, English language
training, bilingualism and polylingualism as a whole.

The monograph titled “Total Communication”, which also serves as the candidate’s
habilitation work, is dedicated to the most popular and significant approach in the Special
Education of today, in particular with regard to hearing and speech rehabilitation. This work
contains the most significant scientific, theoretical and practical contributions. It exhibits to
the greatest extent the author’s excellent skills for planning and conducting scientific studies,
analyzing research with precision, presenting detailed and scientifically sound information,

important findings and recommendations, as well as for identifying perspectives for further

development of this approach and its implementation in Bulgaria.

All other submitted publications also satisfy the theme and requirements of the
competition. A small number of them (4 in total) were co-authored, but even they easily
demonstrate the hallmarks of the candidate’s approach as seen in the design and
implementation of the research questions. The results of the research activity, reported in the
publications, are in my view significant for the science, practice and future research in the
field of Special Education and, in particular, for hearing and speech rehabilitation. Some of
them have appeared in prestigious scientific journals, while others have been presented at

major science forums.

All scientific publications not only represent the full spectrum of Chief Assist. Prof. Dr.

Svetoslava Saeva’s research interests, but also reveal perspectives for expansion in their scope.



Scientific Contributions and Citations

Throughout the course of her career, Chief Assist. Prof. Dr. Svetoslava Saeva has
made significant scientific contributions to all three aspects of Special Education: theory,
practice and scientific research, some of which are discussed above. I unreservedly accept the
report on original scientific contributions, prepared by the candidate. The number of citations
of Chief Assist. Prof. Saeva’s publications, made by Bulgarian and foreign scholars, exceeds
by a wide margin the minimum requirements for this competition procedure.

Evaluation of the Candidate’s Personal Contributions

Following my scrupulous review of Chief Assist. Prof. Dr. Svetoslava Saeva’s scientific
output and wide-ranging activity, I unreservedly recognize the candidate’s independent
significant contributions, evident in the process of conducting scientific research, analyzing its
results, summarizing the findings, formulating conclusions and recommendations, as well as
including this information in scientific publications.

Critical Remarks

I have no major critical remarks to make. I would recommend that Chief Assist. Prof.
Dr. Svetoslava Saeva continue her research and teaching activity with the same level of
dynamism and depth.

Based on the accuracy of the submitted documentation for participation in the
competition procedure, the number and, in particular, the quality of the publications made
