I. Summary of the scientific production and the activity of the candidate

Marina Doychinova has successfully completed two master's programs (,,Thrace and the
Culture of the Ancient World” at the NBU and Master's Program ,,Numismatics. Examination
and Evaluation of CHV” at the Department of History of the South-West University. Since
2015, she has been working at the RHM-Sofia as Chief Curator-Numismatist in the Department
of Archaeology and Numismatics and Curator of the Numismatic Collection at the museum.
The provided documents show that the PhD student Marina Doychinova is the author or co-
author of five publications (4 articles and 1 study), with which she fulfils the scientific-metric
indicators for the acquisition of the educational and scientific degree “Doctor” specified in the
Law on the Scientific and Cultural Research. Her scientific production, as presented in her CV,
includes five publications under print and 8 published, participation in four scientific projects,
participation as an author in numerous international and national scientific forums in the period
2016-2023, with presented papers or poster presentations, in training courses and seminars in
the field of numismatics. Her active scientific engagement illustrates the colleague
convincingly as an established and internationally recognized scholar in the field of
numismatics.

I1. Evaluation of the scientific and practical results and contributions of the scientific



presented production for participation in the competition

The presented dissertation of Marina Doychinova was developed at the Department of History
at the PIF of the South-West University. The text is an original work. The report prepared for
the authenticity check performed with the iThenticate program to detect similarity and
plagiarism shows a similarity index of 11%, which is within the acceptable limits.

The thesis is very well logically structured, divided into several parts: introduction, three
chapters, conclusion, reference apparatus (abbreviations and bibliographic list), appendices
(including tables and maps) - 296 numbered pages in total.

Chapter 1. "Historiographical overview..." presents rather the history of coinage and
numismatics (in general and in Bulgaria in particular), with an emphasis on the Roman period.
Thus, the PhD student shows a good knowledge of the general processes and the development
of the science in general. A special place here is occupied by the presentation of digital online
platforms and corresponding analytical tools, which is gradually becoming an integral part of
the analytical numismatic toolkit and is rightly appreciated by the colleague.

A major focus and contribution of the thesis is Chapter II. "Analysis of collective coin finds...",
covering 150 pages of the text. It covers the solid region falling within the four modern
administrative districts of Sofia, Pernik, Kyustendil and Blagoevgrad, and the coin finds held
in museum collections and published accordingly. This in itself is a very ambitious and wide-
ranging task, which implies intensive work with a vast numismatic material, as well as a good
familiarity with the historical processes and local features of the Roman cities with coinage in
the region, Serdica, Pautalia and Nicopolis ad Nestum. Of value is the systematization carried
out here of studies concerning the theoretical and terminological aspect of the semantics of
'coinage' (viz. single find) and 'collective coinage', as well as the reasons proposed in the
contemporary literature for their deposition. A good knowledge of the key literature is
demonstrated, as well as the possibilities for analysis and synthesis of opinions in the
historiography, but also a critical attitude towards the hypotheses formulated (e.g. for termini
post et ante quem for dating the hoard, cf. p. 55). The proposed presentation of the material is
logically arranged (starting from the basic geographical principle), but it is advisable to adopt
a different hierarchical structure of the individual points and sub-points (e.g., part “II.2.
Collective coin finds from Southwestern Bulgaria” and part “IL.5. Single coin finds from the
Sofia region” should not appear on the same level, as in all similar cases). It is recommended
that the collective coin finds as here presented to be included in a separate catalogue, not as
part of the main text. The situation would be different if they were accompanied by an extended

analytical commentary, as we see in some of the finds (cf. e.g., Nos. 28 and 29). The colleague's
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analytical skills to summarize and systematize the processes observed on the coin finds as well
as to outline the problems of coin circulation are best evident in section II.19. Conclusions,
which constitutes the quintessence of the present text.

Chapter III (pp. 204-243) Marina Doychinova draws attention to the recent interdisciplinary
archaeometric methods of analysis of coin finds by XRF analysis. The colleague handles with
ease the non historian-specific terminological apparatus and correctly presents the analytical
toolkit of chemical-physical analyses, whose systematics of the new methods in archacometry
is here of a contributory nature.

The observations formulated in the chapter “Conclusion” regarding the general historical
processes within the 1st-3rd centuries in this part of the Balkans are of a contributory nature
and illustrate once again the colleague's ability to work with an impressive volume (over 11,000
coins!) and heterogeneous numismatic material, applying traditional and modern methods of
analysis.

I1I. Critical remarks and recommendations

Like any text, the one presented here needs some corrections and revisions. Some of these are
systematised below:

- The title does not contain any scientific element; it gives the impression that the main task is
the collection and description of the coin finds, rather than the accompanying analysis and

"

historical reconstruction. A title such as "Coin circulation ..." would have been more
appropriate. The main point is that the geographical area under consideration is vast, as is the
available coin material; it should be confined within clearer geographical or historical
administrative boundaries to better highlight the features of coin circulation and the relevant
general historical processes.

- The description of the methods, aims and objectives should be developed in full sentences; a
systematisation in sub-paragraphs is not sufficient.

- Caesar could not have 'taken over' in 100 B.C., at least that is how the years mentioned in the
place of p. 42 would be understood. It may be an unfortunate reference to the time of Caesar's
birth, but it remains ambiguous in the passage.

- It cannot be stated as a conclusion that 'there is a considerable body of literature...' (p. 51), if
only because the aim of a thesis in history and numismatics is analytical rather than
historiographical statistics.

- The project quoted note 373, “Cult and Religion in Ancient Thrace” was supervised by Prof.
Dilyana Boteva.

The text needs grammatical editing (punctuation needs to be corrected; also "address -
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circulation" (passim). It also needs some technical corrections (probably the indicated year
2022 on the title page, or the appearance in chap. I1.18 and 11.19; page 243 is without a number;
the citation should also be corrected and unified (see e.g. note 104); the bibliography should be
completed - many authors referred to in the text are not listed, cf. e.g. Ivanov 2013, Ivanov
2018, Ivanov 2020).

These comments in no way affect the overall positive impression of the topic and the general
scientific output of the colleague.

IV. Conclusion

All said above allows me firmly to give my positive evaluation and vote for obtaining the
educational and scientific degree of PhD, in professional field 2.2 History and Archaeology, in
the scientific field Archaeology, incl. Numismatics and Epigraphy, by Marina Doychinova for

her dissertation “Coins and coin hoards from Ist - 3rd centuries in Southwestern Bulgaria”.
