3. Data for the dissertation and the abstract

The very text of the introduction /p. 5-9/ eruditely leads and adequately

guides the reader in his specific intention. Even here, although in outline, the



model of the studied phenomenon is clearly presented in the perspective of the
dynamics of the definitive concepts related to immigration as a process based on
international agreements and the rights of refugees in a local and global aspect.
The mechanism by which the interpretation in their semantics leads to different,
often contradictory understandings about the nature, responsibility, prescriptions
for action, stereotyping and stigmatization, the formation of diverse
psychological, personal and social attitudes - towards refugees in general, and in
particular the refugees - children.

Another significant component in the design of the conceptual framework
Is language, constituted as a transformative force for human thinking and
behavior - due to its resource to indicate and define the current dimensions of
social reality, in the order of meaning and value in the problematic of migration
as a way of life . In his thesis, Panayota Fasli formed the authentic idea of
overcoming stereotypes in communication regarding socially categorized people.
Here | find the most significant core of the research concept of the dissertation. It
is clearly embodied in the formulation of the main objective of the dissertation
work, namely: "...to investigate, through a literature review and the author's
quantitative and qualitative studies, the education of immigrants and refugees in
general in the Republic of Greece and the psychological support that can be given
to them be provided...and provide recommendations on how adult and minor
refugee and immigrant students can receive the best possible psychological
support so that they can learn as well as possible in the public and private
education spheres in the Republic of Greece ".

The subject, the object, the main hypothesis, the tasks and the methodology
of the overall theoretical-empirical research are in the same perspective —
meaningfully conceptualized and precisely formulated.

The theoretical part of the exposition, presented in Chapter 1. /c. 10-48/ is

laid in 3 problematic circles, namely: refugee legislation and social centers for



refugees (1); refugee mental health (2) and psychological factors in refugee
education.

"Systemic inequalities” is presented , as the movement of the very concept
of "inequalities" is chronologically unfolded in the replacement of terms and the
diversity of specific language models concerning actions in the community, in
relation to asylums for refugees, their rights and access to medical services. Thus,
the doctoral student Panayota Fasli moves on to an analysis of the concept of the
mental health of refugees , in which she skillfully puts the angle of
destigmatization strategies. Substantively and insightfully, the author reveals the
methodological and conceptual limitations of approaches aimed at addressing
refugee stigma, with a focus of analysis on sociocultural, motivational, and
sociocognitive solutions.

The presentation on the challenges of teaching refugee learners was
developed in the same manner of academic writing. The issue of educational
practices in the education of refugees and how they support the effectiveness of
interventions for their mental health is comprehensively developed. Moreover, it
is creatively integrated into the meaningful emphasis placed on the stigma,
culture and social identity issues of refugee children and the role of non-
conventional methods of promoting their psychological health in school as more
successful destigmatizing strategies.

| definitely believe that the theoretical framework of the dissertation
enriches the model of empirical research. | appreciate this highly informative and
systematic conceptualization as a general contribution to the theory, application,
and methodology of qualitative and quantitative research approaches in
psychological science regarding refugee education and gquidelines for
psychological support in refugee education in the Hellenic Republic. They are the
main subject around which gravitates the methodology of carrying out an
empirical study, presented in Chapter 2. of the work /p. 49-71/.



The rationale of the methodological setting is described precisely and
comprehensively. The tasks of the research, the research hypotheses and the
methods of collecting the research data, as well as the tools for processing the
obtained results, are adequately formulated for the purpose. The verification of
the stated hypothesis is specified in fourteen sub-hypotheses.

A total of 81 teachers and educators, working in the sphere of public and
private education, teaching at the various educational levels participated in the
research. The respondents are divided into subgroups, and the differentiation
indicators are multi-layered: from gender, age, professional experience,
educational and qualification level to experience in the education of refugees,
educational qualifications for working in a multicultural environment. The
selection of respondents was carried out using a sampling technique, in which
candidates suitable for participation in the experiment were selected through the
researcher's academic and work contacts, both personal meetings and social
media were used. This method of selection is based on available participants
meeting the inclusion/exclusion criteria in the study, without random selection.

And done with a well-argued toolkit tailored to the specifics of the
research. By Panayota Fasli, in her capacity as a researcher, four scales were
designed , aligned with the relevant scientific literature, to meet the objectives of
the study. Three more standardized scales are attached to them. They all form 5-
point Likert-type scales.

In Chapter 3, the results of the research are presented. Both the qualitative
and quantitative analysis of the results is original and synthetically carried out.
The collected data were entered and coded statistically in SPSS. Quantitative and
qualitative data were obtained, descriptive and inferential analysis was made.
Frequencies and percentages of demographic and occupational characteristics
were calculated with descriptive statistics, while deviations were observed for all
other core elements, results and standards. In addition, factor analyzes were

performed to examine the validity of the factor structure of the study scales. Data



fit was assessed using the Kaiser-Meyer-Olkin measure of sampling adequacy
and Bartlett's chi-square (2) test of sphericity. The internal consistency of the
scales was then assessed in order to establish the reliability and validity of the
research data. A content analysis of the content of the 6 open-ended questions
was also carried out, through a qualitative interpretation and categorization of the
main themes in the respondents' answers.

The formulated conclusions are directly related to the subject of the study
and logically follow from the analysis of the processed data.

o The verification of the established hypotheses was carried out by
means of author's tools and statistical processing of the data. The qualitative
analysis of the results was carried out correctly and conclusions of an applied
nature were formulated.
