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Procedure and materials provided

The set of paper materials submitted by PhD student Panayota Fasli is in accordance with the
requirements of the Law on Academic Staff Development in the Republic of Bulgaria. Bulgaria,
the Regulations for its Application and the Internal Rules for the Development of the Academic
Staff of Southwest University "N. Rilski"; includes all required documents, including an

abstract and publications on the topic. The procedure is lawful.

Relevance of the subject matter and appropriateness of the aims and objectives set
Contemporary societies face a number of challenges and crises that have geopolitical and
national dimensions. These massive social phenomena affect people directly or indirectly. One
of the major problems of modern times is the refugee crises, which are changing the ethnic map
of large regions and at the same time posing a number of challenges to both the refugees and
the people of the host country. Both need to adapt, to overcome rejection and non-acceptance.
There are many children among the refugees who have to integrate into the respective culture
and education system. All this is a source of anxiety and fears. The children of the host country
must also learn to accept these children. As Panayota Fasli points out, the education of refugees
has become an important and urgent issue for people around the world. And the goal is to
support them.

Psychology can support these processes, but this requires serious research and Panayota's
dissertation appears to be just such a significant study in the Greek education system.

The topic and issues of the dissertation are placed in the field of social interaction, educational

and age psychology.



All this gives me the reason to evaluate the dissertation topic and the realized research as

significant, and relevant for psychological and pedagogical science, and practice.

Knowledge of the problem

Panayota Fasli has a solid expertise in the implementation of psychological support for
immigrant children and their integration into the Greek educational system. She has a detailed
and in-depth knowledge of the challenges that teachers, students, parents and society face in
educating migrant children.

There has been considerable research on the demography and distribution of migration
processes. Many statistics have been studied on the number, ethnicity and other characteristics
of refugees who pass through or remain in Greece.

General characteristics and evaluation of the dissertation

The dissertation has a classical structure with three main chapters, a concluding part, a
bibliography and appendices, and is spread over a total of 281 pages.

The theoretical study presents the psychosocial dimensions of immigration. The terms
"refugee”, "immigrant™ are defined, and a differential analysis is made. The main reasons for
the emigration of large groups of people are highlighted: economic, political, climatic, religious,
etc. Issues are examined in the context of international legal regulations and much data is
provided from the UN, WHO, R. Greece, etc. All this has allowed Panayiota to outline the
complex framework and context of the refugee crisis. Refugee legislation and access to health,
education and other services for immigrants is commented on, as well as their rights and
obligations.

Spontaneous groups of migrants are analysed, and their social-psychological analysis reveals
how and to what extent they can integrate.

The text focuses on the mental health of refugees. Issues related to the adaptation process,
traumatic experiences, discrimination, etc. are discussed here.

An important point of the theoretical overview is the clarification of the phenomenology of
experiences to children, the stages of the processes of loss and grieving, coping with mental
trauma, their processing. Personality traits such as optimism, hardness of character resilience,
etc. are considered as mediators of these phenomena. The main characteristics of children with
mental resilience are outlined.

The problems, from a psychological point of view, experienced by refugee children in the

process of integration to the Greek educational system are very well elucidated. Including their



victimization and alliteration. And from here ways of psychological help and support are
derived.

A special paragraph is devoted to the issue of refugee education.

The traditions and attitudes of teachers and students are outlined and on the other hand the
expectations and attitudes of migrant children. The questions posed by the doctoral student are
significant - about the professional training of teachers, the acceptance of students, intercultural
dialogue, etc.

Valuable for the present study are the recommendations for psychological support of refugees
at school and elsewhere. It highlights the role of the teacher, his/her competencies, including
for working in a multi-ethnic environment, classroom management, the ability of teachers to
support, to have good psychological preparation and to give emotional support and support to
migrant children.

The theoretical analysis is purposeful and directly related to the topic of the dissertation.
Chapter two presents the research design.

A good rationale for the empirical study is provided.

A significant main hypothesis is advanced, which focuses on teachers' competencies, which in
turn influence migrant students’ mental health and well-being, as well as school classroom
processes. A further impressive 14 hypotheses are put forward.

The procedure, ethical issues and limitations of the study are correctly described.

81 teachers and educators from R. Greece. The study was conducted using the Google Forms
platform.

The research instrument was relevant to the aims, objectives and hypotheses. The psychological
tests used include: the Multicultural Teacher Competence Scale (MCS-14, Erdem , 2020); the
Mental Health Literacy Questionnaire for Teachers ( MHLq , Campos et al., 2016; Dias et al.,
2018), among others.

The statistical procedures for processing the survey results are presented.

The third chapter is devoted to the results of the actual study. First, the results of the
demographic and occupational characteristics of the study subjects are presented. The data are
illustrated through figures 1 - 9.

The analysis of the results on the multicultural competence of teachers is presented in detail
and competently. The individual scales such as teachers' awareness, skills and knowledge
provide differential results for their self-assessment and self-reflection regarding their
multicultural competence. The doctoral student has also made her explanation of the results

which makes a good impression.



The data on the teachers' application of teaching practices related to intercultural learning in
their work are informative (paragraph 3.3.). More precisely, this is teachers' self-assessment of
teamwork, participation in school activities of refugee children, and encouragement of
communication outside school.

Evidence is presented on teachers' self-assessment of the challenges of working in a
multicultural environment. The conclusions that Panayota draws are adequate; at the same time,
they could be adopted as recommendations to the Ministry of Education in the Republic of
Bulgaria. Greece.

Interesting are the results summarized regarding teachers' perceptions and attitudes towards
refugee students. It is found that teachers evaluate the adaptation of these children to the Greek
educational system as weak and unsatisfactory.

The results obtained regarding teachers' knowledge regarding children's mental health and
mental states are important. Detailed results are presented regarding the prevalence of neurotic
symptoms and behavioural difficulties in refugee children.

Recommendations for promoting mental health of refugee students are made that are relevant
to the findings of the study. The recommendations themselves are structured into several
clusters based on teachers' responses to relevant questions. | believe that this qualitative analysis
is one of the scientific contributions of the dissertation.

The psychometric properties of the scales in the study are presented (paragraph 3.11.), also the
statistical reliability by Cronbach's alpha, etc. is derived.

How and to what extent the hypotheses are confirmed is correctly noted.

The generalizations and conclusions are relevant to the theoretical analysis and empirical study.
They are valuable generalizations about the processing system in Greece, and also have their
relevance for psychological science, and practice.

The recommendations, generalizations and conclusions are very comprehensive and thorough,
which shows the high analytical abilities of the author.

More than 200 Latin literature sources are used.
