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I. General characteristics of the dissertation work

The work is dedicated to a current and relatively new problem in the methodology
of foreign language learning. The research is aimed at searching and
experimenting in the conditions of the Bulgarian educational system of intensive
methods for the development of expressive speech in the teaching of English in
the 4th grade.

The research in the dissertation is scientifically sound and shows the knowledge
of the main theoretical-experimental parameters on the subject.

Many and varied literary sources have been well studied and analyzed - theories,
teaching methods, pedagogical practice, etc. The research shows the personal
opinion and assessment of the doctoral student on all pedagogical and methodical
problems.

The dissertation is in the volume of 250 standard pages with various applications.
118 sources in Bulgarian and Latin are indicated, including 18 Internet sources.
The study is well illustrated with charts, tables, diagrams, images and figures.



The main focus of research and analysis is aimed at creating and experimentally
testing intensive methods for the development of expressive speech in English
language learning at school.

The hypothesis, aim and tasks of research are well formulated and structured. The
research methodology is very well built and organized. It allows to achieve the
main goal of the dissertation - development and testing of a
theoretical-experimental model of methods for the development of expressive
speech in a foreign language among 4th grade students.

The chosen research methodology creates a very good basis for achieving the set
goal of revealing the benefits of using intensive methods applied in the English
language learning process and their possibilities for developing the expressive
speech of fourth-grade students, as well as to obtain scientific and practical
answer to the tasks solved in the dissertation work.

The work has a markedly theoretical-analytical and practical-applied nature. The
doctoral student competently combines theoretical analysis with experimental
research. The organization and stages of the research work correspond to the
requirements for this type of research. The language and style in interpreting the
scientific sources and presenting theses and concepts is clear and precise. The
preparation of the doctoral student and her experience in the system of
educational work had a positive impact on the adequate development of a research
concept and formulation of the researched problem.

Il. Characterization and evaluation of the dissertation work and
contributions

In the conducted research, the framework of the English language curriculum for
fourth graders stands out as the main emphasis, where teachers have the
opportunity to use different approaches, strategies and methods that are
appropriate for this age and motivation for learning the language. They aim to
stimulate the individual development of students and support them in the process
of acquiring the English language.

In order to achieve the necessary knowledge and competences in English, Maria
Mladenova accepts that students in the fourth grade must be taught through a
person-oriented approach, which includes an individual and differentiated
approach. This allows teachers to develop in students the basic culture of



personality, including moral, aesthetic, physical and social aspects. On the other
hand, the development of creative skills and independent thinking in children is
extremely important. Therefore, through the integrated development of the four
language skills, with an emphasis on speaking competences, it is desirable to
adapt the learning process to the age and adhere to the principle of oral
preemption.

Students do not learn rules, but learn grammar in the process of performing the
exercises and activities, the learning tasks are individualized and differentiated,
and the basic core of lexical units can be expanded if the interests and capabilities
of the students allow it. The studied material is constantly included in the
children’s activities through usual communication situations that correspond to
their age.

In the first chapter, Maria Mladenova focused on the analysis of the theoretical
statements of various authors, systems, methodologies, etc.

The second chapter is devoted to the theoretical foundations of the study.
Emphasis is placed on research and analysis of English language learning content,
state educational requirements, and research design.

Regarding the third chapter - the parameters of the research, my assessment is
positive in connection with the achievement of Maria Mladenova to systematize
her research priorities and link them with adequate methods for proving their
significance as a result of the empirical analyzes in a practical-applied plan. The
doctoral student uses a complex methodology for research and shaping the vision
for the problem set for research, as well as analytical presentation of the results.
In conclusion, the results of the qualitative and quantitative analysis, as well as the
conclusion of the additional statistical procedure, are grounds for the conclusion
that there is enough important evidence to confirm the validity of the hypothesis.
The dissertation work of Maria Mladenova corresponds to the requirements of the
Internal Rules for the Development of the Academic Staff at the South-West
University "Neofit Rilski".
