I1. General characteristics of the presented dissertation work

The dissertation is in the volume of 190 standard pages of text. 135 sources are
indicated , of which 80 are in Cyrillic, 33 are international and in domestic legal acts and 22
electronic sources. The literature used is sufficiently diverse and correctly focused on the
researched scientific problem, which for a young researcher is a very positive feature. The
results of the author's own survey were also used. The rich set of literary sources and other
information is a prerequisite for the good development of the problem.

The development is properly structured and balanced - it includes an introduction, three
chapters, a conclusion, a list of literary sources and appendices.

The style of the presentation is concise, precise and relevant to the researched issues,
and the text is written in understandable scientific language. The dissertation is very well
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formed and arranged, incl. the tables, figures, etc.

The dissertation submitted for review is a thorough and complex scientific study of the
use of physical force and aids by the police authorities in the Republic of Bulgaria . In terms
of content, the doctoral student has presented concrete arguments in a structured manner,
convincingly justifying the relevance and significance of the topic of the dissertation. The
problem of combating crimes and preserving public order in each country is permanently
relevant, and in parallel with taking the appropriate measures, the aim is to respect and
guarantee the rights and freedoms of the persons under the jurisdiction of the respective
country. In essence, the overall dissertation research is situated on poorly studied processes,
phenomena and objects in Bulgarian science and practice - essence, legal regulation and
organization of activity in the use of physical force and auxiliary means by the police
authorities of the Republic of Bulgaria, which are a prerequisite for new discussions fields.

The mandatory attributes for dissertation research are highlighted - object, subject, main
scientific thesis, research goal and tasks. Structurally, the thesis is logically supported. The
research thesis is properly defined. The object and subject of the dissertation work are clearly
and correctly defined. Object of research is the use of physical force and auxiliary means by
the police authorities in the Republic of Bulgaria, and the public relations arising in connection
with this authority. His subject are the main theoretical, legal and organizational aspects related
to the use of physical force and aids by the police authorities in the Republic of Bulgaria. In
this regard, the purpose of the research is correctly formulated - by analyzing the main
concepts, normative acts and documents, as well as the activity of police officers in the use of
physical force and aids, to develop scientifically based proposals for its improvement both from
a theoretical, normative and organizational point of view. 5 main research tasks have been
formulated, which are correctly defined, and their solution would allow the realization of the
set goal.

I11. Evaluation of the content and main results of the dissertation work



In general, the dissertation work is distinguished by precision, logical consistency,
thoroughness of the research and an effort to consider the problems in a complex, in their mutual
connection and dependence.

The introduction is thorough and well-argued reveals the relevance of the topic of the
dissertation work. As content and main elements, the introduction covers what is needed for
this part of the dissertation.

The first chapter of the dissertation examines the issues related to the theoretical and
legal aspects of the use of physical force and aids by the police authorities in the Republic of
Bulgaria. Paragraph one "Theoretical aspects of the use of physical force and auxiliary means
by the police authorities in the Republic of Bulgaria" contains a detailed analysis of the essence
of the concepts "Physical force" and "Auxiliary means". The author gives his proposals for
defining the essence of the power "Use of physical force by the police authorities", for defining
the essence of the power "Use of auxiliary means by the police authorities" and for defining the
authority "Use of physical force and auxiliary means by the police bodies", making detailed

characterizations of these concepts, which I define as a strong contributing point . Paragraph

two "Legal aspects of the use of physical force and auxiliary means by the police authorities in
the Republic of Bulgaria" contains, first of all, a brief historical overview of the normative acts
in which, in the period from 1937, the grounds and conditions for the application of the authority
were regulated. An analysis of the Bulgarian legislation, which is relevant to the use of physical
force and aids by the police authorities, has been carried out. An analysis of the hypotheses and
proposals for amendments and additions to the regulations was made. Particular attention was
paid to the orders for the use of physical force and auxiliary means by the police authorities in
attacks against citizens and police authorities (Article 85, paragraph 1, item 5 of the Ministry
of Internal Affairs), and in attacks on buildings, premises, facilities and means of transport (art.
85, para. 1, item 8 of the Ministry of Interior). Considering the fact that the use of physical force
and aids is applied by the police authorities most often in the event of an attack , the "Inevitable
Defense" institute is analyzed in detail in the dissertation , the two main functions of this
institute are presented and a proposal is made for regulating the the same as grounds for the use
of physical force and aids. It was concluded that by its very nature "inevitable defense" is a
criminal law institute that concerns all persons under the jurisdiction of the Republic of
Bulgaria, including the police authorities in the performance of their official duties. In addition
to "Inevitable Defense", a proposal was also made that "Extreme Necessity" should also be
regulated in the Ministry of Interior, as a basis for the use of physical force and aids. A
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comparative analysis of the reasons for the use of physical force and aids by other bodies and
organizations was made.

I can summarize that the PhD student knows the state of the problem well,
analytically and creatively evaluates and interprets the literary sources and the normative
acts. The literature review and the analysis of international and domestic legal acts and
documents are sufficient in terms of scope and in order to derive the doctoral student's
opinion on the individual problems

In the Second Chapter "Organization of the activity of the police authorities in the
Republic of Bulgaria in the use of physical force and auxiliary means" the organizational
aspects of the use of physical force by police officers, as well as the features and purpose of the
used auxiliary means, have been studied and analyzed. In Paragraph one " Peculiarities in the
organization of the activity of the police authorities in the use of physical force" it is again
emphasized that this power is an opportunity given to the police officers to counteract the
activity of persons who, in general, not only do not comply with the legislation, but and resist
or disobey. In Paragraph two "Peculiarities in the organization of the activity of the police
authorities in the use of auxiliary means" special attention is paid to the characteristics, purpose
and peculiarities in the use of auxiliary means by the police authorities. Here, attention is
focused on the rules that introduce specific obligations and conditions for the use of physical
force and aids by police authorities. In Paragraph three "Peculiarities in the organization of the
activity of other bodies, in the use of physical force and auxiliary means", the subject of a brief
analysis are the main organizational measures, obligations and conditions for the exercise of
authority by the employees of: State Agency "National Security"; The National Security
Service; Military Police Service; General Directorate "Execution of punishments"; Forestry
Executive Agency; The security staff performing private security activity. It was concluded that
the legal acts analyzed in this regard show similarity in the organization of the use of physical
force and auxiliary ones, and the established differences are due to the specifics of the activity
of each of the mentioned institutions. The goal of all, however, is the lawful and effective
performance of official duties, guaranteeing to the maximum extent the protection of life and
health of the persons against whom the application of this specific authority is directed.

In Chapter Three, "Empirical study of the use of physical force and auxiliary means
by the police authorities in the Republic of Bulgaria™ has a practical focus. It contains a detailed
analysis of the results of the independently conducted empirical research. Paragraph one
describes the methodology of the empirical research. The research was conducted in specialized
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directorates, whose employees have police powers and in their daily lives are permanently in
high-risk situations. In this regard, the largest specialized structure in the Ministry of Internal
Affairs for the protection of public order, protection of mass events, control of mass
disturbances, suppression of terrorist acts, protection of objects and persons is the General
Directorate "Gendarmerie, Special Operations and Combating Terrorism” ( GJSOBT). The
regional directorates, whose employees are also respondents, are as follows: Metropolitan
Directorate of Internal Affairs (SDVR) with the respective regional offices (RU); Regional
Directorate of the Ministry of Internal Affairs - Burgas; Regional Directorate of the Ministry of
Internal Affairs - Varna; Regional Directorate of the Ministry of Internal Affairs - Plovdiv. The
officers surveyed are police authorities from the Criminal Police Department, the Economic
Police Department and the Security Police. In Paragraph two, an analysis and evaluation of the
results of the empirical study is made. The empirical study confirms the main thesis of the need
to derive definitions of basic concepts, changes in legal regulation and improvement of the
organization related to the training of police officers. On the basis of the results obtained from
the conducted research, justified proposals have been made for improving the organization of
activities with the aim of lawful and effective use of physical force and auxiliary means by the
police authorities in the Republic of Bulgaria in combating crime, protecting public order,
guaranteeing fundamental rights and freedoms of citizens, protection of their life and health,
which I consider an important applied contribution .

From the analysis of the presented dissertation, | can summarize that each of its
structural units contributes to the formation of the conclusions, summaries and
recommendations made by the author. The doctoral student correctly chose the topic of
her dissertation, proved the formulated thesis, achieved the set tasks and made
substantiated proposals for improving the organization of activities with the aim of lawful
and effective use of physical force and auxiliary means by the police authorities in the
Republic of Bulgaria in countering crime, protection of public order, guaranteeing the
basic rights and freedoms of citizens, protection of their life and health. The individual
chapters of the dissertation end with clearly formulated conclusions and

recommendations .

IV. Evaluation of the obtained scientific and scientific-applied results



The general impression of the dissertation work is that the author demonstrates a high
information culture and excellent theoretical preparation, makes his own and motivated
assessments of the problems under consideration. The research is characterized by convincingly
and clearly defended positions and conclusions, both in terms of the analyzed theories,
international and domestic legal acts , and in terms of practical guidelines.

Based on what is presented in the dissertation, |1 accept the stated scientific and
scientific-applied achievements in the dissertation and consider them to be the personal work
of the doctoral student. In my opinion , they could be distinguished into those with theoretical

(first) and applied character (the other 4 contributions).

V. Evaluation of dissertation publications
The necessary publications on the topic of the dissertation are available —3 no. All
publications are in the problem area of the dissertation research. They are written correctly and
reflect specific aspects of the doctoral student's research work. They are representative and
ensure sufficient dissemination of research results to the academic community. | believe that

It accurately and sufficiently
precisely reflects the content of the dissertation work. The most important points of the research
are highlighted in the abstract.

V1 1. Critical notes and recommendations
