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1. Brief biographical data about the candidate

The author of the dissertation, Elena Aleksandrova Kolcheva, has a bachelor's degree
in ,,Crime prevention, protection of public order and prevention™ from the Academy of the
Ministry of Internal Affairs, Sofia, and a Master's degree in law from the ,,Neofit Rilski"
Youth University - Blagoevgrad. From November 2009 to the present moment, she holds the

position of Intelligence Officer in the Main Directorate of the National Police, Sofia.



The doctoral student has a very good command of the English language, which allows
her to follow the innovations in the field of counteraction, prevention and detection of crimes
in other countries, as well as to adapt and transfer their achievements and good positive
practices in our country as well.

To increase her qualification and improve her experience, Elena Kolcheva has
completed a number of additional trainings: in 2011 in the city of Prague, CEPOL (European
Police College) training — ,,Confiscation of property and confiscation of illegally acquired
property; in 2013 in Alicante, Kingdom of Spain, training of EUROPOL - ,,Combating the
distribution of counterfeit goods™; in 2014, in Ploiesti, Romania, CEPOL training —
,»Investigation and Prevention of Corruption”; in 2014 in Bramshill, United Kingdom, CEPOL
training — ,,Interaction with collaborators”; in 2016 in The Hague, EUROPOL Netherlands,
,,Combating the distribution of counterfeit goods™; in 2016 in Sofia, ,,Effective investigation
of criminal cases in accordance with the standards of the ECHR, ,,Evidence and Evidence.
Use of SRS as a means of evidence" and ,,Investigation of illegal acts in the field of public
procurement”; in 2016 in Tampere, Finland, CEPOL training — ,,Joint Investigation Teams";

2. General characteristics of the presented dissertation work.

The dissertation work developed by Elena Kolcheva is a thorough scientific study. The
total volume of the dissertation is 190 pages, including an introduction, three chapters, a
conclusion, Reference for scientific and scientific-applied contributions, bibliography and
appendices. For the purposes of the research, 80 literary sources, 28 normative acts and 22
electronic sources were used.

In the introduction of the dissertation, the starting positions of the doctoral student are
defined, the actuality and significance of the topic, the subject and the object of the research,
the scientific thesis, the main goal and the tasks that must be completed in order to achieve it
are presented in detail. This makes it possible to follow the logic of the task and, through their
sequential solution, to realize certain results, which are a necessary prerequisite for reaching
the ultimate goal of the research work.

The topicality and importance of the topic are argued and substantiated by the doctoral
student and are determined by the increase in the number of incidents related to the use of
physical force and aids by police officers. The question of the lawful application of this

authority by the police officers in the Republic of Bulgaria is being considered.



The aim of the dissertation work is to develop scientifically based proposals for its
improvement both theoretically, normatively and organizationally, by analyzing the basic
concepts, legal acts and documents, as well as the activity of police officers in the use of
physical force and aids point of view.

The following tasks have been set to achieve the stated goal:

- to consider the main theoretical aspects related to the activity of police officers when
using physical force and aids;

- to analyze the DE LEGE LATA norms regulating the use of physical force and aids
by police officers in an international and national computer;

- to analyze the organization of the activity of police officers in the application of this
specific authority;

- to study the experience of other countries, both in terms of legal regulation and work
organization;

- to prepare DE LEGE FERENDA proposals, as well as for the organization of work
of police officers in their activities to combat crime and protect public order in connection
with the use of physical force and aids.

The object of the research is the use of physical force and aids by the police authorities
in the Republic of Bulgaria and the public relations arising in connection with this power.

The subject of the dissertation is the main theoretical, legal and organizational aspects
related to the use of physical force and aids by the police authorities in the Republic of
Bulgaria.

The main scientific thesis of the dissertation is based on the problems accompanying
the grounds for the use of physical force and auxiliary means, the absence or ambiguity of the
definitions of some of the basic concepts, as well as gaps in the organization of the activities
of the police authorities. This necessitates the clarifying the basic concepts, amending and
supplementing the legal regulations and improving the organization of the activity with the
aim of lawful and effective use of physical force and auxiliary means by the police authorities
in the Republic of Bulgaria in combating crime, preserving public order, guaranteeing
fundamental rights and freedoms of citizens, protection of their life and health.

To achieve the goal and tasks defined in the dissertation, the doctoral student used a
rich toolkit of methods and approaches for collecting, processing and analyzing the necessary
information, an independent empirical study was conducted, as a result of which summaries,

conclusions and recommendations were made. The set of appropriate methods and
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systematized empirical data have allowed the author to make a thorough analysis of the
results and to argue and substantiate the conclusions and proposals for improving the work of
using physical force and auxiliary means by the police authorities in our country.

3. Evaluation of the obtained scientific and scientific-applied results

The presented dissertation work has a scientific and scientific-applied character. It
clearly and accurately defines the starting positions of the doctoral student, which outline the
path of the research work to achieve the set goal. It presents a new vision of the relevance and
role of the use of physical force and auxiliary means by the police authorities in the Republic
of Bulgaria, with a view to increasing the effectiveness of their activities.

The first chapter of the dissertation has a descriptive and overview character. It
presents and analyzes theoretical and legal aspects of the use of physical force and aids by the
police authorities in the Republic of Bulgaria. The doctoral student competently and
thoroughly comments on the development of views on the essence of the concepts, presents
various definitions and definitions and formulates his interpretation.

As a result of the exploratory and research work, the following results were achieved:

- the concepts of ,,physical force", ,,assistance” and ,,authority” were studied, as well
as their essence when used by police authorities; author's opinions are well-argued; a proposal
was made to define the nature of the authority ,,Use of physical force by police authorities™;

- a brief historical review was made and the reasons for the use of physical force and
auxiliary means by the police authorities, according to the current legislation, were examined;
works with specific proposals for amendments and additions to the Law of the Ministry of the
Interior;

- inevitable defense and extreme necessity, as a basis for the use of physical force and
auxiliary means, are analyzed.

These achievements are the result of in-depth knowledge of the theoretical positions
of our and foreign authors on the use of physical force and aids and means, as well as their
development in the conditions of rapid economic and social changes, including in the event of
social tension and conflict situations.

The second chapter of the dissertation has an analytical research character. The merit
of the dissertation lies in the in-depth study of the peculiarities of the organization of the
activities of the police bodies when using physical force and aids, as well as in the
organization of the activities of other bodies (such as the State Agency ,,National Security",



the service ,,Military Police ", General Directorate ,,Execution of punishments” and others),
related to them.

As a result of the research work carried out in this part of the dissertation, the
following more important results were achieved:

- the study proves that the use of physical force and aids is an opportunity given to
police officers to counteract the activity of persons who do not comply with the legislation
and show resistance or disobedience;

- it is proven that in certain situations conflicts arise that require a quick and accurate
reaction and an adequate decision by the police officer to use the powers given by the Law of
the Ministry of Internal Affairs for the protection of the fundamental rights and freedoms of
the persons under the jurisdiction On the side ;

- it has been established that there are currently a number of gaps in the organization
and control of the application of powers, i.e. insufficient knowledge and skills, which implies
that police officers should be permanently trained,;

- it has been proven that, at the moment, the training of a large part of police officers
on the job is insufficient and ineffective, which confirms the need for professional training
with separation from work, so that they can acquire new habits and skills to make a timely
assessment of the factual situation and to assess whether there is an absolute necessity for the
use of physical force and aids; in this regard a recommendation is made for restoration of the
short-term training courses of both the executive and management staff of the Ministry of
Internal Affairs with police powers, in order to acquire knowledge and experience for the
effective and effective use of physical force and aids.

- a thorough analysis was made of the types of aids, as well as their features and
purpose;

- the activity of the other authorities, which were given the opportunity to use physical
force and aids, was analyzed and it was established that there is a similarity with that of the
police authorities.

The indicated achievements are the result of the in-depth knowledge of the real
practice of using physical force and aids in our country, as well as of the good practices in
other countries, which have shown positive results in the fight against crime and the
protection of public order in accordance with the constitutionally established right row.

The third chapter of the dissertation has an appended character. The positive results

achieved in this part of the dissertation work are the following:



- a methodology was developed for carrying out the survey and for processing and
analyzing the collected information;

- an empirical study was carried out, through the so-called desk research, in order to
obtain as complete a volume of information as possible about the police power, achieving the
main goal - data were obtained about the subject of the study, namely information about the
main theoretical, legal and organizational problems related to the use of physical force and
aids by the police authorities in the Republic of Bulgaria; The empirical quantitative research
method used in this dissertation is the survey (structured interview).

- a thorough analysis and assessment of the results of the empirical research was made
with relevant summaries, conclusions and recommendations (the information is based on the
opinions and attitudes of respondents who are employees with police powers from the largest
structural units in the Ministry of Internal Affairs and in its daily activity of combating crime,
protecting public order, protecting the life and health of citizens);

- it is thoroughly and reasonedly proven that the coordination and interaction between
the police authorities, the prosecutor's office, the court and the citizens themselves as a society
are a necessary condition for achieving positive results in the fight against crime and the
protection of public order in the country in the context of the protection of fundamental rights
and freedoms to all persons under the jurisdiction of the Republic of Bulgaria;

- a proposal was made that the ,,Press Center" directorate in the Ministry of Internal
Affairs take active actions to clarify the reasons for the use of physical force and aids in the
specific cases that have gained a wide public response.

As a summary, | can point out that the results of the conducted empirical research
reveal the real situation regarding the legal and organizational problems related to the use of
physical force and auxiliary means by the police authorities in the Republic of Bulgaria and
provide a basis for the conclusions and proposals for improving their activity to combat crime
and protect the rights and freedom of citizens.

4. Evaluation of scientific and scientific-applied contributions

In the reference attached to the abstract, the doctoral student listed five contributions.
They reflect in abbreviated form the main contribution - enrichment of theoretical research
and practical experience in the use of physical force and auxiliary means by the police
authorities in the Republic of Bulgaria in the fight against crime and the protection of public
order in the country. | confirm the presence of the contributions indicated by the doctoral

student in the dissertation work, but | believe that one more should be added - proving the
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need for training police personnel to learn knowledge and skills in the use of physical force
and aids in combating crime and maintaining public order in the country.

5. Evaluation of dissertation publications

The author of the dissertation presents a list of three publications, including one
textbook and two articles, which reflect the main content of the studied problems. The applied
nature of the research and the results of the conducted empirical study reveal the importance
of the problem of the nature and use of physical force and auxiliary means by the police
authorities in the fight against crime and the protection of public order in the country in the
context of the protection of the fundamental rights and freedoms of all persons , under the
jurisdiction of the Republic of Bulgaria.

I believe that these publications are sufficient to show the publicity of the achieved
results of the research work of the PhD student.

6. Evaluation of the autoref

The presented abstract is 40 pages long. It gives an idea in a summarized synthesized
form about the content of the dissertation work. It briefly reflects the content of the
dissertation, the relevance of the topic, the subject and the object of the research, the main
scientific thesis, the main goal and tasks for its achievement, the research methods used, the
information sources and restrictive conditions under which the research was carried out.
Summaries, conclusions and recommendations are indicated for each chapter of the
dissertation.

The author's abstract includes: Reference for the contributions of the dissertation work
and List of the author's publications on the dissertation work.

7. Criticisms, recommendations and questions

The contributions and results in the presented dissertation work are indisputable, but
nevertheless some recommendations can be made:

First. To pay more attention to the motivation of police officers to increase their
knowledge and skills in the use of physical force and aids in the exercise of their powers to
solve extreme situations.

Second. To look for a connection between the change of the personal values of the
police officers in the conditions of dynamic change of the environment and the work
motivation under the current economic conditions.

The stated recommendations are intended to suggest to the doctoral student interesting

problems for expanding the scope of her further research work.

8. Conclusion
