1. General characteristics of the presented dissertation work

The presented dissertation has a total volume of 190 pages, of which 171 pages
are the main text and 19 pages are appendices. It is structured in an introduction, three
chapters , conclusion, contributions, references and appendices. The main text contains
17 figures. 135 literary sources were used.

Actuality of the topic

In recent years, the dynamics of the socio-political and socio-economic situation in
the country have gradually caused public interest in the powers of police officers and
more specifically in relation to the use of physical force and aids. The society is particularly
negative in establishing cases where the application of the power was illegal.

In this sense , the problem of the application of the police powers regulated in the

Law on the Ministry of the Interior (Mol) and the protection of the basic rights and



freedoms of citizens is very relevant and provides a basis for scientific contributions, both
in theory and in practice. applied aspect.

On the structure of work

The work is well structured - with a clear logic of presentation and a balanced
distribution of the text. The dissertation research is dedicated to poorly studied processes,
phenomena and objects in Bulgarian science and practice - essence, legal regulation and
organization of the activity in the use of physical force and auxiliary means by the police
authorities of the Republic of Bulgaria, which are a prerequisite for new discussion
searches on the considered issue. The objective is formulated correctly and is specified
in 5 research tasks.

In the first chapter, the main theoretical aspects related to the activity of police
officers in the use of "physical force" and "aids" are analyzed. It is pointed out that, at the
present time, there are no unambiguous definitions for these two concepts regulated in
the Bulgarian legislation, in view of which a comprehensive analysis of their essence has
been made. It provides a basis for determining the authority "Use of physical force and
auxiliary means by the police authorities in the Republic of Bulgaria”. In Paragraph two of
the first chapter, the peculiarities of the organization of the activities of the police
authorities in the use of aids are described, and their characteristics, purpose and
features are specified in detail .

Here | can point to the author's ability to navigate among complex and mutually
contradictory research approaches in the legal field in order to discover her specific
analytical perspective, taking into account numerous national normative acts and
international standards.

In the second chapter, a critical analysis is made of the regulation on the
professional training of employees of the Ministry of Internal Affairs and specific
recommendations are given for its improvement. Paragraph three examines the specifics
of the application of physical force by the National Security State Agency; The National
Security Service; Military Police Office; General Directorate "Execution of punishments”;
Forestry Executive Agency; The security staff performing private security activity. The
chapter ends with summaries and conclusions regarding ensuring transparency of the

actions of police authorities. As a preventive measure, it is proposed to use cameras



placed on the uniforms of police officers, especially those directly responsible for the
protection of public order and the rights of citizens during mass events.

In the third chapter, an empirical study of the use of physical force and aids by the
police authorities in the Republic of Bulgaria is made. The methodology used is described.
It is indicated that the research method used is the survey (structured interview). 930
respondents from Criminal Police Department, Economic Police Department and Security
Police Department were surveyed of GDP, which guarantees the representativeness of
the study and the accuracy of the conclusions drawn. The results confirm the main thesis
of the work about the need to derive definitions of basic concepts, changes in legal
regulation and improvement of the organization related to the training of police officers.

In general, the dissertation research is devoted to poorly studied processes,
phenomena and objects in Bulgarian science and practice - essence, legal regulation and
organization of the activity in the use of physical force and auxiliary means by the police
authorities of the Republic of Bulgaria, which are a prerequisite for new discussion fields

and relevance of the problem under consideration.

among the academic community in the country.

The dissertation is accompanied by a 40-page abstract. It fully corresponds to the
content of the dissertation and presents in a synthesized form the research carried out by

the doctoral student and the results achieved.

Conclusion

The dissertation work of doctoral student Elena Alexandrova Kolcheva meets the
requirements of the Law on the Development of the Academic Staff in the Republic of
Bulgaria and the Internal Rules for the Development of the Academic Staff at the
Neophyte Rilski University.

The topic of the dissertation is current and is based on a significant volume of
literature, proven methodology, achieved scientific and scientific-applied results of a
contributing nature, proven practical applicability of the proposed methodology and
generally achieved goals and objectives of the research.
