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Information on the doctorate, dissertation, abstract and publications:

The dissertation of Galina Georgieva Galabova has been discussed and
proposed for public defense by the "History™ department at the Faculty of Law
and History of the Southwest University “Neofit Rilski”-Blagoevgrad. The
procedure for announcing the public defense is fully in accordance with the
Regulations for the acquisition of scientific degrees at the Southwest University “
Neofit Rilski” -Blagoevgrad, as well as with the relevant provisions of the
RSARB and the Regulations for its implementation. The abstract (16 pages) fully
meets the relevant requirements and gives a complete idea of the content of the
dissertation. The results of the text authentication system convincingly prove the
originality of the work. The text of the dissertation is accompanied by legal
regulations and publications on the subject, which fully meet the requirements
provided for in the law. Five articles are indicated, the content of which is
undoubtedly related to the content of the dissertation. Of these, one article is in
print, the others have been published.

Dissertation content:

The dissertation consists of an introduction, three chapters, a conclusion,
illustrative material, an appendix with photos from the author's personal archive,
a bibliography (sources and literature). It contains a total of 251 pages.

The introduction reveals the aims and objectives of the study, the need
for such a study, the methodology used in it and reviews the source base, which
is very diverse. The historiographical review is also detailed and very well
composed. An important part of the introduction is defining the geographical
scope and chronological framework of the work. The interdisciplinary nature of
the research is also clearly indicated, and the capabilities of geographic

information systems (GIS) and digital spatial models are also used.



The first chapter, “Roads along the Maritsa River Valley”, attempts to
outline the main road routes in the region under study, in particular the Via
Diagonalis and the Via Egnatia. These two arteries, known since the ancient era,
are examined in a broad chronological framework, but still with the main
emphasis on the sources of the 13" and 14" centuries. The changes in the route,
the number of settlements along their course, the connections with various
secondary routes, which connect with them through the Rhodope region or from
other neighboring regions are also of interest.

The main conclusion is that the road network, structured already in the

late antique era, remains generally functional, despite the inevitable changes, and
its use continued even in the Ottoman era without any particular variations.
The second chapter, “Wars and Diplomacy in the Maritsa River Valley in the 13"
and 14™ Centuries”, examines the political events in the given chronological
framework in the area of the Maritsa River Valley. The Valley of Maritsa turns
out to be a very important region where the fate of the Balkan Peninsula is often
decided. Three of the most fatal battles in the history of the Peninsula took place
here - the Battle of Adrianople in 1205, the Battle of Klokotnitsa in 1230 and the
Battle of Chernomen in 1371.

To this are added other, less significant battles, diplomatic negotiations
and settlement of border conflicts in this frontier area. Not only the usual
Bulgarians and Byzantines passed through the valley, but also "Franks" and
Venetians, Tatars, Serbs and Ottoman Turks. In general, the region was often the
center of intense hostilities, which also affected its economy and demography,

very often in a negative way.



The third chapter is devoted entirely to trade in the region under
consideration. Along with military clashes, border disputes and diplomatic
actions, the Maritsa Valley was a place of intense commercial exchange along the
already described thoroughfares dating back to Antiquity. Along with the
Bulgarian and Byzantine merchants, merchants from Venice, Genoa, Dubrovnik
and other, more distant lands ventured here. The Venetians, who, under the
protection of the Latin Empire, successfully traded here in the first half of the 13"
century had a special interest in the region.

The unrest that engulfed the region after the middle of the 13" century
and turned it into a zone of military action, Tatar raids and the Ottoman conquest
harmed trade, which stabilized only in the 15" century, when Dubrovnik
merchants managed to occupy an important place in trade in the Balkans under
the protection of the Ottoman sultans.

The conclusion faithfully presents the general conclusions of the doctoral
candidate regarding the various aspects of the subject, namely the structure of the
road network in the region, the political and military situation during the
considered centuries and its influence on the economy and demography of the
region, and last but not least, the trade exchange in this area and period , which is
influenced both by local conditions and by the more general framework of events

and processes in Southeast Europe.

The style of the work is very good, but it should be noted that despite the
visible efforts of the author, there are still some stylistic and grammatical
Inaccuracies, which are understandable when preparing a voluminous text. Thus,
for example, the Roman emperor was not Antonius Pius, but Antoninus Pius, and

the old name of Corlu was rather Tsouroulos. The names Evros, Evar and Hebar



are simply different spellings and phonetic forms of the ancient Hebros. More
significant, however, is the absence of some important events related to Thrace
from the first half of the 14" century, such as the great Tatar invasion of 1337,
which caused serious damage to the region. The Tatars reached the Dardanelles
and managed to defeat a detachment of Turkish mercenaries in Byzantine service,

striking terror into their potential opponents.

These minor remarks, however, in no way detract from the excellent
overall impression of the work, and can be easily removed when presenting the
text for printing. We must note the precise work of the doctoral candidate with
diverse sources, which she handled skillfully. The innovative approach to regional

research is undeniable and deserves admiration. The objectives stated in the

X
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introduction hav e been fully achieved, and the
stated methodology has been consistently followed. In general, the impression of
Galina Georgieva Galabova's work is excellent and it can easily be prepared for

publication.

Conclusion:

Based on what has been said so far, I recommend the esteemed
commission to award the scientific and educational degree "doctor" to Galina
Georgieva Galabova. Personally, | vote "yes" and send my congratulations for

the precise work to the doctoral candidate.
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
