L. Brief biographical data about the PhD candidate

In 2010 Galina Georgieva Galabova graduated with a Bachelor's degree in Bulgarian Language
and History, and in 2015 she obtained a Master's degree in professional field 2.2. History and
Archaeology, at the Faculty of Philosophy and History of Plovdiv University "Paisii
Hilendarski", in the master's program "History and Civilizations of the Old and New World".
From 2019 to 2024 he is a full-time PhD student with scientific supervisor Assoc. Snezhanka
Rakova-Marinkoeva at the Department of History at the Faculty of Law and History of

Southwestern University "Neofit Rilski" - Blagoevgrad.

I1. Relevance of the topic developed in the dissertation

The research presented by PhD student Galina Galabova fits into two major thematic areas. The
first is more global and explores the interaction between human communities and the
surrounding landscape diversity, of which rivers are an important part. Historically, all major
events in the development of human civilisation have taken place along riverbanks. In this
sense, the river should be perceived and studied not only as a hydrogeographical biotope, but
also as an integral and integral factor in the evolution of the human communities living in its
ecosystem. The constantly flowing waters shape the riverbed and the banks, and thereby shape
the spatial-existential contours of civilizations and determine the rhythm of their daily, military-

political, communication, economic and cultural-religious history. A comprehensive objective



reconstruction of the past therefore requires taking into account the role of water, and in
particular rivers, which are the natural environment around which human societies emerge and
develop. The second major thematic area corresponds to the study of the regional history of the
Balkans, and in particular of the historical-geographical area of Thrace, an area of great
civilizational value in different epochs, including the Middle Ages. Regional studies appear to
be the key to a more thorough and objective study of events and processes, and are cleared of
excessive insight into ethno-territorial and state-political issues, which are often interpreted on
the basis of a priori anachronistic attitudes and accumulations. In the long list of works on
Thrace, however, there is a distinct lack of studies of its history through the prism of its
freshwater river wealth and its impact on civilizational foundations.

The dissertation of PhD student Galina Galabova comes to fill this hard-to-explain gap in
medieval scholarship, fitting precisely into the intersection of the above two major thematic
fields, by focusing her regional study of the history of late medieval Thrace on the valley of the
river Maritza. The choice of the topic and the specification of its spatial and chronological scope
are very well justified. On the one hand, the Maritza, the second largest river in Southeast
Europe (after the Danube) and the main river of the Balkan Peninsula with a total length of
about 530 km, was the internal communication aorta of Thrace. On the other hand, the thirteenth
and fourteenth centuries were dotted with extremely fateful events, the development and
dynamics of which repeatedly changed not only the regional conjuncture but also the overall
geopolitical constellation in the European Southeast, as it turned out that the vector of change
invariably followed the course of the largest river in Thrace. The topicality of the reviewed
dissertation, conditioned by the specific thematic perspective, is also secured by the modern
interdisciplinary approach followed with a well complete set of research methods that
contribute to a more complete and thorough interpretation and reconstruction of the events and
processes along the valley of the river Maritza in an attempt to highlight its place and
significance in the overall historical picture of the European Southeast in the Late Middle Ages.
The micro-thematic range of Galina Galabova's dissertation naturally interweaves issues related
to political and economic history, historical geography, the history of communications and
climate. Hence, the main research challenge in tackling such a topic - the need to search for and
apply multidisciplinary approaches and tools for its adequate understanding and meaningful
development. PhD student Galina Galabova has responded to this challenge by finding and
using a very appropriate innovative tool in the face of geographic information systems (GIS)

and digital spatial models.



Il. Instrumenta studiorum - degree of knowledge of the source base and research in the
thematic-chronological spectrum of the dissertation

PhD student Galina Galabova has managed to cover the domestic and foreign sources published
in various publications in their genre diversity and to subject them to textual-critical, structural-
content and comparative analysis in order to extract the information available in them about the
communications, military campaigns, diplomatic missions and trade contacts along the valley
of the river Maritza in the 13th - 14th centuries. To the rich set of written sources are added the
archaeological and numismatic finds, which gives even greater factual density and convincing
the study. The dissertation is thus provided with the necessary empirical material, which is a
testimonial to the quality of the study and the observations and generalizations made in it. In
addition to the solid base of primary sources, PhD student Galina Galabova also draws on
numerous studies devoted to the political, military, traffic and economic history of the region
during the period under consideration, showing skills in systematizing known scientific
achievements, synthesizing scientific theses, highlighting and formulating problems. The
dissertation also incorporates the latest developments and achievements in the field of historical
geography through the major research projects Tabula Imperi Byzantini, whose sixth volume
is devoted to Thrace, and especially the pilot project of the University of Sofia. Kliment
Ohridski" - "Historical Geographical Information System of Thrace™ (HGIS - Thrace), which
in its multidisciplinary nature unites historical geography, history, archaeology, epigraphy,
numismatics, demography, GIS and information technologies. An additional plus in this
direction is the fact that Ph. Galina Galabova has conducted a field expedition along the river.
Gulalova conducted a field trip to the Maritsa River to get acquainted with the site of her
research and to photograph some of its key topoi. The application of the direct observation

method brings additional authenticity and validity to her research.

I11. Structural-compositional framework and content of the dissertation

Structurally and compositionally, the dissertation "Roads, Wars, Diplomacy and Trade along
the Maritza River Valley in the 13th and 14th Centuries" contains an introduction, three
chapters and a conclusion, as well as illustrative material (7 diagrams, 11 maps and 4 tables).
A bibliography of the sources and studies used is appended to the text. A separate appendix
includes 41 photographs taken by Galina Galabova and another 7 taken from other sources. The
total length of the dissertation is 251 pages.

The introduction contains all the necessary elements revealing the conceptual design, the

subject of the research, the methodology, the time-space scope, the thesis aim, the main tasks,



the methods used and the compositional structure of the dissertation. The main aim of the
dissertation is to trace the development of communications, military campaigns, diplomatic
missions and trade operations along the Maritza River in the 13th and 14th centuries. In order
to achieve this, PhD student G. Galabova has set herself three main tasks:

- The first task is to examine the most important roads crossing the Maritza River valley (main
and secondary), trying to establish their route.

- The second task is to trace the changes in political boundaries and hostilities between the
countries with interests in the Maritza valley.

- The third task is to reveal the economic and commercial activity along the Maritza.

It is noteworthy that all of the above tasks are embedded in the composition of the exposition
as main structural-content components (chapters), which is indicative of how Galina Galabova
has applied her research vision and how through it she has configured the meaning-logical
cohesion of her dissertation.

Chapter One (pp. 26-67) of the study, "Roads along the Maritza River Valley," traces the road
network in the Maritza basin and is divided into three subchapters. The first two deal with the
main communication routes that cross the river valley, the Via Diagonalis and the Via Egnatia,
while the third subchapter devotes space to the secondary roads. A good impression in this
chapter is made by doc. Galabova's research approach, as well as the corresponding
methodological tools. The data from the Roman period are examined, and through a
comparative analysis of the sources the settlements along the river valley that lie on the Via
Diagonalis are identified - from the Trajanov Gate pass, in the south, to the diversion of the
road into the lower Maritza. The road stations and settlements are listed in sequence, and the
distances between them are also indicated. The route of the road in the 13th and 14th centuries
is then examined. The similarities and differences that have occurred as a result of the historical
changes are sought, and an attempt is made to identify which settlements along the Maritza
valley remained on the route of the main route and which of them disappeared over time. An
identical approach has been taken when considering the other main road, the Via Egnatia, which
makes a connection with the river downstream. The secondary roads in Antiquity and in the
Late Middle Ages are then examined. A place is given to water and land communications in the
section from Adrianople to Enos. The trans-Rhodopean routes that pass through settlements
along the Maritza River are also traced. A particular plus in the development of this first chapter
are the diagrams and maps that visualize the processes and complement the conclusions drawn.
As a result of the comparative analysis carried out by PhD student G. Galabova found that

unlike in Roman times, when the road stations along the Maritza River valley, part of the Via



Diagonalis, were 25, in the 13th century the number of stations was 18, and in the 14th century,
after the Ottomans had established themselves in the Balkans and the region, the number of
stations decreased even further to 12. The comparative interdisciplinary study reveals that some
settlements disappeared completely or new ones were built in their place, in line with the
historical changes brought about by the change of historical epochs and of power factors in the
region. The largest towns along the Maritza River - Philippopolis, Adrianople and Dimotica -
have proved to be the most resistant to the vicissitudes of time. The three ports on the Maritza
River that are part of the Via Egnatia are Trajanopolis, Fere and Enos. The connection of the
two main roads in the lower reaches of the river confirms the importance of the region in terms
of communication, transport and trade. The lower reaches of the Maritza have a well-developed
road network, with particularly intensive communications between Adrianople and Enos. The
main conclusions reached as a result of the complex analysis of the collected and processed
empirical material are that the Maritsa River valley in the late medieval period continued to be
part of a developed road communication zone, in which numerous roads joined, connecting the
settlements located along it with the other cities in Thrace and contributing to the economic
development of the region. It has also been argued that the road system in the Maritza basin
was well used by the Ottomans, who used it to expand their conquest campaigns into the interior
of the Balkans and also to conduct trade.

The second chapter, "Wars and Diplomacy in the Maritza Valley in the 13th and 14th Centuries”
(68-143), is the most comprehensive in terms of its length and deals with the political changes
in the region during the late Middle Ages, which occurred as a result of military campaigns and
battles, the centre of which was always the Maritza Valley. Chronologically, this chapter is
framed by two fundamental events that stand at its beginning and end - the Fourth Crusade and
the Ottoman invasion in the second half of the 14th century. Compositionally, it is composed
of 8 sub-chapters in which the dynamic transformations and the alternation of political
supremacy in the region between Bulgaria, the Latin Empire, the Empire of Epirus and Nicaea,
Byzantium and the Ottomans are presented through the optics of six key battles and the
accompanying diplomatic negotiations, whose establishment in the Balkan Peninsula and in
Europe began in 1352 with the battle of the fortress of Pythion on the Maritza. The decisive
battle of Chernomen, which predetermined the fate of the Maritza Valley and Thrace, is a kind
of poem to this chapter. The general conclusion reached at the end is that control of the area
depended on who dominated the Maritza Valley with its communication and settlement

capacity.



The third chapter, "Trade along the Maritza Valley in the Thirteenth and Fourteenth Centuries"
(144- 193), is devoted to trade activity in the region during the late Middle Ages. Unlike the
previous two chapters, where the source base is dominated by historical and chronicle evidence,
here the reconstruction of events and processes is based on an analysis of official interstate
documents of the period: chrisovuli and treaties concluded between Byzantium and foreign
merchants, and between the Bulgarian kingdom and the Dubrovnik, Venetian and Genoese,
respectively. Along with this, the data from archaeological and numismatic studies are also
involved. This last chapter is divided into 7 subchapters, the first of which presents the general
economic picture of the region, while the others trace the commercial activity of Venice and
Dubrovnik along the Maritza valley, with special attention to coin circulation. As a result of
this analysis, G. Galabova states that VVenice, whose advance in the region began at the end of
the 12th century, dominated noticeably during most of the 13th century, which is explained by
the presence of the Latin Empire. Under Venetian tutelage, the Doubrovinians also penetrated
during this century. In the 14th century, the commercial situation along the Maritza changed
after the emergence of two new factors - the Genoese, who settled in the harbor town of Enos,
and the Ottomans, who at the end of the 14th century established full control over trade along
the Maritza.

The conclusion of the dissertation is a systematized summary of the conclusions, evaluations
and observations reached by the PhD candidate on all structural elements of her presentation in
fulfillment of the main objective and related research tasks. The general finding is that "in the
13th and 14th centuries the Maritza River was at the centre of all events and processes in which
the interests of Bulgaria, Byzantium, Venice, the Latin Empire, the Epirus Despotate, Nicaea,
the Ottomans and Dubrovnik were intertwined. All of these countries were vying for political,
economic or commercial influence in the region, because the Maritza River was the gateway to
the whole of Thrace and hence to Europe” (p. 200). This means that the PhD candidate Galina
Galabova has grasped the potential of her dissertation topic, has understood its multifaceted
nature and with the necessary expertise has outlined the guidelines for its further study.

The merit of the dissertation is the numerous appendices that illustrate and complement its
textual and especially visual content. Among them, the rich photographic material of some of
the nodal topoi along the Maritza River, personally taken by PhD candidate Galina Galabova
as a result of the journey she undertook along the river valley, starting from the source of the
Maritza in Rila and ending at the lower reaches of the river, at the town of Edirne and the village

of Ormenio.



The autoreferat has been compiled as required and correctly reflects all the main parts of the
thesis. In terms of content, the contributions mentioned in the abstract are correctly formulated,
reflect objectively the achievements of Ph. Galina Galabova and in their totality are indicative
of the significance of her research. Among them the following undoubtedly stand out:

- On the basis of the systematization and analysis of rich and diversified source material, for
the first time a historiographical attempt has been made to comprehensively study the role and
significance of the Maritsa River and its valley in the historical processes and events of the 13th
and 14th centuries.

- Attention has been paid to the penetration and establishment of the domination of Venice and
its merchants along the Maritza valley.

- Numerous maps, diagrams and tables have been produced, which not only illustrate the results
of the research process, but some of them - especially the GIS maps - represent a real
contribution to historical geography for the period of the 13th-14th centuries.

- The information collected and arranged on coinage and coin circulation, as well as on the finds
of Venetian coins along the Maritza valley, contributes to a clearer understanding of the
intensive trade contacts in the region.

On the issues addressed in the thesis, the PhD student has realized 5 articles in reputable
journals, 4 of them published (one of them in the abstracts of the 24th International Congress

of Byzantine Studies) and one in print.

IV. Notes and recommendations

The following more important remarks and recommendations can be addressed to the presented
dissertation:

- From the point of view of chronological precision and causal conditioning, paragraph 3
('Venetian traces in the valley of the Maritza river in the 13th century. The Treaty of 1198 and
the Partitio terrarium imperii Romaniae of 1204) of Chapter 3 should be moved before the
paragraph on Dubrovnik.

- It is recommended that all primary sources used in the dissertation be cited by their latest and
most authoritative textual-critical editions;

- The main recommendation to Ph. Galina Galabova is to fulfil the research perspectives
outlined by herself in the conclusion and to continue her research on the Maritza region.

The recommendations thus made in no way detract from the overall excellent impression of the

dissertation. We are faced with a truly qualitative interdisciplinary study that is



methodologically sound and testifies to the skills of PhD candidate Galina Galabova to work

with the instrument studiorum of media studies.

Conclusion

The PhD thesis on "Roads, wars, diplomacy and trade along the Maritza River valley in the
13th and 14th centuries™ is an original and personal work of Galina Georgieva Galabova. The
abstract is correctly composed and formatted and presents objectively the scientific
achievements and contributions. The publications correspond to the topic and the content of the
dissertation, which is prepared in accordance with the requirements for the award of the
educational and scientific degree of PhD. The dissertation has a complete form and with its
achievements has contributed to the study of the road-communication, military-political and
trade history along the river Maritza in the 13th - 15th centuries. There are the necessary
grounds to declare my positive assessment of Galina Galabova's dissertation research. In
conclusion, I vote "for" with full conviction and propose to the esteemed scientific jury to award

Galina Georgieva Galabova the PhD degree.
