I. Summary data on scientific production. In the dissertation there is a
similarity of 8%, i.e. no plagiarism. In the minimum requirements for an ESD
«doctor» from the Regulations for the Implementation of the Law for
development of the academic staff in the Republic of Bulgaria (LDASRB, Bulg.
abbrevation ZRASRB), 80 points are specified, and the doctoral student
achieves 135. The author has 4 participations in national and international
scientific forums. The publications on the subject of the dissertation, with 2
required, are 4 (+ 1 abstract in English for her participation in the 24"
International Congress of Byzantine Studies, Venice, 2022) and are in Bulgarian
in specialized and reputable publications, of which 3 have been published, and 1

is under print. Of these, 3 are independent, and 1 is co-authored. These are the



steps by which it is built the dissertation and important achievements of the
work have been published. A major 6th publication is the dissertation itself.

II. Evaluation of the candidate's scientific results and contributions.
According to Art. 27, al. 2 of the LDASRB (Bulg. abbrevation ZRASRB), the
dissertation consists of: title page; content; introduction; exposition; conclusion
— summary of the obtained results; declaration of originality(=authorship);
bibliography. specifically, these are presented as follows: Title page, followed
by Acknowledgments, Motto-quote from the ancient poet Alcaeus and Content,
Introduction (1-25 pp.), Exposition of 3 chapters: Ch. I (26-67 p.), Ch. II (68-
143 p.), Ch. III (144-193 p.), Conclusion (=Summary of the obtained results)
(194-202 p.); and more: Appendix (202-226 p.), List of diagrams (227 p.), List
of maps (227 p.), List of tables (228 p.), Abbreviations (229 p.), Bibliography
(230- 246 p.). The declaration of authorship (=originality) applies separately.

The INTRODUCTION consists of 4 parts: 1.The relevance of the topic
is well argued by the attempt to re-read the sources, focused on the place and
role of the biggest river in SE Europe — Maritsa, with opportunities for new
approaches to research, in which geographic information systems (GIS) are also
applied; 2.The goal is clearly formulated — tracking the movement and
communications along the Maritsa in the 13th-14th centuries, for the
implementation of which the main tasks are set such as examining the Roads,
Tracking the changes of the political borders, Studying the economic and
commercial activity along the river; 3.Methodology presents research methods
such as interdisciplinarity, chronological method, comparative analysis of
sources, retrospective, descriptive, statistical method, as well as direct
observation of the field, which also leads to the use of GIS technologies. The
chronological framework here is not substantiated, although it is clear from the
title and the text of the Introduction that it is the Late Middle Ages of the 13th
and 14th centuries. The following is a Work Structure that has no place here.
4.The sources convincingly justify the use of written sources of any nature, as

well as archaeological, epigraphic and numismatic data, which contributes to the



complexity of the work. Historiography is authoritatively present in the
dissertation text, presenting numerous Bulgarian and foreign studies.

CHAPTER 1. Roads along the valley of the Maritsa River (26-67 pp.)
is the basis for the next two and is presented in 3 paragraphs. 1.Via Diagonalis
and the valley of the river Maritsa includes 1.1.The Roman road stations along
the valley of the river Maritsa — 25 in number, well illustrated with a Map (p.
41) and 1.2.Via Diagonalis and the valley of the river Maritsa in the 13th and
14th centuries, illustrated with Maps (pp. 53-54), on which the number is
respectively 18 and 12. Here the comparison of the data for the Roman stations
with those of the Middle Ages, when there are also changes, is relevant for
locating them, with the determination of the distances between them, as well as
who are remaining. It follows the logical conclusion that regardless of whether
the road passes from one bank to the other of the river Maritsa during the
different epochs, the main route is preserved. The main differences are in the
disappearance of some Roman fortresses and the appearance of new medieval
ones along the Maritsa river valley (p.51). 2.Via Egnatia and the valley of the
river Maritsa repeats the methodology of the first one, naturally for the lower
course of the river, which leads to a result shown on Map (p.59). 3.Secondary
roads along the Maritsa river valley, using the same methodology, determines
their importance, well illustrated with 2 Diagrams on page 66. The conclusion
from Ch. I contributed to the preservation of the river valley as a living and
active communication artery, from Antiquity and through the Middle Ages,
albeit with a decreasing number of road stations.

CHAPTER II: Wars and diplomacy along the Maritsa river valley in
the 13™ and 14™ centuries (68-143 c.) is substantial and is presented in 8
paragraphs. 1.The dramatic beginning of the 13th century represents the
restoration of the Bulgarian state and its actions to control the Maritsa valley.
The important battles are listed, the sources and historiography for them are
given, with the important conclusion that the commonality between all parties is
the imposition of control over the middle and lower course of the Maritsa river,

and hence the whole of Thrace, which is the object of Bulgaria's interests. The



Latin Empire, Venice and the Despotism of Epirus. (p. 74). 2.The knightly
crash at Adrianople - April 14, 1205 analytically and helpfully examines the
prerequisites for it and the result, through which the Bulgarian King Kaloyan not
only defeated (Map on p. 81), but also weakened the Latin Empire, thereby
becoming a dominant factor throughout Thrace. This is clear from the ongoing
military actions discussed in subsection 2.1.Movement of the troops of King
Kaloyan after the battle at Adrianople... 1205-1207 (Map on p. 88). 3.The
rematch of the knights at Philippopolis on July 31, 1208 contributes to the
analysis of the unsuccessful policy of King Boril, the successor of King
Kaloyan, towards Bulgaria's neighbors and especially towards the Latin Empire,
which led to his removal from the throne and the enthronement of Ivan Asen II
in 2018. 4.The Bulgarian triumph at Klokotnitsa - March 9, 1230 marked the
successful foreign policy and military actions of Ivan Assen II, reflected in his
victory over Despot Theodore Comnenus and the annexation of the Epirus
possessions to his kingdom, after which Bulgaria became the dominant state in
the Balkans and great power in Europe. 5.Wars, campaigns and diplomacy
along the Maritsa river valley until the end of the 13" century, against the
background of the rise of the Nicaecan Empire, seeking to restore the Eastern
Roman Empire, examines the weakening of the activity of the Bulgarian
kingdom, especially under King Constantine Tichus, for the possession of the
important fortresses in Thrace and ends with the contribution conclusion that
through the cities located in the middle and lower course of the river Maritsa,
roads are interwoven, through which contacts are made with the ports of the
Black, Aegean and Adriatic seas. In an economic and political aspect, access to
all the resources that the region offers leads to controlling production and
trade, and hence replenishing the state treasury, which in turn provides an
opportunity to invest in military resources... The whole 13" century was marked
by military campaigns, in the center of which is always the valley of the river
Maritsa... a border zone between the Bulgarian kingdom and its neighbors...
Although there were peaceful years during the period... the distribution of the

zones of influence in the valley of the river Maritsa is not fully understood and



remains contested (p. 108). 6.Wars, conflicts and diplomacy along the
Maritsa river valley in the first half of the 14th century continue to present
the area as contested by Bulgaria and the remnants of the ever-trying-to-
resurrect Eastern Roman Empire, plus the permanent presence of the Ottoman
Turks. 7.The Ottoman expansion along the Maritsa river valley in the
second half of the 14th century examines how, from mercenaries used in the
conflicts between the various countries of the Balkans, the Turks gradually
settled permanently and became an unavoidable factor, and after the capture of
Gallipoli, it was the turn of Dimotica, Adrianople and Philippopolis... It is
contribution here that From the conquest of Gallipoli in 1354 to the late 1460s
and early 1470s, the Ottoman invasion of Thrace was extremely successful...
Control of the main roads ... allowed them to set the economic direction of the
region's development, although the Ottomans did not change local practices,
avoiding drastic changes in the conquered areas and thus probably minimizing
the possibility of population rebellion.(p. 131). 8. The Battle of Chernomen on
September 26, 1371 declared that the Consequences after 1371 were severe for
all... The Crusade of the "Green Count" Amedeus VI of Savoy was unsuccessful,
the fortress of Gallipoli was again returned to the Ottomans... More conquests
were made during this period, but the greatest success was the imposition of
vassal relations with Byzantium, Tarnovo, the Principality of Dobrudzha, the
fragmented dominions in Macedonia, Northern Greece, Albania, and at the end
of the 1980s with Vidin. All are obliged to pay a vassal tax (kharadzh) (p. 139).

At the end of The Second Chapter. contribution concludes that
Maritsa's Province... "survived" a total of six major battles during the
considered period, which were supplemented by numerous campaigns of
emperors, Bulgarian rulers, Latins, Tatars, Catalans and finally Ottomans... The
original purpose of all interested parties is not the conquest of all of Thrace, but
specifically the valley of the river Maritsa (p. 143).

CHAPTER III: Trade along the Maritsa River Valley in the 13" and
14™ centuries (144-193 c.) contains 7 paragraphs. 1.General economic and

trade processes thoroughly presents the dynamics in the development of the



economy and trade, in the context of excellent natural conditions, as well as
their mutual influence and relationship with political processes. The variety of
agricultural crops grown by the local population and the development of animal
husbandry, fishing, salt mining, river and overland trade are the object of
attention from both local and foreign traders, which stimulate the accumulation
of profits among the productive agro-livestock and artisan population in the
villages and the cities, as well as the visible manifestation of elites in the big
cities - Philippopolis, Adrianople, Dimotika, Enos, Constantia, Rodosto, etc. The
contribution presents of the Maritsa river valley as an actively manifesting
hinterland of the sea coasts, which also plays the role of a kind of contact zone,
1s beneficial. The main partners are discussed in the following paragraphs. 2.The
trade of Dubrovnik and the Maritsa river valley in the 13™ and 14" centuries
examines 2.1.The Orismo of King Ivan Alexander from 1230 and 2.2.The
Treaty of 1253, through which the author successfully found the place of the
Maritsa valley in the diplomatic and commercial relations between Dubrovnik as
a door to the Adriatic Sea, open to the west towards Italy and Bulgaria as a
dominant factor in the European Southeast. 3.Venetian traces along the
Maritsa river valley in the 13™ century. The Treaty of 1198 and the Partitio
terrarum imperii Romani of 1204 analyze the highly successful Venetian
policy in the Balkans, where it became a trading empire. This includes the
Maritsa basin as an object of her interests. 4.Venice, Palaeologous Byzantium
and the valley of the Maritsa River at the end of the 13™ century continues
by presenting the "ebbs and flows" in diplomatic relations, mostly related to
trade between the Empire and the Republic. The analysis shows that there are no
direct data relating to the Maritsa basin in the documents, but it is reported that,
on the contrary, there are data on active trade with Black Sea ports and the Rilo-
Rhodope region, which in turn implies participation in these processes and on
Maritsa valley. 5.The Venetian trade in Thracian grain in the 14™ century
examines the competition between Venice and Genoa, taking into account the
preponderance of Venetian influence. 6.A coin circulation along the valley of

the Maritsa river adds to the picture by making the assessment that, despite the



plague epidemic in Eastern Europe, from the middle of the century, Venetian
trade continued its activity (Map on p. 181 and Table 2 on p. 183-185 ).
7.Venice, Byzantium, the Ottomans and the valley of the Maritsa river in
the period of the second half of the 14th - the beginning of the 15th century
gives evidence that the skillful policy of Venice not only towards Byzantium,
but also towards the new rulers of Thrace (resp. of the Maritsa river and its
adjacent lands) the Ottomans, whose first capital was Adrianople, with the goal
of preserving and even expanding commercial influence. As the author
concludes, Trade along the Maritsa river valley is an integral part of trade in
Thrace. In the 13th and 14th centuries, the commercial interests of Venice,
Genoa, Dubrovnik and, after the middle of the 14th century, the Ottomans were
intertwined in the region. (p. 193).

The CONCLUSION (194-201 c.) helpfully summarizes that in the 13"
and 14" centuries the Maritsa river was at the center of all events and processes
in which the interests of Bulgaria, Byzantium, Venice, the Latin Empire, the
Epirus were intertwined, Nicaea, the Ottomans and Dubrovnik. All the listed
countries are fighting for political, economic or commercial influence in the
region, because the Maritsa river is the gateway to all of Thrace, and from there
to Europe. (p. 200).

The Appendix (202 — 227 p.) presents a brief Geographical description of
the Maritsa river, accompanied by numerous photographs, which perfectly
illustrate the object interpreted in the text. It is followed by a List of Diagrams
(p. 227); List of maps (p. 227); List of tables (p. 228); Abbreviations (p.229)

The Bibliography (230 — 246 p.) is appropriately divided into Sources,
Historiography and Internet sources, covering an impressive amount of pages
mainly in Cyrillic and Latin, but also in Greek.

The Abstract (in Bulg. Avtoreferat) meets the requirements. I confirm the
indicated scientific contributions of the dissertation in the abstract by the author.

IIl. Critical notes and recommendations: to correct the many technical

misunderstandings inadvertently introduced into the text of the dissertation.
