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The dissertation of Galina Galabova is dedicated to a significant problem from
our medieval past and thus formulated the topic is dissertable (defensible). The paper
consists of 246 pages, and the exposition follows a structure that includes an
introduction, three chapters, a conclusion and appendices, as well as a bibliography (list
of references). Each of the separate parts of the work is dedicated to an important issue
related to the role and importance of the Maritsa River in the XIII — XIV centuries. At
the end of the dissertation, a rich set of appendices is presented — photographic material,
diagrams, maps, a list of the tables included in the work, etc. All these applications
illustrate in an indisputable way the role of the Maritsa River in the selected chronology
and become an integral part of the dissertation work.

The study begins with a lengthy introduction, in which G. Galabova clarifies the
name of the river and at the same time — notes the earlier historical information about
the Maritsa River, attested in the ancient written sources. At the beginning of the

dissertation work, G. Galabova clearly formulated the goals and tasks of the research
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and underlining that the main emphasis is “tracking the movement and communications
in the area along the Maritsa River in the X111 — XIV centuries”. The author gives a brief
justification of the chronological scope of the study and states the ambitious intention to
consider the topic in an all-Balkan historical context. The research methods are
presented in detail, as well as the overall structure of the dissertation work. A good
impression is made by the proposed extensive, but at the same time systematized review
of the character and content of the written sources, as well as the good knowledge of the
historiography related to the chosen topic.

The first chapter is entitled “Roads along the Maritsa River Valley” and traces the
roads that cross the Maritsa River Valley. The exhibition focuses on the Via Diagonalis,
as well as the stations along it, from Roman times to the Middle Ages. The PhD-student
makes numerous comparisons and follows the development of the road and the
settlements located along this transport corridor. The other main road, Via Egnatia,
which connects to the river in its lower course, was also considered according to the
same model. In this part of the exhibition, some minor roads during the Roman era and
the Late Middle Ages are also traced. In the course of the entire exhibition, a particularly
good impression is made by the many professionally made schemes and maps that the
author uses. These materials outline the road infrastructure presented in the doctoral
research.

The second chapter of the dissertation is devoted to “Wars and diplomacy along
the Maritsa River in the XIII and XIV centuries”. The text traces many political events,
starting with the restoration of the Second Bulgarian Tsardom. The PhD-student focuses
on circumstances and facts related to the history that happened along Maritsa and in
Thrace in the X1l — XIV century period. A direct example of all this is the political
picture that unfolded in the region as a result of the Fourth Crusade and the events that
followed it. A major emphasis is also placed on the place and role of the Ottoman Turks
and their penetration into the region of Thrace and along the Maritza. The work also
presents the most significant political conflict of the XIV century, which took place
along the river — the Battle of Chernomen. Along with the political history, the
dissertation also notes the places along the river valley related to the implementation of

various diplomatic meetings between rulers, treaties and agreements, marriage



ceremonies, etc. It makes a good impression that at the end of this chapter, Galabova
makes conclusions and highlights the importance of the region from a political point of
view.

The third chapter is entitled: “Trade along the Maritsa River in the XIII — XIV
centuries” and is dedicated to the economic relations carried out along the Maritsa River
in the XIII — XIV centuries. The exposition pays special attention to the commercial
influence of Venice, expanding its economic interests in the Balkans. The PhD-student
does not miss the economic activity of Dubrovnik residents who carry out overland
caravan trade in the region. This chapter also deals with the Venetian-Ottoman contacts,
which inevitably had an impact on the development of Serenissima's commercial
interests. G. Galabova emphasizes the fact that in the X111 — XIV centuries trade was an
invariable part of war, but the opposite is also true. Referring to this, the author correctly
notes the dynamics in the use of routes, including commercial waterways. The
exhibition examines many official documents — treaties and chrysovuls, which reveal
the establishment of bilateral relations in the Balkans. The PhD-student does not fail to
pay attention to the coin circulation in the region, testifying to the development of trade
relations along the Maritsa River. In this part of the study, numerous tables and maps
are presented, which clearly present the development of trade along the Maritsa River
during the selected period.

The exposition is followed by a conclusion in which the inferences reached by the
PhD-student are briefly stated. The contributing points in the research are obvious,
which force the implication that the dissertation represents an attempt to write a
comprehensive study dedicated to the role of the Maritsa River in the XIII — XIV
centuries. Noting the contributions, it is worth highlighting the efforts of colleague
Galabova, related to the preparation of numerous maps (based on GIS), tables and
diagrams aimed at systematizing and visualizing the information in the dissertation.

After this brief overview of G. Galabova’s dissertation, | would like to emphasize
that it is clear that the PhD-student knows the historical facts and problems related to
the chosen topic. In some parts the research strives to achieve interdisciplinarity and is
based not only on the written testimonies of the era, but also on some of the

achievements of archaeology and numismatics. The abstract reflects the content of the



dissertation and meets the requirements. The PhD-student has also presented a list of
five publications, one of them is in print (forthcoming).

The procedure for announcing the competition is in accordance with the legal
provisions and requirements. All of the above and the fact that the dissertation meets the
necessary basic criteria and requirements give me the reason to give my positive
assessment. | would like to recommend to the esteemed Scientific Board to award
