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General characteristics and periodization of the dissertation work

The dissertation traces in comparative terms the development of Plovdiv and Kraguevac in the
period from 1945 to the mid-1960s in structure-forming spheres of everyday life. The present
study defends the approaches of the new social science, which strive not to detach "science
from current political issues”, and it will remain important also in a purely historiographical
plan.

Regardless of the economic and political differences between Tito's and Zhivkov's
socialism, the topic of local politics arising from the planned economy would be an interesting
aspect of scholarly research. Focusing on politics and its impact on everyday life in the
context of a comparative analysis of two strategically important industrial cities can be
extremely useful, as this type of research is lacking. Moreover, there is a scientific consensus
that the essence of culture emerges when considering specific distinct everyday practices for a
given society in the relevant historical time.

Why Kraguevac and Plovdiv? The choice is undoubtedly predetermined by their
previous historical development. The two cities were capitals - Kragujevac of the Principality
of Serbia after the Liberation in 1818 until 1841, and Plovdiv of Eastern Rumelia after 1878
until the Unification in 1885. Anton Bezenshek in his book "Bulgaria in Serbia", published in
1897, describes the "life and being™ of the Bulgarian and Serbian nations in the 19th century.
He compares the high schools in Kraguevac with those in Plovdiv and Sofia, writing that it
can be compared to these two high schools. It is clear from the text that for Bezenshek,
Bulgarian education is the measure of literary progress and modern educational progress. It is
interesting to note that at the same time, Plovdiv was a very important economic and cultural
center. It was the literary center of the Bulgarian revival in the empire, and because of its
established status as a city with political and cultural-economic weight, it became the
"Rumelian capital” under the new conditions after the Berlin Congress. At the same time,
Kragujevac at the beginning of the 19th century was a typical Turkish palanquin. This
historical development at different cultural, social, and political speeds determined the
circumstances under which the two cities became capitals.

Regardless of the different starting positions in the state-building of the two
neighboring Balkan nations, the two cities play an important political and economic role even
after they lose their status as capitals. Their significant past in a national context and their

comparable role in industrial development, turning points for both cities, give reasons to
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consider them precisely in the period of their socialist transformation after 1945 until the mid-
1960s.

The study examines the history of Plovdiv and Kraguevac in the first years of
socialism through the prism of everyday life, focusing on two spheres of development -
political and social. They are by no means only conventionally separated here. One of the
tasks of the research is to trace the forms of resistance from below - sometimes invisible or
difficult to perceive, which practically limits the complete absorption of the first sphere by the
second. The purpose of the research is empirical — to reveal the institutional environments of
everyday life, and the policies that create it.

Regardless of the different starting positions in the state-building of the two
neighboring Balkan nations, the two cities play an important political and economic role even
after losing their status as capitals. Their significant past in a national context and their
comparable role in industrial development, a turning point for both cities, give reasons to
consider exactly them in the period of their socialist transformation after 1945 until the mid-
1960s, even if at first glance it seems that Plovdiv is more easily comparable to cities like Nis
in terms of the cities' political weight in the modern history of both countries. | choose the
challenge of comparing Plovdiv and Kraguevac because of their distinct industrial profile.

The chronological limit of the research is predetermined by the foundational events -
the end of the Second World War and the formation of the new socialist states, the upper limit
being the mid-1960s, when the political regimes in the two socialist states (belonging to two
different economic blocs and international diplomatic constellations) seem already
consolidated (as ideology and politics). After the VIII Congress of the BKP (November 14,
1962), Valko Chervenkov was expelled from the party, and Anton Yugov was removed from
his state and party positions. Todor Zvezdov was also removed from the post of First
Secretary of the District of the Bulgarian Communist Party, thus A. Yugov lost his main
support - the Plovdiv party organization. After the showdown with intra-party competition and
the fact that T. Zhivkov retained supreme power in the autumn of 1964, despite the overthrow
of his Soviet patron - Nikita Khrushchev, he completed the process of the struggle for power
within the Communist Party and confirmed the line of the April Plenum (1956) and Todor
Zhivkov. At the same time, with the Constitution of 7 April 1963, the Federal People's
Republic of Yugoslavia changed its name to the Socialist Federal Republic of Yugoslavia and
began a stage with the conviction of the governing structures of Yugoslavia that the relations

of self-government already dominated society to a sufficient extent.
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The same limit for the period outlined in this way (of building the foundations of
socialism), on the one hand, is derived and defended with arguments in Donko Dochev's
studies on "provincial socialism™ - with them, he places 1964 as the upper limit of the
processes that interest us ( from "socialist construction™). On the other hand, the architect
Veroljub Trifunovi¢ separates the history of Kragujevac from 1945 to 1965 in a distinct stage,
exploring the urban development of the city. Milan Stankovic in his dissertation
"Organizational and technical development of the car factory "Red Flag" marks the same year
1965 - it is the end of the second stage of the development of the car factory with the
beginning of serial production, tied to the right to export cars, with which the very
development of the city enters another stage. In the new study by Boris Radovanovi¢
(PagoBanoBuh, B. Mcropus Kparyjesua: 1944-1991.) on the history of Kragujevac during
socialism, the socialist period is divided into two main stages. The first includes liberation,
restoration of the country, severance of relations with the USSR, a preparatory period for self-
government, and a "search for a new path" after the conflict, until the adoption of the
Constitution of 1963. The second period is from the Constitution of 1963 to the bloody end of
the Socialist Federal Republic of Yugoslavia (FYRU).

Another new study by Vidin Sukarev (Sukarev, Vidin. The Plovdiv municipality and
the construction of the urban and tourist infrastructure 1944-1990. Part I...) for the same
socialist period from 1944, puts an upper limit on the spring of 1971, which is associated with
the general chronology of the history of socialism, which takes into account the new
directions in the country's development with the X Congress of the BKP: the formation of the
socialist consumer society and the adoption of the Constitution of the same year. Veroljub
Trifunovi¢ in a relatively later study from (Veroljub, Trifunovi¢. Urbanizam Kragujevca. 20.
vek. Knjiga prva. Period od 1878. do 1974.) continues to explore the urbanization of
Kragujevac, but here the border is the new constitution in Yugoslavia in 1974 Mr.

The periodization of the present dissertation, taking into account the various trends in
historiography regarding the internal periodization of the era of socialism, was made not so
much based on events that mark the development of the two countries (such as new
constitutions and landmark congresses), but also given the logic of local development, insofar
as our focus is "local socialism” (if | paraphrase the definition of D Dochev). By tentatively
choosing the time until the mid-1960s, | will try to show the process by which the life of the
socialist city is permanently changed, to determine the directions of the subsequent urban
development in the paradigm of "developed socialism”, which becomes especially visible

when the post of mayor of Plovdiv was taken over by lvan Panev (1965 — 1968). Born in
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1933, he is the emblematic representative of a generation that, although born in bourgeois
Bulgaria, was formed and educated within the framework of the new socialist system. With
his rise and entry into power, the beginning of the management of the party's young leadership
is set, which also opens the horizon of the new development of the city - the world of real
socialism. Until then, the old cadres, who grew up in a different system, in other conditions,
whose capital - educational and activist, comes from other places - are in charge - they have a
different outlook, and being with a lower educational qualification, they have their
limitations; it is obvious that their strength and power resource is the party ideology, which,
through a narrow class approach, reinforces the weight of the biographical capital of the
working class and the peasant origin in the positioning in different collective and
interpersonal public spaces; this is how ideals of a proletarian culture are formed, in whose
horizons the high bourgeois education is initially depersonalized (and in the images of
fascism) and attributed mainly to the class enemy - the early years of the history of socialist
Plovdiv are no exception in this regard. In the context of these circumstances, | will try to
show the role of the personality of the party leader in local politics in the conditions of the
socialism being built, but in a different way from the familiar propaganda angle of socialism
itself (to the extent that it practically depersonalizes it, reducing it mainly and only to the
party line function). Bearing in mind the consensus for a possible border - the mid-1960s -
and in the development of Kragujevac, then this time segment of the dissertation work would
also allow the comparative plan in the study of the everyday life of the two cities, which is its
purpose. | will emphasize here that the comparative work with abundant statistical material, in
order not to remain self-serving, is processed through demographic approaches, which I will
address in the relevant chapters. Here, 1 will only emphasize that in this part of the
dissertation | have relied on them, insofar as they show that these data are an important sign
of the state of economic life, social and cultural change, and policies that try to change inertia
and stereotypes.

In the research, | have used a multidisciplinary approach and various scientific
methods, such as comparative-historical analysis, for example. The starting point for the
research work in the present dissertation is the structural-historical approach. The dissertation
examines structures in which everyday life is maintained - work, health, and education. The
founder of structural (social) history is the German historian Werner Konze with his study
"The Structural History of the Industrial-Technical Age. Research and Teaching Tasks'. In its
early forms (before 1960), social history meant above all the democratization of history. It

takes the attention away from the kings, politicians, and parliamentarians, lowering the gaze
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to the "lowlands”, where history is also made and the political is asserted daily (whether
through its assimilation, submission, or resistance). As early as 1891, Frederick Jackson
Turner stated that history should encompass all spheres of human activity. The most famous
definition of social history is given by J. M. Trevelyan when he calls it "history without
politics” (ie without focusing only on political events and phenomena). Although "social
history" as a method of "history-making™ has faded as a topic of analysis among professional
historians over the past 15 years, social historians continue to produce interesting and
empirically theoretically informative texts also related to the microhistory paradigm. Among
the more active contemporary social historians are Peter Burke and Alf Liitke, as well as the
social historians of the New History of the Annals Marc Ferro, Jacques le Goff, Michel Vovel,
and others. Liittke combined questions from sociology, ethnology, and anthropology with
those of history. Especially through his research on the life world of industrial workers and
so-called "ordinary" people, he gave impetus to German and international historical
scholarship. His most recent research projects include Blockings and Passages: the
Grenziibergangsstellen [border checkpoints] of the GDR, war as work, and the recent state of
transnational historiography. The present dissertation, considering the weight and influence of
the latter, privileges and relies on the German school of social history.

What local research is there for this period for the two cities? For the socialist period
of Plovdiv's history, there has long been a lack of research with a special interest in this
historical segment of the city's past. In 2007 the most detailed study "Provincial
Totalitarianism™ by Donko Dochev was published. This research becomes the basis for the
new works related to the history of the city during the time of socialism. In 2014, "History of
Plovdiv Municipality” was published, with the third chapter dedicated to the socialist period,
and the author Vidin Sukarev examines the institutional development of socialist Plovdiv.
Since the research is divided into three different parts, in its main volume is dedicated to the
Revival and the new history until 1944, and the socialist period of the city is presented briefly,
even vaguely, and for this reason, they are not developed, but only mentioned some from the
management problems as well as the progress of the city then. That is why in 2020 Vidin
Sukarev's new monograph "Plovdiv Municipality and the construction of the urban and tourist
infrastructure. 1944-1990. Part I. — Socialist construction from September 9, 1944 to June
1971.” 1t is an upgrade of the third part of the book on the history of the municipality of
Plovdiv. The center of the research is the construction of the urban structure, which is
becoming more and more connected with both the economy and the culture of tourism. In

2023, the revised first version and the new second part of Vidin Sukarev's study will be
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published, divided into two parts - from September 9, 1944, to June 1971 and from July 1971
to October 1990 (Sukarev, V. Plovdivska municipality and the construction of the urban and
tourist infrastructure, 1944-1990. Research on the institutional, economic and everyday
history of Plovdiv.) Vera Kisova investigates various problems related to culture and
education during socialism in Plovdiv (Kisova, Vera. "Plovdiv in the cultural history of
Bulgaria 1944-1958"). Some of the topics touched on in these studies such as the problems
with the school system, the purge in the education system, and the lack of school buildings.
Other researchers studying the period are Yovka Hristova and Mirena Mitova, who in 2022
defended her dissertation on the Plovdiv Fair during the socialist period ("The Plovdiv Fair as
a place for transnational cultural and economic contacts of Bulgaria during the Cold War").
Some of the themes in the dissertation are touched on in the local studies presented (such as
the problems of education in the city, and urban planning), but in turn, | have further
developed and significantly built on them by using various unpublished documents.

The history of Kragujevac after the Second World War is part of the interests of the
architect Veroljub Trifunovié¢, the result of which are three of his works. (Gradenje
Kragujevca: from 1945. to 1965. godine.; Trifunovi¢, V. From self-management to crisis:
building Kragujevac from 1965. to 1990. godine. Kragujevac.) Since the author is an
architect, they mainly deal with the architectural development of the city and are one of the
first urban studies on Kragujevac for the period under consideration. An article by Dr. Ranka
Gasi¢ (Gasi¢, R. "Fabrika i grad: Urbani razvoj Kragujevca pod involvom autoindustrije
1953-1991"), a kind of later continuation of an important line in social history, examines the
urban development of Kragujevac under the influence of rapid development of the automobile
industry (in the period 1953-1991), with emphasis on the processes of urbanization, health
care, education. The thesis advocated in this article is that the automobile industry played a
major role in the overall development of the city. Borisha Radovanovi¢ in "History of
Kragujevac 1944-1991" explores the post-war period, examining the socio-political
organization in all its segments - crafts, trade, industry, communal activities, health care,
education, cinema, sports. The author's thesis is that during this period Kragujevac reached a
high point in its development at the industrial, cultural, and sports levels. In the present work,
in historiographical terms, | have used the latest research on the "Red Flag" factories by Milan
J. Stankovi¢, who wrote a dissertation in 2017 on the "Crvena Zastava" factories (Stankovic,
M. Organizacioni i tehnologiski razvoj fabrik automobila "Crvena zastava™). His thesis is that
external factors, namely those outside the company have a greater influence on the creation,

functioning, organizational, and technological development, and not the employees in the
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company - they have much less influence, regardless of the place and role of the new policy
for worker self-management; apparently, it is more of an ideologeme than a reality of factory
life, the author claims. Part of this research trend is also taken up in the article by Marko
Miljkovi¢, which covers the period from the beginning of automobile construction to the
construction of the new factory in 1962 (Miljkovi¢, M. "Making automobiles in Yugoslavia:
Fiat technology in the Crvena Zastava Factory, 1954 -1962") And in this part, as in the part
about Plovdiv, I have rewarded these studies by using documents that have not been used until

now and data from various statistical yearbooks.
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Documents used

The sources used in the research are numerous documents from the State Archives - Plovdiv
(Funds 158; 55B; 697; 1054; 476; 2783; 597; 693; 1329; 234B; 1366; 93; 556K; 696): Funds
of the City People's Council, Municipal Committee of the Bulgarian Communist Party -
Plovdiv, "Kinefikatsia" Fund, documents from partial receipts from the State Archives -
Plovdiv, etc., as well as documents on health care and cinema from the Central State Archives
- Sofia (Funds 375; 136; 404), used are also the digitized protocols of the Politburo and
Central Committee (CPC) of the Bulgarian Communist Party (BCP). In total, the funds used
are 20 in number. In addition to this documentary array, | also used the periodicals of the
relevant historical time: the revived "Plovdiv Municipal Gazette" (published until 1948), and
"Otechestven Glas", which was the only local periodical for the city until the end of the
1950s, when the newspaper "Komsomolska Iskra" began to be published, but after the
suspension of the newspapers after September 9; "Borba”, "Pravda"”, "Yug", "Volya", it
became the main information organ of the local public press. By 1952, "Otechestven glas"
was published in Plovdiv, reporting to the Planning Commission of the District People's
Council of Workers' Deputies, and in the following year 1953, 3,593,796 copies of the
newspaper were printed. The other editions refer to the national periodical press, namely - the
newspapers "Trud", "Otechestven Front", and "Chitalishtna Duma". From the newspapers
from before September 9, 1944, | used "Tyutyunorabotnik" - the printing organ of the tobacco
workers' union ( 1908-1925), and the important for the research "Plovdiv Municipal Gazette"
(1929-1944), and from the Serbian newspapers | worked with "Vreme" and "Politics".
Kragujevac is formed mainly from declassified CIA documents, official laws and regulations
published in the State Gazette (DV), published studies about the city and Yugoslavia in the

period under review, as well as statistical yearbooks of Yugoslavia.
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Historiographic overview of the topic

The two main works related to education in the first years of socialism in Bulgaria, by
Rumyana Marinova-Hristidi (Marinova-Hristidi, Rumyana. Bulgarian education between
Sovietization and tradition 1948-1959) and Vesela Chichovska, are important for the subject
of this dissertation. (Cichovska, Vesela. Politics against an enlightened tradition.) The
research of R. Marinova-Hristidi aims to highlight the most important characteristics of the
educational processes in Bulgaria during the period of the total imposition of the Soviet model
(1948-1953). The book presents the party's policy in the field of education, and analyzes the
ideology of education, with an emphasis on the state of minority schools, the social status of
teachers, the literacy of the population, etc. Attention has also been paid to the state of
education in other Balkan countries, including Yugoslavia, which sets a comparative-
comparative perspective of her work. Vesela Chichovska's research presents the process of
ideological and structural restructuring in educational work in Bulgaria. These two studies
focus on national education policy rather than the regional one that the current study focuses
on.

Another more recent study is by Yordan Mantarliev (Mantarliev, Yordan.
Municipalities and education in Bulgaria (1944-1958), which examines the development of
Bulgarian education through the municipalities in the researched period, and here the thesis is
also about the ideologisation and politicization of Bulgarian education. Rumiana Marinova-
Hristidi has a monograph and several publications relating to the history of higher education
during socialism, such as her study "Higher Education in Bulgaria from the Soviet to the
Bologna Reforms", transfers the upper limit of socialism and reaches the contemporary
situation of higher education. In an article, Bozhidar Doichinov examines the structural
changes in higher education in the period 1944-1948. and the 1970s and these studies cover
part of the time period of the dissertation (Migev, Vladimir. "Higher education in Bulgaria in
the 1960s and 1970s."; Migev, V. "Some problems of higher education in Bulgaria in the
1960s and 1970s.".) These studies provide the general national context, and the dissertation
work focuses on the history of Plovdiv and the weight of the city in the national processes that
must impose state socialism, in the preparation of which "socialist consumption™ will also be
discussed.

Health care in Plovdiv was studied mainly by specialists with medical education. The
statistical and demographic studies of Nikola Zapryanov (Zapryanov, Nikola. History of

medicine in Plovdiv from ancient times to 1944) and Maya Lesinska (Lesinska, M.
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"Contribution to the history of health care in Plovdiv in the period between the two world
wars.") in the period between the 20s and 30s of the 20th century, show great differences
between the mortality rate for children up to one-year-old in the different neighborhoods of
Plovdiv. It ranges between 99% for the central parts of the city and 350% for the
neighborhood with a predominantly Gypsy population - Stolipinovo. In this study, 1 will
demonstrate that this trend of higher mortality in ethnic neighborhoods persisted after
September 9, 1944, with the emphasis in this thematic register being on how the same trends
appear in the processes commonly referred to as "real socialism ".

For the history of cinema during the period of socialism, studies have been carried out
by Petar Kardzhilov (Kardzhilov, Petar. "Separate films. Bulgarian feature cinema on the eve
of socialist realism (1944-1948)) and Deyan Statulov (Statulov, D. "Approaches to censorship
in Bulgarian feature cinema" .), with their research they reveal the taking over of the cinema
by the new government, distinguishing two short time stages that mark these processes. The
first was the adoption of the "Law on Cinema Culture” in 1946, and the second was the
adoption Cinematography Act" of 1948, which put an end to any private initiative in the
cinema. Both studies look at the issue from the national level. My contribution is again that |
examine the effect at the local level.

The issue of the birth rate, as well as the related problem of the natural increase and
demographic development of Plovdiv in the specified period, are also affected in the paper.
One of the latest studies of demographic trends and processes in Bulgaria after the Second
World War is by Mihail Gruev (Gruev, Mihail. "Demographic trends and processes in
Bulgaria in the years after the Second World War".) The thesis in this study is related to the
demographic transition - a decrease in birth and death rates associated with the transition to an
industrial economic system. Researchers dealing with the problems of demography and the
demographic transition in recent times are Atanas Totev (Totev, Atanas. Demography
(Selected topics), Boyka Vasileva (Vasileva, Boyka. Migration processes in Bulgaria after the
Second World War), Minko Minkov (Minkov, Minko. Demography) W. Brunbauer
(Brunbauer, UIf. Ideology, society, family and politics in Bulgaria (1944-1989). Since 1994,
the "Yearbook of Social History" has been published, which plays an important role in
promoting the study of social history in Serbia and Yugoslavia. Through its scientific and
educational activities, the society, which groups historians of different generations with a
focus on contemporary paradigms and turns in historiography, especially with the journal
contributes to expanding knowledge about social processes, structures, and trends in the past.

Some of the most prominent Serbian historians, such as Milan Ristovic, have contributed to
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the social history of Yugoslavia, introducing the important topics of everyday life and through
various aspects of the social history of the region, such as childhood, diseases, leisure,
epidemics and the battle with syphilis in Yugoslavia, etc. (Ristovi¢, Milan. Ordinary people.
Contributions to history.; Ristovi¢, Milan. "A document on the fight against endemic syphilis
in Yugoslavia 1950".)

Also important for the theme of this dissertation are the works of Slobodan Naumovi¢,
an ethnologist who researches an important aspect of the identity of workers, namely the
interaction between collective memory and worker culture in pre-socialist, socialist and post-
socialist industry in Serbia (Naumovi¢, Slobodan, Jovanovi¢, Miroslav . Childhood in South
East Europe: Historical Perspectives on Growing Up in the 19th and 20th Century)

Igor Duda is also a historian dealing with the history of everyday life and the social
history of socialist Yugoslavia. He concentrated mainly on leisure (the introduction of a 42-
hour work week, the appearance of the "weekend" in Yugoslavia), the development of
tourism, consumer culture, the standard of living, childhood, the formation of the socialist
person and the participation of citizens in public self-government ( Duda, Igor. Socijalizam na
kuénom pragu. Mjesna zajednica 1 svakodnevica svakodnevjanja u Jugoslavije.) These themes
are only partially echoed in the dissertation, but Duda's works, in turn, encouraged many of
the efforts to make sense of these processes, and although in another direction, to focus on
empirical research. Here | just want to emphasize that the author does not pay special
attention to his theoretical model - | could not find in the text what he means by the concept of
the everyday, but he leans on the established paradigms of social history and microhistory,
both informatively and as an accepted research method. And the result was not long in
coming, to him we owe extremely important and encouraging research on the way of life of

the Croats in the conditions of Tito's Yugoslavia.
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Dissertation content

The introductory part of the dissertation consists of eight subchapters, titled as follows:
"Importance and relevance of the topic™, "Aim of the dissertation, scope and limits", "Tasks of
the dissertation”, "Main research question”, "Method", "Sources Used", "Historiography",
"Contributions”. At the beginning, the importance and relevance of the topic are indicated, as
the goals of the dissertation work and the tasks set before it is presented. In this introductory
part, the research question is specified, and the relevant arguments why the interest is directed
to it are highlighted. The chronological boundaries of the study and the reasons why | focused
on this particular time period are indicated. The methods used in the study and the sources
used are presented as separate subchapters. The penultimate subsection of the introduction
traces the research interest of various authors on the issue - what has been achieved so far and
which issues have not yet been examined in detail or at all. The last subsection of the
introduction states the contributions of the study.

The thesis statement includes four chapters with subchapters related to the two cities.
In the first chapter, |1 examine the tobacco strikes in Plovdiv from 1947 and 1953, their causes,
and subsequent events, using documents not only of domestic origin (Politburo of the Central
Committee of the Bulgarian Communist Party (Central Committee of the Bulgarian
Communist Party) and State Archives - Plovdiv), but also declassified archives of the CIA,
whose new information pushed me to draw attention not so much to the process of socialist
industrialization in general, but to a specific aspect that defines the social and cultural image
of the city - tobacco as a strategic product, is as an object of state policy. At that time, the
tobacco industry in the city was still of great social importance, as it employed thousands of
workers. The livelihood and the life of a huge part of the people who form the proletariat in
the working class depend on it. These are the poor and socially marginalized, mainly refugees
- a huge mass of people whose lives and the future of their families depend on the state of this
sector. Regarding Kragujevac, the research aims to cover the industrial policy and the
transition from the military industry to the automobile (civilian) industry in 1953. It also gives
an overview of the administrative structure and position of Kragujevac in the Socialist
Republic of Serbia and the demographic development of Kragujevac from 1948 until 1961.
The second chapter is dedicated to the development of education in Plovdiv within the
framework of the national education policy in Bulgaria. Various problems related to the

transition to a new educational system are discussed, introducing one on the Soviet model,
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introducing new policies related to the literacy of the population and teaching methods, and
the difficulties faced by schools, such as the lack of sufficient buildings for training the ever-
increasing number of students. The issue of the opening of the first higher education
institutions in Plovdiv and the place of the city in national importance was discussed. For
Kragujevac, the emphasis is on the development of education as part of the state policy of the
Second Yugoslavia - the role of the Higher Pedagogical School and the opening of branches
of the Belgrade faculties in the city from the beginning of the 1960s. Here, too, various
policies related to the direction of the city's education system towards industry and the policy
of literacy of the population are affected.

The third chapter is about health care in the two cities. Beyond the nationally known
history of real socialism, which is taken into account in the course of the overall research,
here | aspire to examine the history of Plovdiv in the considered period through the state of
health care, but mainly through its macro effect - the demographic development, in particular
with a focus on one of its key indicators: infant mortality. The task is to look in more detail at
the policy of the City People's Council (CPC) after 9 September 1944 to address the main
social issue, namely to reduce infant mortality in the city, paying attention to the policy
towards minority groups and the GNS attempt to reduce infant mortality as much as possible
in these groups. These are the problems that remained outside the scientific focus of the social
history of Plovdiv for the period under consideration. In the field of health care, the focus is
on the health status of the population in Kragujevac compared to other cities in the Socialist
Republic of Serbia during the period under study, given the clear industrial image of the city,
imposed and defended by the affirmative policies of the state socialism type under Tito. From
here, the close interaction (negatives and positives) between the needs of the industry and the
acceleration of the modernization processes in the field of healthcare stands out. For both
cities, | address the issue of demographic transition in this chapter. Minko Minkov perceives
the time limit of the mid-20s of the last century as the beginning of the demographic transition
(the term "demographic revolution™ is also used) in Bulgaria. Mihail Gruev gives an example
of the demographic transition, known as the "Bulgarian anomaly", a term that was introduced
by R. Mclintyre: characteristic of the demographic transition in Bulgaria is the preservation of
extremely high birth rates within marriages and a long-lasting low marriage rate age.

The post-1926 demographic trends of declining total mortality and declining birth
rates persisted and were reflected throughout the period studied by me, with birth and death
rates in the 1950s and 1960s being lower than in the 1920s and 1930s. The summarized

demographic data for Plovdiv and the region, clearly show the same downward trend, which
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confirms the thesis of the second phase of the demographic transition in our country, referring
to the 50-60 years of the 20th century. Regarding this "Bulgarian anomaly" through the data
for Plovdiv and its surroundings, | will insert that the increased urban population is a
consequence of the two negative processes in the general demographic development of the
country, but also from internal migration (from the village to the city) - for the rural family
culture is preserved the relatively high number of births, although in comparative terms they
are falling, as well as the low marriageable age threshold. In the case of Plovdiv, the strong
policy of the municipality as part of the general efforts of the socialist state to improve the
health status of the population influences both demographic trends.

From 1947 to 1966, the trend from the Kingdom of Yugoslavia to a high birth rate
continued in the Federal People's Republic of Yugoslavia - from 20-30 newborns per 1,000
inhabitants, but this was mostly in areas associated with Albanian and Muslim populations,
while the overall demographic development is said to be a relative decline. This is precisely
the reason why the demographic transition of Yugoslavia began in different regions at
different times, according to the stages of their economic and social development. At the same
time, infant mortality is decreasing. From 1949 to 1958, this percentage fluctuated at the
Yugoslav level between a maximum of 13.9%o. and a minimum of 10.1%o, but overall, after
1957 it was consistently below 10%o0. The demographic transition in this part of Yugoslavia
(Sumadija, Kragujevac) began precisely during the studied period, regardless of the
fluctuations of its indicators, as the trend of a permanent decline in the birth rate and death
rate permanently progressed.

The fourth chapter is related to the place of the cinema in Plovdiv and the Soviet
influence on it - the opening of new cinemas during this period, the problems faced by the
cinema in the city, such as the small number of seats for spectators in the cinemas against the
background of the constant growth of the population in the city, together with the increased
interest in film screenings and the prioritization of Soviet films for ideological-propaganda
purposes - especially since the cinema remains one of the main places where realizes the free
time of workers in an entertainment aspect; thus widely accessible and mass culture, such as
Soviet cinema, is assigned expectations for the production of the "new man™ of socialism.
Here | also consider the issue of cinema, comparing the number of Yugoslav films broadcast
with the number of foreign ones in Kragujevac and other Yugoslav cities, to give an idea of
the city's place in Tito's state, insofar as cinema remains an important stake in the battle to
build the socialist man.

This is followed by a conclusion, appendices, sources used, and literature.
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Dissertation Research Contributions

The contributions of the present study refer, first of all, to the research register itself - the
focus of the dissertation work is on problematic situations related to local history, which have
so far not been the subject of detailed research or even in passing have not attracted research
interest in a perspective that would reveal specific phenomena from the socialist era of urban
Plovdiv life. For example, the events surrounding the tobacco strikes of 1947 and 1953 have
not been sufficiently explored, despite the great political stake they had in the subsequent
development of labor in the city. Moreover, they show the violence of ideology over reality in
the early years of the transition from capitalism to a new social order in the emerging two
different perspectives of state socialism - the harsh working conditions for industrial workers
are an important challenge to the economic and social policy of the victorious communist
parties, insofar as the emancipation of the working class was a major legitimating resource for
imposing their power in the two neighboring Slavic states.

Secondly, to fill empirical gaps and reinterpret the socio-economic events,
circumstances, and conditions surrounding the strikes in the period of early socialism from the
historical development of the city. | have searched for numerous documents from the State
Archives - Plovdiv, the Politburo of the Central Committee of the BKP, as well as from the
CIA, which have been released into scholarly circulation for the first time with this
dissertation.

Thirdly, a comparative plan is set, which outlines that almost at the same time as the
actions surrounding the strike in Plovdiv in 1953 were developing, a process of transition
from a military to a civilian (automotive) industry began at the "Red Flag" factories. For this
purpose, documents were searched that revealed similar processes in this factory, namely, the
turbulent events there at the time: sabotage was carried out, and the participants were
convicted and imprisoned. In this sense, | want to emphasize as an important contribution the
achieved comparative analysis of the development of two Balkan cities, which has been
missing in our historiography. Moreover, the contribution is strengthened by the focus of such
an analysis, which in this case is as much on education (the national education laws are
analyzed in the process of their implementation at the local level) as on the field of health care
(with an emphasis on similar phenomena in everyday life of the two cities: birth rate, child
mortality, epidemics, fight against tuberculosis), at the same time culture is given a place

through a specific tool not only for propaganda, but also for changing social generational
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attitudes - the cinema (also highlighted as an indicator of the development of the
entertainment local urban culture under socialism).

Fourthly, the statistical data released in scientific circulation, and in a huge volume,
especially those in a comparative plan, on the development of two Balkan cities - seemingly
difficult to compare at first glance - are in themselves of important contribution weight. In
turn, the fact that the work is based on a large number of unpublished documents from the
funds of the Central State Archives, State Archives - Plovdiv, documents from the Politburo of
the Central Committee of the BKP, documents from foreign intelligence agencies related to
Plovdiv and Kragujevac, also by themselves are inseparable from the contributions in the
dissertation work.

Fifth, processed and published in scientific circulation, and in a huge volume,
statistical data, especially those in a comparative plan, on the development of two Balkan
cities, which apparently only at first glance seem difficult to compare, are in themselves of
important contribution burden. In turn, the fact that the work is based on a large number of
unpublished documents from the funds of the Central State Archives, State Archives -
Plovdiv, documents from the Politburo of the Central Committee of the BKP, documents from
foreign intelligence agencies related to Plovdiv and Kragujevac, also contributes to the

contributions in dissertation work.
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
