OPINION

for the public defence of the dissertation work of doctoral student Metodi
Krumov Krumov on the topic "POLITICS AND EVERYDAY LIFE IN
TWO BALKAN CITIES: PLOVDIV AND KRAGUEVAC (1945-MID
1960s)

according to Order No. 886 of April 29, 2024. by Prof. Nikolay Marin,
Rector of SOUTHWESTERN UNIVERSITY "NEOPHITE RILSKY" —
BLAGOEVGRAD

The dissertation work announced for public defence with a view to
awarding the educational scientific degree "Doctor" is in the specialty "New and
recent general history"”, professional direction 2.2. History and Archaeology,
Area of Higher Education 2.0 Humanities.

Mr Metodi Krumov worked on his thesis within the doctoral program:
New and Recent General History (Balkan History), whose training was provided
by the History Department of the Faculty of Law and History. The professional
growth of doctoral student Krumov regarding the current public defence is not
accidental, but progressive and purposeful. The proof of this is the published
biographical information: born in Plovdiv in 1991, having graduated from
Plovdiv University "St. Paisii Hilendarski" holding a Bachelor's and Master's
degree in the field of our country's history, profiled and studied in 2015 in its

"Balkan and European context”. From the following year, 2016, he is a curator



at the Regional History Museum - Plovdiv, and his permanent scientific interests
for ten years are related to the historical past of his hometown.

The proposed doctoral thesis consists of an introduction, four chapters and
a conclusion, (total 295 pages), with indicated data on the introduced sources,
literature and appendices, supplementing the main text. An abstract with a list of
four publications related to the dissertation topic was also successfully prepared
before the scientific jury. Our Southwest University "Neofit Rilski" has a
scientific school in comparative-comparative studies in the field of "history
without politics”, "the history of small things", the history of everyday life" with
its main socio-political structures and forms of manifestation.

The work of Metodi Krumov, a candidate for the educational and
scientific degree "doctor”, proves the evaluation conclusion. Rightly and with
the necessary arguments, he chooses his native Plovdiv and Kraguevac from
Yugoslavia as scientific sites. This is what the author intended in order to defend
his thesis in an unknown research space, framed as a field by the ideologically
motivated state policy of Sofia and Belgrade and by the traditionally
conservative mentality of the two emblematic Balkan cities. In the
methodological introduction, a total of over 30 pages, doctoral student Krumov
highlights the most important research points of reference: the importance and
relevance of the topic, goal, tasks and the main research question of the
dissertation work, as well as the methodology, source material, historiographical
analysis and author's contributions, which soon should be in the conclusion and
not in the introduction of the work. The initial conventions find expression in the
dissertation structure, which is appropriate, since the four proportionate chapters
are thematically precisely in the field of politics and everyday urban life in
Plovdiv and Kragujevac. It is about "Tobacco and the automobile industry -
strategic branches of the socio-economic development of Plovdiv and
Kragujevac, 1945-1964", the next two chapters, again in an analytical

comparative plan, are devoted to construction and problems in the fields of



education and health care, and the last of the cinema with its modern technical
possibilities for the formation of ideological stereotypes, but also a means of
cultural influence among the masses during their free time, as well as for general
human education and upbringing.

The overall assessment of the work is entirely positive. It is enough to
point out not only the supporting structural strength, linguistic style, and
factographic density, but above all the leading scientific-theoretical summaries
and research contributions in the analytical text of doctoral student Krumov. He
shows the qualities of an established scholar in working with the monographs of
Reinhart Kozelek, Jiirgen Kokka, Igor Duda, Milo§ Timotijevic, the domestic
authors, critical reference to quite a variety of source material, including from
the Internet resources of the US Central Intelligence Agency. Mr Krumov has
managed to summarize a wide variety of information and statistics by giving a
graphic expression of his knowledge in a total of 15 tables and diagrams
illustrating his conclusions.

The phd student Krumov used document information from the State
Archives - Plovdiv, a total of 15 funds and partial receipts, 3 funds from the
Central State Archive, 14 Outcomes of Proceedings of the Politburo of the
Central Committee of the BKP, which are from 1B in the CIA, 25 documents
from the CIA, 29 statistical yearbooks, 28 Internet resources, 22 newspapers and
magazines, as well as dozens of scientific publications in Bulgarian, Russian,
Serbian and English languages.

Naturally, in the course of the work, there were also some noticed errors
in the computer set, pp. 5, 12, 16, 149, 244, redundant long quotations, pp. 46,
56-59 et seq., gaps in the archeographic description of documents from the
former party archive, deposited in the CDA, etc.

PhD student Krumov has fulfilled his set research goal and tasks. In both

cities, regardless of the different types of "state socialism™ and manifestations of



progress and modernization, the "new man" is vulnerable to the normal

everyday environment of work, labour, life and recreation.

The doctorate of Metodi Krumov with the abstract and all the attached
documentation accompanying the public defence prove the undoubted author's
contributions, the originality of the text, as well as the fulfilment of the
minimum national requirements by the candidate for awarding the educational
and scientific degree "Doctor".

Based on the highly appreciated merits of the doctoral student, I will vote
positively with "YES" and propose that the dissertation work "Politics and
everyday life in two Balkan cities: Plovdiv and Kraguevac (1945-mid 1960s)" of
Mr Metodi Krumov Krumov be awarded the educational and scientific degree

"doctor".
