Doctoral student Vanya Ilkova Zhelyazkova was born in 1990 in
the city of Sofia. She graduated with a degree in "Law" from the Faculty
of Law of Sofia University "Kliment Ohridski" in 2014. By Order of N
2944/ 19.12.2019 of the Rector of Southwestern University "Neofit
Rilski" she was enrolled as a full-time doctoral student at the "Civil
Sciences" department with the topic of the dissertation work "Electronic
commerce and distance selling in the European Union " and with
scientific supervisor Assoc. Ph.D. Ana Djumalieva. She successfully
passed her doctorate minimums and was dismissed with the right to
defense with 3rd report N 400/21.02.2024, effective from 05.03.2024,
of the Rector of the Neofit Rilski University of Applied Sciences.

The doctoral student also participated in the following additional

From the materials submitted for participation in the public defense
of the dissertation work for the award of the educational and scientific
degree "doctor" it is clear that the scientific interests of the doctoral
student are in the field of electronic commerce and distance selling

By Order No. 885 of 29.04.2024 of the Rector of Southwestern
University "Neofit Rilski", I have been appointed as a member of the

Scientific Jury for the defense of a dissertation on the topic "Electronic




commerce and distance selling in the European Union" in professional
direction 3.6 "Law ", doctoral program "Civil and Family Law". It is
clear from the arguments thus submitted, supported by the attached
documents, that no violations of the regulations were found during the
procedure.

The presented dissertation work on the topic "Electronic commerce
and distance selling in the European Union" is a very up-to-date and in-
depth scientific study in Bulgarian legal theory and practice, which
covers issues related to the meaning, the subject, the parties, their
property rights and obligations, their protection and the tax aspects of
e_commerce within the European Union and the Republic of Bulgaria.
The dissertation is the first comprehensive legal study done through the
lens of EU rules. The dissertation examines the main legal requirements
(mandatory requisites, distance contracts, consumer protection) and
restrictions (administrative penalties, goals) when conducting online
irade. The dissertation examines distance selling in the European Union
and its direct connection with e-commerce in detail. In view of the
development of modern social relations, it could be assumed that the
dissertation work is particularly relevant.

The proposals de lege ferenda made in the dissertation can be taken
into account when changing the normative acts with a view to
improving the legal system.

The dissertation is 210 pages long and is structured in an
introduction, three chapters, a conclusion and a list of references.

Regarding the studied literature, it should be noted that 110 sources in




the Bulgarian language and 67 in a foreign language and 10 anthologies
and dictionaries are indicated in the study. 159 footnotes have been
made. The scientific apparatus was used appropriately. A specialized
survey-application has been developed for the work, as well as an
analysis for it. The structure of the dissertation is relatively balanced.
The structure of the research is in accordance with the requirements of
the law and the subject of the research.

In the first chapter of the dissertation, the concept and types of
electronic commerce are examined according to the legislation of the
Republic of Bulgaria. The main focus of the research is on the
advantages and disadvantages of different types of online sales, as well
as the opportunities for their development. In chapter one, item 1, the
historical development of electronic commerce is discussed, which
includes the emergence of the institute and the historical analysis.
Special attention is paid to the establishment of electronic commerce in
the Republic of Bulgaria and to national sources (item 1.2, par. 1) and
international sources (item 1.3, par. 1). Emphasis is also placed on some
significant moments in the development of electronic commerce, which
provoke to think about changes on a global scale (item 1.4., Ch. 1). In
the dissertation, the different types of electronic commerce are
highlighted and studied from the point of view of the participants in a
given legal relationship, namely (item 3, Ch. 1): business to client;
business to business; customer to customer; customer to business;
business to administration and Customer to administration. In this part

of the research, the advantages of electronic commerce in relation to



customers, traders and society are analyzed; Opportunities for
development during a state of emergency/pandemic. Importance,
specifics and growth of e-commerce during COVID-19; The
shortcomings of electronic commerce and the legal mechanisms for
solving the problems that arise and possible frauds (item 4, par. 1) A
comparative analysis with other legal institutes was made (item 5, par.
1).

Each individual type is considered independently, including:
concept and main characteristics, features, legal framework,
development and challenges of the industry.

The second chapter is dedicated to distance selling in the European
Union and its direct connection with electronic commerce. Distance
selling in the European Union. The institution of the distance sales
contract and its role in conducting electronic commerce is examined in
detail. In item 2. The types of distance contracts are indicated, as well
as their specifics: "purchase-sale contract”, "service provision
contract”, "contracts for the supply of communal services" The
limitations for concluding distance contracts are analyzed (item 3 par.
2), the rights and obligations of the parties (item 3.5, par. 2). Special
attention is paid to the issue of personal data protection in chapter two.
The doctoral student correctly considers that the protection of personal
data is of particular importance when carrying out online trade (item 6,
Chapter 2). In this part of the scientific research, processing methods
are analyzed, including: Expressly obtained consent from the user;

Fulfillment of the Administrator's obligations under the contract with



the user; Compliance with a legal obligation that applies to the
Administrator; For the purposes of the legitimate interests of the
Administrator or of a third party (item 6.1., Chapter 2).

Point 6.2 of the chapter lists the legal grounds and purposes that the
merchant can use when collecting personal data: conclusion and
performance of a distance contract; individualization of the party under
the contract; accounting purposes; statistical purposes; protection of
information security; ensuring the performance of the contract for the
provision of the relevant service; sending an information bulletin upon
the user's request; The rights and obligations of the user are also
included and analyzed respectively in point 6.. and clause 6.5 on chapter
two.

In the third chapter of the dissertation, the legal mechanisms for
consumer protection are discussed. The main legal definitions of
"Electronic store" and "Electronic Commerce" have also been clarified.
The types of payments were examined, including: credit transfers,
direct debits, card payments, mobile and online payments (item 2,
Chapter 3). In chapter three, item 2.3. special attention was paid to the
licensing of payment institutions. This chapter gives the legal definition
of the Single Euro Payments Area. SEPA creates a single set of tools
and standards that make cross-border payments in euros as seamless as
national payments. The Single Euro Payments Area (SEPA) is an area
in which consumers, companies and other economic agents will be able
to order and receive payments in euros under the same general

conditions, rights and obligations, regardless of their location in the



territory of the European Union (EU) (item 3, Chapter 3). The
importance of security when making online payments is considered.
This aspect of the research can also be defined as a contribution,
because today the security of electronic payments is essential to
guarantee the protection of users and to create a reliable environment
for electronic commerce. All payment services offered electronicaily
must be carried out in a secure manner by means of technologies that
can guarantee the safe establishment of the user's identity and the

greatest possible reduction of the risk of fraud (item 4., Chapter 3), etc.

The dissertation ends with a conclusion, which summarizes the
main points and the main points reached by the dissertation student.

Summarizing what has been said about the dissertation work
"Electronic commerce and distance selling in the European Union", I
conclude that the work is a completed monographic study on a
dissertable topic, in which my own opinions are presented and
substantiates serious scientific conclusions. It is distinguished by
topicality and in-depth scientific analysis of numerous controversial
and practically important hypotheses with original authorizations and
substantiated proposals for future changes in the regulatory framework.
The presented work shows an ability to independently investigate
important theoretical and practical problems and is of a high scientific

level and has a number of contributions:



1. For the first time in the Bulgarian legal literature, distinctions
have been made between the institute of electronic commerce and
similar legal institutes.

2. A number of European acts and their application in the Republic
of Bulgaria were reviewed, which contributes to the enrichment of the
legal framework related to the implementation of electronic commerce.

3. The factual composition of the implementation of a distance
contract and the payment for it have been analyzed, with special
attention being paid to the parties - trader and consumer - in relation to
the contractual relationship

4. A systematic review of the new concepts in bond and
commercial law, introduced by the Consumer Protection Act, was
made.

5. The examined issue in relation to making cross-border payments
as well as the responsibility of the parties and member states in their
implementation is a novelty in the legal literature.

6. The criteria for the protection of consumers in the
implementation of electronic commerce are of a contributing nature.
Special attention is paid to the protection of personal data.

7. The dissertation work also has a marked practical significance.

8. Made for reasoned and motivated proposals de lege ferenda.

Of course, some notes and recommendations can be made to the

work of doctoral student Vanya Zhelyazkova in connection with a




dissertation on "Electronic commerce and distance selling in the
European Union™:

I. Regarding the title of the work:

In my opinion, in the title, the words "in the European Union"
should be placed in brackets - under the title itself. The doctoral student
has not done a comparative legal study of the problems in other EU
member countries, but an examination of the regulations in our country
and individual acts of the community /regulations and directives/.

I1. On the content of the dissertation:

In the introduction, more emphasis should be placed on the
topicality of the discussed issues.

[11. According to the first chapter of the work:

1. On p. 14-16, the editing should be complied with. This also
applies to item 1.2 on p. 18.

2. On p. 23 in item 2, the word "meaning" should be deleted.

3. In the first chapter of the dissertation there should be a more

detailed analysis of the legal framework in the law on electronic

commerce.
