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Relevance of the topic

The full development of children is a problem that is invariably in the focus of researchers
in the field of pedagogical and age psychology. Conceptually and empirically, it has been proven
that this development is closely related to the environment in which the child lives and under the
influence of which it is formed. Extremely important is the attitude that others show him, the
experiences they provoke in him.

From this point of view, the dissertation work proposed by Fani Karagkuni is distinguished
by a marked scientific and applied significance. She focuses her research interest on children with
special needs whose lives take place in institutions and more specifically on the process of
adaptation to the specific environment and the satisfaction experienced. In practice, this is a
question of the full development of the child's personality, regardless of his peculiarities. The
discovery of specific regularities in the course of the two processes (adaptation and satisfaction)
in terms of age and in terms of long-term residence in an institution is of serious scientific interest.

At the same time, such research can form a clearer picture of the work and living conditions of



children in institutions in Greece and in all countries where they exist, i.e. it is of extreme

importance for social practice, for its improvement.

Characterization and evaluation of the dissertation work

The dissertation is developed within 211 pages. It contains three chapters, introduction,
conclusion, references and appendices. Illustrative material includes 46 tables, 23 figures, 2
diagrams and 3 appendices. 143 sources are cited, all in English. The structure of the work and the
following exposition is in accordance with the empirical nature of the dissertation research and
implies a full reflection of the research process from its conception (idea) to the achieved results.

The first chapter of the dissertation follows a presentation strategy aimed at introducing the
initial variables for the study, tracking their treatment in previous periods and in the current stage.
A special place is devoted to their study in relation to children and specifically to Dacians with
special needs.

The psychological phenomena that the chapter focuses on are life satisfaction and adaptation
to school. A certain emphasis in the review part is placed on researches regarding the adaptation
and satisfaction of children with specific educational needs and the adaptation and satisfaction of
children whose lives are spent in institutions. To some extent, the material is weighted with the
scales applied to study the variables presented. It is desirable that they are in application.

The doctoral student convincingly outlines the issues that are debatable or not sufficiently
studied in the tracked areas. In this way, it substantiates the relevance of the chosen topic and
derives the theoretical premises of the dissertation research.

Overall, the PhD student shows a markedly broad awareness of basic and contemporary
views and research on the issues discussed. Succeeds in building the present overview part in a
sufficiently purposeful way and creating a basis for placing the dissertation research.

The second chapter of the dissertation reflects the setting and design of the empirical study.
It is clearly and well structured and also well presented in terms of content. According to the
justification made at the beginning of the chapter, the study is based on the psychological problems
that arise from the simultaneous action of two factors unfavorable to the functioning of the child -
institutionalization and special educational needs. Accordingly, the research is aimed at studying
1) the perception of the child with special needs about his life (life satisfaction) and 2) the



adaptation of this child to school. The purpose, tasks and hypotheses of the research are correctly
formulated and appropriately illustrated.

The research model is enriched with the inclusion of the duration of life of the child with
special needs in the institution, as well as with the individual characteristics of age and gender. Of
particular importance for the effectiveness of the research is the introduction of a control group of
children who live in institutions but do not have special needs.

An essential prerequisite for the quality of the research conducted by the doctoral student is
the appropriate selection of the sample and research methods, also presented in the third chapter.
The sample, as a whole, consists of 248 students, well balanced as an experimental and control
group - 148 to 100 students. In sync with the tasks of the research, groups were formed by age,
gender and length of stay in the institution.

The methods included in the study were appropriately selected. Validated questionnaires
were applied: Huebner's (1944) Life Satisfaction Scale (MSLSS), Goodenow's Psychological
Sense of School Membership Scale (PSSM). The school adjustment factor was assessed using two
variables - school performance and school belonging according to Birman and Ryerson Espino
(2007). Also attached is a questionnaire prepared for the study, looking at student data related to
the specific study.

The applied research procedure is well planned and appropriately conducted, with a view to
guaranteeing the reliability of the obtained results. The research was carried out in institutions
selected for the purpose, the contact with the children was tailored to their age and characteristics,
the presence of the doctoral student as a researcher was accompanied by a social worker and a
psychologist.

In the third chapter, the doctoral student presents the results of the research. They were
derived based on frequency analysis, one-way analysis of variance (ANOVA), independent
samples T test. The exposition in this part is well structured. The statistically proven regularities
in relation to the studied phenomena are presented clearly, in detail and correctly, and accordingly
appropriately illustrated in tables. The following logic in presenting the results makes it possible
to present the verification of the raised hypotheses for each of the set tasks within thirteen
paragraphs. But the statistically derived trends are not accompanied by a corresponding

interpretation. A positive point is the comparison that the doctoral student makes between the



results of the dissertation research and the results of other studies in the specific field. However,
possible explanations for the discrepancy between them have not been sought.

The dissertation ends with a conclusion that synthesizes the patterns revealed by the research
regarding the impact of special educational needs on children's satisfaction with life and school
adaptation in relation to the length of stay in the institution, as well as in relation to the age and
gender of the children. The need to continue the research on children from other institutions in
Greece is rightly noted. Obtaining sufficiently conclusive results is essential for all countries with
institutionalized children.

| think that in the future, when replicating the specific research, it is desirable to include
groups of children living in a family environment with special educational needs and children who
do not have similar needs. This will enable a more accurate assessment of whether institutional
life has a negative impact on children's satisfaction and what the impact of special educational
needs is. It is also extremely important to study the relationship between children's adaptation and
satisfaction with life in the institution. At the same time, I think it is appropriate to look for a way
to stimulate children's freedom of response, i.e. to avoid the possible aspiration of the children to
give an answer desirable for the institution to the questions from the applied scales.

| especially want to point out that the notes | made during the course of the peer-reviewed
work do not cast doubt on its qualities. Fani Karagkuni presents a fully developed dissertation
development. It testifies to a good awareness of the discussed problems, to the ability to plan and
conduct research on students in specific conditions, to the ability to systematize and present
empirical results in an appropriate way. The good academic style and language of the presentation
also add to the positive impression of the doctoral work.

The scientific contributions of the peer-reviewed dissertation can be found in several main
directions:

- A research model was formulated and implemented, looking at the influence of real living
conditions in institutions on the adaptation and satisfaction of children with special educational
needs;

- It has been established that the individual characteristics of age and gender do not have a
significant impact on the adaptation and satisfaction of the children with the living conditions in

the institutions, regardless of whether they have special educational needs or are of typical



development. The contradiction of the specific results with other studies in the field suggests
replication of the study on another, larger sample of children.

- It has been established that the duration of life in the institutions, regardless of the presence
or not of special educational needs, in general does not have a significant impact on the adaptation
and satisfaction of the children. Achieving greater persuasiveness of the trends derived from the
present study implies the realization of a new study with larger groups of children, distinguished
by the length of time they have lived in institutions, in each of the included age groups.

- In an applied sense, the dissertation work contributes to the more serious focus of
specialists' attention on basic psychological aspects related to the lives of children with special
educational needs in institutions, namely their adaptation and perceived satisfaction.

Special emphasis
should be placed on her orientation towards significant and topical problems in the field of
pedagogical and age psychology.

Karagkuni the educational and scientific degree "Doctor" in the field of "Psychology".
