1. GENERAL PRESENTATION OF THE PROCEDURE AND THE
DOCTORAL STUDENT

The procedure and the presented set of materials are in accordance with the
requirements of the The Law on the Development of the Academic Staff in the
Republic of Bulgaria and the Regulations for its application, as well as with the
Regulations for the development of the academic staff of the South-West
University "Neofit Rilski". Fanny Karagouni has fulfilled all the activities of her
individual plan and has been discharged with the right of protection.

2. TIMELINESS OF THE PROBLEM

The doctoral dissertation deals with an undeniably important but under-researched
problem in modern society, despite its interdisciplinary character and socially
significant emphasis. Doctoral student Fanny Karagouni's chosen topic is relevant
because it represents a combination of several interdependent issues, each of
which has unique relevance to special education. It is a significant field in
pedagogy, covering diverse theoretical and research requirements as well as
practical applications. This developing field aims for the overall development of
students with special educational needs and requires the support and collaboration
of a wide range of stakeholders, including social services, health, education,
family, volunteers and independent actors. The problems become even more
complex in the case of children with special educational needs who live in
institutions.

The PhD student aims to study the life satisfaction and school adaptation of these
children with special educational needs with those with typical development who
also live in institutions. In this way, the PhD student wants to check whether



special educational needs are a prognostic factor for life satisfaction and school
adaptation of children living in institutions. This intention is particularly valuable
because despite current efforts at the international level to avoid institutional care
for children, there are still many countries where this practice continues. Long-
term studies prove that living in institutions has serious negative consequences on
the development and psyche of children. Especially for children with special
educational needs and/or disabilities, it becomes apparent that it is difficult for
them to receive the necessary care and support for their proper development in an
institutional environment.

3. CHARACTERISTICS OF THE DISSERTATION DEVELOPMENT

The dissertation corresponds to the requirements for scientific development. The
research program has a well-thought-out conceptual framework, covering
research requirements with a theoretical and experimental part.

The dissertation is developed in a volume of 211 standard pages, of which 192
pages are the main text, a bibliography with a total of 143 sources and 5
appendices. The content is organized into 3 chapters: statement of the problem,
parameters and methodology of the study and analysis of the results. This is
followed by a conclusion with conclusions, recommendations and contributions,
references and appendices. The text includes 46 tables and 23 figures.

The introduction of the dissertation justifies and argues the significance of the
researched problem. The highlights of the dissertation work are indicated - the
tasks of the research, the specific indicators and criteria for evaluating the data
from the psychological study of life satisfaction and school adaptation, as well as
their mutual influence, in children with special educational needs and those with
typical development who also live in institutions.

Fanny Karaguni directs her scientific interests to the study of these specific
psychological constructs, and the main concept in the dissertation is substantiated
through a detailed interpretation of a correctly selected and large-scale literature
review. On this basis, Fanny Karaguni makes her own summaries and
conclusions, which is a certificate of an enviable culture of selection and analysis
of scientific information.

In the theoretical chapter, Ph.D. student Fanny Karaguni makes a serious and in-
depth thematic overview, presenting key aspects and highlights necessary for
laying the main framework and the very concept of the study.

In the second chapter of the dissertation, the theoretical-experimental and
organizational parameters of the research are presented. The aim, object, subject



and research hypotheses are correctly and precisely presented. The tasks are
divided into two groups: research and organizational. The research methods are
described in detail and correctly, and this gives a clear picture of the sequence and
nature of the conducted research. Research methods are competently selected and
presented in detail.

In the third chapter, the obtained results are reported and analyzed. Well-chosen
guantitative and qualitative analyzes and summaries addressing various aspects
of the research problem are provided. The results of the research are visualized
through tables and graphs, and this enables both their easier perception and their
competent interpretation.

Empirical data confirm the expectations in the hypotheses assumed at the beginning
of the study and Fani Karagouni concludes that the present study and this
particular research area deserve a future study as it includes a vulnerable group of
the child population that simultaneously faces two major challenges: special
educational needs and/or disabilities and institutionalization.

From the analysis and discussion and summaries of the obtained data, it can be seen
that Fani Karaguni has the competence to independently and accurately interpret
the results in relation to the set goal and the set hypotheses.

4. CONTRIBUTION MOMENTS

| find in Fanny Karagouni's research the following points of contribution:

- The study contributes to filling research gaps regarding the use of children with
special educational needs and/or disabilities living in institutions as research
subjects. This particular vulnerable population group has no research precedent,
which lends originality to the present study.

- There is a lack of research interest in this particular group of children in Greece.
Therefore, this study contributes to the collection of findings for the specific
sample of children living in institutions in Greece.

- Children's age was found to have no effect on life satisfaction or school
adjustment of institutionalized children. That is, all children, regardless of age,
experience the situation in the same way.

- Gender does not influence life satisfaction and school adaptation of children living
In institutions. So both boys and girls experience the situation in the same way.

- The special educational needs and/or disabilities of children living in institutions
have no effect on their satisfaction with life and their school adaptation.
Therefore, all children experience the situation in the same way, without being
affected by the special educational needs and/or disabilities they may have.



- Duration of life in the institution does not influence the life satisfaction and school
adaptation of the children. Therefore, all children experience the situation in the
same way, regardless of how long they have been in the institution.

CONCLUSION

1. A significant topic with great practical applicability is presented.

2. The dissertation work is developed in accordance with the requirements for
writing a similar kind of scientific work, and the analysis and processing of the
empirical data are presented precisely and in good faith.

3. The abstract follows the content of the dissertation development and adequately
recreates the dissertation research, the obtained results and their analysis.

4. Independent publications relevant to the scientific problems under consideration
are presented on the subject of the dissertation development.

These arguments are grounds for me to vote "YES" and propose to the respected
scientific jury to award the educational and scientific degree "doctor" to Fani
Karaguni in the field of higher education 3. Social, economic and legal sciences,
Professional direction 3.2.
