Subject: presented dissertation work on the topic “Life satisfaction and
school adaption in children with special educational needs and those with typical
development living in institutions” for the award of the educational and
scientific degree “doctor” in the Field of higher education 3. Social, economic
and legal sciences, Professional direction 3.2. Psychology, Scientific specialty
“Pedagogical and Age Psychology” with author Fani Karagkouni.

For the development of the standpoint, | was provided with a dissertation
work, an abstract, the candidate’s curriculum vitae. The documents show that
Fani Karagkouni has successfully completed all the planned activities in the
individual study plan for the entire duration of the doctoral studies and has
successfully gone through the necessary procedure for admission of defense for
the acquisition of the educational and scientific degree “doctor” in accordance
with Law of Higher Education, the Law on the Development of the Academic
Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria, the Regulations for the Implementation of the
Law on the Development of the Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria and
the Regulations on the Conditions and The regulations for the development of
the academic staff at Southwestern University ‘“Neofit Rilski”.

Fani Karagkouni combines her scientific interests and research skills in the
field of psychology with her work as a teacher in Greece. She has practical
experience as an assistant teacher in secondary education, speaks English,
German and Italian.

General characteristic of the dissertation work

In the dissertation work submitted for defense, a problem of important
theoretical and practical importance for modern pedagogical and age psychology
Is developed. The dissertation work is purposeful, stylistically consistent, the
individual parts are logically connected. The author presents and compares the
experiences, problems and relationships of children with typical development
and those with special educational needs living in institutions in Greece. The
dissertation work consists of an introduction, three chapters, a conclusion,
scientific contributions, used literature, an appendix and is in a volume of 211
pages. The text contains 46 tables, 23 figures and 2 diagrams. 143 adequate
scientific sources were used.

Actuality and relevance of the research topic

Fani Karagkouni reveals in the introduction the increasing tendency in
Greece and worldwide for institutional care for children with special educational
needs and with typical development to be practiced in many countries around



the world. The author rightly points out that children with special educational
needs and/or disabilities do not receive the necessary care and support for their
proper development in an institutional environment (p. 3). She defines children
with special educational needs as a vulnerable group that is not sufficiently
studied in Greek psychology. According to Fani Karagkouni, knowing,
researching and popularizing the problems of children living in institutions will
contribute to increasing their well-being.

Theoretical argumentation of the study

In the theoretical part of the dissertation, Fani Karagkouni performs a
successful comparative analysis of various scientific concepts and theoretical
approaches to explain life satisfaction, school adaption, subjective well-being,
school anxiety. According to the author, the most accurate definition of school
adaption is “a dynamic and harmonious relationship between the student and the
school, which requires the acquisition of academic and social-emotional skills
by the student” (p. 9). School adaption is directly related to school success, peer
relationships and student self-esteem. In the theoretical part, the considered
concepts are explained in the necessary depth and completeness.

Psychological specificity of the research

The author skillfully delves into the psychological specifics of the issue, and
this is one of the many merits of the dissertation work. From a psychological
point of view, children with special educational needs unfortunately often
experience negative emotions such as anger and anxiety because they think they
are not doing well enough in school. Children with learning disabilities face not
only their own sense of failure, but also rejection by their classmates, teachers
and sometimes parents. Children with special educational needs feel neglected
because deficits in their communication skills make them insecure in social
interaction. Fear of taking the initiative to communicate is often why children
with learning disabilities are perceived as antisocial. All these psychological
aspects in the behavior and in the communication between the children living in
the institutions are considered very well in the dissertation work.

Practical side of the research

In a successful way, Fani Karagkouni connects the theoretical justification of
the problem with its practical implementation. In the second chapter, she
presents the purpose, the task and the hypotheses of her empirical research she
conducted. The main purpose of the study was to investigate whether there are
differences between students with special educational needs and students with
typical development, living in institutions, in life satisfaction and in school
adaption. The author formulated one main and 10 additional hypotheses. The
main hypothesis is: special educational needs influence the life satisfaction and
school adaption of children living in institutions. Fani Karagkouni also tests the
assumption that demographic characteristics, and specifically age and gender,
will not have an impact on the variables under study. To test the raised
hypotheses, she compiled a questionnaire of 65 questions, grouped into several



parts. The first part covers questions about the personal characteristics of the
participants. The second part contains questions about students’ life satisfaction.
The third part includes questions about school adaption. The target group of the
study is children with special educational needs, and control group is children
with typical development. All studied children live in Greek institutions. A total
of 248 students were examined, respectively 148 students with special
educational needs and 100 students with typical development.

The results of the study, described in the third chapter, are processed through
statistical and inductive analysis. They do not confirm the main hypothesis. The
results achieved and the conclusions drawn are valuable for the successful work
of psychologists, educators, social workers in providing psychological support,
care and attention to children living in institutions.
