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1. Biographical data for the candidate

Ismini Angeliki Kavelidou was born on 04.07.1992. in the Republic of
Greece. She graduated from the University of Patras with a bachelor's degree in
pedagogy, received a master's degree in "Special Pedagogy" from South-West
University "Neofit Rilski", and is currently a full-time doctoral student in the field
of "Pedagogical and Age Psychology" at the Department of Psychology of South-
West University "Neofit Rilski". Ismini Angeliki Kavelidou has acquired
additional educational qualifications in the field of School Psychology. She has
been working as a teacher for 5 years.

2. Relevance and importance of the topic

The topic of the dissertation is current and the research is stimulated by the
observations of the doctoral student in her professional practice that emotional
intelligence can also be developed by the interaction between teachers and
students in general education settings. As the doctoral student rightly points out,
academic performance determines the degree of academic success, and this is a
reason for mobilizing mechanisms and shaping roles, attitudes and behavior at the
individual and collective level in the school space and beyond. The topic of
academic success of students with special educational needs both in the Republic

of Greece and in the territory of the Republic of Bulgaria has an extremely large



public response, but it is also of scientific interest, as is evident in the scientific
literature cited by the doctoral student.
3. Characteristics of the candidate's scientific and scientific-applied
production

The dissertation is structured in three main chapters. Chapter 1 presents
information from the theoretical overview of the main constructs related to the
subject of the dissertation work. Here are some of the known scientific studies on
the relationship between emotional intelligence and academic performance. This
part acquaints the reader both with the peculiarities of the students in terms of
their cognitive and emotional development, as well as with the difficulties faced
by the families and especially the siblings of children with special educational
needs. There are 153 cited authors.

The second part of the dissertation (Chapter 2 and Chapter 3) describes the
guantitative research conducted. Specifically, the research instrument used and
the data analysis process. The purpose of the dissertation is to investigate the
question of emotional intelligence and academic achievement in elementary
education among siblings with typical growth and those with special educational
needs. The comparative analysis that is presented raises the questions : What does
the doctoral student want to study, examining students with SEN and their
siblings without SEN, comparing them according to academic success criteria? Is
there research that suggests a different result than the logical one, that is, that
students with SEN will experience more difficulties in the educational process
compared to their normal siblings? Both questions are related to clarifying the
grounds that the doctoral student has for raising the hypothesis that there are
differences in academic (learning) achievements between siblings with typical
growth and those with special educational needs. Provided that the comparison

criterion "academic (learning) achievements™ is meaningfully inapplicable to



these two groups. This part continues with the presentation of the obtained results,
which are analyzed and commented on the basis of the research hypotheses . To
visualize the results, the dissertation student used seventy-three (73) tables and
thirty-eight (38) figures and three (3) diagrams. It concludes with conclusions and
contributions of the study.

The results of each hypothesis are commented and summarized, which
allows to follow the information in the text in a more comprehensive and clear
way.

| accept the self-assessment of the formulated contributions. They are mainly
theoretical, but with the potential to be validated in practice. The publications, a
total of three (3) are directly related to the topic of the dissertation and have been
published in scientific journals, which is another proof of the level of scientific
work of Ismini Angeliki Kavelidou.

The abstracts in Bulgarian and English correspond to the content of the
dissertation.

4. Technical implementation

Regarding the work presented for discussion, | would like to make a
comment regarding the writing of the statistically obtained data. It would be good
if they were presented according to the APA-7 requirements for reporting
statistics in psychology, as they are easier to perceive, but this does not in any
way affect the description of the empirical part.

5. Conclusion

The presented scientific work shows that doctoral student Ismini Angeliki
Kavelidou possesses in-depth knowledge of the topic of the dissertation and
undoubted competences in the field of pedagogical and age psychology. Based on
the above, | accept that the proposed dissertation "Emotional intelligence and
