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Relevance of the topic

Ismini Kavelidou's dissertation is of undeniable scientific and applied interest. On the one
hand, it is focused on emotional intelligence. It is, according to modern researches, decisive in
the aspect of the relationship of the individual with the arcs, as well as having a certain effect on
the success of most of the activities carried out by him. It is also necessary to see that emotional
intelligence can be developed over time, most successfully in childhood. The study of the various
factors of influence (environment, training) is one of the most current directions in the field, to
which the specific dissertation work definitely refers.

On the other hand, the research interest designed in the dissertation is aimed at children
with special educational needs. The search for a relationship between the emotional intelligence
of these children, their academic success and family environment, gives a particular applied
value to the proposed dissertation topic.

Characterization and evaluation of the dissertation work
The dissertation is developed within 207 pages. It contains three chapters, introduction,
conclusion, references and appendices. Illustrative material includes 73 tables, 38 figures, 2
diagrams and 3 appendices. 153 sources are cited, all in English, mostly from the period after
2000. The structure of the work and the following exposition is in accordance with the empirical

nature of the dissertation research.



In the first chapter of the dissertation, the theoretical premises of the research are
successfully presented. The phenomena on which the research interest is centered have been
traced. First and foremost are emotional intelligence and academic success. Their theoretical and
empirical treatment, including the relationship between them, is presented in detail. A certain
emphasis in this part is placed on special educational needs and their study in the aspect of
specificity, emotional intelligence and academic success. The doctoral student convincingly
outlines the issues that are debatable or not sufficiently studied and successfully justifies the
relevance of the chosen topic.

Overall, Ismini Angeliki Kavelidou shows a markedly broad awareness of basic and
contemporary views and research on the issues discussed. Succeeds in building the present
overview part in a sufficiently purposeful way and creating a basis for placing the dissertation
research.

The second chapter of the dissertation reflects the setting and design of the empirical
study. It is clear and well structured. The purpose, tasks and hypotheses of the research are
correctly formulated and appropriately illustrated. According to the justification made at the
beginning of the chapter, the model of sitting out is based on the need to seek opportunities to
increase the subjective well-being of children with special educational needs, related to their
emotional intelligence and academic success. In this regard, the interest of the doctoral student
was attracted by the family environment in the person of the siblings of these children.
Accordingly, the research aimed to study: 1) The emotional intelligence of children with special
educational needs compared to the emotional intelligence of their siblings and 2) The academic
success of children with special educational needs compared to their siblings. At the same time,
however, the study of the relationship between emotional intelligence and academic success,
which is theoretically assumed, was not planned. The research model was enriched by the
inclusion of level of education, type of school, gender and age.

The methods included in the study were appropriately selected. Through them, the
following were obtained for each child: 1) the personal data provided by the parents; 2) academic
success (school performance) shared by teachers and 3) emotional intelligence studied with a
corresponding questionnaire (J.W. Lloyd, 2012) completed by the individual child. The applied
research procedure is well planned and appropriately conducted. The sample of researched

persons is consistent with the purpose and tasks of the research.



In the third chapter, the doctoral student presents the results of the research. Based on the
conducted frequency analysis, one-way analysis of variance (ANOVA) and T-test for
independent samples, the main trends in terms of emotional intelligence and academic success,
demonstrated by children with special educational needs and their brothers and sisters (with
usual development). The statistically proven regularities regarding the studied phenomena are
presented clearly, in detail and correctly, and accordingly appropriately illustrated in tables.
Within three subsections and 10 paragraphs, the results of the verification of the raised
hypotheses for each of the tasks are presented. The differences between the studied groups are
legitimately described. Of particular interest are the established differences in relation to the
studied variables, related to the individual specificity of the deviations/impairments that children
with special educational needs have. A positive point is the comparison that the doctoral student
makes between the results of the dissertation research and the results of other studies in the
specific field. The exposition would have won if the observed statistical differences were
analyzed in a purely psychological way.

The dissertation takes on a finished form with the presented conclusion, which in a
generalized version discusses the results of the research, against the background of regularities
established before it in relation to the studied phenomena.

| recommend that the doctoral student's noted willingness to replicate the study on a larger
sample be combined with a study of the relationship between emotional intelligence and
academic success in children with and without special educational needs. A certain interest is
also whether the family environment in which there are more children is not more favorable for
the emotional intelligence of children with special educational needs compared to the absence of
such.

The presented dissertation work, in general, testifies to Ismeni Cavellido's good awareness
of the discussed problems, to her ability to plan and conduct research in the field of age and
pedagogical psychology.

The scientific contributions of the peer-reviewed dissertation can be found in the
following main directions:

- A research model was formulated and implemented, looking at the emotional intelligence
and academic success of children with special educational needs compared to other children in

the family. Such research suggests expanding the understanding of the relationship between



emotional intelligence and academic success with the child's immediate environment, which has
so far been neglected;

- It has been established that children with special educational needs show a lower level of
emotional intelligence in comparison with other children in the family who do not have similar
needs;

- It has been established that the specificity of the children's educational needs (with
autism, dyslexia, various syndromes, etc.) affects their academic success, as well as its difference
compared to their siblings;

- Emotional intelligence and academic success were found to be related to the individual
characteristics "level of education”, "type of school"”, age and gender.

- A questionnaire for emotional intelligence in pre-adolescent children has been tested
(Lloyd, 2012);

CONCLUSION

The dissertation work proposed by Ismini Angeliki Kavelidou on the topic: "Emotional
intelligence and academic success in siblings with typical growth and in those with special
educational needs" proves her very good theoretical and methodological preparation, as well as
her ability to subject to study problems that are current from a scientific point of view and from
the point of view of educational practice.

The dissertation fully complies with the requirements of the ZRASRB and the regulations
for its implementation. The above gives me reason to vote with conviction for awarding Ismini

Angeliki Kavelidou the educational and scientific degree "Doctor" in the field of "Psychology".
