1. GENERAL PRESENTATION OF THE PROCEDURE AND THE
DOCTORAL STUDENT

The procedure and the presented set of materials are in
accordance with the requirements of the LDASRB and the Regulations
for its application, as well as with the Regulations for the development of
the academic staff of the Southwest University "Neofit Rilski". Ismini
Kavelidou has completed all the activities of her individual plan and has

been unenrolled with the right of defense.
2. TIMELINESS OF THE PROBLEM

The doctoral dissertation examines an undeniably important but
understudied problem in modern society, despite its interdisciplinary
nature and socially significant emphasis. Chosen by PhD student Ismini
Kavelidou topic is relevant because it represents a combination of several
interdependent problems, each of which has a unique significance for
special education. In the past, intelligence and emotions were considered
as separate domains, but in 1989, an article titled "Emotional
Intelligence" was published. With this new approach, the attention of

scientists was redirected, who began to be interested in the idea of
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another kind of intelligence, which is not related to the intellectual
potential of the person, but to emotions. This is a significant area in
pedagogy and psychology, covering a variety of theoretical and research
requirements as well as practical applications, because intelligence alone
is not sufficient to predict a person's success.

The PhD student aims in this dissertation to investigate the issue
of emotional intelligence and academic success in primary education
among siblings with normal development and those with special
educational needs. Thus, the PhD student wants to test whether
emotional intelligence contributes to recognizing and expressing
emotions in such a way that they help cognitive processing of
information, understanding emotions and their meaning, and the ability
to control feelings in order to promote the emotional and intellectual
development of students and especially among siblings with typical
growth and those with special educational needs. This intention is
especially valuable because people's ability to control their emotions and
their ability to understand and influence the emotions of others is a
natural skill set. As a result, emotional intelligence predicts an
individual's ability to learn emotional skills in the same way that the
ability to learn cognitive content is predicted by an individual's 1Q, and

this approach is called the "ability-based model" .
3. CHARACTERISTICS OF THE DISSERTATION DEVELOPMENT

The dissertation meets the requirements for development
science. The research program has a well-thought-out conceptual
framework, covering research requirements with a theoretical and
experimental part.

The dissertation is developed in a volume of 207 standard pages,
of which 174 pages are the main text, a bibliography with a total of 153

sources and 5 appendices. The content is organized into 3 main chapters:




statement of the problem, parameters and methodology of the study and
analysis of the results. This is followed by a conclusion with conclusions,
recommendations and contributions, references and appendices. 73
tables and 2 diagrams are included in the text.

The beginning of the dissertation explains why the research
problem is important, presenting the key aspects of the research - the
research objectives, the specific parameters and criteria for evaluating
the data from the psychological research of emotional intelligence and
academic achievement, as well as the related interactions between them,
in children with different educational needs.

Ismini Kavelidou directs her research interests to the study of
these psychological concepts, using an extensive and in-depth literature
review as a basis to support her scientific assumptions in the dissertation.
This allows her to draw her own conclusions and generalizations, which
testifies to a high degree of research culture of selection and analysis of
scientific information.

In her theoretical part, doctoral student Ismini Kavelidou
presents a thorough overview of the topic focusing on the important
aspects and points that are essential for establishing the basic structure
and concept of the study.

In the second chapter of the dissertation, the theoretical-
experimental and organizational parameters of the research are
presented, and the goal, object, subject and research hypotheses are
accurately and correctly presented. The tasks are divided into two groups
- research and organizational. The research methods are described in
detail, which provides a clear idea of the sequence and scope of the
conducted research. Research methods are competently chosen and

comprehensively presented.
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The third chapter presents and discusses the collected data.
Comprehensive quantitative and qualitative analyzes of various aspects
of the research problem are presented. The results are presented in tables
and graphs, which facilitates their perception and interpretation.

The empirical data confirm the expectations in the hypotheses
assumed at the beginning of the study and Ismini Kavelidou concluded
that the study results derived from descriptive statistics showed that the
differences in emotional intelligence scores were small, with typically
developing students showing a slightly higher overall score than their
siblings with special educational needs. Indeed, the research results
obtained from inductive statistics show that there is a statistically
significant relationship between learning disabilities and emotional
intelligence score. Thus, the results of the study confirm the sub-
hypothesis that there are differences in emotional intelligence between
siblings with typical growth and those with special educational needs.

From the analysis, discussion and analysis of the data obtained,
it can be seen that Ismini Kavelidou has the competence to
independently and accurately interpret the results in relation to the set

goal and the set hypotheses.
4. CONTRIBUTION MOMENTS
I find in Ismini Kavelidou’s research the following contributing

points:

v' The first contribution of this research project is the
clarification of the fact that students with learning disabilities have
lower emotional intelligence than students without such disabilities.
This result is supported by previous research showing that people with
special educational needs have lower levels of emotional intelligence.
The use of typically developed siblings as a control group further

strengthens the study's conclusions. These results are of particular

importance to teachers as they reveal additional information about the
learning and social experiences of children with special educational
needs.

v" The second finding shows that there is a strong correlation
between academic achievement and learning difficulties. Especially
since students with learning disabilities achieve lower academic results
than those with normal development. This is consistent with research
that links educational disabilities to low academic achievement, as
such disabilities inherently lead to learning problems. This research
partially fills the gap in comparative data on the academic
performance of siblings where one has special educational needs and
the other does not.

v’ A statistically significant correlation was found between
academic achievement and gender, where boys performing worse than
girls do. Furthermore, regarding the relationship between educational
deficits and gender, boys are more prone to such problems than girls.
Level of education also plays a role in academic performance, with
students from certain years performing lower than others. The type of
school pupils attend also affects, with those attending special schools
often having learning difficulties. It is also important to note the
relationship between the level of education and emotional intelligence,
as well as between gender and emotional intelligence, with girls having
higher scores. These findings enhance the understanding of children
with special educational needs and their relationship with the school
environment.

v A fourth contribution that should be noted is that the study
used a specialized research instrument. This instrument is aimed at
measuring emotional intelligence in pre-adolescent children. The

present study represents an additional application to this
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questionnaire, which can certainly facilitate a better assessment of
emotional intelligence in children.
CONCLUSION

scientific research, and the analysis and processing of empirical
data are presented in detail and correctly.

7. The abstract follows the content of the dissertation work and
accurately presents the research, the obtained results and their
analysis.
