program "Educational and Developmental Psychology™ at the Department of Psychology in the
Faculty of Philosophy of The South-West University “Neofit Rilski” regarding the dissertation
prepared by him and under the guidance of the scientific supervisor — Assoc. Prof. RUSANKA
PETKOVA MANCHEVA, PhD on the topic:

+AGE DIFFERENCES IN THE VALUE SYSTEM AND RISK BEHAVIOR
AMONG SECURITY PERSONNEL”

1. Brief biographical information about the PhD student

The biography presented by T. Todorov testifies to his long-term efforts to build on his
psychological education acquired at The South-West University “Neofit Rilski”, where he
currently leads only four lecture courses in the field of Criminal Psychology. In parallel, he
constantly develops his professional expertise, mainly related to the detection of fraudulent and
risky behavior, conducting polygraph tests, etc. He is a member of a foreign polygraph
association, appears as a guest lecturer at various universities and training centers, participates
in international conferences and other specialized forums in the field of criminal psychology
and security, and mainly in connection with the detection and prevention of criminal activity
and risky behavior. Based on the results of his work and the professional success he has
achieved, certified by the relevant certificates, T. Todorov was deservedly received various
awards.

2. Relevance, scientific-applied value and contributions in the dissertation

In terms of structure, the requirements of the Regulations for the Implementation of the
ZRASRB (Art. 27, Paragraph 2) regarding the individual components that must be contained
in the dissertation have been met. Available are: title page; content, preface (in this case it is




worded as "Introduction™); exposition composed of three separate chapters; conclusion and
contributions (recommendations are also added here), bibliography, appendices. Instead of a
declaration of originality, a "Report on the verification of authenticity of the text" is attached.
The total volume of the dissertation is 175 pages, and most of them (from the beginning to p.
151) are written in larger letters (size 14), in contrast to the rest, where smaller letters are used
(from p. 152 almost to the end) (size 121). In the rubric "Bibliography" a total of 215 titles are
reflected, 28 of which are in Cyrillic (5 of them are in Russian and they should be listed after
the Bulgarian sources), and the remaining 187 in English. Considering the content of the
dissertation and the purpose of the research, | believe that it is better to use sources from, for
example, the last twenty years. It also seems to me that the reference to sources published in
the 1950s-70s of the 20th century (eg Kluckhohn, 1951, p. 16) is more appropriate when the
emphasis is on the historical aspects, while the current work examines the contemporary state
of the phenomena under investigation and in this connection it is important to use up-to-date
scientific information. The number of cited Bulgarian titles is small, given that the topic of
values and risky behavior is well researched not only in Educational and Developmental
Psychology, but also in other areas of psychological science by various Bulgarian researchers
(e.g., llieva S., Djonev S., Petrov G., et al.). In general, the citations within the text are precise
and scientifically correct. The style of the exposition is scientific, readable and understandable.
There are punctuation inaccuracies in some places that should be corrected promptly before
submitting the dissertation for review.

In terms of content, two topics important from a scientific research point of view, such as
differences in value systems and risk behavior, are presented and analyzed in the dissertation.
The merit of the PhD student is that he investigates these topics within the Bulgarian socio-
cultural context and with regard to a specific professional group, namely security sector
personnel. In the First Chapter, entitled "Theoretical propositions”, scientific understandings
known in psychological science regarding the essence and functions of human values and their
relationship with other mental phenomena (attitudes, beliefs, traits, behavior, value crises, etc.)
are illuminated according to the ideas of various authors (Rokich, M., Schwartz, S., Allport,
G., Vernon, F., Inglehart, R., Hofstede, G., et al.). Secondly, the essence, psychological aspects
and specificity in the structure of risky behavior are discussed, as well as the factors (biological,
social, psychological) that cause it. The relationship between risky behavior and values was
also sought. This chapter also covers the subject of the polygraph method. It seems to me that
here it is necessary to clarify in a little more detail whether this approach to work can be used
not only for registering, but also for a deeper and more subtle identifying of features in the
value system of individuals prone to risky behavior not only in the field of criminal, but also
of Educational and Developmental Psychology, in the scientific framework of which the
current dissertation is developed.

Regarding the Second Chapter "Research Design", there is a discrepancy in the name noted at
the front in "Contents" (p. 2) and on p. 56, where it reads "Research Design of the Conducted
Psychological Research”. | draw attention to the need for the text of the dissertation to be not
only scientifically sound, but also very precise in every respect from the first to the last page.
In terms of content, the aim, objectives and hypotheses of the study are presented sequentially
and the studied population is described. The research battery includes four scientific
instruments, the polygraph apparatus used, the procedure for working with it and the applied
algorithms for the adequate reading of the data collected with its help. The description of the
research instruments includes the individual scales and subscales incorporated within them, as

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well as the values of Cronbach's alpha, which were likely obtained with respect to the original
methods. Some of the Likert-type rating scales used are five-point (p. 64), and others are nine-
point (p. 65). | believe that this could make it difficult or confusing for the study participants,
and subsequently create difficulties in the work process. In this regard, it is interesting how the
PhD student coped with such challenges. The collected data were processed with specialized
software (SPSS), including various statistical-mathematical processing methods, and their
presentation in the text must be in Bulgarian, not in English (e.g. p. 71), with the original term
included in parentheses.

In the Third Chapter, entitled "Processing, analysis and interpretation of the obtained results",
the results of the performed statistical-mathematical processing are found, which are visualized
with the help of figures and tables and are psychologically interpreted. With regard to the age
of the participants as an important independent factor, it can be stated that it extends widely
(from 20 to 73 years). Within these frameworks, five age groups have been delineated, but the
criteria for this division are not clear. In such cases, principles borrowed from well-established
and widely used stage theories in psychology of human development and theories of career and
career development could be applied. As is well known, in these scientific theories, human life
is divided into separate age stages based on specific features, specific changes and key
achievements characterizing each of them cognitively, psycho-socially and professionally. The
other thing that makes an impression is that the factor structures of the applied instruments
have not been checked to see if the original factor solutions are repeated or new ones are
proposed that are specific to the Bulgarian socio-cultural context. When presenting the
individual questionnaires, no information was found on Cronbach's alpha values obtained in
the context of the present study. When presenting the obtained results (in this Third Chapter),
and when formulating conclusions (p. 143), | consider it important to offer a more
comprehensive and deeper psychological interpretation. And in order to make it even more
convincing, as well as to have the possibility of comparisons and deeper scientific analysis,
results of research carried out in another socio-cultural context, related to the topics to which
the dissertation is dedicated, can be added.

With regard to the points of contribution indicated by the PhD student, | believe that they fully
adequately reflect the work done by him both in theory and in applied-practical terms. They
are related to the planning and implementation of a complex study of the values and individual
aspects of the risky behavior of security personnel. Age differences have been carefully
analyzed in relation to these studied phenomena, and the age dynamics of risky behavior have
been outlined. The relationships between different values and aspects of risk behavior among
security personnel were investigated. The diagnostic value of the polygraph examination
against the background of risky and disloyal behavior realized in the past has been empirically
confirmed. The obtained results have an indisputable scientific-applied value, because they
clearly outline the current scientific picture of the peculiarities in the studied phenomena,
manifested in relation to the specifically studied employees in the organizational context
relevant to them.

The results presented in the dissertation can contribute to improving professional staff
selection, stimulating the professional growth of security sector personnel, conducting
specialized training to establish key values for the profession, increasing loyalty to
management and employees within the organization, and limiting and reducing the propensity
for risky behavior.
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The prepared abstract is in sync with the content of the dissertation work and adequately
reflects the important moments in it.

Regarding the publication activity, it is noticeable that T. Todorov has participated as a co-
author in six scientific publications in Bulgarian and English languages and only two that were
independently created by him. One of them is dedicated to new technologies in lie detection,
and the other presents the features of a psychological interview conducted with a psychopathic
suspect, lacking other publications in the field of Educational and Developmental psychology.

In connection with the mandatory plagiarism check, a document has been attached, from which
it is understood that a 16% similarity index was established by means of a specialized program
("iThenticate"), but no additional information as to what exactly this result is due to is provided.

3. Critical comments and recommendations

It is advisable to give specific scientific titles to the individual chapters making up the
dissertation, rather than general formulations such as "Theoretical propositions”, "Research
design”. Where the names of scientists and researchers are mentioned, it is recommended to
indicate the first letter of their first name (for example, instead of "Value Model of Rokich' (p.
12), it should be ‘Value Model of M. Rokich’).

At the beginning of Chapter Two, where ,,Rationale for the study* is presented, it is appropriate
to concisely and succinctly outline both the theoretical propositions on which the PhD student
bases the planning and execution of their empirical research and the definitions of the
phenomena under investigation.

It is extremely important to precisely use the names of the researched constructs on the pages
of the entire dissertation, and not periodically replace them with other variants (eg "values"
with "value categories™ or "value interests” (p. 59); "risk behavior" with "risk propensity",
"cultural level™ (p. 60) with "culture-level™ (p. 3) (regarding this concept, it is not even
understood what exactly is put into it in the context of the study). It is also not clear why in this
rubric (as well as on p. 56) there is mention of age characteristics in adolescence, given that
this idea is neither developed further in the dissertation, nor are generational differences
analyzed or discussed. The dissertation mainly presents the results of participants from 20 to
73 years old, who have already passed the adolescent age, have received the relevant education,
have gained their own life experience, have formed their personal identity, and value system.
The “Objectives” section mainly lists important scientific research objectives to be solved, and
those defined as organizational should be included where the organization of the conducted
research is discussed. In addition, objectives related to finding specialized literature relevant to
the topic of the dissertation, performing a thorough and systematic review, overview and
analysis of the key scientific information in it are primarily research, not organizational.
Regarding the hypotheses, it can be said that they seem a bit fragmented, not well structured,
and in some places inaccurately formulated and this makes it somewhat difficult to understand
(e.g. on p. 60 it is written: "Statistical age differences are assumed to exist..."). In this case, the
word "significant™ is omitted, which is an important part of the phrase "statistically significant
age differences").

When presenting the research methodology and design, it is good to briefly describe the
organization of its conduct (when, how, for how long, where and what exactly was done). In
this regard, there are sufficient details about the polygraph examinations carried out, but it is
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not clear how and when the participants filled out the individual questionnaires (in person,
through online platforms, etc.). It should also be specified where the participants work, since
the title mentions "field of security”, then it becomes "Security" sector (p. 6), and finally it
speaks of employees performing the role of a "security guard" (p. 68).

In terms of graphically illustrating the results obtained, it should be taken into account that it
is accepted that the names of the figures are at the bottom, and not at the top, as in the text (eg
pp. 13, 19, 26). The tables presented in the so-called “theoretical” part, are shaped in one way,
and those in the so-called "experimental” part - in another style. In the pages of the dissertation,
the PhD student should adhere to a consistent style for the substantive and technical
presentation of the scientific information they create and publish.

Finally, 1 would like to point out that all the critical remarks made do not reduce the scientific-
applied Value of the dissertation and do not belittle the efforts put in by the PhD student to
create it. However, they could serve as an additional impetus for reflection on how to refine
and improve future research and publication work to ensure it meets high-quality standards
while complying with legal requirements, established scientific criteria, and the best academic
traditions.

Conclusion

The above-mentioned facts regarding the content, scientific-applied value and technical nature
of the dissertation achieved by TODOR BORISOV TODOROV, the quality of the theoretical-
empirical results achieved by him, the known facts regarding his educational, research and
professional qualifications, provide me with grounds to give my positive evaluation of his
overall work and to propose to the Honorable Scientific Jury to award him the PhD degree in
the field of higher education: 3.
