1. General presentation of the PhD student and the procedure

By order No. 1039/07.06.2024 of the Rector of the Southwest University "Neofit Rilski"
Blagoevgrad (SWU), | have been appointed as a member of the scientific jury for the
provision of procedure for the defence of a dissertation on the topic: "Empathy and social
interest of participants in e-learning™ to acquire the educational and scientific degree "doctor"
in the field of higher education 3. Social, economic and legal sciences, professional direction
3.2. Psychology, scientific specialty "Pedagogical and age psychology”. The author of the
dissertation is Vasiliki Thomas Kordatou — PhD student at the Department of Psychology,

supervised by Prof. Dr. Stanislava Stoyanova.

The set of electronic media materials presented by Vasiliki Thomas Kordatou is in
accordance with the Internal rules for the development of the academic staff of SWU and
contains all the required documents.

Vasiliki Thomas Kordatu was born in 1987. She graduated with a degree "School
Psychology" at the University of Nicosia. She works as a resource teacher in ESPA program.

Has digital skills with basic ECDL certificate. Fluent in English.

Vasiliki Kordatu is a full-time doctoral student in Pedagogy and age psychology at the
Department of Psychology at the Faculty of Philosophy at SWU. The dissertation work of V.
Kordatou has been discussed and proposed for defence at the departmental council at the

Department of Psychology at the "Faculty of Philosophy" of the SWU.



2. Significance and relevance of the topic of the dissertation

The topic of the dissertation is relevant in a scientific and scientific-applied sense. The
problem of empathy and social interest is important because of its significance for the
formation of communication skills and socially adequate behaviour in childhood and
adolescence. The question posed in the dissertation is important and significant because it
affects the period of learning in an electronic environment where physical human relations
are limited. In an applied aspect, the actuality of the topic is found in the search for ways to
increase empathy and social interest in the conditions of e-learning.

The goal set by Vasiliki Thomas Kordatou is to study some manifestations of empathy
and social interest during e-learning and to explore the contribution of empathy and social

interest to e-satisfaction training. There are 4 research tasks:

1. To establish how empathy manifests itself in e-learning and how empathy influences
learning satisfaction in an e-learning environment.

2. To establish how social interest manifests itself in e-learning and how social interest
affects satisfaction with learning in an e-learning environment.

3. To establish whether empathy and social interest are interrelated, whether they
interact to influence satisfaction with e-learning.

4. To establish if there are any differences in empathy and social interest between
different social categories of learners in e-learning.

Overall, the theme being developed is both current and innovative and has scientific and

applied significance.

3. Knowledge of the problem
Vasiliki Kordatou knows the state of the problem very well, the literary overview shows
her ability to critically interpret the discussed theoretical statements and empirical facts.

4. Compliance of the chosen research methods with the set goals and objectives of

the dissertation work

To solve the set goals and tasks, Vasiliki Thomas Kordatou applies the following three
suitable tools:

1. A survey of some manifestations of empathy and social interest during e-learning, and
satisfaction with e-learning.
2. Questionnaire Empathy Quotient (Baron-Cohen & Wheelwright, 2004) which

consists of 40 items measuring empathy and 20 background items whose function is



to distract the participant from an extreme focus on empathy (Baron-Cohen &
Wheelwright, 2004). This questionnaire was adapted in Greece with Cronbach's a =
0.902 (Pehlivanidis et al., 2021). In the present study, Cronbach's alpha for the
questionnaire, measuring empathy, was 0.725.

3. Sulliman Scale of Social Interest (Sulliman, 1973) - a measuring tool for social
interest, which consists of 50 items and its various reliability coefficients are over 0.9
(Gradel, 1989; John, 1995; Sulliman, 1973). Cronbach's alpha is 0.880 for the entire
questionnaire in the present study.

In addition to these instruments, socio-demographic questions were asked about the

variables: age, sex, education and place of residence.

Data were processed with SPSS 20 using descriptive statistics for representation of
frequencies; correlation analysis and regression analysis to establish the links between
empathy and social interest; chi-square analysis and binomial logistic regression to establish
the effects of empathy and social interest on e-learning satisfaction; ANOVA, T-test at
independent samples, Mann-Whitney nonparametric method, nonparametric method of
Kruskal-Wallis and chi-square analysis for group comparisons. Effect sizes are calculated

using an online effect size calculator (Lenhard &amp; Lenhard, 2016).

5. General assessment of the dissertation work

The dissertation consists of 144 pages and includes an introduction, three chapters,
discussion, limitations, conclusion, suggestions for future research, scientific contributions
and five appendices. The dissertation contains 38 tables and 1 figure. The bibliography
contains 217 sources. It includes significant developments of the problem under

consideration.

The first chapter is theoretical, the second chapter presents the research design, and the

third — the results and their analysis.

In the theoretical review, Vasiliki Thomas Kordatou analyses the literature on the studied
problem. There are three main highlights: e-learning, empathy and social interest.
Characteristics of distance learning and of e-learning, their advantages and disadvantages,
and some challenges of learning during the Covid-19 pandemic such as mental resilience and
learner engagement in learning are reviewed. Empathy is addressed very thorough, on a
multispectral level: definitions and views of different authors such as Smith 2006; Hogan,
1969; Davis 1983 et al. are presented; tools have been studied for research, with emphasis on



the analysis of the empathy displayed in education and in e-learning. Cultural and socio-
demographic differences in manifestations of empathy are presented. The social interest is
mainly addressed in Adler's models, 1929), Sulliman (1973). Opportunities for displaying
social interest during e-learning are presented (Turner, 2015). Within the entire theoretical
part of the dissertation statements and views of various authors, relevant to the topic of the

dissertation, with empirical confirmations of the theoretical proposition, are analysed.

The theoretical statements formed in the first part of the dissertation become scientific
base of Vasiliki Thomas Kordatou in the construction of her own empirical research
presented in the second chapter of the dissertation. It sets out the research objective,
hypotheses, procedure, sample, instruments, data processing, and ethical principles. A total of
124 persons living in Greece participated in the study including masters, bachelors, doctoral
students, and secondary school students who study in electronic environment. The age of the

participants varied between 19 and 58 years.
The third chapter presents the results of the empirical study:

1. Results in terms of empathy.

2. Results in terms of social interest.

3. Results regarding the variables: gender, education, age at empathy and social interest
and correlations between empathy, social interest and age.

4. Outcomes regarding participation in e-learning and some displays of empathy and
social interest during e-learning.

The results are discussed in relation to the raised hypotheses.

6. Discussion and analysis of the results obtained from the conducted research and

verification of the raised hypotheses
In her study, Vasiliki Thomas Kordatou formulated four hypotheses:

1. It is assumed that there are some displays of empathy and social interest at times of e-
learning (such as sharing emotions between learners, forming strong bonds with other
learners, adapting one's own behaviour in response to social expectations and
cooperation with other trainees).

2. ltis assumed that empathy and social interest are correlated.

3. It is assumed that empathy and social interest are related to the satisfaction with e-

learning.



4. 1t is assumed that there are some differences in empathy and social interest among the

different social categories trained in e-learning.

It was found that the first hypothesis is confirmed: there are manifestations of empathy
and social interest during e-learning. Most participants reported experiencing emaotions in
response to communication during electronic learning that shows sharing of emotions
between learners. The most common manifestation of social interest during e-learning is
correcting one's own behaviour in response to social expectations (N = 116, 93.5%). This
communication between e-learning participants can be perceived as "warm" and "sociable" as
an expression of social interest (Kear, 2010). Vasiliki Kordatou explains this with the habits
of following social norms, anticipating the consequences of one's own behavioural actions

and striving to avoid conflicts and negative experiences.

Another common display of empathy during e-learning is experiencing the communicated
emotion to some extent during the electronic training (N = 112, 90.3%), which, according to
the doctoral student, could be due to similar experiences among e-learning participants in the

learning process and their good ability to recognise emotions.

It was found that the next frequent display of social interest during e-learning is the
collaboration with other learners during e-learning training (N = 108, 87.1%). This finding is
associated with the fact that during training learners are enabled to work on common projects

and can seek support from other partners to solve some problems.

The scarcest manifestation of social interest during e-learning is having strong
connections with other learners during e-learning (N = 20, 16.1%). Participants in e-learning
usually do not know each other at the beginning of their training and if they do not have
access to the profiles of all e-learners, they meet difficulties to get to know each other better
(Kear, 2010).

It was found that individuals who reported feeling emotions during the e-learning, have
higher empathy and stronger social interest compared to those who do not experience
communicated emotions during the e-learning. The analysis shows that there is evidence to
support the idea that experiencing emotions during e-learning is associated with higher levels
of empathy as measured by the Empathy Score.

It was found that individuals who reported collaborating with other learners on time of e-
learning, have higher empathy than those who do not collaborate with other learners during e-

learning.



The second hypothesis, that empathy and social interest are correlated, is confirmed in the
study. The analysis shows that there is a significant but relatively weak positive correlation
between empathy and social interest. This shows the coefficient of Pearson correlation value
of 0.222 (p = 0.013). As empathy increases, social interest also increases slightly.
Furthermore, the regression analysis suggests that SSSI scores are significant predictors of
the coefficient of empathy, with approximately 4.9% of the variance in empathy scores

explained by SSSI Social Interest Scale scores.

The third hypothesis that empathy and social interest are related to satisfaction with e-
learning is not confirmed. There are no significant differences between people who report
being satisfied with e-learning and those who are not satisfied with e-learning in sharing
emotions between learners, forming strong bonds with other learners, adapting one's own
behaviour in response to social expectations and cooperation with other learners. According
to Vasiliki Thomas Kordatou this implies that e-learning satisfaction can be related to a
greater extent with some other parameters such as the quality of learning, applicability of
acquired knowledge and skills than with empathy and social interest related to interpersonal
relationships in the electronic age training. Vasiliki Kordatou notes that this analysis does not
address all aspects of e-learning satisfaction, empathy and social interest, so further research

may be needed to examine other factors that could affect their relationships.

The fourth hypothesis that there are some differences in empathy and social interest
among the different social categories of e-learners, is partially confirmed. This hypothesis is
supported in terms of higher empathy in women, which is also confirmed by previous
researches (Chaushev, 2015; Cone, 2017; Davis, 1980, etc.). This hypothesis is supported
with respect to the stronger social interest among participants aged 36 to 58 compared to
participants aged 19 up to 35 years. As age increases, so does social interest. This reveals the

importance of social contacts for older participants.

There were no statistically significant differences in social interest between male and
female participants among participants studying for bachelor's and master's degree

educational level.

7. Contributions and significance of the development for science and practice
The scientific and applied contributions in the dissertation work of Vasiliki Thomas
Kordatou conclude the conducting of original research on empathy and social interest of

learners educated in the conditions of an electronic environment. The research suggests a



more holistic understanding of the e-learning experience that encompasses not only cognitive

but also emotional and social aspects. The scientific contributions that correspond to the

content of the dissertation are concluded in the following:

1.

Based on a theoretical analysis, contemporary perceptions of empathy and social
interest of learners trained in the conditions of the electronic environment are
interpreted.

A systematic review of several empirical studies relevant to the studied constructs is
presented.

An adaptation of questionnaires and surveys was carried out; thus, the study
summarises the constructs of empathy and social interest as measurable phenomena
within digital learning environments.

Original empirical research has been conducted on empathy and the social interest of
learners educated in the conditions of an electronic environment. Empathy and social
interest have been found to be related. It has been established that both are not critical
to electronic satisfaction learning but are important for some categories of e-learning
learners such as females exhibiting higher empathy and older e-learners training
showing a stronger social interest.

The results can be applied in practice in the development of programs to create
emotionally supportive and socially engaging online learning spaces for educators to
take consideration of the gender and age of the learners.
