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Data on the PhD candidate

Vasiliki Kordatou is a full-time doctoral student in Pedagogical and Age
Psychology at the Department of Psychology at Neofit Rilski State University.
She completed her MA in School Psychology at the University of Nicosia and
worked as a special educator in a middle school under the ESPA program.
This probably presupposes her interest in the issue under consideration.

Vasiliki Kordatou has gone through the procedure of internal defense of
thesis proposals for opinion and is directed to external defense. The same has
published three scientific articles, thematically related to the dissertation, which
covers the requirements for awarding the relevant educational and scientific
degree. The abstract corresponds to the dissertation development and
includes the main points of the dissertation content. All activities set out in the

doctoral student's individual study plan have been correctly completed.



Relevance and importance of the topic

The spread of Covid-19 a few years ago appeared to be a serious
challenge to educational systems, but it also gave a strong impetus to the
development of alternative forms of education. E-learning has emerged as the
only option for continuing the learning process, which has made it the focus of
a number of comments, analyzes and studies. The current paper also
addresses this vexed question by examining the manifestations of empathy
and social interest in e-learning participants. Their presence during the
learning process is perceived as an expression of favorable attitude and
support. These mental phenomena are an important part of social interactions
and as such they should be manifested and tracked in this type of training.
Here, an important point is the assumption that empathy and social interest
have a direct relationship to the overall satisfaction with the educational

process, which further necessitates their deeper study.

Structure on presented dissertation

The dissertation research submitted for opinion consists of an
introduction, three chapters (1. Theoretical part, 2. Research methodology and
3. Results), discussion, limitations, conclusion, suggestions for future
research, scientific contributions, literature used and appendices. Thus
composed, the development fits into the classic structure for making this type
of work, and the exposition is distinguished by its informativeness and
comprehensiveness.

The theoretical overview provides information on the characteristics and
features of distance and e-learning, their advantages and disadvantages.
Some personal qualities contributing to the success of training are highlighted,
as well as the factors for increased commitment of learners.

Definitions, forms, and tools for researching empathy are traced. The
role of empathy in education and e-learning in particular is examined, as well

as the medical, psychotherapeutic and neuropsychological perspectives on



empathy. Also cited are some studies finding socio-demographic differences in
empathy, mainly gender and age.

Attention is also paid to the social interest, which is mainly represented
by the position of A. Adler . Here, the information may be richer, adding more
perspectives and research on the matter.

The total volume of the dissertation is 144 pages. Impressive is the solid
number of /217/ literary sources that are used and correctly cited in the text, as

well as described in the bibliographic reference.

A research model

The methodology of the empirical study is developed in the fourth
chapter. The purpose, the tasks, the studied contingent and the applied
statistical procedures are described. Four hypotheses are derived that are
relevant to the design of the study. The persons studied are 124 in number,
and there could be more, considering that they are from all over Greece and
the Google platform was used Forms , apart from direct contact with some of
the participants. Among them are representatives of both sexes with an age
range of 19 to 58 years, with an average age of 38 years. The largest
percentage of those surveyed are studying for a master's degree, followed by
those studying for a bachelor's degree. There are fewer students and finally
doctoral students.

The following are applied as research tools:

A survey of e-learning learners about some manifestations of empathy
and social interest during e-learning, and satisfaction with e-learning;

Questionnaire for empathy / Empathy Quotient , which consists of 40
items measuring empathy and 20 background items whose function is to
distract the participant from the extreme focus on empathy. This questionnaire
was adapted in Greece with Cronbach 's a = 0.902. In the current sample ,

Cronbach 's alpha for the questionnaire measuring empathy was 0.725;



Sulliman 's scale of social interest / Sulliman Scale of Social Interest ,
which is a measurement tool for social interest, consisting of 50 items .
Cronbach 's alpha was 0.880 for the entire questionnaire;

Socio-demographic questions about age, gender, educational level and
place of residence.

The research was conducted in compliance with ethical principles.

Results and data analysis of the conducted psychological research

The results of the conducted research are placed in 38 tables and 1
figure. All of them are meaningful and informative. A serious attitude towards
processing the data to prove or disprove the relevant hypotheses has been
demonstrated. The statistical analyzes carried out reveal interesting trends,
despite the lack of statistical significance in some of them. It may be desired
even from the discussion, where a more distinct personal position and
interpretive abilities of the author are expected. In several places, a useful
parallel is drawn between the author's data obtained and that of similar studies
worldwide. The conclusions drawn are adequate to the obtained results,
having scientific and practical value.

| find the contributions of the dissertation made by the author to be well
founded. This study extends and builds upon narrowly pedagogical and
technological readings of e-learning, emphasizing its socio-psychological
discourse. The study goes beyond theoretical controversies, providing
empirical data confirming the presence and importance of empathy and social
interest in the e-learning process. Through its findings, the dissertation offers

practical insights applicable to the educational environment.

Opinions and recommendations

| would recommend the doctoral student, in subsequent studies, to aim
for a larger sample, which would lead to increased representativeness of the
data. In the specific study, more students and doctoral students can be

recruited to become part of the analysis. A more daring and in-depth approach



to the interpretation of the obtained data is also desirable, as well as more
focus on individual items from the literature review /the chapter on social
interest is mainly meant/. The point "Suggestions for further research" is
appropriately titled "Intentions for further research”, as it is assumed that the

author expresses his own ideas for future research on the matter.

Conclusion

Knowledge of Vasiliki Kordatou on the problem, as well as the merits of
