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The primary objective of the dissertation is to examine the relationship between tolerance of
ambiguity and life positions through E. Berne's transactional model (1962), as well as the
influence of certain socio-demographic characteristics on each of these psychological constructs,
with particular attention given to the impact of age. Additionally, the study explores the influence
of gender, level of education, family structure, number of children, and even birth order within
the family. The extensive range of socio-demographic factors analyzed undoubtedly adds
sociological value to the work and lends it an interdisciplinary character.

Although there is a hint to the topic's relevance and significance, the candidate has not clearly
justified these aspects in the introduction. The mere fact that a problem has not been studied is not
sufficient justification for its significance. The statement, "It is necessary to study tolerance of
ambiguity and the leading life position of individuals to understand the psychology of future
society", is not compelling. Why focus only on the future society but not the present one? Why
only the society but not the individual? What motivated the PhD candidate to study the
relationship between these specific constructs rather than, for example, the relationship between
risk propensity and basic beliefs within the cognitive-behavioral paradigm, which could be viewed
as similar constructs? Furthermore, based on precise, evidence-based arguments regarding the
significance of the topic, research questions should be posed as early as in the introduction, which
would then form the basis for the hypotheses presented later in the text.

The first chapter, titled "Overview of Theoretical Approaches to the Studied Constructs," traces
not only the theoretical conceptions of tolerance of ambiguity and life positions but also a
considerable range of empirical studies on the constructs. This should be appropriately reflected
in the title. On one hand, I find the literature overview suitably structured and aligned with the
topic. The constructs under investigation are introduced and defined accurately. The number of
sources used is impressive (371). It is notable that a large portion of the sources, aside from those
foundational to the presented concepts, have been published in recent years. A significant number
of international sources are included, while the achievements of Bulgarian researchers in the field
are also appropriately acknowledged. On the other hand, the overview is overly extensive, and at
times, it lacks focus on the dissertation's topic. Detailed descriptions of the design and results of
other empirical studies are provided, even when these studies do not have a direct bearing on the
dissertation research, or at least, the immediate connection to the dissertation is not clear. In some
instances, references are omitted, and in others, where more than two sources are cited for the
same paragraph, these sources can be found online in the same order in a publication, raising



questions about the authorship of the corresponding paragraphs and whether the candidate actually
accessed and read the references. There are also missing summaries and smooth transitions
between individual chapters and paragraphs, as well as at the end of the overview chapter, where
the theoretical possibilities for linking the two constructs and the rationale for seeking a
connection between them should be summarized.

The second chapter presents the organization of the study. The objectives, tasks, sample, and
methodologies of the empirical study, including descriptions of their psychometric properties, are
correctly presented. I find the choice of research design appropriate for the topic and objectives.
The sample size and the testing for normality of distributions, which is not commonly seen in
dissertations, are commendable. I also highly value the use of not only correlation and one-way
ANOVA but also stepwise regression and MANOVA. At the same time, the research model is not
clearly presented, and it would be helpful to visualize it graphically for clarity. The research
hypotheses are complex (i.e., each includes several sub-hypotheses), are not scientifically justified
(i.e., no sources are cited to support them), and appear to have been formulated after analyzing
the empirical data. For instance, it is unclear why the candidate assumes that the youngest group
would score highest in all life positions when they have completed secondary education or lower.
There is also insufficient information about the research procedure—when, how, and by whom
was the study conducted among this sizable sample? Were any social
media/platforms/subcontractors employed? Finally, it is not clear why the candidate provides such
a detailed description of the statistical procedures from the perspective of general psychological
research methodology, rather than focusing on how they were specifically applied to the
dissertation's empirical research.

In a style uncommon for contemporary empirical work, the third chapter is simultaneously
dedicated to presenting and discussing the results of the empirical study. On the one hand, I highly
appreciate the detailed presentation, appropriate graphical illustration, and the candidate's ability
to discuss the results of the empirical research in light of theory and previous studies. On the other
hand, the connection between the results and some of the supporting studies and reflections is not
particularly clear. In some places, contradictory interpretations of the results are observed.
Moreover, it is unclear why age is not studied as a continuous variable. Would the results differ
without pre-defined age groups, which evidently do not fully correspond to the specified cohort
classification? Furthermore, although the previous chapter mentions the use of the Scheffe post
hoc test for pairwise comparisons in the ANOVA, its results are neither described nor illustrated
in a table. Instead of only describing statistically significant differences, the candidate mentions
trends and identifies groups with the lowest and highest values without clarifying whether there
is a statistically significant difference between them and which specific group pairs exhibit
significant differences.

The conclusions and summaries follow the logic of the research tasks and hypotheses. However,
repeating the coefficients, in addition to the chapter where the research results are presented and
analyzed, is unnecessary and hinders the comprehension of the study's main conclusions and
summaries. The directions for future research, to which the candidate refers in the summary of
results and in the conclusion, are very well presented. I also highly appreciate the precise
delineation of the study's limitations.

I generally accept the contributions of the dissertation in terms of content, while noting the
somewhat unclear wording of Contribution 1, the lack of brief justifications/explanations for each
contribution, the blending of fundamental and applied contributions, and the potential to present



them more convincingly by categorizing them into fundamental, methodological, and applied
contributions.

The abstract accurately reflects the structure and content of the dissertation, but its length is too
extensive to effectively demonstrate the candidate's ability to summarize the dissertation content.

I specifically note the significant number of grammatical, stylistic, and punctuation
errors/inaccuracies/omissions, which in some places hinder the understanding of the text.

The candidate presents four publications in Bulgarian directly related to the dissertation topic.
However, no document has been provided for the latest publication to confirm that it is in press.

In conclusion, despite some predominantly technical omissions, inaccuracies, and repetitions, I
consider the dissertation to meet the minimum requirements for obtaining the educational
and scientific degree ""Doctor'. This leads me to support the awarding of the '"Doctor"
degree in Pedagogical and Developmental Psychology to Kiril Mateev Velkov.
