1.  Brief biographical details of the applicant.

Prof. Dr. Gabriela Belova — Ganeva graduated from the Faculty of Law of
the Sofia University of St. Kliment Ohridski. She has completed a master’s
program in International and Commercial Law from the University of
Buckingham, United Kingdom.

From 2001 to 2004, he was a doctoral student at the Faculty of Law and
History of South-West University “Neofit Rilski”, successfully defends a
dissertation on the topic “The process of European integration and national
sovereignty” in front of the Specialized Scientific Council in legal sciences at
the Supreme Attestation Commission in 2004. In 2007, she obtained his
habilitation in the scientific specialty “International Law and International
Relations”. She has been a professor in the same specialty since 2014.

Prof. Belova has a consistent and rich academic career: she was an
assistant and chief assistant in the Department of “International Law and
International Relations™ at the Faculty of Law and History of the South-West
University “Neophyt Rilski”, associate professor from 2007 to 2014, currently a
professor at the same university. She was a part-time teacher in the secondary
school of Sofia University “St. Kliment Ohridski” (2004 - 2010).

She also holds important administrative positions. During the period
2008-2010, he was the Deputy dean of the Faculty of Law and History of the
South-West University “Neofit Rilski”; 2010 - 2019 — Dean; 2019 - 2023 -
Deputy dean. She is currently a Dean of the same faculty and a Chairperson of
the General Assembly of the SWU “Neofit Rilski”.



Since August 2020, she has been elected as an Alternative member of the
Management Board of the Agency for Fundamental Rights (FRA) of the
European Union, and from September 2023 — representative of Bulgaria in the
Group of Independent Experts (GIE) at the Congress of Local and Regional
Authorities of the Council of Europe.

She is a member of the editorial boards of “International Politics™ journal,
“Business and Law” journal, Historia 1 Swiat, Siedlcach, Poland, journal,
“Aktualnye problemy rossiiskogo prava” and the Kutafin Law Review, and a
number of collections of papers. Member of the Bulgarian Association for
International Law, the Bulgarian Association for European Law and the
Bulgarian Association for European Studies.

She has participated in numerous national and international projects.
She is the author of three monographs, a number of studies and articles in the
field of international law, European Union law, human rights, etc. She has been
a guest speaker abroad many times. She was the scientific supervisor of foreign
doctoral students from Kazakhstan and Albania.

II.  General characteristics of the presented materials

I have been appointed as a member of the scientific jury for the defense of
a dissertation for awarding the scientific degree ‘Doctor of Sciences’ in
professional field 3.6. Law, (International Law and International Relations) with
candidate: Prof. Dr. Gabriela Belova Belova-Ganeva with Order no.1037 of
07.06.2024 of the Deputy Rector of South-West University “Neofit Rilski”,
Assoc. Prof. Dr. Petrana Stoykova.

The presented dissertation on the topic “Development and Role of the
World Health Organization (International Legal Aspects)” does not repeat the
issues of the dissertation work for the acquisition of the Educational and
Scientific Degree ‘Doctor’ of Gabriela Belova-Ganeva, namely “The process of
European integration and national sovereignty” and meets the requirements of
Art. 12 LDASRB, Art. 35 and Art. 37, para. 1 and 2 of the Regulations for its
implementation, as well as Art. 61 and 63 of the Internal Rules for the
Development of the Academic Staff of the SWU “Neofit Rilski”.

The candidate has submitted detailed information on the fulfillment of the
minimum national requirements for the defense of a dissertation for acquisition
of the scientific degree ‘Doctor of Sciences’. According to indicators from group
A-50 points, indicators from group B - 100, indicators from group D- 386,
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group D- 450, group E-240, a total of 1,151 points, which significantly exceeds
the minimum requirements of 350 points. 17 publications on the topic of the
dissertation are indicated, of which 7 articles published abroad and 10 articles
published in specialized scientific editions in the Republic of Bulgaria. Attention
should be paid to G. Belova’s publication in a SCOPUS-referenced edition,
which shows her serious scientific activity and international recognition.

III. General description of the presented dissertation work

The dissertation is presented in a volume of 287 pages, structured into an
introduction, six chapters, a conclusion, appendices and a bibliography. It
includes 56 Cyrillic titles, 113 Latin titles (in English), 36 international acts,
incl. WHO’s acts, as well as 20 Internet sources. The scientific apparatus covers
a total of 329 footnotes. The structure is logically built, the chapters are
relatively evenly distributed, with a relatively smaller volume of Chapter One.

In the introduction, G. Belova reviews the relevant literature and clarifies
the terminology used, examines the place of the WHO among the specialized
organizations of the UN family and their international legal personality, raises a
number of questions about the place of the WHO in the new institutional reality,
clarifies its functions, presents the main bodies, funding, legal acts, relationships
with other organizations, briefly summarizes the main successes and failures.

Chapter One (19 p.) is devoted to the international organizations -
predecessors and the creation of the WHO. The first sanitary conferences were
traced. It is of interest to clarify the simultaneous existence of Office
International d’Hygiene Publique(OIHP) and the Health Organization of the
League of Nations in the interwar period (pp. 38 — 49), as well as the regional
Pan-American Health Organization (PAHO), still in existence today.

Chapter Two (33 p.) follows the establishment of the WHO and its
development until the end of the Cold War. The international health conference
is observed, at which agreement was reached on the WHO Constitution and its
name was discussed. The founding act - the WHO Constitution - has been
analyzed. As a result, the main lines of institutional tension that hinder the
organization’s activities are outlined (pp. 64 - 65). The first 25 years of the
organization’s existence have been followed: the campaigns for the eradication
of malaria; of smallpox; tuberculosis, etc.



The acts adopted by the WHO on the basis of the Constitution are also
analyzed here: conventions or agreements, the procedure for being bound by
them and for reporting; rules (regulations) and their automatic binding force for
the member states.

Chapter Three (41 p.) examines the development of the WHO after the
end of the Cold War. The author examines the reform of the WHO (1989-1998),
the period 1998-2003, when the revision of art. 2 of the Constitution, which
regulates the organization’s functions; the reorganization of the WHO
headquarters, but also the improvement of the organization’s foreign policy
status during Gro Brundtland’s time. The achievements and shortcomings in the
work of the WHO during this period are objectively presented. The post-2010
reform undertaken by Director-General Margaret Chan was observed: the issues
of funding, management, development and staff qualification; creation of
‘Committee C’ of the World Health Assembly.

Chapter Four (31 p.) presents the problems of health and multilateral
diplomacy. It is of particular interest because it is focused on the problematic of
health diplomacy, a phenomenon of the beginning of the 21st century. The study
is based on the 2003 Framework Convention on Tobacco Control (FCTC), the
only agreement concluded under the authority of the WHO Constitution. The
2005 revision of the International Health Regulations (IHR) also contributes to
health diplomacy. The implications of WHO’s delayed response to the 2013
Ebola outbreak in West Central Africa are examined; as well as the
establishment of the WHO Health Emergencies Program in 2016. Attention has
been paid to multilateral diplomacy and the role of BRICS, including in the
wake of the COVID-19 pandemic.

Chapter Five (39 p.) examines the particularly important issue of COVID-
19 and human rights. This part of the dissertation is a credible and honest
representation of events from our recent past: the declaration of a public health
emergency of international concern (PHEIC) on January 30, 2020 and
subsequently to a pandemic, the response of the WHO, China, the USA, the EU
countries.

The right to health in the context of the COVID-19 pandemic, the right to
information in the light of the right to health, the problem of quarantine and freedom
of movement are analyzed, as well as the derogations under Art. 4, par. 1 of the
ICCPR 1n relation to the pandemic and the so-called Syracuse Principles.



Paragraph 3 of this Chapter is devoted to challenges to the right to health.
Here, G. Belova reflects on the spread of fake news, conspiracy theories and
cybercrimes. Some positive implications of the pandemic have not been
overlooked, such as the promotion of the Fourth industrial revolution and the
mass adoption of electronic and mobile healthcare. However, the author rightly
concludes that “eHealth applications should be used to support traditional health
care, not as an absolute substitute for it” (p. 192). I appreciate the section on the
gender implications of the COVID-19 pandemic on women, creating horizontal
gender segregation (pp.192 — 195).

Chapter Six analyzes the International Health Regulations (IHR). The
reasons for their creation are analyzed, in particular the health crisis with SARS
since 2003; their scope and purpose. G. Belova points out that they aim to create
an early warning system and a small set of tools for organizing and coordinating
an international response when the pandemic has already spread. It is noted that
interim recommendations are not a sustainable mechanism for dealing with the
situation, as well as their non-binding nature. Further analysis critically
examines the obligations of States to notify WHO of events that may constitute
PHEIC; the organization’s right to consider and verify informal reports of public
health events; the obligation of Member States to communicate timely, accurate
and sufficiently detailed public health information to WHO; the procedure for
determining the PHEIC by the Director General and issuing the relevant interim
recommendations.

Of particular interest is the paragraph on the global management of the
COVID-19 pandemic.

The conclusion summarizes the main findings about WHO’s achievements
and failures.

IV. Evaluation of scientific and practical results and contributions in the
dissertation

The dissertation is the first comprehensive in-depth study of the WHO in the
context of the greatest challenge facing humanity in recent years — the COVID-
19 pandemic. This makes the dissertation extremely relevant and especially
valuable not only for legal science, but also for specialists from other fields —
medicine, biology, pharmacy, health care management, crisis management, etc.

The main merit of the work is the academic courage to analyze the activity of
an important specialized organization of the UN - WHO in the context of the
small historical distance from the biggest challenge before it - the COVID-19
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pandemic. The proximity of the events that shook the whole world and caused

huge losses of human life, as well as the need for a complete rethinking and
reorganization of the supply chains, the speed in the creation of vaccines, the
organization of quarantines, the overall health care, etc. makes the task
particularly difficult. I believe that as a result of the interdisciplinary approach,
G. Belova-Ganeva has achieved the set goals and fulfilled the formulated tasks
in the dissertation work. Before us is a complete picture - credible and
thoroughly analyzed of the emergence, historical development, activities,
achievements and failures, as well as the management of the COVID-19
pandemic.
The main theoretical achievements are:

Delineating the specifics of the WHO as a specialized organization of
the UN;

The clarification of rule-making powers, in particular the adoption of
conventions or agreements and of rules in five well-defined areas by
the World Health Assembly;

The specificity of concluding multilateral treaties under the auspices of
the WHO - a mechanism that is unusual for classical international
treaty law;

An original contribution is bringing health diplomacy into the context
of multilateral diplomacy and the role of the BRICS countries;

The analysis of permissible human rights violations resulting from
quarantine or isolation;

The clarification of the concept of PHEIC - an extraordinary event that
poses a risk to the public health of the population of other countries due
to the global spread of the disease;

As far as I know, for the first time in the Bulgarian specialized
literature, an analysis of the International Health Regulations (IHR)
was carried out, and an assessment of their legal essence was made;

A critical analysis of the shortcomings of the IHR and a forecast
regarding the small probability of their removal was made (p. 199);
The process for revising the IHR and for the development of a new
treaty on pandemic preparedness and response.



I refer to the following scientific and applied contributions:

e The genesis, historical development and name of the organization;

e The periodization of the development of the WHO and the role of the
Directors General in the various historical segments of the organization’s
activity;

e The presentation of achievements such as the eradication of smallpox, the
fight against malaria, etc. diseases, as well as the anti-smoking initiative;

e The analysis of the WHO’s controversial approach to the introduction of
quarantine in conjunction with COVID-19;

e The section on gender implications of the COVID-19 pandemic on women
creating horizontal segregation by gender (pp.193 — 195).

e The reasoned conclusions on pp. 178, 212, 225, etc.

V. Critical notes and recommendations.

The already mentioned short historical period of the considered events
and activities of the WHO on the occasion of the COVID-19 pandemic makes
the topic open for continued research.

My main critical note relates to paragraph 5.2. of Chapter Five. There,
the text is successfully limited to the quarantine and the resulting restrictions.
The problem could be deepened because the pandemic affected many basic
human rights such as those of freedom and security, of private and family life,
the protection of personal data, freedom of religion, of expression and
information, of assembly and association, the right to education , labor-related
rights, etc.

I have some critical notes about the terminology - the use of the term ‘soft
norms’ (in Bulgarian) instead of my preferred ‘flexible norms’ or ‘flexible law’
(p. 60, etc.), ‘addressing’ (p. 117, p. 260, etc.), which could be replaced with a
Bulgarian word, ‘human rights’ (p. 182). But in general I should emphasize the
excellent legal style of the dissertation. I hasten to point out that these critical
remarks do not detract from the excellent impression of the dissertation work.

I would recommend G. Belova-Ganeva to continue working on the topic
of the dissertation, as well as to publish the work, because it will undoubtedly be
useful for theory and practice in our country.

Question: What happened at the May 2024 World Health Assembly
regarding the revision of the WHO and the development of a Pandemic
Preparedness and Response Agreement?



VI.  Personal impressions of the candidate

I know Prof. G. Belova-Ganeva in her capacity as a teacher, scientist and
administrative manager, and I believe that she represents a rare combination of a
successful researcher, teacher and administrator. In my capacity as a member of
the Management Board of the EU Fundamental Rights Agency, I can
confidently state that she is an internationally respected and recognizable author
in the matter of public international and EU law.

VIL.  Conclusion

The dissertation presented by Prof. Dr. Gabriela Belova for the acquisition
of the scientific degree ‘Doctor of Sciences’ in the professional field 3.6 Law
fully meets the requirements of the LDASRB, the Regulations for its
implementation and the Internal rules of South-West University ‘“Neofit Rilski”
for the acquisition of the scientific degree ‘Doctor of Science’.

The candidate, Prof. Dr. Gabriela Belova, has presented a sufficient
number of scientific works published after the materials used in the occupation
of the academic position ‘Professor’. The presented dissertation contains
original theoretical and scientific contributions and theoretical developments
with practical applicability. On the basis of the above, I give a convinced
positive assessment of the dissertation work and suggest that the respected
members of the scientific jury highly appreciate the merits of the dissertation
work and award Prof. Dr. Gabriela Belova Belova-Ganeva the scientific degree
‘Doctor of Science’ in professional field 3.6. Law (International Law and
International Relations).
