1. General Presentation of the Submitted Materials

By Order No. 1037 dated 07.06.2024, issued by the Deputy Rector of SWU
“Neofit Rilski” Assoc. Prof. Petrana Stoykova, PhD, I have been appointed as a
member of the scientific jury for the defense of a dissertation titled: “Development
and Role of the World Health Organization (International Legal Aspects)” for the
awarding of the scientific degree “Doctor of Science” in the professional field 3.6.
Law, (International Law and International Relations) by the candidate Prof.
Gabriela Belova Belova-Ganeva, PhD. The set of materials presented by the
candidate, both in paper and electronic form, complies with the requirements of the

Law for the Development of the Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria



(LDASRB), the Regulations for the Implementation of the LDASRB, and the
Internal Rules for the Development of the Academic Staff at SWU “Neofit Rilski”.

Dear members of the Scientific Jury,

In Art. 12 of the Law for the Development of the Academic Staff in the
Republic of Bulgaria (LDASRB), the requirements for obtaining the scientific
degree “Doctor of Science” are defined as follows:

Art. 12 (1) “The scientific degree “Doctor of Science” is acquired by a
person with an educational and scientific degree “Doctor”.

Art. 12 (3) The dissertation under para. 2 should contain theoretical
summaries and solutions of major scientific or scientifically applied problems that
correspond to modern achievements and represent a significant and original
contribution to science.

Art. 12 (4) The dissertation under para. 2 is prepared independently and
cannot literally repeat the topic and a significant part of the content of the
document presented for the acquisition of the educational and scientific degree
“Doctor”.

The provisions of Art. 35 and Art. 37 (1) and (2) of the Regulations for the
Implementation of the LDASRB, adopted by the Council of Ministers, as well as
Art. 61 and 63 of the Internal Rules for the Development of the Academic Staff at
SWU “Neofit Rilski”, are also relevant.

Prof. Gabriela Belova-Ganeva, PhD meets the requirements under Art. 12
(1) and Art. 12 (4) because she holds a diploma for the Educational and Scientific
Degree “Doctor” in the scientific branch 05.05.15 International Law and
International Relations (Diploma No. 29249/30.07.2004, issued by the Higher
Attestation Commission). The title of the dissertation for the acquisition of the
Educational and Scientific Degree “Doctor” was “The Process of European

Integration and National Sovereignty”. Therefore, it can be categorically concluded



that the presented dissertation does not “literally repeat the topic and a significant

part of the content” of her doctoral dissertation.

2. Characterization and Evaluation of the Dissertation Work

The relevance of the presented dissertation work is indisputable, especially
in light of the recently passed COVID-19 pandemic, which posed a serious global
threat to public health. The activities of the World Health Organization have
received controversial and, in many cases, critical assessments. The author
demonstrates a thorough understanding of the current state of research in this area,
as evidenced by the impressive list of literary sources, their in-depth analysis, and
competent commentary.

In connection with the dissertation work, the candidate presented 17
publications from the period 2014 - 2023, i.e., after occupying the academic
position of “Professor”. Co-authors of some of these publications include notable
researchers such as Prof. S. Leonczyk, D.Sc., Prof. N. Marin, PhD, Assoc. Prof. G.
Georgieva, PhD, A. Hristova, PhD, Y. Kochev, PhD, as well as Stanislav Pavlov,
PhD, who defended his dissertation on “International Legal Aspects of the Right to
Health” in 2022 under the supervision of Prof. Belova. The attached list of
scientific studies on the dissertation topic shows that Prof. G. Belova, PhD,
maintains a lasting interest in the researched issues.

The abstract is 49 pages long, properly structured, and presents the main
objectives, scientific research tasks, research methods and scientific approaches,
key aspects of the individual chapters, and main conclusions. It thus meets the
academic requirements for this kind of research.

In addition to the publications presented on the dissertation topic, the
candidate has authored numerous other articles in the fields of international law,

EU Law, the Council of Europe, and human rights issues. The overall impressive



production of the author and the noticed citations (a total of 450 points according
to the indicators under the letter “D”) are convincing and categorical proof that the
results of the author’s research activity have reached the wider scientific
community. The candidate’s previous scientific output significantly exceeds the
required indicators for a “Doctor of Science” in accordance with the Regulations
for the Implementation of the LDASRB.

In this review, the main subject of evaluation will be the qualities of the
dissertation titled: “Development and Role of the World Health Organization
(International Legal Aspects)”. The work covers a relatively large chronological
period of the WHO’s development, based on the existing health organizations, in
which profound changes occur in its characteristics, participants and management.
The dissertation is devoted to a current and interdisciplinary topic, making it of
scientific interest and practical application. It reflects the accumulated knowledge,
practical experience and teaching work of the candidate Gabriela Belova at the
Faculty of Law and History of SWU “Neofit Rilski”. Additionally, her role as a
guest professor at the Diplomatic Institute at the Ministry of Foreign Affairs and at
foreign universities, where she delivers lectures and courses in International Law,
European Union Law, human rights protection, conflictology, and security issues,
is also reflected in this work.

The work represents the development of a new problem for Bulgarian
specialized literature. It has a neat structure, consisting of an introduction, six
chapters, a conclusion, appendices, and a list of sources and literature (over 230
sources in Cyrillic and Latin, including monographs, articles, studies, acts and
documents, and internet sources), totaling 287 standard typewritten pages.

The dissertation is well-developed, with a logical structure. Here, I will
outline some of the contributions of the dissertation, which can be conditionally

divided into theoretical, scientific, and theoretical-applied contributions. I declare



that I accept the specified points of contribution in the dissertation, which I
consider to meet the requirement of Art. 12, para. 3 of the LDSARB. Among these,
I would highlight the following significant scientific contributions:

* The present study is the first comprehensive and in-depth examination of the
international legal aspects of the development and significance of the WHO as a
leading and coordinating center in the field of public health, both historically and
in the current context. It includes a rich overview of scientific developments on the
issue by Bulgarian and foreign authors.

* The place and role, as well as the specifics of the WHO as one of the specialized
organizations within the United Nations system, are highlighted.

* Emphasis is placed on the normative powers of the World Health Assembly,
which, in accordance with Article 19 of the Constitution, has the power to adopt
conventions or agreements on any matter within the competence of the
Organization. Additionally, it has the right to adopt rules in five precisely defined
areas, listed in Article 21. One of these areas relates to the adoption of “sanitary
and quarantine requirements and other procedures designed to prevent the
international spread of disease”, under which the International Sanitary
Regulations, known after 1969 as the International Health Regulations, were
adopted.

* The conclusion that the World Health Organization, even in its name, is
associated with the difficult defense of the idea that health covers the whole world,
including colonial and developing countries, is distinguished by its originality. It is
noteworthy that the Constitution of the WHO was signed by sixty countries, more
even than the signatories of the UN Charter.

* The analysis of the acts provided for in Articles 19 and 21 of the Constitution of
the WHO, namely conventions, agreements, and rules, as well as Article 20, is

original. Article 20 is characterized as an unusual mechanism for the conclusion of



multilateral treaties in international law, stipulating that each member of the
organization undertakes, within eighteen months from the date of adoption of the
relevant convention or agreement by the World Health Assembly, to take steps for
its approval, even if the national delegation to the WHO voted against it. The
adoption of rules in accordance with Article 22 is even more remarkable than the
adoption of agreements or conventions. A contributing conclusion is that perhaps
only the Constitution of the WHO allows binding and imposing obligations in
international law in the absence of the express consent of the state.

* The original analysis of the eradication of smallpox achieved in the late 1970s is
indeed a remarkable achievement. It was the first successful human intervention in
history to overcome a major infectious disease, demonstrating that during the Cold
War, despite the tension between the two superpowers, “technical” cooperation
between the United States and the Soviet Union was still possible.

* A significant contribution is the exposition of the seriousness of the COVID-19
pandemic, clearly demonstrating its threat to public health, which can justify
restrictions on certain rights, such as those arising from the imposition of
quarantine or isolation, or restricting freedom of movement. Such restrictions can
only be imposed when they are lawful, pursue a legitimate aim, and are
proportionate in accordance with the Syracuse principles. It is concluded that
regarding the mass introduction of quarantine in connection with COVID-19, the
WHO has adopted a somewhat contradictory approach. The WHO has faced
criticism, including accusations of being too friendly to China and taking incorrect
steps at the beginning of the crisis. Attention is drawn to important challenges
facing the international community related to COVID-19, such as the so-called
infodemic and cybercrime, highlighting the first cyberattack against a hospital
(Brno, March 13, 2020). A notable contribution is the clarification of the concept



of PHEIC - an extraordinary event which is determined to constitute a public
health risk to other States through the international spread of disease.

» The statement in the last part about the IHR 1is particularly original. The purpose
of the IHR is to support the prevention and response against health threats of
international importance. Although they were largely revised in 2005 to better
prepare the international community to respond in the event of an outbreak,
questions have been raised about how well the IHR serve as an adequate legal tool
for unknown, contagious, long-lasting, and wide-spectrum diseases such as
COVID-109. 1t is fair to conclude that amendments to the IHR are required, which
are expected to be considered at the 77th session of the WHA in May 2024.

I should point out that the scientific, theoretical and applied contributions of
this first and academically professional study of the role and development of the
World Health Organization, as indicated so far, by no means exhaust the
achievements of the work.

4. Personal Impressions of the Candidate

I know Gabriela Belova as a professor at the Faculty of Law and History of
the South-West University “Neofit Rilski”, where we work in the same
department. I have witnessed her professional development over the past two
decades, having participated as a member of the scientific jury in her competition
procedure for the academic position of “Professor”. Her presence in the academic
community is strong, her colleagues know and respect her.

5. Critical Notes and Recommendations

I would recommend that the candidate continue her research activity on

WHO issues and that the work be published in both Bulgarian and English.

6. Conclusion



In conclusion, I would like to emphasize that Prof. Gabriela Belova Belova-
Ganeva, PhD,is an established and successful professor and researcher. She is a
member of the Bulgarian Association of International Law and the Bulgarian
Association for European Law, serves on the editorial boards of Bulgarian and
foreign journals (one of which is included in SCOPUS), and participates in
conference program committees. She is also a representative of Bulgaria in the
Group of Independent Experts at the Congress of Local and Regional Authorities
of the Council of Europe and serves as an Alternate member in the Agency for
Fundamental Rights of the European Union.

The dissertation presented by Prof. Gabriela Belova, PhD for the awarding
of the scientific degree “Doctor of Science” in the professional field 3.6 Law fully
meets the requirements of the LDASRB, the Regulations for the Implementation of
the LDASRB and the Internal Rules for the Development of the Academic Staff at
the South-West University for the acquisition of the scientific degree “Doctor of
Science”.

The candidate, Prof. Gabriela Belova, PhD, has presented a sufficient
number of scientific works published after the materials used in the occupation of
the academic position “Professor”. The presented dissertation contains original
theoretical and scientific contributions and theoretical developments with practical
applicability. Based on the above, I give a convinced positive assessment of the
dissertation work and propose to the esteemed members of the scientific jury to
highly appreciate the merits of the dissertation work and to award Prof. Gabriela
Belova Belova-Ganeva, PhD, the scientific degree “Doctor of Science” in the

professional field 3.6. Law (International Law and International Relations).
