1. General description of the submitted materials

By Order No. 1037/07.06.2024 of the Vice-Rector of the South-West University ‘“Neofit Rilski”
Assoc. Prof. Petrana Stoykova, PhD I have been appointed as a member of the scientific jury for
the procedure for the defense of a dissertation entitled: “Development and Role of the World
Health Organization (International Legal Aspects)” for acquiring the degree of Doctor of Science
in the field of higher education 3. Social, Economic and Legal Sciences, professional field 3.6
“Law”. The author of the dissertation is Prof. Gabriela Belova, PhD — a candidate at the
Department of International Law and International Relations.

The materials submitted by the candidate Prof. Gabriela Belova, PhD, include documents
according to the submitted inventory: dissertation, abstract in Bulgarian and English, curriculum
vitae, copy of the certificate for the acquired educational and scientific degree ‘Doctor’, and
others documents.

2. Brief biographical data about the candidate

From the submitted curriculum vitae, it is clear that the candidate holds a higher legal education
degree from Sofia University “St. Kliment Ohridski” and an LLM in European and Commercial
Law from the University of Buckingham, United Kingdom. She defended her PhD thesis in the
scientific branch 05.05.15 International Law and International Relations before the Specialized
Scientific Council of Legal Sciences at the Supreme Attestation Commission. Her extensive
teaching experience in European and International Law at the South-West University ‘“Neofit
Rilski” in Blagoevgrad, since 2004, supports her capability to successfully undertake this
ambitious research topic.

3. Relevance of the topic and appropriateness of the set objectives and tasks

The relevance of the thesis topic is underscored by the need to improve existing and develop new
approaches to international cooperation in health, as reflected in the activities of the WHO. The
thesis includes up-to-date evidence and addresses important issues, particularly in light of the
COVID-19 pandemic (Chapters IV, V, and VI).

4. Knowledge of the problem

Prof. Gabriela Belova, PhD, demonstrates a thorough understanding of the research problem,
referencing numerous diverse scientific sources, primarily foreign, in the development of her
dissertation.

5. Research methodology



In the course of the research, a variety of research methods have been applied, namely:
normative, historical-chronological, logical-analytical, teleological and systematic approaches.
The analysis of international legal sources on the topic is based on traditional methods of
analysis of legal documents. The application of the critical-analytical method, in turn, makes it
possible to identify the weak points in the legal framework and to propose ideas for its
improvement. Legal conclusions, generalizations, and proposals are drawn from comparative
legal, historical, logical, deductive, and inductive analyses.

6. Characteristics and evaluation of the thesis

The dissertation consists of 287 pages and includes an introduction, six chapters, a conclusion,
an appendix, and a list of references - 219 sources in total. 5 tables and 3 figures are also
presented. There are 17 publications related to the subject of the dissertation. The aim of this
dissertation research is to provide a comprehensive analysis of the WHO throughout its different
periods since its establishment in 1948, to trace its development to the present day, its successes
and problems, and to highlight the importance of international cooperation from the time of its
first steps to the contemporary challenges of the development of international law related to the
COVID-19 pandemic, and the post-pandemic reality.

In line with this objective, 8 research tasks were set and addressed. The subject of the research is
the comprehensive study of various aspects of the development of the WHO and its role on the
international scene as a governing and coordinating body of various forms of international
cooperation in the field of public health. The Constitution of the WHO as the founding act of the
organization is analyzed, as well as the legal nature of some of the acts adopted.

Chapter One of the dissertation examines WHQO’s predecessor forms of international public
health cooperation. It is emphasized that it was the Health Organization of the League of Nations
that contributed to the expansion of the international public health agenda, from a narrow focus
on preventing the spread of infectious diseases to a broader array of public health issues that are
familiar today. Chapter Two of the work is devoted to the advocacy of the WHO, the drafting of
its Constitution, and the development of the organization during the Cold War years. It is noted
that the Constitution of the World Health Organization is notable for the scope of the agenda it
set for the new organization, in stark contrast to the very limited scope of the international
sanitary conventions signed to date. The exposition in Chapter Three concentrates on the
development of the WHO since the end of the Cold War and the processes of reforming the
organization during the terms of Gro Brundtland and Dr. Margaret Chan. Chapter Four
examines the issues of multilateral diplomacy in health as the WHO plays an increasingly active
role in international politics and its role as a norm-setting actor in global health in the early 21st
century. Chapter Five examines issues related to COVID-19 and human rights. It analyses the
Syracuse Principles, adopted by the UN Economic and Social Council in 1984, and argues that
any measures taken to protect populations that restrict people's rights and freedoms must be
lawful, necessary and proportionate. It concludes that, in general, in the twenty-first century the
international community has become more concerned about how pandemic measures affect
respect for fundamental human rights. The content of Chapter Six focuses on the International
Health Regulations (IHR). Although they were overhauled in 2005 to better prepare the



international community to respond in the event of an outbreak, COVID-19 has raised the
question of how well IHR can cope with future similar pandemics.

Overall, it should be noted that the reader is left with a pleasant impression of the interesting
combination of different theoretical frameworks used to prove the author's thesis. This approach
strongly supports my well-established sense of the dissertation’s strong scientific potential. The
exposition is scientifically correct, systematic, and comprehensive. Examples of different
international organizations and countries are provided, which demonstrates the depth of the
research.

7. Contributions and significance of the development for science and practice

The dissertation “Development and Role of the World Health Organization (International Legal
Aspects)” has undeniable fundamental scientific contributions to the field of International Law
and legal science in general. The contributions can be presented in the following main directions:

- For the first time in Bulgarian legal literature, the issues related to the international legal
aspects in the development and importance of the WHO as a leading and coordinating center in
the field of public health are discussed in both historical and current contexts.

- I believe that the author is justified and correct in using the name ‘World Health Organization’
and not ‘Vsemirna zdravna organizacia’, as well as the term ‘constitution’ and not ‘charter,’
despite the official translation promulgated in Bulgarian in State Gazette No. 106/1948.

- A separate and important scientific contribution is the analysis of the acts provided for in
Articles 19 and 21 of the WHO Constitution, namely conventions, agreements, rules, as well as
Article 20. The latter has been characterized as an unusual mechanism in international law for
the conclusion of multilateral treaties, since it provides that each member of the organization
undertakes, within eighteen months from the date of adoption of the relevant convention or
agreement by the World Health Assembly, to take steps to approve it, even in the event that the
national delegation to the WHO has voted against it. The adoption of rules under Article 22 is
even more remarkable than for the adoption of agreements or conventions. Of a contributory
nature is the conclusion drawn that, in international law, perhaps only the WHO Constitution
permits binding and imposing obligations in the absence of explicit state consent.

- A subject of particular attention and contribution in the thesis is the emphasis placed on the
normative powers of the World Health Assembly, which, in accordance with Article 19 of the
Constitution, has the power to adopt conventions or agreements on any matter within the
competence of the Organization, but also has the power to adopt rules in five well-defined areas
listed in Article 21 of the WHO Constitution. One of these areas relates to the adoption of what
we know today as the International Health Regulations as revised in 2005, but in need of further
changes following the COVID-19 pandemic.

- The reforms discussed by Gro Brundtland and Dr Margaret Chan are a contributory point, and
it is noted that the experiment of closer liaison and coherence between regional offices and
headquarters, or Brundtland’s idea of a ‘single WHQO?’, has, however, yielded rather contradictory
results.



- The conclusion that one of WHQO’s greatest achievements has been to make health an integral
part of the UN development agenda, of the Millennium Development Goals (2000) and of the
Sustainable Development Goals (2015), and the analysis of the problems concerning WHO’s
funding, are notable for their originality.

A number of other scientific contributions of the dissertation research can also be pointed out,
including in terms of its practical utility.

8. Assessment of the publications on the dissertation

The results of the dissertation work are reflected in 17 articles and reports, of which 4 in English,
3 in Russian, 1 - in a scientific publication, refereed and indexed in the world-known database of
scientific information SCOPUS. The rest are published in reputable scientific journals or edited
collective volumes. The citations of the scientific publications of Prof. Gabriela Belova, PhD, are
60, which bring 450 points.

0. Assessment of fulfilment of the minimum national requirements

It is evident from the submitted summary of the fulfillment of the minimum national
requirements that the candidate significantly exceeds the minimum national requirements -
overall and for the individual indicators under D and E - publications and citations for the degree
of Doctor of Science. In addition, the applicant shall provide evidence of 240 points under F -
participation in international projects and scientific supervision of doctoral students.

10. Personal involvement of the applicant

The materials submitted and the quality of the research carried out are sufficient grounds to
suggest that the results obtained are of personal merit to the candidate. An additional argument
for this appears to be the firm conclusions that confirm the author's active position.

11. Abstract

The attached abstract is 52 pages in length, contains all the main elements and is prepared in
accordance with the requirements for this type of scientific work. It includes a description of the
main features of the thesis, its structure and content, methodology, a summary presentation of the
thesis, and publications on the thesis topic.

12. Critical comments and recommendations

I have no critical remarks or recommendations for the thesis. The current dissertation represents
a comprehensive and conscientious study, supported by a solid theoretical foundation and
diverse practical applicability.

13. Personal impressions

I have known Prof. Gabriela Belova, PhD, personally for a long time, and I believe that she
enjoys authority and recognition of her research qualities among the academic community.

14. Recommendations for future use of the dissertation contributions and results



I recommend Prof. Gabriela Belova, PhD, to publish her doctoral dissertation as a
monograph after revision, as it is suitable for a wider, even non-specialist audience outside the
legal and medical circles.

CONCLUSION

The dissertation contains scientific and applied results that represent an original contribution to
science and meet all the requirements of the Law for the Development of Academic Staff in the
Republic of Bulgaria (LDASRB) and the Regulations for the Implementation of the LDASRB.
The submitted materials and dissertation results also fully comply with the specific requirements
of the Internal Regulations of the South-West University “Neofit Rilski” for the award of the
degree of Doctor of Science.
