1. Brief Biographical Data of the Candidate

Associate Professor Vyara Kyurova, Ph.D. is the only candidate in the
announced competition.

She is fluent in written and spoken English and Russian, which
significantly supports her research and teaching activities.

From the reference made for the fulfillment of the quantitative
requirements, it is clear that with the required 550 points, the candidate reports
1561.4 points, which exceeds by 1011.4 points the minimum requirements for
holding the academic position of "Professor", in accordance with LDASRB,
RILDASRB and the Internal Rules for the Development of the Academic staff at
SWU “N. Rilski” - Blagoevgrad.

From the analysis of the provided documents and the data in Table 2, we
can establish the following:

- The submitted scientific works are accepted for evaluation without
exception, since no thematic duplication is found in terms of content.

- The candidate participated in the competition with 38 publications,
with a total volume of 830 pages. The type of publications is as follows: 3
monographs , one sole-authored and two co-authored, with a total volume of 262
pages; 9 research papers published in scientific journals, refereed and indexed in
world-renowned databases, of which two are sole-authored; 21 research papers
and reports published in non-refereed peer-reviewed journals or published in
edited collective volumes, of which 6 are sole-authored; I research study co-
authored, published in a scientific journal, refereed and indexed in world-

renowned databases of scientific information; 1 research study co-authored,




published in a non-refereed peer-reviewed journal or published in edited
collective volumes, 2 textbooks and 1 teaching aid co-authored.

- Of the total amount of published scientific works — 27 are in English.

- From the reference for citations, it is clear that the candidate has been
cited 67 times by other authors, with 33 of the citations being in refereed scientific
publications in global databases; 21 citations in peer-reviewed monographs and
collective volumes and 13 citations in non-refereed peer-reviewed journals. It is
noteworthy that 22 of the citations are from Bulgarian authors, and the remaining
45 from foreign authors.

Report of fulfillment of the qualitative requirements for holding the academic
position ""professor"”

Assoc. Prof. Vyara Kyurova, Ph.D. is an established scientist with many
years of experience and a good reputation as a researcher in the fields of
marketing, competitiveness and entrepreneurship.

The research work is distinguished by its diversity and application of an
interdisciplinary approach. She is the author of numerous scientific research
papers in prestigious international journals. The high citation rate of her works by
Bulgarian and foreign authors is clear evidence of the competence and authority
she has built among the scientific community. She has participated in three
national and four international projects. She is also involved in ten intra-university
projects, one of which is under her leadership. She is a member of three national
and two international scientific organizations. In 2022, she received two
international scientific awards. She is a reviewer of 14 scientific papers in the
fields of marketing, management and tourism. She participated in 27 scientific
juries for the awarding of the ESD "Doctor" (9 times she was the chairman of the
scientific jury) and for holding academic positions (3 times she was the chairman
of the scientific jury). She has participated in 3 editorial scientific boards in
Bulgaria and 11 abroad.

Her educational and teaching activity is multifaceted. She participates
in curriculum development and renewal. She leads lecture courses on the subjects
"Marketing", "Prices and pricing policy", "International marketing", "Marketing
planning", "Entrepreneurship”, and for two of the courses she has published
textbooks and one teaching aid. She conducts lectures in English to foreign
students in the subjects she leads at the Bachelor's and Master's Degrees. She is
an academic advisor to graduates. Her exceptional mentoring skills are proven by
the fact that there are four doctoral students under her supervision, two of whom
are foreigners.

IIl. Main contributions in the candidate's scientific, scientific-applied
and teaching activities

The scientific output of Assoc. Prof. Vyara Kyurova, Ph.D. testifies to
her ability to identify the latest trends in the fields she does research into and to
propose innovative approaches to address challenges. The publications submitted
for participation in the competition focus on different problems, and the
differences are within the permissible limits and are in accordance with the
announced competition.

Evaluation of the monograph - main habilitation thesis

The presented monographic work "Pricing policy of entrepreneurial
business" is a scientific study of issues relevant to pricing policy in the context of
entrepreneurial activity.

The reviewed work is printed in a volume of 228 pages, of which the
main text is 210 pages, and the remaining 18 are composed of an introduction - 3
pages, a conclusion - 4 pages, a description of the content - 2 pages and references
-9p.

The volume of the monograph is sufficient to present the theoretical,
methodological and applied issues related to the pricing policy of the
entrepreneurial business. The work is distinguished by a good systematization and
presentation of the candidate's knowledge, having built the content of her
monographic work, applying appropriate means of scientific knowledge.

The topicality of the monograph is determined by the fact that it deals
with issues that will always, including at the moment and in the future, have an
increasingly serious manifestation in theory and practice. Bulgarian business
needs adequate mechanisms for forming an effective pricing policy. That is why
the monograph is particularly valuable for Bulgarian entrepreneurs, as it takes
into account the specifics of the local market and offers solutions adapted to the
market situation.

Structurally, the monograph is composed of three chapters, in which the



theoretical problems of the price policy of the entrepreneurial business and the
factor determination of the price policy of the entrepreneurial business and
evaluation of the price policy of the entrepreneurial business are consistently
stated. The structure of the monograph meets the formal requirements for
ensuring logical consistency and connection of the constituent parts, as
regularities are deduced and statements are substantiated. In terms of content, the
monograph creates a clear and comprehensive conceptual basis for researching
the pricing policy of entrepreneurial business. In the first chapter, an in-depth
theoretical overview of the price policy in entrepreneurship is made. The role of
prices as a strategic tool for business development, as well as the factors affecting
the formation and sustainability of price strategies, have been studied. Different
types of pricing targets and pricing approaches are examined in detail, and
limitations and challenges in choosing the optimal approach are identified. The
second chapter focuses on the factors that influence the pricing policy of the
entrepreneurial business. The analysis shows that despite the abundance of
research in the field, there is still a lack of clarity regarding the exact definition
and classification of these factors. The chapter examines both internal and
external factors affecting pricing, with special attention paid to factors related to
consumers’ attitude and their price sensitivity. In the third chapter, an empirical
study is presented, on the basis of which the effectiveness of the price policy of
the entrepreneurial business is evaluated. The research covers the period from
September to December 2019, and in the course of the analyzes the results of a
survey of the entrepreneurial business in the Blagoevgrad region were used. By
analyzing the research data, the strengths and weaknesses of the current pricing
practice are identified. The research reveals the relationship between pricing
policy and the achievement of market objectives, as well as the factors that limit
the effectiveness of pricing.

The assessment of the content of the habilitation thesis shows that it is

distinguished by high quality research, combining theoretical depth and practical



significance with offering practical solutions for specific problems. The
information used is current and accurate. It is characterized by a good presentation
of the author's ideas, concepts and points of view. The content is distinguished by
clear objectives, well-articulated ideas, accurate use of terminology, knowledge,
concepts, and accessible style and presentation. Due to its relevance and
originality, this work has the potential to enrich existing scientific knowledge and
find practical application in entrepreneurial business.

Assessment of contributions in other publications submitted for the
competition

In addition to the main monographic work for participation in the
competition, the candidate has submitted 37 other publications. I am convinced
that the scientific publications of Assoc. Prof. Vyara Kyurova, Ph.D. are the result
of her systematic and continuous research activity and are her personal work. In
this context, we can consider that these publications demonstrate her original
scientific contribution.

According to the thematic orientation, the publications can be divided into
the following groups:

- Publications dedicated to marketing and pricing policy

- Publications related to innovation

- Publications concerning competitiveness issues

- Posts related to entrepreneurship

Contributions of the publications in support of the announced competition
can be formulated as follows:

1. On the basis of research and achievements in the field of marketing and
price policy, basic methodological and methodical positions with a focus on
entrepreneurial business have been further developed. (1, 3, 38)

2. The peculiarities and typology of the price goals of the entrepreneurial
business, the characteristic features of its price strategies and the factors

influencing their character and stability are examined. (1, 38)



3. The interrelationship of marketing research with the process of making
marketing decisions has been established and its advantages and key role in crisis
conditions have been highlighted. The role of the marketing orientation for the
development of the family business is brought out and its components are
clarified. The process of strategic marketing management and its problems are
analyzed and its role for effective management and sustainable business
development is revealed. (3, 9, 21, 29, 32, 36, 37)

4. In relation to competitiveness, the essence and metrics of the corporate
image, as well as the essence of the marketing and innovation potential of the
enterprises, are examined. Their interrelations and dependencies with
competitiveness have been studied. A classification of external competitiveness
factors was made, a system of indicators was proposed for analysis and evaluation
of their influence, and indicators for analysis and evaluation of marketing
potential were determined. (5, 14, 15, 16, 27, 33)

5. Theoretical and practical questions related to the key role of the
international marketing activity were developed, and the opportunities it provides
for the development of the family business were evaluated. (23, 26)

6. A number of theoretical propositions about entrepreneurship have been
summarized and analyzed both conceptually and in its various aspects. On the
basis of empirical research, connections and dependencies have been established,
main problems have been identified, conclusions have been drawn and specific
solutions have been proposed for the future development of entrepreneurial
business in the areas under consideration. (2, 4, 6, 10, 11, 12, 13, 17, 20, 22, 24,
30, 31, 34, 35)

7. Problems of the management of entrepreneurial activity in various sectors
have been developed. Basic management issues of the family business are

presented and clarified. (4, 7, 13, 17, 20, 22, 30, 34)



8. Theoretical and practical problems of youth and social entrepreneurship, as
well as entrepreneurship in the field of culture, have been researched, clarified
and systematized (2, 6, 12, 31, 35).

9. The views of the main types of innovation (product, organizational, process
and marketing) were derived, analyzed and supplemented, and an assessment was
made of the innovations implemented by the entrepreneurial business. A system
of indicators for evaluating the innovation potential of family businesses in the
field of hospitality in Bulgaria is presented. (10, 11, 34).

10. On the basis of the theoretical statements about the concept of
"competencies", the understandings of various authors about the essence,
meaning, type and characteristics of entrepreneurial competences have been
analyzed. Competences of entrepreneurs in the field of price policy were
evaluated. A model of entrepreneurial competencies is proposed. (1, 8, 24)

As a summary, it can be concluded that the scientific contributions
presented in the publications are a clear indicator of the high level of research

and teaching activity of Assoc. Prof. Vyara Kyurova, Ph.D.

1V. Critical notes and recommendations

I have no critical remarks about the submitted documentation of the
candidate, with which she participated in the announced competition. I
recommend that Assoc. Prof. Vyara Kyurova, Ph.D. continue her scientific
research and development in relation to the indicated three main directions of the
scientific specialty. I believe that this would contribute to raising new questions
for discussion and research insights that would open perspectives for future

research.

V. Conclusion
No irregularities have been detected from the examination of the
