The materials submitted for the opinion for the habilitation of Chief Ass. Prof. Tatyana
Hristova-Popovska, Ph.D., fully meet the minimum national requirements, being in accordance
with and covering the requirements of the Southwest University "Neofit Rilski" for habilitation
for the academic position of "Associate Professor".

Her PhD thesis
"Cultural Processes and Trends in the Second Half of the 20th Century and Their Influence on
the Characteristics of Contemporary Clothing" defended in 2015 substantiates various
theoretical aspects of contemporary clothing design, which is the basis for her subsequent
creative realization, while also outlining some theoretical directions in her research and

teaching activities.



Il. Research (creative) activity and outcomes:

- Evaluation of the monographic work, creative performances or other publications
corresponding in volume and completeness to a monographic work, including an

assessment of the scientific and applied contributions of the author:

In the current competition, Chief Ass. Prof. Tatyana Hristova-Popovska, Ph.D., presents
a habilitation work, which contains a summary of selected creative achievements and evidence
material to them. An essential part of this work is the research presented by the designer in the
field of theory and practice of the design process. Emphasis is placed on creative interpretation
and authorial insight in solving a particular problem. This theoretical foundation covers several
aspects. The methods of interaction between art and fashion in contemporary European and
world culture are outlined as the main approach, and creative approaches to transfer ideas and
aesthetic characteristics from one field to the other are outlined. Particular attention is paid to
the relationship between design functionality and material realization, when addressing a
specific creative project. On the basis of these studies, Chief Ass. Prof. Tatyana
Hristova-Popovska, Ph.D., derives a methodology for optimizing the process of fashion
education.

The second and third parts of the habilitation report are devoted to the two creative
projects: the art installation "The City" and the womenswear collection "The City". These two
projects have different focuses, but are linked by a common concept - to integrate
contemporary design trends with specific ethnographic traditions.Tatyana Hristova-Popovska
successfully copes with this challenge - she creates an original design with a traditional sound,
without repeating literally Bulgarian ethnic elements.

The art installation "The City" is a composition of six towers and as the designer defines the
idea of the creation "...through plastic means of expression to represent "the roots of the past
in the future, in an artistic, contemporary and unique way". The installation is a geometric
abstraction comprising six rectangular elongated shapes corresponding to each other. The
outer form is covered with a rope structure made of natural materials: wool, linen, hemp and
cotton. These materials are a successful reference to traditional Bulgarian fabrics. What is
interesting about this project is the possibility to transform the compositional arrangement of
the towers into different configurations. Thus the basic concept changes and this voluminous
composition can become part of an interior in the form of lamps or interior decoration.

A logical continuation of the art installation is the fashion show "The City". The eleven

women's outfits presented use similar materials to those in the installation, and the accents of



rope and the overall colour palette emphasise the concept of connectivity between tradition
and modernity. The ethno styling is complemented by voluminous skirts with pleats, raglan
sleeves, accentuated waists and loose trousers. Nice accents are the decorative elements:
retro buttons and handmade details that emphasize the style and concept of the collection. A
valuable part of the collection are the reconstructions of traditional textile techniques, in which
the designer has a strong interest.

This double creative project, as a conception and realization is interesting and successful.
Through it Tatyana Hristova-Popovska presents Bulgarian traditions in a contemporary

context.
