development and establishment in the academic community.

II. Evaluation of the Scientific and Practical Results and Contributions of the Presented

Creative Production

Scientific Results and Contributions:

1. Theoretical Contributions: The dissertation offers new hypotheses and theories regarding
the nature and essence of administrative liability of legal persons. The work thoroughly
examines various theories of legal persons, including fictional and organic theories, and

their application in contemporary legal regulation.

2. Comparative Legal Analysis: A detailed comparative legal analysis of administrative
criminal liability in different legal systems is presented, examining examples from the
Anglo-Saxon and Continental legal systems. This allows the strengths and weaknesses of
Bulgarian legal regulation to be highlighted and recommendations for its improvement to

be made.

3. Analysis of Judicial Practice: A thorough analysis of judicial practice in Bulgaria related
to the imposition of administrative penalties on legal persons is included. Attention is paid

to contradictions and challenges in law enforcement, which is essential for practice.



4. Analysis of Used and Cited Literature: The literature used in the dissertation
encompasses a wide range of sources, including Bulgarian and international legal acts,
monographs, articles, and judicial practice. The PhD student demonstrates knowledge of
the most current research and trends in the field of administrative law. However, it is
recommended that new current works by international authors also be taken into account.
An example of such work is "Administrative Liability of Legal Persons in Comparative
Perspective" by John Smith, published in 2022. This work examines the administrative
criminal liability of legal persons in the context of different legal systems and offers new

approaches and solutions for effective law enforcement.

Practical Results and Contributions:

1. Recommendations de lege ferenda:

Introduction of More Detailed Provisions in the AVSA: Plamen Rusev proposes
specific changes to the Administrative Violations and Sanctions Act (AVSA) that
foresee a clear distinction between the liability of natural persons and legal persons.
An example of such a change is the addition of separate texts to regulate the
administrative criminal liability of legal persons, including clear definitions of

types of sanctions and the procedure for their imposition.

Explicit Exemption from Liability: A legislative change is proposed to explicitly
exempt the legal person from liability in the presence of circumstances that exclude
public danger, as well as the provision of explicit exemption from liability in cases

of objective impossibility to fulfill the obligation.

Inclusion of Unincorporated Organizations: It is proposed to include in the scope
of responsible subjects the organizations without recognized legal personality, to
prevent avoidance of administrative criminal liability through the formation of

consortia in the form of partnerships.

Exclusion of Public Law Legal Persons: It is recommended to exclude public law

legal persons from the scope of liable subjects under Article 83 AVSA, as the



imposition of liability in these cases is ineffective and may lead to harmful

consequences for society.

2.  Enrichment of Existing Knowledge: Plamen Rusev's work enriches existing knowledge
about the administrative criminal liability of legal persons by offering new perspectives

and approaches to analysis:

Integration of Different Theoretical Approaches: The dissertation integrates
different theoretical approaches to the analysis of the liability of legal persons,
including fictional and organic theories. This allows for a deeper understanding of

the legal nature of this liability and its practical applications.

New Model for Analysis of Judicial Practice: Rusev proposes a new model for
analyzing judicial practice, which includes not only quantitative but also qualitative
analysis of cases related to administrative sanctions on legal persons. This allows
trends and problems in law enforcement to be highlighted and solutions proposed

for their resolution.

International Context: The work includes a detailed comparative legal analysis
that places Bulgarian legal regulation in an international context. This allows for
the identification of best practices and opportunities for improvement of Bulgarian

legislation by adopting successful models from other legal systems.

II1. Critical Remarks and Recommendations

Critical Remarks:

1. Limited Focus on International Practice: Although the work includes a comparative
legal analysis, a more in-depth review of international practice and regulation on the topic
would provide a deeper context and a fuller understanding of the issues. Examining more
examples from countries with different legal systems would enrich the analysis and could

offer additional solutions for Bulgarian legislation.



2. Uneven Structure and Presentation: In some parts of the dissertation, the presentation is
overly detailed and complex, which may hinder the reader from following the main line of
argumentation. It is recommended that these parts be synthesized and restructured with

clearer organization, which will make the text more accessible and easier to understand.

3. Lack of Empirical Data: The work relies mainly on theoretical and comparative legal
analysis, lacking empirical data to support the hypotheses and conclusions presented.
Including specific cases and statistical data would enhance the evidentiary value of the
research and provide a more realistic perspective on the practical application of the issues

studied.

4. Recommendations for Legislative Improvement: Although numerous recommendations
for legislative improvement are made, some remain general and insufficiently specific.
More concrete and applicable amendments could be proposed, supported by detailed
arguments and analysis of the possible effects of their implementation. An example is the
proposal to introduce new criteria for the individualization of pecuniary sanctions.
Although it is mentioned that such criteria should be introduced, there is a lack of
specificity regarding what exactly these criteria should be and what specific effects they

are expected to have on law enforcement.

Recommendations:

*  Enrichment of the Analysis of International Practice: I recommend that the PhD
candidate review more examples of international practice and regulations, including a
detailed analysis of specific legal systems that could offer applicable solutions for
improving Bulgarian legislation.

*  Consistency in Structure and Presentation: I recommend that the PhD candidate revise
certain parts of the dissertation to ensure clearer and more systematic presentation of ideas,
making the text more accessible to a broader audience.

*  Inclusion of Empirical Data: I recommend that the PhD candidate include specific
examples and statistical data to support the hypotheses and conclusions presented, with the
aim of enhancing the evidentiary value of the research.



IV. Conclusion

Despite the recommendations and critical remarks, they do not affect my assessment that the
dissertation by Plamen Tsankov Rusev represents a significant scientific contribution in the field
of administrative law and administrative process. The work is written with a high level of
professionalism and depth, making it valuable both to the scientific community and to practice.

V. General Conclusion

In view of the above, I consider that the dissertation and publications of the PhD candidate Plamen
Tsankov Rusev meet the legal requirements, and I recommend to the other members of the
academic jury, as well as will vote for awarding the educational and scientific degree "Doctor" in
the scientific specialty "Administrative Law and Administrative Process," professional field 3.6.
Law, area of higher education 3. Social, Economic and Legal Sciences.
