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Data on the PhD candidate

Dimitra Bentsu is a PhD student in Educational and Age Psychology at
the Department of Psychology at Neofit Rilski State University. In various
Greek universities, she completed educational degrees in economics and
regional development, environment and development, environmental
education, as well as a program for pedagogical and didactic competencies.
This probably presupposes her interest in the issue under consideration.

Dimitra Bentsu has passed the procedure for internal defense of
dissertation proposals for opinion and is directed to external defense. The
same has published four scientific articles, thematically related to the
dissertation, which covers the requirements for awarding the relevant

educational and scientific degree. In general, the second abstract corresponds



to the dissertation development and includes the main points of the
dissertation content. The most informative data have been selected, and their
presentation follows the structure of the dissertation. All the activities set out in
the doctoral student's individual study plan have also been completed

correctly.

Relevance and importance of the topic

A positive attitude towards the systematic protection of the environment
is important for the well-being of mankind. Improving financial literacy and
promoting sustainable environmental attitudes can improve people's quality of
life and safety. In a dynamically developing world, understanding how financial
literacy intersects with environmental attitudes among different categories of
children is critical to building a predictable and just future.

This type of research can improve educational approaches that promote
both financial literacy and environmental responsibility in a specific
demographic group, namely children with attention deficit hyperactivity
disorder (ADHD). Financial literacy, including the skills to budget and make
informed financial decisions, is essential for independent and effective
functioning. The inclusion of children with (ADHD) in such a study is important
because of their unique mental characteristics. Understanding their approach
to the phenomena under study will undoubtedly enrich educational strategies

to accommodate different learning styles.

Structure on presented dissertation

The dissertation study submitted for review consists of an introduction,
six chapters (1 Sustainable environmental protection and its relationship with
education , 2 Attitudes towards sustainable environmental protection, 3
Attention deficit hyperactivity disorder , 4 Financial illiteracy, 5 Research
methodology , 6 Results), discussion, limitations, conclusions, scientific

contributions, references and appendices.



Four of the chapters are devoted to the theoretical overview. The first of
them examines sustainable environmental protection and its relationship with
education. Attention is paid to the principles, features, goals and forms of
sustainable development. The focus is on environmental education as an
applied teaching practice with relevant approaches and goals. The challenges
facing environmental education and its role in the formation of environmental
literacy are outlined.

The second chapter deals with attitudes towards sustainable
environmental protection. A definition of the attitude in general and the attitude
towards the environment in particular is proposed. Attitude and behavior
theories and factors influencing environmental attitudes are traced. The
relationship between attitudes and consumer habits is examined, as well as
some barriers to environmental behavior.

A third chapter is dedicated to attention deficit hyperactivity disorder .
Here is a definition of (ADHD) as well as the main symptoms, causes and
types. Diagnostic criteria as well as possible counseling and therapeutic
interventions are also discussed.

Financial illiteracy is analyzed in chapter four. A definition is given, its
causes, effects and consequences are traced. Possible ways to tackle
financial illiteracy are indicated, as well as countries leading policies in this
regard.

The literature review is characterized by comprehensiveness and
comprehensiveness. The total volume of the dissertation is 191 pages. 212
titles in English and Greek were used, all of which were correctly cited in the

text and described in the bibliographical reference.

Research model

The methodology of the empirical study is developed in the fifth chapter.
The objectives, tasks, studied contingent and applied statistical procedures are
described. Three hypotheses are derived that are relevant to the design of the

study. Before them appears the item "Research problem", the content of which



meaningfully overlaps the hypotheses, which makes it redundant. The study
was conducted in schools from the cities of Pella prefecture ( Edessa |,
Yanitsa, Skidra , Aridaya ) in Greece. There were 257 persons examined, of
which 121 were diagnosed with ADHD and 136 without a diagnosis. There are
146 boys and 121 girls. However, there is no specific information about the
age structure of the sample. It is only indicated that the persons examined are
of different ages.

By using or modifying some items from other questionnaires applied to
adults, the research toolkit was created, which is also a contribution to the
development. Two questionnaires were created (one to measure attitudes
related to sustainable environmental protection in children and another to
measure financial literacy in children). Both research instruments have high
internal consistency and good construct validity as established by factor
analysis and group comparisons. The entire procedure accompanying the
preparation of the questionnaires is described in great detail.
Sociodemographic questions selected or modified as appropriate and
comprehensible to children with and without ADHD were also included.

analyzes were applied.

The research was conducted in compliance with ethical principles.

Results and data analysis of the conducted psychological research

The results of the conducted research are placed in the sixth chapter.
The data itself is presented in 58 tables and 3 figures. All of them are
meaningful and informative. A serious attitude towards processing the data to
prove or disprove the relevant hypotheses has been demonstrated.
Comparisons were made for each of the investigated dimensions
Comparisons were made by sex, by age, and by the presence or absence of
ADHD.

The statistical analyzes carried out reveal interesting trends, despite the

lack of statistical significance in some of them. It may be desired even from the



discussion, where a more distinct personal position and interpretive abilities of
the author are expected. In several places, a useful parallel is drawn between
the author's data obtained and that of similar studies worldwide. The
conclusions drawn are adequate to the obtained results, having scientific and
practical value.

Opinions and recommendations

It would be good if the fourth chapter was named Financial Literacy and
not "Financial llliteracy" as it is now, as the title of the thesis contains the term
"Financial Literacy".

The "Sampling" section of the "Research Methodology" chapter lacks
specific information about the age structure of the sample. It is only indicated
that the persons examined are of different ages. In the same chapter, the point
"Research problem" appears, the content of which meaningfully overlaps the
hypotheses, which renders it meaningless.

It may be desired even from the discussion, where a more distinct

personal position and interpretative abilities are expected from the author.

Conclusion

Bentsu 's knowledge of the subject, as well as the merits of the
dissertation work, give me sufficient reasons to vote in the affirmative for
awarding her the educational and scientific degree "PhD". | believe that the
