Subject: presented dissertation work on the topic “Financial literacy and
attitudes of children with and without Attention Deficit Hyperactivity Disorder
(ADHD) towards sustainable environmental protection” for the award of the
educational and scientific degree “doctor” in the Field of higher education 3.
Social, economic and legal sciences, Professional direction 3.2. Psychology,
Scientific specialty “Pedagogical and Age Psychology” with author Dimitra
Bentsou.

For the development of the standpoint, I was provided with a dissertation
work, an abstract, the candidate’s curriculum vitae, report on the verification of
the authenticity of a text. The documents show that Dimitra Bentsou has
successfully completed all the planned activities in the individual study plan for
the entire duration of the doctoral studies and has successfully gone through the
necessary procedure for admission of defense for the acquisition of the
educational and scientific degree “doctor” in accordance with Law of Higher
Education, the Law on the Development of the Academic Staff in the Republic
of Bulgaria, the Regulations for the Implementation of the Law on the
Development of the Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria and the
Regulations on the Conditions and The regulations for the development of the
academic staff at Southwestern University “Neofit Rilski”.

Dimitra Bentsou combines her scientific interests and research skills in field
of psychology with her professional experience as a research assistant at a
higher school of tourism in Greece.

General characteristic of the dissertation work

The dissertation work 1s dedicated to a current and significant problem in the
field of modern pedagogical and age psychology. Its content is very well
structured and systematized. The author has thoroughly investigated various
aspects of financial literacy and attitudes towards environmental protection in
children with and without attention deficit syndrome. She has focused her
research efforts on investigating the relationship between financial skills and
environmental attitudes of contemporary Greek children.

The dissertation work consists of an introduction, five chapters, results,
deductions, conclusion, scientific contributions, references and an appendix. The
text 1s 191 pages long and contains 58 tables and 3 figures. 212 adequate
scientific sources in Greek language and English language were used.

Actuality and relevance of the research topic



Dimitra Bentsou points out in the introduction the importance of financial
literacy and awareness of environmental problems for the child’s mental
development. The author rightly notes that improving financial literacy and
promoting sustainable environmental attitudes can increase people’s quality of
life and well-being. Levels of financial literacy and environmental attitudes need
to be explored from childhood so that children can develop good financial skills
and a sense of environmental responsibility in adulthood. Dimitra Bentsou
conducted her research on a specific demographic group: children with and
without attention deficit hyperactivity disorder. She not only indicates the
current state of the researched problem, but also reveals the prospects for the
education of children with attention deficit, thus improving the modern
pedagogical approaches in the Greek education system.

Theoretical argumentation of the study

In the first chapter, entitled “Sustainable environmental protection and its
relationship with education”, Dimitra Bentsou performs a successful
comparative analysis of various scientific concepts and theoretical approaches to
explain the principles and features of sustainable environmental protection. The
author examines in detail numerous definitions, typologies and aspects of the
studied problem. Dimitra Bentsou presents the theories and models of
sustainable development and their place in education. She also makes a
successful interpretation of research on various forms on sustainable
development. In the first chapter, the concepts of environmental education,
environmental literacy, sustainable development and quality of life are precisely
defined. The goals of sustainable development are discussed. The author has
presented the current understanding of environmental education, which teaches
and educates students in knowledge, values, attitudes and skills necessary to
protect the environment.

Psychological specificity of the research

One of the strengths of the dissertation work is in revealing the psychological
specificity of the researched problem. The author has skillfully analyzed
environmental education as an applied teaching practice. She has revealed the
central role of environmental education in the curricula of various subjects
taught in the two main levels in the Greek education system. It is through
environmental education that students become aware of the interrelationship
between the natural and social environment. Environmental education helps to
build psychomotor skills and attitudes that are necessary to make sound
environmental decisions and to build a code of environmental behavior. In the
second chapter entitled “Attitudes towards sustainable environment protection”
the educational possibilities for impacting the cognitive, emotional and
behavioral components of students’ attitudes towards environmental perception
and protection are explained.

Practical side of the research



In the fifth chapter “Research methodology”, the author presents the
objectives, research problem, tasks, hypotheses, procedure, research tools,
participants and questionnaires of an empirical study conducted by her. The
research is very well planned, organized and implemented in practice. The tools
used is adequate to the goals and tasks of the study. Dimitra Bentsou has
formulated 4 clear research tasks and 3 meaningful hypotheses. The study was
conducted in schools in the cities of Pella prefecture in Greece. The sample
consists of 257 children. There were no statistically significant differences
between students from different grades in terms of the number of students
diagnosed or not diagnosed with attention deficit hyperactivity disorder.

Applicability of the obtained results

The author has done comprehensive statistical, correlation and factor
analyzes of the research results. The results are presented in an overview,
arranged in tables and figures. Their relevance to the aims, tasks and hypotheses
of the research is shown. The results achieved and the conclusions drawn are
valuable for the creation and implementation of curricula to increase financial
literacy and environmental awareness of both students with attention deficit and
hyperactivity disorder and students without this deficit. This, in my opinion, is
one of the many merits of a dissertation work.

The theoretical and applied achievements presented in the dissertation work
are popularized in the author’s scientific publications.

The abstract adequately and accurately presents the content, structure,
scientific merits, leading ideas, achieved results and contributions of the
dissertation work.

In the dissertation work, I did not find texts that were plagiarized by other
authors, and no signals of this have researched me. All the texts that Dimitra
Bentsou used were quoted correctly, following established standards.

I have no critical remarks about the dissertation work and the abstract to it.

Scientific and scientific-applied contributions of the dissertation work

1. An in depth theoretical analysis of financial literacy and attitudes towards
sustainable environmental protection in children with and without
attention deficit hyperactivity disorder was made.

2. The conducted empirical research indicates the impact of attention deficit
hyperactivity disorder on students’ financial literacy.

3. Empirical research reveals the environmental attitudes of children with
attention deficit hyperactivity disorder.

4. Two author’s questionnaires were developed to measure environmental
attitudes and to measure financial literacy among children, respectively,
which are new valid and reliable research instruments.

5. The psychological specificity of the researched problem is revealed and
valuable guidelines are given for the development of curricula and
educational strategies to improve the financial literacy of students and to
build favorable environmental attitudes to protect the environment



In conclusion — the presented dissertation work on the topic “Financial
literacy and attitudes of children with and without Attention Deficit
Hyperactivity Disorder (ADHD) towards sustainable environmental
protection” is theoretically grounded, very well structured, valuable empirical
research has been conducted. The results are processed precisely and
reasoned recommendations are made for the implementation of effective
interventions to improve the financial skills of children with
neurodevelopmental disorders. All this give me sufficient grounds to
confidently express my positive opinion and categorically vote for Dimitra
Christos Bentsou to be awarded the educational and scientific degree “doctor
of psychology” in the Field of higher education 3.
