The research focuses on children with ADHD and their neurotypical peers, aiming to explore
how these two groups engage with the topics of money management and sustainable
environmental protection. In light of global changes related to globalization and climate
change, this topic is particularly significant and necessary for understanding and adapting
educational strategies that can promote both financial and ecological responsibility.

3. Understanding of the Problem

4. Research Methodology

The methodology of Dimitra Bentsou's research is based on data collection through
questionnaires, modified and adapted to be suitable for children with and without ADHD.

Key steps in the methodology include:

1. Research Objectives:
o To investigate and compare the attitudes of children with and without ADHD
towards sustainable development and environmental protection.
To examine the financial literacy of these two groups of children.
To assess the relationship between financial literacy and attitudes towards
sustainable development.

Sample: The study was conducted in schools in Pella Prefecture, Greece, with a
sample of 257 children (121 diagnosed with ADHD and 136 without a diagnosis).

Procedure: Data were collected through face-to-face questionnaire administration to
ensure that the children understood the questions.

2. Data Analysis:
o The data were processed using SPSS 23.0 and JASP 0.18.3.0 software.
o Descriptive analysis, Chi-square analysis, non-parametric Mann-Whitney tests,
and correlation analysis were performed.

This research provides an in-depth understanding of the relationship between environmental
and financial literacy among children with ADHD and their peers.



5. Characteristics and Evaluation of the Dissertation and Contributions

The dissertation of Dimitra Bentsou explores financial literacy and attitudes towards
sustainable environmental protection in children with and without ADHD. The dissertation is
structured into five chapters, which cover theoretical and empirical aspects of these two
important topics.

contributions, and appendices. The text spans 191 pages, containing 58 tables and 3
figures.

e Methodology: A combination of statistical analyses, such as Chi-square, Mann-
Whitney, and correlation analysis, is used to explore differences between children with
and without ADHD regarding their financial literacy and attitudes towards sustainable
development.

Scientific Contributions:

1. Study of a Specific Group: The first study of its kind to examine financial literacy
and environmental sustainability attitudes in children with ADHD.

2. Practical Applications: The results can inform the development of new educational
strategies aimed at improving financial and ecological literacy among children with
varying cognitive abilities.

3. Adaptation of Questionnaires: The research adapted and validated tools to measure
attitudes towards sustainable development and financial literacy, which can be used in
future studies.

Dimitra Bentsou’s publications focus on topics such as sustainable development, education,
and financial literacy among children and youth, including those with ADHD. Her individual
contribution is evident through the introduction of new perspectives on understanding
financial skills and attitudes towards sustainable development in children with special needs.
