1. Basic data for the biography and professional-academic activity of the
doctoral student

Irena Stambolieva has a secondary technical education and a higher pedagogical
education in the field of teaching Bulgarian language and literature. She has worked
in the field of both her qualifications. He has experience in the field of committee
management and inter-institutional relations, counseling, individual and group
work with children and parents, team interactions.

Irena Stambolieva was enrolled as a doctoral student at the Faculty of Pedagogy
of Southwestern University "Neofit Rilski" . She successfully passed the exams
according to her individual plan and publicly presented the main ideas of the
dissertation at scientific forums and collections of materials in the country. The
preliminary internal defense of the dissertation work was conducted in the
Department of Education Management and Special Pedagogy, where the
dissertation work was positively evaluated and directed for defense before a
scientific jury. |1 have no information about violations committed during the

realization of the doctoral studies.

2. General characteristics my assessment of the dissertational research
| have written my review on the basis of the set of materials presented by the

candidate Irena Angelova Stambolieva to be reviewed: a dissertation, written in



Bulgarian on 168 pages, which includes 141 pages main body, description of 128
resources that have been used; an abstract in Bulgarian—36 pages accordingly, and
copies of 5 scientific publications on the topic of the dissertation. The work is
author's in nature. The topic of the dissertation fully corresponds to the content of
the presented work and the professional direction 1.1. Theory and management of
education. | have no separate indications of plagiarism of ideas and foreign research
on the subject.

The careful reading of the materials provided from the work of doctoral student
Irena Stambolieva outlines my opinion that there is:

e (Good knowledge of documents related to the application of information
technologies in educational institutions and the digitization of the
educational process;

e Logical decomposition of the overall research into 4 main parts, which
are mutually connected and complementary one after the other;

e (ood presentation of the process and results of empirical research in
linguistic and graphic form;

e Satisfactory public presentation of individual parts of the dissertation
work at scientific conferences in our country;

e Keeping to the necessary rules of citation and references.

3. Opinion on the individual parts of the dissertation work

The concept of the research (subject, goals, tasks, hypothesis, as well as methods
to achieve the goal) are briefly stated in the introduction of the dissertation. The
introduction really doesn't have to be very long. In it should not take quotations
from or discuss the work of another author. But the introduction should still contain
an explanation of the selection and the topicality of the subject and an outline of
the problem that the student will solve. Unfortunately, in my opinion, in the
presented introduction is missing justification for the choice of the hypothesis. Also

it is not clear why the object and the subject of research were formulated after the
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determination of the research goal and the subject of research and the objective
have approximately the same content. Such a sequence is characteristic primarily
for practical work on projects, but not for dissertation studies with expected
scientific contributions.

The first two chapters should form the statement of the problem that dominates
the dissertation work. This part of the dissertation must present a description (with
the presence of its own opinion) of what has been published so far in the local and
foreign literature on the selected problem.. The doctoral student must demonstrate
the ability to find, study, thematically sort and analyse specialised literature from a
given field, id est the management of the educational process in a digital
environment, not the management of the educational environment as a very broad
problem. In the proposed texts, however, the terms educational process, educational
environment and education are not well distinguished.

In these two chapters, there is indeed an analysis of the main problems in the
process of digitization of the educational environment. The doctoral student marks
the main policies and stages of the entry and application of information
technologies in education, the normative prerequisites for the implementation of
the process, the role of human resources, the external and internal environment on
management in a digital environment, factors for change and innovation.

Special attention is paid to the functional responsibilities of modern educational
managers and technical managers, methodical advisors, pedagogical specialists
working to build the STEM centers. The four factors of managing the digital
environment at school are presented - human, financial, material and informational
resources. A place is devoted to the importance of innovations, innovation schools
and management decisions of the ministry to change the management models and
implementation of information flows during a crisis. Irena Stambolieva
demonstrates how SWOT analysis can be used to assess the management in a

digital environment of an individual school.



In the text of the first chapter, however, there are paragraphs that are not
related to the subject of research. For example, about the emergence of the
management theory since Frederick Taylor or about the laws that were the basis of
Bulgarian education more than a hundred years ago (since 1880), many years
before the emergence of information technologies. After all, it is about the object
of the scientific research as written in the dissertation - “the management of the
educational institution in a digital environment", and not about everything that the
doctoral student knows about the management and management of education. In
the first chapter (especially in paragraphs 1.1 and 1.2) it is not clear what exactly
Is being analyzed - education, the educational process, educational institutions,
school organizations, the school, the educational system, the concept of
management, management theories, educational management, educational
leadership or centralization and decentralization. These two paragraphs, in which
all of this is present, should have been substantially edited and the attention should
be more clearly localized on the object of scientific research accepted by the
doctoral student in the introduction.

The third chapter is partially connected with the implementation of three of
the tasks (second, third and fourth). And the last paragraph of it partially solves two
more tasks (fifth and sixth tasks).

This chapter demonstrates the doctoral student's competence in the content
and functions of different programs and platforms, with the help of which different
levels of management of the educational process in a digital environment are
achieved. Particular attention is paid to the analysis of the National electronic
information System for Preschool and School Education (NUISPSE), called by the
doctoral student " united ". It is an important information system that should reduce
the risks of using multiple separate and different platforms to submit, process and
receive information. In numerous correspondence from the Employers' Union to
the Ministry of Education, it is emphasized that instead of reducing the

administrative burden, they are introducing electronic chaos into the management
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of the information flow. The plan to create united NUISPSE by the Ministry of
Education fully corresponds to the hypothesis of the doctoral student described in
the introduction of the dissertation.

Doctoral student Irena Stambolieva identified 56 functional and
organizational problems of NUISPSE, the overcoming of which leads to its
improvement. Unfortunately, it is not clear which of the above is the result of the
research done by Asen Aleksandrov and Deyan Stamatov with the help of 309
Institutions from all over the country and which was supplemented and developed
by the doctoral student herself. These frequent difficulties of the reader in deciding
the authorship of the doctoral student in the analysis of the resolution of the
hypothesis continue in my view in chapter four.

The fourth chapter presents the empirical part of the study. According to the
doctoral student, specific tasks of the experimental study were defined, although
they largely repeated the content of the tasks defined in the introduction of the
study. Irena Stambolieva demonstrates good skills in selecting and describing a
sample, selecting survey tools, processing survey data into the required
percentages, summaries, conclusions, recommendations.

It would be good to have a separate paragraph to describe the thesis-inspired
model for managing the school in a unified digital environment. Now marking the
reasons for its creation, its benefits, the principles on which it is built, the
approaches to developing its content, the content itself, the individual functions,
the structural relationships, etc. has been scattered in many different places. |
especially miss a graphical representation of the so-called author's model.

In the final part, I liked the idea of creating a new competence profile of the
educational manager in relation to the need to manage in a digital environment. If
this were developed in detail, there would be a significant scientific and practical
contribution of the dissertation work in the theory and practice of educational

management. | hope that doctoral student Irena Angelova Stambolieva will not



abandon this idea, but will work on this problem, and not in the distant future,

because it is really relevant.

4. Main contribution in the scientific and science aplied and of the doctoral
student

| positively appreciate the doctoral student's aspiration to make a thorough
review of programs and platforms for managing the educational process in a digital
environment with an analysis of their advantages and disadvantages. The effort to
outline the main functional parameters of a unified information system for
digitalization of the educational process deserves admiration.

Based on the theoretical analysis of the specifics of the management of the
school institution in a digital environment and a study of the attitude of principals,
pedagogical specialists and experts towards digitization in the educational process,
PhD student Stambolieva systematizes essential conclusions and recommendations

for improving management in this direction.

5. Evaluation of the publications and the abstract

The text of the publications on the topic and the abstract that were presented,
reflect accurately different parts of the dissertational work.

Five publications are presented, but unfortunately only in Bulgarian, with no

experience of publications to readers in another language in a wider audience

6. Remarks, recommendations, questions

The main objection to the presentation of the dissertation is for using the term
"construct™ in the purpose of the dissertation. It is known that construction is a
process of creating something, most often by means of planning, designing and
building structures, objects or systems. The work presented here lacks planning,
design, construction of structures and systems to obtain a new model for managing

the school in a digital environment, for which effectiveness can be proven. It was
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necessary in the concept of the goal to select instead of "construction” another term
that corresponds to the work done by the doctoral student.
| have the following questions for the doctoral student:
» What is the difference between the subject of scientific research and the
purpose of the dissertation as described in the introduction of the
dissertation? Their lexical form is almost identical.
* |s there a difference between "model for managing the school in a unified
digital environment” and "model for a unified information system for
digitalization of the educational process"?
* Do you agree with the main point made about the use of the term
"construction™ and if yes, how should the purpose of the dissertation be better

described?

7. Conclusion

| believe that the dissertational work presented here, on the topic Management
of the educational process in a digital environment has its value as a relevant,
massive, systematic research of one significant problem, and deserves a positive
evaluation, as a whole.

Based on this positive evaluation | propose to the honorary jury to
award Irena Angelova Stambolieva the educational and scientific title
“doctor” in high education field “Educational Sciences”, professional Field

“Educational Theory and Management”.
