Relevance of the thesis

This paper focuses on the state of Bulgarian education in the context of social crisis.
It is undeniable that the modern world is a world of polycrises. Interesting, however, is the
way in which Vasilka Taseva gets from the indisputable polycrisis of society, including
the increased frequency of military conflicts in recent years, the threats to the environment,
the strong polarization of societies, the major global pandemics with serious health
consequences and high mortality, to the state of the education system, i.e. the way in which
she links the two main focuses of her work - education and social crisis - through the human
factor that creates, directs and manages crises and that is formed and socialized in the
educational system (although not exclusively) and depending on this intentional formation
can have a different attitude towards crises, i.e. tending to produce crises or to solve them.
In this way, she indisputably justifies not only the topicality and contemporary relevance
of her dissertation, but also its sociological relevance, questioning the relationship and
dependence between various social phenomena, processes and institutions in society. In
this sense, it can be said that the topic of the dissertation is relevant in different paradigms
- both research and societal. The social relevance and even the concrete practical-applied
value of the work is contributed by the fact that in the introduction the author has stated
her intention to formulate the results, conclusions and findings as proposals for further

policies and measures for the functioning and development of the education system in the



conditions of social crises. Vasilka Taseva's dissertation thus emerges as a realization of
the possibility of interaction between science, strategic management and public policies,
of the possibility of using scientific achievements for the purposes of management, policy

and institutions.

General information about the dissertation

Vasilka Taseva's dissertation on "State of Bulgarian Education in Times of Social
Crisis (2010-2023)" consists of an introduction, five chapters, a conclusion, a bibliography
and 3 appendices containing the instruments for the empirical sociological research
conducted, namely questionnaires for a survey with students and teachers and a
questionnaire for an interview/expert evaluation with experts in the field of education, in a
total volume of 215 standard pages, of which 185 main text. 127 titles are cited in the
bibliography, of which 67 in Bulgarian and 60 in English.

The abstract consisting of 45 pages meets the content of the thesis and the formal
requirements for its structuring. It presents exactly and precisely the structure and content
of the dissertation, outlines the main contributions and the publications on the topic of the
dissertation.

Publications in the thematic area of the dissertation are 4, including 2 articles in an
open access journal, which increases the scientific visibility of the author, and 2 articles in
proceedings of doctoral conferences, all in Bulgarian. They fully meet the minimum
national requirements under Article 2b, paragraphs 2 and 3 of the Law for the Development
of Academic Staff of the Republic of Bulgaria and Article 24 of the Regulations for its

implementation for the award of the scientific and educational degree "Doctor".

Evaluation of the dissertation
The structure of the dissertation follows the traditional "canon" for a dissertation.
The Introduction outlines the topicality and significance of the problem under study,

specifies the object of the research, outlines the main aim and objectives that determine the



structuring of the dissertation, defines the main thesis and hypotheses to be tested by the
results of the author's empirical studies. The specifics of the methodology applied as well
as the main methods used for data collection are also justified. As a specific merit of the
work should be noted the complex of research methods used, including qualitative and
quantitative sociological methods, namely: desk research (analysis of official government
documents, strategies, reports, statistics and other official information from the Ministry
of Education and other ministries, departments and institutions, as well as secondary
analysis of data from sociological studies conducted on similar topics), surveys with
students and teachers, interviews/expert evaluations with experts in the field of education.
All the research tools have been developed specifically by the author for the purposes of
the dissertation and the studies conducted. In addition to the sociological approach, the
inductive and deductive approaches, the historical approach and the approaches of analysis
and synthesis are also applied for the purpose of analyses in the dissertation.

A positive element in the structure of the dissertation are the clearly outlined
limitations of the analysis, which actually focuses only on the state of secondary education
in Bulgaria and although it examines the large-scale and multifaceted social crisis that
gripped the country in the period 2010 - 2023, the emphasis is actually on the functioning
of the education system in distance learning mode in the conditions of the crisis triggered
by the Covid-19 pandemic in the period from the beginning of 2020 to the end of 2023. It
is also explicitly noted that insofar as the quantitative studies conducted are not
representative, the conclusions drawn relate only to the studied populations of students and
teachers, representing their opinions and positions, which, however, identify problems and
propose solutions that can be heuristic and productive in any other situation of social crisis.

The text of the dissertation is structured in terms of content in five chapters,
between which there is a logical and theoretical consistency, continuity and clearly outlined
links, which is undeniable evidence of Vasilka Taseva's good knowledge of the issues

under study and a high level of professional competence.



As an undoubted merit of the dissertation, I consider the existence of a balanced
structure, combining theoretical elaboration with empirical results from the author's
research, as well as from secondary analysis of data from other sociological studies. In this
regard, the successful combination of a theoretical and empirical approach to the subject
of the study should be highlighted as an achievement of the dissertation, which allows
penetrating into the depth of the processes and phenomena under study and the validity of
the conclusions. The combination of these approaches in the dissertation determines the
good structuring of the content in accordance with the set goals and objectives and the
reasoning of the conclusions. In this regard, I would like to particularly emphasize that as
a result of the empirical research conducted, Vasilka Taseva was able to prove the
previously set hypotheses, which, on the one hand, is a proof of the level of her competence
in the developed topic, which allows her to formulate adequate hypotheses, which then
receive their empirical confirmation and, on the other hand, is an indicator of the relevance
of the applied research methodology and the credibility of the empirical data collected with
it.

Scientific contributions and significance of the work

In general, I accept the contributions formulated by Vasilka Taseva in her
dissertation, but [ would say that they are formulated too generally. In this regard, I would
like to highlight the most important contributions in my opinion.

First of all, this is the main conclusion that Vasilka Taseva reaches in her
dissertation that any social crisis is a factor that affects and destabilizes the overall system
of education, which is why the joint efforts of all actors involved in the education system
are necessary to overcome the consequences and get out of the crisis situation. In this way,
she implements a really sociological approach to the object of her research, presenting it
as a social construct whose contemporary state and functioning is the result of connections
and interactions between its constituent elements. And while I think this is one of her most

significant achievements, it is actually my main criticism of it, as one of the main subjects



in the education system is absent from the analysis in this dissertation - namely the parents.
The empirical surveys were conducted with the representatives of students, teachers and
state institutions (experts), but not with parents. And although other subjects of the
educational process can be identified, which are also missing, but they are in my opinion
not as key as parents, especially if we take into account the fact that the introduction of
distance learning, as the author herself notes in the dissertation, much more than before
involves parents in the educational process.

Secondly, I would note the role of the crisis outlined in the thesis in reinforcing
digital inequalities, particularly in relation to children with disabilities.

Thirdly, special mention should be made of the measures and recommendations
proposed as a result of the research and analyses carried out in the dissertation for
improving public policies in the field of education and, in particular, crisis response
measures, among which I would highlight: the need to develop protocols, procedures, and
standards for distance education at the national level; the need to provide additional
resources to address the mental stress of isolation and excessive screen time for students
in the form of psychological and resource support; the need to organize group events to
increase the involvement of parents and students in the learning process; the need for
technical support for distance learning for disadvantaged students.

Fourthly, it is important to assess the relevance of the proposed measures and
recommendations for overcoming the consequences of the Covid crisis, which, although
derived as a result of its study and aimed at overcoming its consequences, can in fact be
seen as having a broader relevance and can be applied in other situations in other social
crises, and also, although formulated on the basis of an analysis of the national education
system, they can have a wider international application, a fact that the author herself has
noted in her dissertation and which gives a certain universality to the conclusions and
findings.

Finally, I would like to mention the contribution of this dissertation to enrich the

database of empirical studies in our country on the impact of the Covid pandemic, which



are not at all few, but the empirical studies carried out within the framework of this
dissertation have their own specific focus and represent a specific contribution to the
information dataset on the impact of the Covid pandemic specifically in the field of
education.

In conclusion, I will say that Vasilka Taseva has written a highly valuable work,
which is a contribution both to the theory and practice of education and to the theory and
practice of crisis management.

All this gives me reasons to express my firm conviction that the proposed
dissertation '"State of Bulgarian Education in Times of Social Crisis (2010-2023)" by
Vasilka Taseva meets all the requirements for the award of the educational and
scientific degree '""PhD" in the doctoral program "Sociology" in the professional field
