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I. Brief biographical data

Vasilka Taseva graduated with a bachelor's degree in English philology from Neofit Rilski
University in 2012. In 2013, she obtained a master's degree in journalism at the same university.
From 2021, she is a doctoral student in the doctoral program "Sociology" of the N. Rilski State
University. At the moment, she is an English teacher at "Hristo Botev" secondary school. The
Ph.D. student works seriously and responsibly during the three years of her Ph.D. studies,

participates in the work of the department, takes part in various scientific forums.
I. General presentation of the dissertation

Social crises are a persistent object of interest on the part of the social sciences, because
they accompany societal development, manifesting themselves with different scopes, in
different areas and with different durations. That is why it is important to study social crises,
which have multifaceted manifestations in economic, financial, educational, scientific terms.
The current dissertation deals precisely with the issues of the social crisis in the period after
2010, and in particular with the Covid pandemic and the subsequent emergency situation of
several years, which caused lasting and severe problems in a global and national context. The
educational crisis caused by the Covid pandemic has created a new and unfamiliar situation for
our country, putting educational structures, processes and relations in an emergency situation
and causing a series of difficulties in all levels of training and educational activities.

The dissertation is developed in a total of 215 pages, which include 185 pages of main
text, 33 graphics, a list of bibliographic sources and two appendices. 127 literary sources were
used for the preparation of the paper, among which 67 were published in Bulgarian, 60 in

English. The main text of the dissertation consists of a total of five chapters: three theoretical



chapters, one chapter presenting the design of an empirical study conducted for the purposes of
the dissertation and one chapter presenting the summary results and their interpretation.

The subject of the dissertation is the state of Bulgarian education in the context of a
social crisis and, in particular, during the Covid-19 pandemic - from the beginning of 2020 to
2023, related to distance learning and its consequences, the effectiveness of the learning process
and the socio-psychological development of students.

The dissertation aims to present and analyze the main challenges in the functioning
of the Bulgarian education system during a social crisis, the changes in the context of
distance learning, as well as its impact on the achievements of students.

To achieve this goal, the following tasks are set:

1) to examine the Bulgarian education system in a structural sense, going into the
specifics of its stages, subjects and activities;

2) to track various policy documents relating to Bulgarian education and its
development, as well as the measures taken at the national level related to the Covid-19
pandemic;

3) to analyze the state of the Bulgarian education system at the time of the outbreak
of the Covid-19 pandemic and its impact on the educational process and student results;

4) to conduct empirical research with various groups in the educational system, to
track the effects of the Covid-19 pandemic in the educational and personal environment;

5) to process the obtained results of the empirical research and to formulate basic
summaries and conclusions that will become the basis for subsequent policies and measures
in the conditions of social crises.

In connection with the tasks of the dissertation, the following research hypotheses were
formulated:

1. Every social crisis affects all countries and participants in the education system.

2. The Covid-19 pandemic creates a reduced motivation to learn and an unstable
psychological state due to reduced social contacts and communication among students.

3. Distance learning is one of the measures at the political level taken to deal with the crisis,
but it also initiates additional difficulties in the learning process.

4. Distance learning and digitization of educational content creates new divisions in
education based on the "socio-economic status" of students' families.

The research methodology of the dissertation includes:



- analysis of documents relating to policies, measures, statistical data, reports, official
information of the Ministry of Education and Science and other departments and
institutions;

- group survey with high school students and teachers;

- in-depth interviews with experts in the field of education.

An inductive and deductive approach, as well as a historical and analytical approach are
applied in the dissertation work. The research toolkit, referring to the overall methodology
for conducting the empirical work, was prepared specifically for the purposes of the
dissertation, using the example of tools from previous published studies on similar topics,
as well as manuals for compiling research tools in the sociological field.

Thesis of the current dissertation work: Social crises destabilize the educational system and
the joint efforts of all participants are needed to deal with and innovate educational and
educational structures.

The limitations of the dissertation work related to the fact that the analysis was
conducted in a specific time and place are also indicated, and the conclusions drawn refer to the
studied population of 52 students and 55 teachers, reflecting the shared opinions and positions.
The conducted in-depth interviews with experts also recreate the opinions of the specific
individuals studied. The dissertation traces a specific social crisis - the Covid-19 pandemic and
its impact on the educational situation and learning context.

Structurally, the dissertation is composed of five chapters - three theoretical, one chapter
presenting the research design, and one devoted to the obtained results. In the first chapter,
an overview of the current state of Bulgarian education is made - the organization of the
education system, the features and challenges in the various stages of education. In the
second chapter, the context of the social crisis is introduced, giving a definition of the term
"social crisis" and the factors that create it. The third chapter traces the integration of the
social crisis in the field of education. The focus of the analysis is placed on the Covid-19
pandemic as a health crisis that has led to both an economic and a communicative one. In
this way, it becomes possible to discuss the current state of education in the context of the
social crisis, which has its specific dimensions and particularities, as well as manifestations
within education. In the fourth chapter, another specification of the crisis is made - the high
school stage of education and representatives of its target groups are followed. The research
methods used allow the collection of information from three different communities -
students, teachers and experts, through which it becomes possible to get to know more

details, challenges, factors and good practices arising from the shared opinions, assessments



and views of the respondents. This chapter also traces the specifics of the field work,
relating to the object of research, the specific goals, tasks, hypotheses, selection of
respondents, method of conducting the field work and some of its limitations. The fifth
chapter of the dissertation presents the obtained results related to the three studied groups -
52 students, 55 teachers and 5 educational experts. In the exposition, a description of the
persons examined is made, after which the received answers and their interpretations are
presented in a summarized form. In the conclusion, the main conclusions are presented and

their relationship with the hypotheses formulated in the dissertation is followed.

The practical significance of the current dissertation consists in the fact that it is an attempt to
understand the educational system in the conditions of a severe and catastrophic situation that
caused the Covid pandemic and to show how in Bulgarian conditions the created situation was
solved, in parallel with presenting of the opinions of the main subjects in the educational

system.

II1. Evaluation of the dissertation work

A serious merit of the dissertation is the systematization of various concepts, as well as the
substantiation of the views and theses presented. The exposition is well organized, characterized
by precise language and clear wording, as well as further development of the main approaches.
The conducted field work meets the methodological requirements, by means of the methods
used, aimed at the three target groups - students, teachers and educational experts, information
was collected about the quality of the learning process, the changes due to the Covid-19
pandemic and the current needs of the students. I assess the empirical work carried out by the
doctoral student as providing a good basis for the reasoning, generalizations and
recommendations made.

I accept the self-assessment of the scientific and scientific-applied contributions in the
dissertation work.
