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General characteristics of the dissertation. The thesis proposed for opinion is structured in
an introduction, an exposition in five chapters and a conclusion. The total volume of the study
covers a total of 213 pages, of which 185 pages are main text, 13 graphics, a list of bibliographic
sources and two appendices. The author has indicated as the basis of his work 127 literary
sources in Cyrillic and Latin, among which 67 were published in Bulgarian, 60 in English. The
topic of the development is focused on the state of Bulgarian education and the characteristics
of the educational system in the conditions of social crisis. The entire research is subordinated
to the sociological approach, follows the problem in a clearly demonstrated sociological
perspective and in this sense fully corresponds to the doctoral program in which it was
developed. The scientific problem under consideration is current and examines the state of
Bulgarian secondary education and various aspects of the crises that the education system is
going through. The PhD student has described in great detail his methodological research
apparatus, which is relevant to the tasks at hand. The main research thesis sounds
dissertationable and corresponds to the general research design. The abstract is very detailed,
has its own bibliography, is well structured and faithfully and comprehensively conveys the
content of the dissertation work. The PhD student has attached a list of four publications on the
topic in peer-reviewed scientific journals or periodicals. All of them are on the topic of the
research and once again prove the commitment of the doctoral student to the chosen topic, as
well as the need to present the results of his work to the scientific community. With this, all the
requirements - formal and substantive - for the admission of the dissertation to public defense

and for the acquisition of the ESD "PhD/Doctor" by the candidate have been fulfilled.



Content, scientific results and contributions of the study. The dissertation aims to present
and analyze the main challenges in the functioning of the Bulgarian education system during a
social crisis, the changes in the context of distance learning, as well as its impact on student
achievement. To be fulfilled, the PhD student focuses on several research and scientific
hypotheses related to the Covid-19 crisis and its impact on the education system, the actions
taken by the government and the possible social consequences of this problematic social
situation. The overall idea of the study is very well thought out and it seeks to describe
sociologically the educational system in the conditions of a severe and catastrophic situation
that caused the Covid pandemic and also to investigate in what way the created situation was
resolved in Bulgarian conditions. Along with this, the reporter has studied and presented the
opinions of the main subjects in the education system. I find such an approach to such social
problems fully justified, since education as a social institution plays an increasingly large role
in the culture of society and as a way of obtaining knowledge and as education in important
values and norms necessary for social integration and social realization of young people. Every
crisis situation contains a destructive potential for the society or for its institutions and the
research presented has a high value precisely with the analysis and research of the current
problems facing the effective learning process specifically in the high school stage in Bulgarian
education.

The exposition is logically arranged, it demonstrates the high bibliographic awareness of its
author, the very good knowledge of the theoretical sources and the main concepts to which the
research and attention is directed, as well as the indisputable skills of independently and
confidently handling the methods of sociology for analysis, working with data, including with
quantitative and qualitative methods of work. I do not see the need to present the content of the
five chapters on which the doctoral student worked, but I intend to point out as successful
highlights the analysis of the concept of "social crisis" and the factors that create it, made in the
second chapter, as a key concept of sociology, explaining the complexity of the emergence and
development of social changes. [ have in mind American sociologist Charles Wright Mills' book
The Sociological Imagination, in which he demonstrates the sociological approach to the
dynamics of the personal and the social in the conditions of the Great Depression in the United
States in the 1930s. A similar method was chosen by the doctoral student to analyze the changes
in the educational system in our country in the context of the current social crisis, and
specifically to study the effects of the transition to distance learning. Also, for me, an important
detail is the relationship of education with digital technologies and their influence or impact on

children during the crisis and on the distance (actually digital through various online platforms)
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education imposed by it, for which the PhD student motivates a "quest for balance" . The
empirical research conducted, although unrepresentative, also demonstrates the dissertation's
skills in working with methods that require both information gathering and data interpretation
skills, including fieldwork. The ability of the doctoral student to use quantitative and qualitative
research methods, to collect and analyze data, as well as the ability to interpret the obtained
results is impressive, and he quite logically reaches the fulfillment of his intention - to collect
data from at least three groups of participants in the educational system for the current a picture
of Bulgarian education at the high school stage immediately after the relaxation of safety
measures from Covid-19. It seems to me that the methods of empirical sociology, demonstrably
mastered by the doctoral student, convincingly prove the important regularities for society and
the institute of education in the crisis situation of Covid 19, including for such a sensitive topic
as social inequality between students. The conclusion is justified and logical and refers to the
direct need to start a discussion about what students experience as subjects and in what aspects
of their life and development as individuals they need help, instead of seeing them as an object,
1.e. as something to be directly influenced with no possibility of feedback on his part. I think
that the big conclusion from the overall work refers to the assessment of education in our
country as a form of cultural capital, if we express ourselves in the style of Pierre Bourdieu - a
high assessment of the importance of schooling, stimulating the qualities of students, care for
the qualification of teachers and the influence of experts, especially in crisis situations, which
can be defined as unexpected changes caused by external factors in the usual functions of a
given social group or social institution. In this regard, the dissertation meets a social need and
has significant relevance of its conclusions and research.

Evaluation of the obtained scientific and scientific-applied results and contributions.
Regarding the scientific achievements of the dissertation research, I can point out the topicality
of the topic, as well as the extremely successful formulation of the goals, tasks and main
hypothesis of the dissertation work. The overall research is relevant in terms of its subject
matter, content and conclusions of the stated topic and scientific issues, reaching the goals stated
at the beginning - to present various theoretical assumptions and empirical data regarding the
organization of the Bulgarian education system, the challenges in its functioning, the changes
in the context of the current social crisis, to discuss the effects of the transition to distance
learning, as well as to present the results of an empirical study conducted on the current state
of Bulgarian education in high school stage by presenting and discussing the obtained results.
Particularly important in practical terms are the conclusions regarding the quality of education

during a crisis, as well as the recommendations at the end of the dissertation, which the
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dissertation student makes from his position as an independent researcher and as a person with
social and practical experience in the field of school education.

Conclusion. The dissertation, which was presented to me for opinion, has important theoretical
significance and practical value. The study unequivocally proves the skills of its author to
independently investigate important areas in the social field. It has relevance, demonstrates the
serious and in-depth knowledge of the doctoral student and proves his qualities as an
independent researcher.
