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The presented PhD thesis is developed in a total of 211 pages, of which 184 pages

are the main text, 33 graphics, a list of bibliographic sources, and two appendices.

The main text of the PhD thesis consists of an introduction, five chapters: three
theoretical chapters, one chapter presenting the design of an empirical study
conducted for the purposes of the dissertation, one chapter presenting the

summary results and their interpretation, and a conclusion.

The bibliography includes 127 literary sources, among which 67 were published
in Bulgarian, 60 in English. There are also three appendices with questionnaires

for the author's empirical research.



The purpose of the dissertation is to present and analyze the main challenges in
the functioning of the Bulgarian education system during a social crisis, the
changes in the context of distance learning, as well as its impact on student

achievement.

In accordance with the purpose of the PhD thesis, five objectives have been

formulated:

1) to examine the Bulgarian educational system in a structural sense, going into

the specifics of its stages, subjects and activities;

2) to track various political documents relating to Bulgarian education and its
development, as well as the measures taken at the national level related to the

Covid-19 pandemic;

3) to analyze the state of the Bulgarian education system at the time of the
outbreak of the Covid-19 pandemic and its impact on the educational process and

student results;

4) to conduct an empirical study with various subjects in the educational system,
to track the effects of the Covid-19 pandemic in the educational and personal

environment;

5) to process the obtained results of the empirical research and to formulate basic
outcomes and conclusions, which will become the basis for subsequent policies

and measures in the conditions of social crises.

The dissertation has four hypotheses that concern the connections between the
social crisis, the COVID-19 pandemic, distance learning and ongoing social

Processes.

The methodology of the dissertation work includes document analysis, group

survey with a questionnaire, and in-depth interviews.



The scientific thesis of the dissertation is that social crises destabilize the
educational system, and the joint efforts of all subjects are needed to deal with

and innovate educational structures.

Thus formulated obligatory elements of the dissertation shape its sociological
character, logical connection between theoretical approach and empirical

research, simultaneous use of quantitative and qualitative methods.

My personal opinion is that the purpose and objectives of the dissertation work
have been carried out professionally. Empirical research meets the criteria for a
similar kind of PhD theses. Vasilka Taseva's personal experience as a teacher and
participant in educational programs and student exchange courses and sharing of
good practices under the Erasmus+ and Comenius programs give her practical
guidelines that are combined with the theoretical and empirical work carried out

for the dissertation.

Limitations are correctly indicated, and the conclusions drawn do not exceed the

non-representative nature of the empirical study.

The COVID-19 crisis has had devastating consequences, but it has also given new
experiences to the education system. The impact of distance learning on the
mental, emotional and health status of children is shown. The analysis emphasizes
that distance learning has its advantages and disadvantages and affects not only
students, but also their parents. New social divisions related to the crisis are
emerging. The new educational environment implies the development of a new

type of "soft skills" on the part of both teachers and students.

As recommendations for the future work of the PhD candidate, I would
recommend more active use of the opportunities of the European Union programs
(Erasmus+, Comenius) for participation in new educational projects and creation

of international networks.



Conclusion:

The results achieved in the PhD thesis, the theoretical and empirical work on
the implementation of the dissertation and the completed text give me the
reason to support Vasilka Kirilova Taseva for the award of the educational
and scientific degree "Doctor" (PhD), Professional field 3.1. Sociology,
Anthropology, and Cultural Sciences.
