Southwest University "Neofit Rilski"

REVIEW

member of the scientific jury in the competition for the academic position of
Associate Professor, opened by the University of Science and Technology
"Neofit Rilski", announced in the State Gazette No. 61/19.7.2024, according
to Order 1684 of 18.5.2024 of the Rector of the University of Science and

Technology.
Regarding: the scientific, scientific applied and professional academic
activity and production presented by the participants in the competition. (Only

one candidate submitted documents.)

Candidate: Senior asistant Professor Dr. Maria Chankova

I. Summary data on the candidate's scientific production and activities

Dr. Chankova holds a degree in Applied Linguistics with French and

English from the Neofit Rilski University, Blagoevgrad and a Master's degree in

English Studies from the Stendhal University in Grenoble, France. In 2013 she
obtained a PhD from the RWTH Aachen University, Faculty of Philosophy.

The candidate has 18 years of professional teaching experience at
Neofit Rilski University as a temporary, tenured (since 2007) and senior (since
2014) assistant professor in English and French, as well as a long-standing
cooperation with Alliance Frangaise — Blagoevgrad on a voluntary basis. She
has been involved in 6 national and international research projects. Dr.
Chankova consistently improves her qualifications by participating in trainings

for teachers.

Dr. Chankova has developed a wide and active scientific activity. She

has numerous participations in conferences, where she presents scientific papers



on various problems of pragmatics (analysis of political discourse, illocutionary

acts), as well as on a number of interdisciplinary issues.

Dr. Chankova’s submissions for the present competition comprise: a
defended PhD thesis, 1 monograph in French, 7 chapters in collective
monographs and 11 articles in English and French, 6 of which in Scopus
indexed journals. The analysis of the scientometric data included clearly
demonstrates that the candidate fully meets all the necessary criteria as per the
minimum national requirements under Article 26, par. 2 and 3 of the Act for the
Development of the Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria for the Area of
Higher Education 2. Humanities, Professional Field 2.1. Philology for the
academic post of Associate Professor. There is no evidence of plagiarism in the

monographs and the shorter publications submitted by the candidate.

1. Evaluation of the scientific and practical results and contributions of

the creative production submitted for the competition

Dr. Chankova's monograph in French Langage et société. Langue de bois
et relativité linguistique (2024, 190 pp.) explores the pragmatic function of a
particular kind of political strategic discourse, the "langue de bois" (“"wooden
language"). First of all, among its contributions should be noted some renewed and
enriched theoretical and methodological propositions related to the object of study
(such as challenging axiologizing and postulating universal strategizing; a
methodology of (re)framing enriched by the notion of the “bullshit” discursive
strategy, as well as bringing out and specifying its theoretical propositions and
pragmatic function). Secondly, the monograph enriches and develops existing
knowledge on the discursive phenomenon of “wooden language”, contextualizing
it and drawing out its particular value as a universal strategic device for harnessing
communication in today's political media landscape. The study also has a
prominent interdisciplinary value and could be very useful in the fields of

sociolinguistics, pragmatics, psychology, social sciences and in particular, political



science, sociology, international relations, and media communication studies.

Through several articles in the field of pragmatics, published in English
or French, Dr. Chankova explores various aspects of political discourse and
illocutionary acts, with a particular focus on the form and content of the speech act
of assertion. The candidate enriches the knowledge of the issues under discussion
with some theoretical and methodological contributions. Thus, | find particularly
interesting her conclusions about the specificities of the construction of the “social
face” (“acteur social”) of the speaker in strategic communication in a virtual
environment (article 16).

The third group of articles is interdisciplinary. Among them, a number of
papers on the topic of plagiarism and academic integrity should be particularly
noted. Through these, Ms. Chankova directly links her research explorations with
her teaching and scientific activity and draws important conclusions with direct
application in pedagogical and academic scientific practice. Plagiarism and its
varieties are thoroughly analysed, and concepts such as remix and self-plagiarism
among researchers and patchwork writing among students are introduced and
clarified. Different pedagogical approaches are suggested to influence the latter.
The articles dealing with the problems of multimedia and, in particular, virtual
environments, make useful and specific suggestions for their pedagogical use, but
also highlight some worrying trends indicating the poor knowledge and proficiency
of young people in virtual environments.

1. Critical comments and recommendations

I would suggest that the candidate structures, possibly complementing her
didactic recommendations in relation to digital literacy and academic integrity of
students in HEIs in Bulgaria, in a textbook with interdisciplinary scope, which

could receive wider dissemination among the academic community.

IV. Conclusion

Considering the above observations on the teaching experience and



research activity, as well as in view of the original contributions of the only
candidate in the competition, | confidently give a positive assessment of her
candidacy and | am pleased to endorse Dr. Chankova’s application for the
academic position of associate professor in the Area of Higher Education 2.
