"CRIMINAL PROCEDURAL FEATURES OF THE INVESTIGATION
THROUGH AN UNDERCOVER OFFICER"

1. Brief biographical data about the dissertation student

Atanas Sashov Brandev graduated from the Southwestern University
"Neofit Rilski" in 2013, after graduating in 2008 from the "Countering Crime and
Preservation of Public Order" department at the Academy of the Ministry of
Interior. Since 01.10.2008 he has been working at the Ministry of Interior and
than for 2009 up to now at the State Agency for National Security.

In 2019 he was enrolled as apart-time doctoral student in the doctoral
program "Criminal Process" with scientific supervisor Prof. Dr. Vesselin
Vuchkov .

2. General characteristics of the presented dissertation work

The dissertation is 182 pages long and contains 105 footnotes. The
bibliography includes 92 sources (of which 88 are in Bulgarian and 4 in English),
but unfortunately most of them are listed without being referred to in the text. The
dissertation contains a title page; table of contents; list of abbreviations used;
introduction; three chapters; conclusion; list of laws and regulations used; list of
conventions used; list of regulations used; list of instructions used; list of
directives and international acts used; list of foreign literature used; list of case
law used; list of case law used by the European Court of Human Rights; list of
literature used; list of Internet sources used; publications on the topic of the
dissertation and a declaration of originality and authorship of the dissertation.

The introduction briefly justifies the relevance of the topic, and indicates the



purpose, objectives, subject, object and scope of the study. Chapter One of the
dissertation traces the historical development of the investigation through an

undercover officer and presents the legal framework for special intelligence
means and specifically the undercover officer. Chapter Two is devoted to the
prerequisites and procedure for using an undercover officer, the peculiarities in
connection with proving through the use of this method and the provocation in the
activities of an undercover officer. Chapter Three provides a comparative
overview of the undercover officer regulation in the EU Member States and
analyzes the peculiarities of the investigation through an undercover officer in a
confidential transaction. The conclusion presents some parts of the study that the
dissertationist considered to be more essential.

3. Evaluation of the obtained scientific and scientific-applied results and
contributions of the dissertation stork.

[ appreciate the thesis author's effort to follow the development of the
legislation related to the use of an undercover officer for the purposes of
criminal procedural evidence, both in foreign and Bulgarian legal regulations.
There is no doubt that practical experience significantly facilitates the
understanding of the essence of special intelligence means, including the use
of an undercover officer. A comparative review of the regulations regarding
the scope of acts that an undercover officer may commit without incurring
criminal liability is useful, and it would be useful if the thesis author shared
his conclusions regarding the limits within which, in his opinion, the
permissible behavior of an undercover officer should be included and beyond
which his behavior should not be considered to be in accordance with the
purpose for which Art. 12b of the Criminal Code was introduced. Logical,
given the practical experience of the dissertation, is the predominant applied
nature of the research. A number of the formulated conclusions regarding
practical problems, such as for example, about "a peculiar circumvention of
the term regulated by law" (p. 73), about the provocation to commit a crime in
the activities of the undercover officer, about the controversial definition of
the confidential transaction as an independent special intelligence means, etc.
raise important questions that deserve the attention of the legislator and the
scientific community. I positively assess the use of statistical data on the
application of special intelligence means, incl. an undercover officer. The style
is readable and, along with the main conclusions at the end of each chapter,
contributes to the easy perception of the content.



4. Evaluation of dissertation publications

The doctoral student has independently published three publications during
the doctoral studies, related to the topic of the dissertation, through which the
opportunity is provided for familiarizing the scientific community in Bulgaria
with the main theses of the dissertation research and approving its results:

5. Evaluation of the abstract
The prepared abstract in structural terms contains two sections:

General characteristics of the dissertation work (motives for the research,
relevance, practical value, goal, main tasks, subject and scope of the research);
content of the dissertation. It is not typical for the abstract not to indicate
publications on the topic of the dissertation work and scientific contributions.
The latter is especially a significant omission that it is desirable to eliminate.

6. Critical notes, recommendations and questions
The aspiration of practicing lawyers to conduct scientific

research deserves encouragement, but the need to place them on a solid
theoretical basis in order to

achieve that depth that makes them useful for the development of science

and for society as an end effect, undoubtedly faces doctoral students with the
difficult task of searching for the relevant scientific literature and practice of
the judicial authorities, analyzing it and, after following the scientific
discussion, substantiating their opinions. In accordance with the degree to
which, in my opinion, the dissertation candidate has handled this difficult task,
appropriate notes could be made. It is appropriate to separate the notes to the
dissertation work into two groups: general and specific.



As general remarks, I would point out: the need to expand the scope of the
literature used, to indicate the sources of the information presented (for
example, regarding historical development and foreign regulations), as well as
to bring the bibliography into line with the references to the relevant sources;
the need to specify the concepts used; the need to place greater emphasis on
the importance and consequences of undercover investigation in criminal
proceedings and the problems that arise precisely as part of criminal procedural
evidence; the need for better systematization and consistency in the
presentation (a rethinking of the structure of the dissertation would contribute
to this), as well as linguistic editing. It would be good to follow the scientific
discussion and deepen the analytical approach, since without them the
presentation of the legal framework and the already published studies does not
allow for scientific substantiation of the opinions formed in the practice of the
dissertation. Among the specific notes, one can mention the need to distinguish
between certain concepts: evidence and evidentiary means (e.g. on p. 26: “...
the nature of the administrative decision, which serves as evidence...”), the
type of judicial acts and their content (e.g. on p. 65: ““... the authorization as a
type of act of a judicial body is not specified in the provision of Art. 32 of the

LAW OF SPECIAL MEANS”), the European Union and the Council of
Europe (e.g. on p. 112: “... the legislation of the Republic of Bulgaria, as a
member state of the European Union, must comply with the decisions of the
European Court of Human Rights”), etc.

The notes and recommendations are aimed at helping the dissertation
candidate improve his/her research and it is up to him/her whether to take them
into account.

7. Conclusion

In conclusion, I express my positive opinion and propose to the
members of the scientific jury to vote positively for the acquisition of the
educational and scientific degree ""Doctor" by Atanas Sashov Brandey in
professional field 3.6.
