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1. General description of the submitted materials

The opinion was prepared in accordance with the requirements of the Academic Staff
Development Act in the Republic of Bulgaria, the Regulations for its implementation and the
Regulations for the conditions and procedure for the acquisition of scientific degrees and the
holding of academic positions at Southwestern University "Neofit Rilski".

The reviewing of the materials is in accordance with the order of the Rector of "Neofit
Rilski" University for appointment of the scientific jury Ne 2189/31.01.2024.

Lilia Yancheva has submitted all the necessary documents required for the dissertation
defense procedure. The dissertation is 181 standard pages. The bibliography contains 262 titles
in Bulgarian and English. Structurally, the thesis consists of an introduction, three chapters,
findings, conclusion, contributions, recommendations, list of references used. There are 40
tables, 54 graphs, one geographical map and 3 annexes.

The doctoral candidate has presented five scientific publications on the topic of the
dissertation.



2. Significance of the research problem in scientific and applied terms

Specific language disorders concern one of the most controversial areas in speech
therapy, related to the interpretation of atypical language acquisition in children with preserved
intellectual functioning and without the presence of intellectual, sensory (auditory, visual),
emotional-behavioural, psychiatric or somatic disorders. Clinical aspects of the condition are
accompanied by peculiarities in the mastery of other cognitive processes for perceiving,
processing and reproducing information, and deficits in the development of cognitive processes,
attention, memory, thinking and imagination are often observed. Therefore, studying and
researching sensory processing of incoming information in atypical language functioning is a
relevant and significant topic. The results of such research are essential for clinical practice,
refining models for diagnosis and therapy of the disorder. The topic developed by Lilia
Yancheva is dissertationable and has its scientific and applied value.

3. Aim, objectives and hypotheses of the study

In relation to the formulated research question about the assessment of sensory
integration in children with specific language disorders, I believe that doctoral student
Yancheva specified the relevant hypothesis, methods and procedures for the study. The aim and
objectives are clearly and specifically stated. Her research inquiries are meaningful and fit the

purpose.

4. Degree of knowledge of the state of the problem and relevance of the literature used

The author is very familiar with the research problem in science, critically and creatively
evaluates the literature and makes a complex analysis of theoretical models. The dissertation
correctly cites 262 literature sources in Cyrillic and Latin. The authors' selection skills make a
very good impression. The most relevant areas in the field are cited, with a skillful presentation
of generalizations, own interpretations and conclusions.

S. Presence of a substantiated and developed theoretical model of the research and
compliance with the stated aim of the dissertation

The chosen research methodology allows the achievement of the set goal and provides
an answer to the set tasks in the dissertation. The neuro-psychological diagnostic method used
for the evaluation of the examined persons makes a very good impression. For the first time in
the Bulgarian research practice, the "Sensory Profile" test by Dunn (Winnie Dunn, PhD, OTR,
FAOTA, 1997) was drilled and used to assess the patterns of sensory processing, modulation
and emotional-behavioral reactions in childhood. The test allows profiling of the effect of the
sensory system on overall functioning and supports diagnostic procedures and planning for
subsequent speech therapy intervention. The obtained results are innovative for Bulgarian
research practice. I would like to particularly emphasize the atypical development found in the
areas of vestibular, auditory, oral-perceptual, somatosensory and multisensory information
processing. A particularly valuable result is also the studied age dynamics of the demonstrated



deficits. Of particular importance are her results that establish an interaction between language
behavior and emotional-behavioral functioning in childhood.

6. Availability of own input in the collection and analysis of empirical data

All research and other methods applied were developed and conducted personally by
the PhD student. I believe that the research done is a good basis for future research to be
extended by evaluating the interaction between language profile on the one hand and sensory
information processing on the other. It would be particularly informative if the results obtained
were compared with those of children with typical language development.

7. Contributions and significance of the development
The scientific and applied contributions of the thesis can be summarized as follows:

- An in-depth theoretical study of the interaction between specific language disorders and
sensory information processing has been carried out.

- Features of sensory processing specific to the category of children with atypical
language acquisition are highlighted.

- The obtained results have significant application for speech therapy and diagnosis of
children with specific language disorder.

8. Publications related to the thesis

Results of the dissertation work have been published in five proceedings of national and
international scientific conferences, co-authored with the PhD supervisor.

9. Abstract

The presented abstract correctly reflects the main aspects of the research and the
contributions of the developed work.
