Dear members of the scientific jury,

After the scientific jury found at its first meeting that the candidate for the doctoral
degree meets the minimum national requirements and that the procedure is admissible, | present
my conclusions on the content of the scientific work entitled ‘Legislative initiative — role and

functions in the Republic of Bulgaria’.

The scientific work is structured classically in an introduction, three chapters and a
conclusion. The work has a total volume of 207 pages, of which 177 pages are the veritable
analytical text of the three chapters. This corresponds to the established in practice requirements
for the volume of scientific work. Quoted are 131 titles in Bulgarian and 8 in a foreign language,
numerous practice of the Constitutional Court and bills (the study of bills I personally appreciate
highly), which speaks of scientific conscientiousness and careful approach to the subject of the

dissertation research.



The author points out precisely that the legislative initiative initiates the parliamentary
legislative process and consists in referral to Parliament by entities expressly authorised by the
Constitution with a proposal in the form of a bill for the creation of a new law or for the
amendment of an existing law. It sets as a scientific goal to study several aspects - the study of
the circle of subjects of the right of legislative initiative, the quality of bills, compliance with
the procedural and substantive rules in the process of its elaboration, the involvement of
stakeholders and the involvement of experts from the scientific community in this process.
Quite precisely, the question of the motives for the bill, in which the petitioner sets out the
reasons that necessitate the legislative change and the result that it aims to achieve, is also
mentioned as significant. | agree with the author that among numerous publications concerning
the issue lacks a comprehensive, systematic and up-to-date study of the topic of the legislative

initiative, which justifies the scientific research and makes the topic dissertative.

A good impression is the systematization of tasks in front of the scientific research,
which undoubtedly reflects the intervention of the scientific supervisor. This resulted in a
systematic work, a well-defined structure and at the same time gives the scientific jury a
criterion for evaluation and verification of the dissertation. | find justified the inclusion in the
basis of the study of legal sociology and political science, since law is ultimately a tool for the
management of society and its design, and the assessment of its effectiveness is impossible

without these sciences.

Chapter One, entitled ‘Subject matter and scope of the legislative initiative’, introduces
the reader to the subject matter of the study. It is precisely noted that there is no text in the
Constitution itself that defines which public relations are regulated by law and for this purpose
must be based on Article 3 of the Normative Acts Act. It is also clear that ‘the competence of
importers with regard to the scope ratione materiae of their legislative initiative has traditionally
been established in the Fundamental Law’. Contributing and interesting for the reader is the
comparative legal study on the issue, giving examples of countries where it is permissible to
submit a bill by entities outside parliament and government, but only on certain issues. The
stages in which the legislative initiative develops are comprehensively traced, with the correct
criterion of temporal follow-up being chosen. A meaningful study has been made of the reasons
that require legislative initiative, and | find this justified and useful in order to achieve the
objectives of the scientific research. Appropriate attention is paid to the amendments resulting
from our accession to the European Convention on Human Rights and Fundamental Freedoms

and the acts of the European Court of Human Rights.



I find it useful to examine the possibilities for a body that does not have the right of
legislative initiative to make proposals for improving legislation. The procedure for public
consultation in the issuance of normative acts has also been properly followed. Valuable is the
analysis of the preliminary impact assessment introduced in the NAA in 2016 and the Ordinance
on the scope and methodology for conducting impact assessment issued in this regard, with due
regard to the method of legal forecasting and its application. Particularly important, in my view,

is the analysis of the ‘formation of the concept of law’ stage, which precedes the draft law.

The stage of drafting the bill is accurately reflected, and previous revisions of the
normative acts and older literature have been studied. I think that the stage of drafting a budget
could have been more reflected in the dissertation.

The notification procedure to the European Commission has been noted and analysed.
Detailed and careful is the analysis of the requirements and procedures for the examination of
the bill at present and in retrospect. A comparative analysis of the procedures for tabling a bill

in different countries is legally useful.

Chapter Two, ‘The right of legislative initiative’, analyses the amendments to the
constitutional framework since the Constitution of the Bulgarian Principality and provides a
useful historical analysis, precisely analysing, for example, the question of how many MPs were
needed to submit a bill in the previous constitutions. The procedure for tabling the bill is
followed precisely and in detail, paying attention to the possible involvement of other legal
entities with opinions and the ancillary rights of the petitioner (withdrawal, objections to
allocation to committees, etc.). Legally, the exercise of the right of legislative initiative is
precisely distinguished from additional proposals to amend the bill or proposals as a result of a
presidential veto, and attention is paid to the case-law of the Constitutional Court on the matter.
The study of the legislative initiative with regard to the legal acts of the European Union is

useful.

Discussed is the possible right of the President to introduce a bill beyond his recognized
right to initiate amendments to the Constitution, followed by publications with arguments pro
and contra and attitude was expressed. | would add only that the Chair (President) of the
Republic had such a right under Article 80 of the Constitution of the People's Republic of
Bulgaria of 1971 after its amendment in April 1990 (the author herself notes it, albeit in another
context), although this became rather ill-considered after the mechanical replacement of the
State Council with the Chair (President) of the Republic. Similarly, such an analysis has been



carried out on the proposals put forward for granting the right of legislative initiative to other
bodies. The details of the parliamentary procedure have been followed exhaustively. Possible
undesired changes in principle in the period between the two readings are also noted. | think

the role of the standing committees could have been complemented a little bit.

Attention is paid to the bills submitted by the government, with examples from the
legislation of other countries, a statistical analysis of the share of the bills submitted by the
government in the total mass is also carried out, it is noted that the legislative initiative by the
government is based on an elaborated plan. The study of the legislative initiative in the

parliamentary and presidential republics is important.

Chapter Three ‘Functions of the legislative initiative’ concludes the dissertation with an
analysis of the mutual influence of the law and the political process, | find it somewhat
shortened, which upsets the overall balance. In general, | support the proposals for the
improvement of the legislation, and | find it particularly important that the requirement under
Article 70(2)(2) of the Rules of Organisation and Procedure of the Parliament that submission
of areport to reflect the opinions received on the relevant draft law from the public consultations
should apply to all subjects of the right of legislative initiative, and not only to the Council of

Ministers.

In summary, | find that a quality scientific work is presented, a product of independent
