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INTRODUCTION

»1f you want to bring happiness to the whole world,
go home and love your family”
Mother Teresa

In Kosovo, domestic violence is a phenomenon that
affects and has negative consequences generation after
generation to the individual, family, community and the
whole society. Issues related to domestic violence,
Kosovar society is still inclined to consider private issues,
issues that belong to the family and family relations and
as such should be addressed and resolved within the
family. In this context, being "isolated" as a phenomenon,
domestic violence appeared in alarming proportions in
Kosovo, only after 2000, after the war, where the country
was undergoing a significant political, economic and
social change.

Kosovo, as a country in transition, has faced with the
complex challenges in the long process for the creation of
institutions and their sustainability. Domestic violence is
one of the most widespread phenomena and one of the
most unreported crimes both in the world and in Kosovar
society. This makes it impossible to accurately measure
the extent of such an occurrence. If we turn our attention to
domestic violence and other social problems related to the
issue, we notice that it is an obvious social and
multidimensional problem. It is important to note that



domestic violence against women and children is not a
recent issue in Kosovo, on the contrary, it has deep
cultural roots in society.

The roots of this occurrence still lie in patriarchal
traditions and customs within Kosovar society. As a result
of this control over the family continuous to be present
even today.

Starting from this aspect, (Krol et al., 2017) in Kosovo
patriarchal customs, traditional attitudes and historical
gender roles have limited the right of women to contribute
politically, economically and socially. Seen in historical
perspective, The Kanun of Leké Dukagjini described
women in family and in marriage as "slaves," work force
and childbirth, highlighting gender discrimination.
(Gjecovi, 1933).

Developments through different historical stages have
made women, even today, not to have the deserved place
in society by being prejudiced, stigmatized, faced and
challenged with social and cultural barriers. The end of
the war in 1999 led to the establishment of the United
Nations Interim Administration Mission in Kosovo
(UNMIK). In this context, civil society groups focused on
the protection of women's rights successfully influenced
the drafting of the first legal act for the protection of
women and the fight against domestic violence. This
legislation has provided a clear definition of domestic
violence in Kosovo, aiming to address this issue through
the implementation of specific mechanisms and the



creation of protection systems. Within the framework of
the social policies and projections of that time to combat
the phenomenon of domestic violence, in 1999 the
Centers for Social Work were reopened to provide
identification, treatment, assistance and social protection
for the victims. Likewise, in 2003, the Government of
Kosovo, through the Ministry of Social Welfare, for the
first time, initiated a program to support shelters. This
program focused on the protection and safety of women
and children who were victims of domestic violence.
Overcoming violence against women and children outside
the walls of the house had already started with a new
reality and began to be seen and extended in other
dimensions as well.

Prejudices, gender stereotypes, stigmas, lack of
sustainable and specialized services, lack of long-term
reintegration programs, delayed justice display the need
for this study, where all these issues have been researched
and elaborated in order to understand that services and
social protection are an important link of the whole
system, at the national level, for combating the
phenomenon of domestic violence and protection of
victims / survivors, women and children.

This study consists of theoretical and empirical parts.
Theoretical study aims to explore the phenomenon of
domestic violence in its various dimensions based on the
analysis of definitions, theoretical approaches and legal
and institutional frameworks both internationally and



locally. A special focus is put upon the origins and
determinants of domestic violence specifically in Kosovo,
including the role of poverty, social exclusion and gender
inequality and their interrelation. Risk factors for the
occurrence of domestic violence and the various
dimensions of its impact on the victims were identified
and analysed. Existing policies for protection of victims
in the Republic of Kosovo were explored with a view to
outline the legal, strategic and institutional frameworks to
combat the phenomenon including the systems of
protection and social services.

Empirical study aims to explore in details the impact of
policies and institutions involved in the protection system
on treating and reducing cases of domestic violence. It
was done through a survey among social service
professionals who work directly with the victims, and a
focus group with both decision-makers and professionals
who deliver direct services.



CHAPTER I. THEORETICAL FRAMEWORK

1.1. DEFINITIONS OF DOMESTIC VIOLENCE
This doctoral study topic focuses on key concepts such as
family, women, children, domestic violence and social
protection. The phenomenon of domestic violence is
examined including views from  sociological,
psychological and legal perspectives, and takes into
account the different stages of social development in
Kosovo and internationally. The study highlights the
importance of comprehensive definitions of domestic
violence, based on extensive research that includes
national, regional and global contexts, as well as historical
perspectives. the study is also based on previous research
conducted by local and international researchers,
including specific studies for the Albanian and Kosovar
contexts.

In the 19th century, the term "domestic violence" was non-
existent in the US, only emerging in the 20th century as
federal and state laws began to define and prohibit forms
of domestic abuse against specific groups. The Women's
Movement in the 1970s significantly influenced
legislative changes, leading to the first use of the term
"domestic violence" in 1973. In Europe, the Council of
Europe initiated measures in the 1990s to protect women
from violence. The Convention on the Elimination of All
Forms of Discrimination against Women (CEDAW, 1979)
addressed domestic violence indirectly by urging the
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modification of social and cultural behaviours and
promoting gender equality in family education.

For this study, the definition provided by the Council of
Europe Convention on preventing and combating
violence against women and domestic violence (Istanbul
Convention, 2011) is utilized.

a, "Violence against women" is understood as a
violation of human rights and a form of discrimination
against women and means all acts of gender-based
violence that result in or may result in physical, sexual,
psychological or economic harm or suffering for
women, including threats to commit such acts, coercion
or arbitrary deprivation of liberty, whether in public or
private life”;

b, "Domestic violence' means all acts of physical,
sexual, psychological or economic violence that occur
within the family or household, or between ex-spouses
or partners or between current spouses or partners,
regardless of whether the perpetrator shares or shared
the same apartment with the victim”.

Bulgaria is one of the few European countries that has
adopted a specific law on protection from domestic
violence. The Law on Protection from Domestic Violence
(PADVA) was published in the State Gazette on March 27,
2005. This law addresses the rights of victims of domestic
violence and describes protective measures and their
implementation. Similarly, Austria and Germany have
separate laws for the protection of domestic violence,



while in the United Kingdom, the issue is governed by the
Family Law 1996.

In Kosovo, domestic violence is defined under the Law on
Protection Against Domestic Violence (LPDV, 2010).
This law characterizes domestic violence as one or more
intentional acts or omissions by a person against another
person with whom they have or had a family relationship.
It includes various forms of abuse such as physical force,
psychological pressure, actions causing physical pain or
mental suffering, fear, personal danger, or dignity
violations. Specific actions covered include physical
attacks, insults, sexual abuse, unlawful movement
restriction, property damage or threats, and forced entry
or abduction from a shared or another person's residence.
Seen from the point of view of explanation in other
aspects outside the legislation, the term "domestic
violence' broadly refers to the internal family context in
which one partner is abused by the other partner (Stark &
Flitcraft, 1996).

According to WHO (2012) Intimate partner violence is
one of the most common forms of violence against women
and includes physical, sexual, and emotional abuse and
controlling behaviours by an intimate partner.

Domestic violence or intimate partner violence is a pattern
of aggressive and coercive behaviours Ellsberg, M. &
Heise, L. (2005) including physical, sexual, and
psychological assaults, as well as economic coercion used



by adults or adolescents against their current or ex-
partners.

1.2. THEORETICAL APPROACHES TO
DOMESTIC VIOLENCE

Throughout human history, domestic violence has
persisted, fueled by the need for dominance within family
structures. This has prompted extensive research and the
development of theories that aim to understand and clarify
the dynamics of domestic abuse. According to (Hyde at.al
2012), in different theories there is a consensus that the
dynamics of power and control vary depending on the
theoretical framework. Analyzed from a theoretical point
of view for the purpose of this study, examined theories
such as: Socio-structural and feminist theories, Individual
theories, Social Perspective, Socio-ecological
perspective.

1.3. LEGISLATIVE AND POLITICAL
FRAMEWORK

In Kosovo, the legislative framework, establishment of
institutional systems and professional framework have
been and are key issues in specific policies for protection
of victims of domestic violence in Kosovo. From
international instruments to domestic ones, at all levels, it
has been found that efforts have been persistent.



1.3.1. Local Framework

Based on International Conventions and Instruments,
alongside principles tailored to the context of Kosovo, the
local legal framework aimed at combatting domestic
violence and safeguarding victims stands as a
comprehensive system. Continuously evolving, it
prioritizes long-term protection, rehabilitation, and
reintegration measures.

1.3.2. International Legal Framework,
Implementation in Kosovo

Article 22 of the Constitution of Kosovo, "Direct
Implementation of International Agreements and
Instruments" Human rights and freedoms guaranteed by
international agreements and instruments are guaranteed
by the Constitution, are directly applied in the Republic of
Kosovo and have priority, in cases of conflict, with
provisions, laws and other acts of public institutions
starting from: Universal Declaration of Human Rights, up to
Council of Europe Convention on Preventing and Combating
Violence against Women and Domestic Violence (Istanbul
Convention).

1.3.3. Strategic Framework

At the strategic level, Kosovo as early as 2009 has started
with the analysis of the situation and the drafting of the
first strategic document, the Kosovo Program against
Domestic Violence and the 2011-2014 Action Plan,
continued with strategic documents throughout the years



2016-2020, 2022 - 2026, documents which include the
main pillars such as:

I. Prevention and identification of violence; II. Advancing
and harmonizing public policies with international
standards; III. Institutional strengthening for the
protection and treatment of victims; IV. Provision of
general services and specialized support services for
victims.

Kosovo is developing and implementing the Government
Program 2021-2025, a program focused on preserving the
rule of law, ensuring fair and independent justice and
increasing professionalism within the judicial system. The
purpose of this program has clear objectives against
organized crime, corruption, terrorism, economic
violations, domestic violence, human trafficking and
other threats. With particular importance and priority
within this program (Program, 2021-2025), the
government of the country dedicates social protection
within the framework of increasing the well-being of all
citizens, without distinction.

1.4. INSTITUTIONAL MECHANISMS

In 2012, the Government of Kosovo established the
Interministerial Coordinating Group against Domestic
Violence. The Interministerial Coordinating Group serves
as a coordinating body responsible for the coordination,
implementation, monitoring and evaluation of policies
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and measures to prevent and combat all forms of domestic
violence.

1.4.1. The institutional mechanisms

The institutional mechanisms that make up this system are
public institutions in the country, whose main areas are
prevention, protection, investigation and criminal
prosecution, against domestic violence as well as non-
governmental support partners including shelters and
NGOs.

National Referral System for Protection from
Domestic Violence in Kosovo

The national referral system in the country is based on the
legal framework and standard operating procedures for
protection from domestic violence in Kosovo, which
provides for four areas of intervention:

Identification of cases of domestic violence; Referral;
Protection; Rehabilitation and Reintegration.
Interventions in all four areas are the responsibility of the
responsible actors in the National Referral System for
Protection from Domestic Violence in Kosovo (PSV,
2013).

1.4.2. The role of actors in the national referral
system for protection of victims of domestic violence
In terms of protection and safety for victims of domestic
violence, (PSV, 2013) the actors who make up and work
in the national referral system for protection from
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domestic violence include work and actions from
identification to long-term reintegration.

1.4.3. Stages of Standard Operating Procedures
when responding to cases of domestic violence.

The stages of the Standard Opering Procedures when
responding to cases of domestic violence include:
identification, referral and risk assessment, protection as
well as reintegration and rehabilitation for victims of
domestic violence to recover and rehabilitate from the
incident of domestic violence and to support victims
throughout the process (SOP, 2013).

1.5.  SOCIAL INSTITUTIONAL FRAMEWORK

1.5.1. The social protection system in Kosovo,

In addition to pension schemes and social assistance
schemes, includes social and family services
(www.mpms.rks-gov.net). Social and family services
include the protection and provision of services for the
following categories: children with various social needs,
victims of domestic violence, victims of human
trafficking, victims of sexual crimes, elderly without
family care and persons with disabilities of all ages.

1.5.2. Social Services

Social services in the country have begun to reopen and
re-emerge after a total destruction of the protection system
after the end of the war in 1999, in the Centers for Social
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Work and other supporting institutions for social
protection.

In Kosovo, social and family services include the direct
provision of social care, counseling or, in special cases,
material assistance to people in social need (LSFS, 2007).

1.5.3. Institutional System of Social Protection in
Kosovo
The institutional system of social protection in Kosovo
operates at two levels, the central level and the local level.
The central level is the policy-making level through the
relevant Ministry for Social Welfare, the institution
responsible for organizing the provision of social and
family services in Kosovo (LSFS, 2007).
At the local level are the municipalities, namely the main
authority for ensuring social protection and welfare of
their citizens falls on the Municipal Directorate for Health
and Social Welfare. (Concept document, 2019).
Social services, at the local level, are provided by the
Centres for Social Work, the non-governmental sector and
the private sector.
According to the legislation (LPV, 2010; SOP, 2013) the
Center for Social Work for all referred or identified
victims provides social and family services based on the
assessment of the victim's needs and has the obligation to
coordinate social services for the victim until his/her
reintegration/ her in society.
Non-Governmental Organizations/Shelters provide a 24-
hour safe place for victims of domestic violence,

providing a supportive environment through various
activities that help in long-term healing and rehabilitation
for survivors of domestic violence.

1.6. GLOBAL AND LOCAL PREVELANCE OF
DOMESTIC VIOLENCE

1.6.1. Domestic violence in the world

In the early 1800s, in the United States, most legal
systems of the time implicitly recognized beating of
women as a right of the husband, part of his right to
control  his  wife's resources and  services
(www.britannica.com). Feminist agitation in the 1800s
caused a radical change in public opinion and by the end
of the 19th century, most courts denied that men had any
right to "punish" their wives.

Violence against women has been internationally
identified as one of the most prevalent forms of violence.
The World Health Organization (WHO) estimated in 2014
that 35% of women worldwide have experienced sexual
or domestic violence in their lifetime. Statistics show that
globally, up to 38% of murders of women are committed
by intimate or family partners (WHO, 2014).

Based on the percentages presented, violence against
women remains a critical global issue, with significant
prevalence and severe consequences.

1.6.2. Domestic violence in Europe
Millions of women and children around the world still
suffer physical and psychological violence and are
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deprived of the most important of all rights, the right to
live without violence.

And yet, one (1) in five (5) women in Europe has suffered,
is suffering or is likely to suffer violence. One (1) in three
(3) women has experienced physical and/or sexual
violence since the age of 15 (WAVE, 2021).

In almost every country there is limited data on the
prevalence of domestic violence and even less
information on the number of children who may be
exposed to such violence.

1.6.3. Domestic violence in Kosovo

In Kosovo, domestic violence and violence against
women is violence committed against a person because of
gender, or violence that affects persons of a particular
gender disproportionately (UNFPA, 2017).

Domestic violence in Kosovo is not just about violence
against one of the spouses, which in most cases is directed
at the woman. In the concept of domestic violence today,
we also include and understand violence against women,
parental violence against children, violence between
children, violence by children, mainly adolescents against
parents, and violence against the elderly (LPDV, 2010;
KFL, 2019).

The sociocultural environment in Kosovo is defined by a
series of norms, values and beliefs, which continue to
influence contemporary society and cause negative
phenomena such as violence in the family, violence
against women and children, in particular. The following
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table presents the statistical data related to the victims of
domestic violence in Kosovo, confirming an increase in
the occurrence of domestic violence in this country.
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Fig 1. 1 Reported cases of domestic violence in Kosovo during the
period 2015-2019.

Continuation and deepening of political and social crises
in the long transition that Kosovo is going through is
growing and developing negative phenomena that are
directly affecting the lives of marginalized groups,
especially women and children.

1.7. DETERMINANTS OF THE PHENOMENON
OF DOMESTIC VIOLENCE IN THE KOSOVO
CONTEXT

1.7.1. Poverty

Based on the statistical data and analysing the increase in
cases of domestic violence in Kosovo, it is necessary to
pay attention to the analysis of the factors that are
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considered as determining factors in the development of
the phenomenon of domestic violence.

The need for analysis of these factors stems from the fact
that the terms poverty, inequality and social exclusion are
often used to refer to the same phenomenon (Policy
Document, 2016-2020). This cross-section is also key to
explaining why some groups remain trapped in poverty
and fail to benefit fully from public investment, such as in
education, health and social protection.

Poverty is an ancient and complex phenomenon involving
different dimensions. It is a cycle that repeats itself over
and over and negatively affects the economy of a country
and the lives of its citizens. Its causes and consequences
are as complex as the phenomenon itself. In recent years,
Kosovo has been going through difficult periods in terms
of poverty, where this phenomenon has a
multidimensional character (UN, 2013). Poverty for
women has long-term consequences. Lack of job training
and relevant education, poor working conditions and
inferior status in society often make women dependent on
men (UN Women, 2011; UN 2010: 75).

Poverty and domestic violence in Kosovo

Poverty in the country is a very worrying issue for
Kosovar society, with over 23 percent of citizens living
below the poverty line according to World Bank data from
2017(World Bank, 2017). A significant part of the
population, around 18%, survives on less than 2 euros a
day, while percent live in extreme poverty, with less than
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1.50 euros per day. Female-headed households, especially
those without access to income, face increased
vulnerability to poverty due to factors such as
unemployment and reduced social welfare support, as
highlighted by (ASK, 2019).

Numerous dimensions of poverty in Kosovo

The global trend of reducing extreme poverty, from 36
percent in 1990 to 10 percent in 2015, is facing challenges,
notably from the COVID-19 crisis, which threatens to
undo decades of progress (www.un.org). Developing
countries like Kosovo are particularly vulnerable, with the
pandemic exacerbating economic turmoil and social
inequality (www.wider.unu.edu). This crisis risks
transforming temporary poverty into entrenched
deprivation and escalating levels of domestic violence, as
highlighted by a UN report in 2020. Recognizing
poverty's multi-dimensional impacts, including its role in
perpetuating conflict and domestic violence, underscores
the importance of early intervention to mitigate long-term
consequences across the life cycle.

1.8. SOCIAL EXCLUSION

Social exclusion, originating in France in the 1970s and
expanded by EU policies and research, denotes the
inability of individuals or groups to fully engage in
economic, social, political, and cultural life due to various
circumstances (Deakin et al., 1995). This state arises from
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a combination of issues such as unemployment,
discrimination, low skills, and poor health, creating a
detrimental cycle (Kate et al., 2009). Different discourses,
like the redistributive, moral underclass, and social
integrationist, offer contrasting perspectives on tackling
exclusion (Levitas, 2005). It extends beyond income
inadequacy to affect areas like housing, education, and
health, impacting not just individuals but also the well-
being of children and social groups, particularly in urban
and rural settings subject to discrimination and social
fragmentation.

1.9. GENDER INEQUALITY IN KOSOVO

In Human Development and Gender Relations, the central
issue lies in inequality and structural exclusion across
education, health, economy, labour market, and media,
limiting the full utilization of human potential
(www.abgj.rks-gov.net). In Kosovo, gender inequality
persists, with minimal progress over the years compared
to other societies (kosovotwopointzero.com). Cultural
norms hinder women's property rights, including
inheritance, impeding financial access and weakening
their economic status.
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1.10. RISK FACTORS OF DOMESTIC
VIOLENCE AND INTIMATE PARTNER
VIOLENCE

As we examine relationships and power within the family,
then analysing risk factors is an important segment of this
study. According to the Centers for Disease Control and
Prevention in the USA (CDC, 2019) there are four groups
of risk factors that have been assessed as among the
determining factors for causing intimate partner violence
and domestic violence by listing individual risk factors,
relationship factors, community factors and social factors.

1.10.1. Individual risk factors

According to (CDC, 2019), individual risk factors are
identified as biological and personal history factors that
increase the likelihood of becoming a victim or
perpetrator of violence.

Relationship factors contributing factors include
witnessing parental violence, poor parenting, and
experiencing physical discipline during childhood.

1.10.2. Community Factors

Referring to (CDC, 2019), Community Factors are factors
related to partner or family violence in communities with
high poverty and limited educational and economic
opportunities, communities with high unemployment, and
high levels of violence and crime.
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1.10.3. Social Factors

In the context of Kosovo, it is very important that
domestic violence be analysed in the context of the
country's traditions, culture and mentality. Among the
individual characteristics of the person as external factors
or stimuli are identified: alcoholism, jealousy,
unemployment, poverty, stress, sexual impotence, various
inferiority complexes etx. (Strategy, 2022-2026).

Hence, there are a number of other motivating factors as
well, such as: Mentality and cultural traditions,
deficiencies in legislation and non-enforcement of
existing laws, socio-economic conditions of women, low
economic status of women, low number of women
participating in decision-making, high unemployment
rate, especially among women, etc. In this regard, domestic
violence is a problem that has costs for the family and society.

1.11. EFFECTS OF DOMESTIC VIOLENCE ON
VICTIMS, WOMEN AND CHILDREN

Regardless of its cause, violence has a negative impact on
those who experience or witness it (Www.britannica.com).
Violence can cause physical harm as well as
psychological harm to women and children who have
been exposed to whatever form of violence affects
physical and mental health of those (Heise, 2002).
Therefore, a history of experiencing violence is a risk
factor for many other diseases and conditions in a chain
manner (Haxhiymeri at al., 2005).

The impact of domestic violence on children is deep,
increasing their vulnerability to emotional, behavioural,
and developmental issues. This pervasive problem raises
concerns about the long-term effects on children's well-
being (Long-Term, 2019).

1.11.1. Domestic violence and violence against
children

Domestic violence extends beyond violence against
women and the elderly to encompass children, girls and
boys, in alarming numbers. They face various forms of
abuse, including physical abuse, psychological, sexual
and economic, and child neglect that often going
unrecognized. Even witnessing violence can deeply affect
children, leaving lasting consequences on their well-being
(KrNGG, 2015; Istanbul Convention, 2011). Child abuse
is an important public health concern that profoundly
affects the health and well-being of children in a society.
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1.11.2. Risk factors leading to children's exposure to
domestic violence

The literature highlights numerous factors that contribute
to violence and abuse against children. Belsky and Vondra
(1989) identify four main factors associated with
increased risk of physical, psychological and emotional
violence  against children. According to the
aforementioned  authors, these factors include
demographic factors, family dynamics, parental
characteristics, and the individual characteristics of the
children themselves.

1.11.3. Consequences and impact of violence on
children's lives

The consequences of violence on children's well-being
underscore the need for targeted interventions. Exposure
to violence in childhood carries profound short- and long-
term consequences, including physical and mental health.
Immediate physical consequences, including deaths and
brain injuries, are apparent, while others may develop
over time. Psychological abuse and emotional neglect can
precipitate serious mental health disorders.

Socially, abused children may experience difficulties in
relationships and social integration, potentially leading to
behavioral problems. These challenges persist even after
the abuse ends, exacting a toll on both individuals and
society at large through direct and indirect costs, including
health care costs and lost productivity. (UNICEF, 2006;
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Kavanaugh et al., 2016; Doyle & Cicchetti, 2017; Young
et al., 2016).

The compounding effects of violence underscore the
gravity of "poly-victimization," amplifying its devastating
impacts. Despite extensive research on various forms of
child abuse, studies often focus on singular aspects such
as bullying, traumatic brain injury, sexual abuse, or
neglect (Mason, 1994). While attention is rightly given to
the hundreds of young boys and girls who report violence,
there remains a silent multitude of nameless children and
women in Kosovo and elsewhere whose victimization
persists unnoticed by society and defense institutions.
Their plight demands acknowledgment and action to

break the cycle of violence and ensure their voices are
heard.

1.11.4. SYNDROME OF AN ABUSED WOMAN
Lenore Walker (1970) developed the concept of the Raped
Woman Syndrome. She described the unique pattern of
behaviour and emotions that can develop when a person
experiences abuse and tries to find ways to survive the
situation. Walker noted that behavioural patterns resulting
from abuse often resemble those of post-traumatic stress
disorder (PTSD). She described battered wife syndrome
as a subtype of PTSD.

The battered woman syndrome has been studied a little or
not at all in the local literature (www.abgj.rks-gov.net).
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CONCLUSIONS DRAWN FROM THE
THEORETICAL STUDY

The theoretical study has undertaken a comprehensive
exploration of domestic violence, delving into its various
dimensions. This includes an in-depth analysis of
definitions, theoretical perspectives and legal and
institutional frameworks at the international and local
level. The study places a special emphasis on
understanding the origins and determinants of domestic
violence in Kosovo. This includes an examination of
factors such as poverty, social exclusion and gender
inequality, and how these elements interrelate within the
specific socio-cultural context of Kosovo.

Through theoretical analysis, the study has identified and
analyzed the risk factors related to the occurrence of
domestic violence. This has included a deep
understanding of the socio-economic, cultural and gender-
specific elements that contribute to the prevalence of
domestic violence in Kosovo.

The study goes beyond the identification of risk factors by
delving into the different dimensions of the impact of
domestic violence on victims. This has included physical,
psychological and socio-economic consequences,
providing a holistic view of the challenges faced by
victims.

The study also has explored existing policies in the
Republic of Kosovo designed to protect victims of
domestic violence. This have had includes a thorough
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review of the legal, strategic and institutional framework.
The study evaluated the effectiveness of these policies in
addressing and preventing domestic violence, as well as
the systems created to protect victims and provide social
services.

The study in the theoretical aspect contributes to the
outline of a comprehensive framework for combating
domestic violence in Kosovo. This includes legal
measures, strategic planning and institutional structures
designed to address the phenomenon. The study assessed
the coherence and effectiveness of these frameworks in
providing social protection and support to victims.

In summary, the theoretical study aims not only to
understand the multifaceted nature of domestic violence,
but also, this study lays the groundwork for informed
policies and strategies to combat domestic violence, with
a focus on the local context of Kosovo.

CHAPTER II. METHODOLOGY OF THE STUDY
2.1. PURPOSE OF THE STUDY

The main purpose of this study is to examine the
projections of domestic violence in Kosovo society and
the impact of social policies on reducing the number of
victims of domestic violence.
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2.2.  OBJECTIVES OF THE STUDY
In order to achieve the main goal, the following
theoretical objectives have been formulated for the study:

e Study of theoretical approaches to understanding
domestic violence.

e Analysis and evaluation of legislative, political,
and institutional frameworks and mechanisms to
combat domestic violence in Kosovo.

e Examination of determinants of domestic
violence in  Kosovo, including  the
interconnections  between  poverty, social
inclusion, and gender inequality.

e Exploration of consequences of domestic,
including the profiles of women and child victims
of domestic violence in Kosovo.

e Study of the views of the stakeholders and
professionals regarding the projections of
domestic violence and the role of social policies
to combat this issue.

e Analysis of empirical data and results.
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e Making and proposing recommendations in the
framework of social protection for victims of

domestic violence women and children in Kosovo

2.3. RESEARCH QUESTIONS

The methodologies used in this study will explore
domestic violence in Kosovo and the aspect of social
protection during the period 2015-2019, by answering
research questions.

1 How effective are social policies in reducing
cases and combating the phenomenon of domestic
violence?

2. Are social policies sufficient to eliminate
domestic violence in Kosovo?

2.4. THE HYPOTHESIS OF THIS SUDY

We hypothesize that social policies affect the reduction
of cases of domestic violence and combat the
phenomenon of domestic violence in Kosovo.

2.5. METHODS

Comparative analysis

It has been used to compare the levels of development of
the phenomenon within a period of 2015-2019, assessing
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whether there was a decline, stagnation or increase in the
development of the phenomenon. These changes become
comparable over certain time periods.

Data were collected using the following methods:

- Survey method

The survey method, conducted through a structured
questionnaire, has been used to examine and recognize the
phenomenon wusing the perceptions, opinions and
knowledge of the participating respondents. This included
a comprehensive assessment of the level of expertise
among professionals directly involved in the protection of
victims and survivors affected by this phenomenon in
Kosovo. The use of the survey was intended to deepen the
understanding of those on the front line, assessing their
knowledge and insight into the complex dynamics of the
issue, thereby contributing to a more nuanced
understanding of the situation in Kosovo.

- Focus group

Focus group has been used to discover and understand this
phenomenon in depth. This approach provides an in-depth
discussion on issues related to the phenomenon of
domestic violence, giving the opportunity to explore the
views and perspectives of experts involved in decision-
making and professionals providing direct services. The
discussion data is analyzed through thematic analysis.

For survey data processing a quantitative analysis has
been used. This method systematically examines the

collected data to derive meaningful insights. The
analytical process involves the careful processing and in-
depth examination of the statistical information, aiming to
draw comprehensive conclusions about the effectiveness
of social policies in safeguarding victims of domestic
violence. This method of analysis is essential in
transforming raw data into actionable knowledge,
allowing for the identification of nuanced relationships
within the dataset. Through this method, the study gains a
holistic understanding of the intricate dynamics between
social policies and their impact on the protection of
domestic violence victims.

In the methodological framework of this study, a robust
statistical approach has been employed to gather and
process data obtained through the administered
questionnaire. The systematic collection of quantitative
information allows for the generation of concrete
observations regarding the impact of social policies on the
protection of victims of domestic violence, with a specific
focus on women and children. The statistical method has
served as a cornerstone in ensuring the accuracy and
reliability of the acquired data. Its application has enabled
the identification of patterns and correlations within the
dataset, providing a quantitative foundation for drawing
meaningful conclusions about the influence of social
policies on the targeted demographic. Statistical methods
include:

- Regression Analysis
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The research methodology further integrates an empirical
analysis method, leveraging knowledge derived from
evidence and observations to construct the research
model. Regression analysis, a sophisticated statistical
tool, is then employed to substantiate the impact of social
policies on the protection of victims of domestic violence.
This methodological choice aims to ground the study in
real-world observations and evidence, enhancing the
external validity of its findings. By utilizing regression
analysis, the research not only explores relationships
between variables but also provides a robust statistical
framework for assessing the nuanced impact of social
policies on the protection of domestic violence victims.
The empirical analysis method thus contributes to the
study's depth and reliability, reinforcing the credibility of
its findings.

- OLS (simple linear regression) model
Regression analysis was used as a statistical method to
clarify the relationship between a dependent variable and
one or more independent variables through the
formulation of a mathematical equation.

- Correlation Analysis
Correlation analysis is a statistical method used to test the
linear relationship between two variables or the
relationship of one variable with two or more variables, as
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well as to measure the degree of this relationship if it
exists.

For the correlation analysis, the continuity of the variables
and the normality test were tested. Through correlation
analysis, the connection between institutions and the
occurrence of domestic violence is presented, then
through regression it is explained that if we change the
level of these institutions, it will reduce violence.

2.6. RESEARCH INSTRUMENTS -
SURVEYING WITH SAMPLING

The data used in this study are given by self-designed
questionnaires, while they were filled in by respondents
selected from the specific population, who are licensed
social service officers at the national level by public
institutions and non-governmental organizations, whose
scope of work is to protect victims of domestic violence.
The data in this study was extracted by analyzing the
content from the development of the discussion in the
focus group.

2.7.  ORGANIZATION OF THE EMPIRICAL
STUDY

The empirical study is focused on exploring in detail the
impact and efficacy of policies and institutions framework
integrated within included in the protection system in the
treatment and reduction of cases of domestic violence. It
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was conducted through a survey of social service
professionals who work directly with victims, and a focus
group with decision makers and professionals who
provide direct services. Throughout this study, the
importance of the above factors and the causes that
influence the conditioning of the phenomenon of domestic
violence in Kosovo have been analyzed.

In this chapter, the causes that influence the evolution of
the phenomenon of domestic violence and the effect of
variables are presented and identified.

Protective policies related to the safety, health, and well-
being of victims/survivors of domestic violence are
primarily social policies, with the exception of
investigative and prosecution policies.

To analyze the impact of protection policies, and policies
implemented through social services, it is estimated that
part of this study it is the research for social and family
service professionals from both the public sector and civil
society organizations that have their subject for social
protection and the provision of social and family services
directly to the marginalized categories.

The selected population were social and family service
professionals from the public and non-governmental
sectors.

Their selection was based on the following criteria:

Possession of a valid professional license for providing
social services;
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Employment as social service professionals directly
engaging with victims of domestic violence,
predominantly women and children;

Primary academic background in relevant fields,
including social sciences, legal, medical or educational
sciences, with specific qualifications in fields such as
Social Work, Law, Sociology, Psychology, Nursing and
Pedagogy.

In the database of the Ministry of Finance, Labor and
Transfers are registered and licensed nine hundred (900)
professionals, active in labor relations in the provision of
social and family services at national level.

The sample within this specific population was selected
from two hundred (200) professionals that’s mean 22.2%
of professionals across the country.

The survey was conducted through a questionnaire
designed on twenty-one (21) questions, both closed and
open questions. The questionnaire was initially designed
based on research conducted in previous chapters, which
assessed the need to analyze the situation from the
perspective of social service professionals working
directly with victims, and survivors of domestic violence.
The questionnaire was digitized and distributed to two
hundred (200) social service professionals or 22.2% of the
900 professional population. Official email addresses
were requested and provided by the Ministry of Finance,
Labor and Transfers, specifically from the register of
licensed professionals.
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The time available for completing and returning the
questionnaire was within one month.

The survey was challenged by the lack of responses from
72 professionals or 36% of the selected sample and
response delays over a period of three months.

The non-response from a number of participants was
attributed to their insufficient familiarity with the digital
questionnaire, resulting in a lack of completion.

The focus group was carried out with the participation and
commitment of nine (9) professionals in the social field
who operate at the central and local levels, including
representatives  from  policy-making levels and
professionals specialized in providing direct services to
victims, both in the public sector and in the non-
governmental one.

They were selected based on: involvement in policy-
making at central and local level, both governmental and
non-governmental sectors. The inclusion of the focus
group has led to qualitative data within the research, thus
contributing even more to the accuracy of the findings as
well as to the completion of the research questions and
hypotheses of this dissertation.

2.7.1. Ethical Considerations

The research study is in line with the ethical standards of
academic research. The analysed data were obtained from
studies and reports conducted by the Kosovo Agency of
Statistics, Kosovo Police, and the Ministry of Labour and
Social Welfare for national coverage purposes. Requests

for data are submitted with a formal request to the
institutions.

The questionnaire was accompanied by explanations of
the research and a letter explaining the importance and
purpose of the research to ensure trust and encourage
responses from the target group. Participation in the
search was voluntary and participants were informed that
their identities would remain anonymous.

Members, participants in the focus group, were addressed
with a written request for participation and permission for
registration. At the beginning of the discussion with the
members of the focus group, the importance and purpose
of the research were explained to ensure trust and
encouragement of responses from the intended group. To
guide the work in the focus group, questions were
prepared and presented in advance to keep the discussion
within the framework of the topic. Permission was also
sought for photography, aiming to archive the research
work.

Participation in the research was voluntary.

2.7.2. Limitations

During this study, we encountered limitations in accessing
relevant data.

Firstly, the assumption that incest, as a form of sexual
violence, is within the social services database (Ministry
of Labor and Social Welfare, Republic of Kosovo) did not
provide data on this particular manifestation of domestic
violence.
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Secondly, the study faced a challenge in establishing a
connection between women who were victims of sexual
violence during the war in 1998-1999 in Kosovo and their
potential overlap with victims of domestic violence, as the
required data was absent.

Lastly, the absence of data on women and children from
Kosovo involved in violence, pressure, and coercion by
their husbands or parents during conflicts in other
countries, such as Syria, further restricted a
comprehensive analysis.

In order to enhance the study's precision, it is imperative
to acknowledge that the lack of evidence obstructed the
retrieval of data in the aforementioned areas. This absence
of data not only hinders the completeness of the current
study but also underscores the necessity for future
research endeavors to meticulously explore and analyze
these uncharted facets of the domestic violence
phenomenon in Kosovo. Recognizing and addressing
these gaps will contribute to a more nuanced
understanding of the multifaceted nature of domestic
violence in the country.
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CHAPTER III. ANALYSIS OF THE EMPIRICAL
STUDY FINDINGS METHODOLOGY OF THE
STUDY

3.1. ANALYSIS OF THE PHENOMMENON OF
DOMESTIC VIOLENCE FROM THE
PRSPECTIVE OF SOCIAL SERVICE
PROFESSIONALS IN KOSOVO -CONCLUSIONS
FROM THE EMPIRICAL STUDY

Official statistical data present a significant number of
victims of domestic violence in Kosovo. Likewise, the
empirical study has proven that violence in Kosovar
families in all its forms is present and social policies serve
as a key component of the system aimed at combating this
phenomenon and protecting the victims. The analyzes and
findings of this study shed light on the main research
questions related to the effectiveness of social policies in
the fight against domestic violence and the reduction of
its cases. At the same time, social policies, through social
and family services, have contributed to removing the
phenomenon from the framework of family privacy and
treating it as an institutional and professional issue that
requires treatment.
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We present a summary of the main results as follows:

The data presented highlight the widespread nature of
emotional and psychological violence within Kosovar
families, as reported by professionals. The answers show
how often these professionals face such violence in their
work, where 43.8% of them constantly encounter it.

Emotional and psychological abuse remains a form of
violence and an ongoing issue in a significant number of
cases they handle.

It is also affirmed by the members of the focus group:

“The form of psychological violence is a challenge for the
authorities and professionals due to the abstract and
complex nature of this form of violence which is not
always visible and can be difficult to assess” (member 1).

The findings highlight the high prevalence of physical
violence within Kosovar families. Whether encountered
frequently or sporadically, physical violence remains an
important concern, affecting a significant portion of the
cases handled by these social protection professionals
This finding is supported and reinforced by the
thematic discussion in the focus group, as: “Facing this
form of violence requires the involvement of society and
the state as a whole. Likewise, the change of behavior and
values begins in the family and educating people about
respect and equality is vital for the prevention of physical
violence and other forms of violation of human rights”
(focus group, member 3).

Sexual violence as a form of domestic violence is less
reported compared to other forms of violence such as
psychological or physical violence due to fear, shame,
emotional barriers faced by victims, lack of trust in
professionals in the system and cultural factors and social
factors that affect reporting. Sexual violence is only
reported when the victim is mistreated and may die. As for
sexual violence between spouses, it still remains a taboo
topic.

Through the analysis, it is understood that economic
violence includes a spectrum of behaviors and scenarios
reported by respondents, including economic
manipulation and social alienation, thus reflecting broader
social challenges such as economic inequalities,
manifested as a form of domestic violence.

It is discussed in the focus group that “The presence of
many factors, primarily economic ones, can increase the
risk of domestic violence. Addressing the main causes
through mechanisms in services and social protection is
very important for the prevention of violence within the
family” (focus group, member 8).

Belief in the role and responsibility of security
institutions in the fight against domestic violence is
understood in the attribution to the implementation of
laws, the implementation of protective measures and
legal interventions.

3.1.1 Results from the empirical study

The data highlights the widespread prevalence of
emotional, psychological, and physical violence within
Kosovar families, as frequently encountered by social
protection professionals, with 43.8% facing emotional
and psychological violence regularly. Physical violence
also remains a significant issue, while sexual violence is
underreported due to fear, shame, and cultural barriers.
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Economic violence, manifesting through manipulation
and social alienation, reflects broader social inequalities.
Domestic violence, often attributed to male perpetrators,
is a central concern for professionals, with a focus on the
emotional and psychological impact on children.

Educational, security and social protection institutions
are seen as key actors in addressing domestic violence
through support and legal enforcement measures.

The OLS model confirms a statistically significant
relationship between the roles of educational, security,
health, and protection institutions, alongside media and
telephone hotlines, in preventing and reducing domestic
violence.
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GENERAL CONCLUSIONS

The predetermined research questions in this study have
brought answers that conform with the results of the
research, proving the presented hypothesis. The
theoretical and empirical analysis brings results that prove
that social policies implemented through the legal,
institutional and professional framework in the context of
Kosovo have a significant impact on reducing cases of
domestic violence and protecting victims. The completion
of the study confirms the expectations and predetermined
objectives.

In the following, we present the main conclusions of the
research, carefully analysed in the context of the field of
study.

All over the world, women are raped, discriminated,
fought and destroyed from the moment they are embryos
until they die.

International conventions and instruments, constitutions
and laws of different countries of the world prohibit
gender-based discrimination, domestic violence and
violence against women and children, but nevertheless,
based on this study, every year there are women and
young girls who fall victim to all forms of violence against
them, and violence within the family.

Kosovar society has a history of male dominance, a
reflection of strong patriarchal traditions and cultures and
subcultures as in all Balkan countries, where women are
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taught from childhood and throughout life to accept
subordinate roles.

The study conducted for the period 2015-2019 in Kosovo
showed that the phenomenon of domestic violence is
increasingly affecting individuals, families, communities
and the Kosovar society as a whole, emphasizing its
negative effects.

Despite being a widespread issue, domestic violence
remains largely hidden within the walls of the home,
dictated by societal perceptions that it should remain a
private matter.

Unfortunately, many women face barriers when seeking
support or reporting violence, whether due to family
pressure or insufficient legal protection. Failures to
investigate, prosecute and punish perpetrators of violence
contribute to low reporting rates and discourage victims
from seeking justice.

The lack of empathy towards victims exacerbates their
trauma and prevents them from reporting violence, as the
lack of long-term protection increases the risk of
continued violence.

The combination of poverty, unemployment, gender
inequality and social exclusion serves as the main catalyst
for the marginalization of women in situations of domestic
violence, thereby limiting opportunities for women and
young girls to escape abusive environments.

In 2020, Kosovo updated its Constitution to align with the
Istanbul Convention, requiring revisions to laws and
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strategic policies to effectively combat domestic violence
and gender-based violence.

The national referral system for domestic violence
protection in Kosovo requires an update, based on the
Standard Operating Procedures (2013) and expanding to
include additional entities. This expansion is necessary to
effectively combat domestic violence in accordance with
the principles outlined in the Istanbul Convention.
Creating a comprehensive government response to
domestic violence involves understanding its sources and
causes. This includes expanding knowledge on
demographic and geographic groups most vulnerable to
domestic violence.

In addressing domestic violence against children, the
implementation of social protection measures within the
wider social context is considered crucial. Recognition
and identification of signs of abuse are vital components
of effective intervention strategies by social service
professionals.

Policy challenges in the country are related to the creation
and improvement of a prevention system at all educational
levels, from kindergartens to universities. Furthermore,
the use of religion in prevention, an integral aspect of
Kosovar society, is still not being fully utilized.

Further policy challenges are related to the continuation
and strengthening of a functional and effective social
protection system, based on the principle of
decentralization and deinstitutionalization, for the
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inclusion of wvulnerable groups in social protection
programs.

Kosovo's social policy heavily relies on money transfers
with limited investment in human capital or social service
infrastructure. Despite efforts in decentralization since
2009, social services have not significantly improved,
leading to challenges exacerbated by municipal budget
constraints. Plans to allocate specific grants for social
services akin to those for education and health remain
unfulfilled by the government.

The absence of a mandatory rehabilitation program for
abusers and offenders neglects addressing underlying
causes such as childhood trauma, war trauma,
unemployment, alcoholism, and substance abuse
disorders. Treating these root issues professionally is
crucial for effective intervention.

Institutional social services are currently very limited and
the public sector lacks the expertise and human capacity
needed to provide them on a large scale. Existing social
services are not enough both in number and in manpower.
The lack of a comprehensive and long-term reintegration
program for victims of violence leaves them and their
children without essential support such as social and
subsidized housing, skills training and psychological
assistance. Such a program, tailored to the needs of each
survivor, is crucial to their eventual independence and
well-being.
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Urgent need for the development and expansion of social
and family services in Kosovo to prioritize vulnerable
groups such as children and women affected by domestic
violence, single-parent families led by women,
marginalized minority groups, individuals with
disabilities and the elderly who lack family support.

The lack of monitoring and inspection mechanisms for
social services includes the revision and harmonization of
protection standards, as well as the drafting of protocols
and guidelines.

Despite recent economic development of the country, the
participation of women and men in the labor market
continues to be present with large gender differences in
Kosovo.

The study will help the government's social policies
related to the prevention and protection of victims to be
advanced at the central and local level as well as in the
advancement of legislation, the professional and structural
framework to mitigate the phenomenon of violence within
the family.
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RECOMMENDATIONS

Despite the existing legal framework prohibiting gender-

based discrimination and violence, including domestic

violence and violence against women and children, this
study suggests that without significant political, cultural,
social and economic change, young women and girls will
continue to be victimized. from different forms of

violence, especially within family contexts, on a

continuing basis.

v The study suggests a continuous demand to address
the issue of domestic violence as an urgent issue,
emphasizing the necessity for continuous targeted
interventions and the establishment and strengthening
of support systems.

v' To address the under-reporting of sexual violence
within family relationships, concerted efforts must be
made to cultivate trust between victims and support
services, while challenging cultural taboos
surrounding the topic. Furthermore, professionals
within the system should receive specialized training
to handle such cases sensitively, ensuring that victims
feel empowered to come forward without fear of
stigma or retribution.

v To maximize the impact of the Istanbul Convention,
Kosovo should establish specialized training
programs for law enforcement and judicial personnel
to ensure effective enforcement and support for
victims of domestic violence.
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To enhance the fight against domestic violence and
violence against women, Kosovo should prioritize the
swift adoption and effective implementation of the
Civil Code, new Law on Social and Family Services,
amended Law on Protection from Domestic Violence,
and Law on Local Government Finances.

To address the hidden nature of domestic violence,
Kosovo must continue with strong public awareness
campaigns that challenge societal perceptions and
encourage victims to seek help, emphasizing that
domestic violence is a public concern and not a private
matter.

Kosovo should establish a special fund dedicated to
victims and provide resources to support law
enforcement organizations and agencies, promoting
effective cooperation and an integrated approach to
reduce violence against women and domestic
violence.

Kosovo should prioritize the development and
improvement of a comprehensive preventive system
at all educational levels.

Also to actively involve religious institutions and
leaders in prevention efforts, using their influence and
guidance to effectively address negative phenomena
such as domestic violence and violence against
women and children.

Kosovo should focus on strengthening and fully
decentralizing the social protection system, giving
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priority to the inclusion of vulnerable groups through
programs, thus ensuring effective support and
assistance at the local level.

Kosovo should establish and strengthen rapid
response mechanisms to address cases of domestic
violence and violence against children, providing
comprehensive and effective support by adding
entities to the system such as child protection homes
or long-term specialized services.

Should prioritize enhancing the legal infrastructure
and improving the efficiency of handling cases of
violence against children, with a strong focus on
meeting the needs of the victim and ensuring
appropriate punishment for the perpetrators.

Kosovo must urgently address the issue of insufficient
funding in social services by implementing measures
to ensure sustainable funding in social protection.
Kosovo urgently needs to expand social and family
services, prioritizing vulnerable groups such as
children and women affected by domestic violence,
single-parent families led by women, marginalized
minority groups, individuals with disabilities, and the
elderly lacking family support.

Orientation to a supportive approach within the
services for victims of domestic violence women and
children, consolidation of the intervention
methodology and responses to the dynamics of
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specific cases will help combat the phenomenon of
domestic violence.

Access to new and existing services, efficient and
sustainable, for the long-term rehabilitation and
reintegration of women and children’s victims of
domestic violence, throughout the territory of Kosovo,
improving the quality of social and family services for
their protection.

Initiatives aimed at increasing women's participation
in the labour market should be prioritized in the
country, recognizing its double benefits, promoting
equality and generating positive economic growth for
the entire country.

Setting standards on increasing the number of
professionals involved in child protection to eliminate
violence against children and domestic violence by
giving priority to professionals such as social workers,
psychologists, mental health specialists, psychosocial
services specialists, educators.

Setting standards for the recruitment and employment
of social workers and psychologists in the education
system from kindergarten to high school to respond as
identifiers of the first signs of violence against
children.

Policies in the country should focus on investing in its
workforce, especially in the social services sector,
giving priority to training programs and incentives

that promote the values and motivation of care
workers and social service professionals.

To create a comprehensive qualification system for
social services professionals, aiming to achieve a
standard ratio of professionals per capita, thus
ensuring quality care and support for groups in need.
The Government of Kosovo should prioritize projects
and programs that emphasize the link between social
inclusion and poverty reduction in its future plans.
This should include support for education,
employment, entrepreneurship, improved health
services, housing and other basic needs based on basic
human rights.

Strengthen mechanisms for monitoring and inspecting
the quality of social services, including the review and
harmonization of protection standards, as well as the
development of clear protocols and guidelines to
guarantee quality and accountability in service
delivery.

Protection policies and programs should prioritize
vulnerable groups, including victims of domestic
violence, especially women and children, poor
individuals, people with disabilities, youth and the
elderly who face gender inequality and social
exclusion.

Expanding cross-cultural research further will be

essential to increase knowledge in different cultural
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and conceptual contexts. The inclusion of a wider
range of cultural settings will provide deeper insights
into the phenomena being examined within different

social and cultural frameworks.
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CONTRIBUTIONS

Theoretical contributions
1. The research provides a theoretical and informational

resource on the status of domestic violence in Kosovo,

highlighting the importance of a proactive and informed

approach to addressing these societal challenges

2. This study is the first in Kosovo that examines the

multifaceted aspects of domestic violence at cultural,

political, institutional and professional levels, showing the

importance of exploring cultural dimensions, such as

norms and traditions, that affect domestic violence in the

country.

3. The study will help and serve as a basis for further

research on gender differences to understand the roots of

domestic violence, especially through examining family

power dynamics and gender hierarchies.

Practical contributions

1. The research, for the first time at the national level,
emphasizes the need for standardized protocols in the

management of cases of domestic violence,
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highlighting the crucial roles of key social protection
professionals.

Valuable resource for raising the level of awareness of
vulnerable social groups in Kosovo

The study provides the basis for developing a system
of qualification and retraining that integrates
academia, government policy and professionals to

increase the workforce of social service providers.
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
