3.2. Contents of the dissertation

This dissertation explores one of the most complex social phenomena in the relationships between
family members, whose development, according to most researchers, follows the entire course of
human development. Unfortunately. this research is yet another proof that the frequency of aggressive
attitudes towards the closest ones still reaches high limits.

Interpreted within a different ethnic, cultural and religious reality from our own, the problem of
violence in this thesis reflects the specificity of its development in Kosovar society. According to the
author, deeply rooted in the minds of gencrations of people, a number of well-established
understandings of family relations draw grounds in cultural understandings to assert their right to exist
today. Opposition from modern society is perceived as 'interference’ in family affairs and a refusal to
accept them as a public matter.

The question whether family problems are a family issue or a societal issue has been, is, and
perhaps will continue to be a contentious one. Today we find many arguments both in support of one
thesis and the other. Studies show that when "family issues" have adverse effects on society, the latter
reinforces its tendency to ascribe a societal character to the family problem. When family members
have conflicting attitudes toward their problems, too.

The problem of violence is very complex. Adile Shaqiri describes some of the understandings of
its origins, but is more interested in the justifications that families in Kosovo draw from their cultural
understandings to exercise violence as their right, affirmed by tradition, although this issue is not
particularly developed in the study.

In her dissertation, Adile Shagqiri highlights the theoretical perspective of those searches that
scholars have directed over the years to individual and social factors to discover how betrayal of trust,
dependency, the need to end the relationship, personality disruption or fragmentation, chronic feelings
of emptiness, difficulties in future relationships, and traumatic loneliness take the place of love,
affection, and commitment in the family. Her work subtly suggests that if this answer had been found,
perhaps today we would be finding a new stage in our attempts to overcome the problem. The data in
this dissertation suggests the opposite. Family violence is increasing its rates.

All of this shows that a much-discussed topic like this one has taken on special significance today.
Practitioners like Adile Shaqiri, who have seen its reflection in the faces of many victims, are those
important scholars in our ranks who are urgently and forcefully sounding the alarm that problems we

think we have already solved need our even more active intervention.



I am convinced that the relevance of this dissertation lies in the daily encounter of many victims
facing their abuser, its significance lies in the urgent need of these people for help. And if today our
societies suffer from aggression and confrontation in their most important and essential unit, what more
important topic than this should seek a path to its resolution.

Adile Shagiri introduces us to numerous national international regulations, strategies, state
institutions and NGOs that regulate the various forms of violence and their manifestations in Kosovo,
but at the same time tells us that a detailed review of the Kosovo Police data for the years 2015-2021
shows an increase in cases of domestic violence. Most likely, this determines Adile Shagiri's
motivation to focus the objectives of her empirical research on the effectiveness of social policies in
reducing the incidence of domestic violence. But unfortunately it finds that Despite the existing legal
framework prohibiting gender-based discrimination and violence, including domestic violence and
violence against women and children, this study suggests that without significant political, cultural,
social and economic change, young women and girls will continue to be victimized. from different
forms of violence. especially within family contexts, on a continuing basis.

Adile Shaqiri research, identifies the impact of economic factors the likelihood of family violence,
the increased incidence of emotional and psychological abuse and the relatively low levels of sexual
violence in the family in Kosovo It finds that victims' economic dependence on their husbands and the
difficulty of providing for their children if they leave them are among the important reasons for
prolonged exposure to violence.

The research highlights the abstract nature of emotional abuse and the difficulties it creates in
identifying and proving it. It appears that in Kosovo, as in a number of other countries, the evidentiality
of its manifestation, the effects it produces and the subjective interpretation of both victims and
professionals are among the main obstacles to providing timely support.

To a large extent, the results of Shaqiri's study support theories about the underlying factors that
influence family violence, the effects it has on women and their children, and the effects it has on their
well-being in the aftermath. The study analyses the support system in Kosovo and critically highlights
those cases in which it fails to perform its function effectively enough. On this basis, Adile Shaqiri
makes very clear and specific recommendations for improving the practice of addressing domestic
violence in Kosovo. I believe that their implementation would positively influence its status. | identify
the most significant as confronting cultural taboos and delicately handling cases of violence that ensure

victims feel empowered to come forward without fear of stigma or retribution.

Significance of contributions to science and practice.

Developed in the context of cultural and ethnic understandings of family member relationships in
Kosovar society, this dissertation will have its undisputed place in the puzzle of views on family
violence. | join those points of contribution that the PhD student has pointed out in her thesis, but |
would add at least a few more.

Through Adile Shagiri's dissertation, we researchers of family relations see their condition in a
society that differs ethnically, culturally, and religiously; we identify the similarities in the
development of the grounds for violence, and we take into account the differences. The study enriches
our knowledge, provides an opportunity for transcultural comparisons that can aid in understanding
those causes of violence that remain constant across cultures, as well as those that are influenced by
differences. In this sense. the study contributes to establishing the persistence of violence on the one
hand and its dynamic nature on the other. This may prove to be a path not only to further clarify its
nature, but also an opportunity to broaden the view towards its overcoming. | believe that the
contributions of this thesis go beyond its theoretical and practical relevance to Kosovo, providing input
to a much wider audience.

This dissertation, developed by Adile Shagqiri from Kosovo, under the supervision of Assoc. Prof.
Dr. Maya Cholakova and with the help of the Department of Medical and Social Sciences. is another
significant scientific research that the Department of Medical and Social Sciences of South-West
University "Neofit Rilski" presents to the wider scientific community. | am confident in the
contribution it will make to the global understanding of this issue. This also gives rise to my conviction
that it has the ability to support the universal search for a solution and to support modern society in
ensuring better family relations. On this basis, | believe that this dissertation has fulfilled a very

important societal function in addition to its scientific and applied meaning.

S. Critical comments and recommendations
First and foremost, I recommend that the PhD student promote her dissertation in its entirety,
and do so in English to ensure that a wider audience can reach it.
Second, | recommend expanding the study. Incorporating the perspectives of victims as well
as perpetrators about the factors that influence violent resolution of family situations is essential to
understanding their backgrounds. Professionals have an unquestioned expert view of the issues, but it

often appears to be external to them. Without denying its significance for understanding domestic
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violence, I believe that the perspectives of the participants in the situation under study will enrich the
research.

Thirdly, | recommend a more in-depth exploration of the ethnic, cultural and religious
influences on the justifications for violence and the experiences of victims in Kosovo. This issue is
addressed in the dissertation, but does not provide sufficient insight into whether domestic violence in

Kosovo differs from domestic violence in other countries.

Conclusion:

What has been said above, as well as the deep impression this dissertation leaves on me, gives
me reason to draw the following conclusion:
